Officer when “he was at Kamalapuram Panchayat Samithi in
Cuddapha district and they are under enquiry by the
Collector, Cuddapah and not pending trial in the Tribunal
for Disciplinary Proceedings. There are no allegations
against him as Block Development Ofticer, Thottambedu.

(b) & (c) The Block Development Officers are not competent
to issue D.K.T. pattas. The Sub-Collector, Chandragiri has
reported that Sri G. Narayanappa, Block Development
Officer, Bangarupalem was not assigned any land in Sanigla-
mitta, hamlet of Penubaka village of Srikalahasti taluk. " The
Thasildar, Srikalahasti reported that four persons sere
assigned dry lands in Penubaka village near Akkurthi village
and that the assignees are’ non-residents of the village and
that the preferential claim of the Harijans of the village was
ignored at the time of assignment.

It has also been reported that the harijans have alleged
that Sri G. Narayanappa, Block Development Officer tried
to reclaim the above lands. The Sub-Collector is enquiring
into the case of illegal assignments and his further report is

The explanation of the B.N O. is
not satisfactory. By the very nature of the allegations, the witnesses
can not be examined. The charge is therefore, held proved.

Untversal Frge and Compulsory Primary Education - - conti-
nuance of teacher§ during the year 1969-70 sanction and resolution
of the Council not pointed ow. grant not adjusted;- A sum of
Rs. 6,272-35 was spent towards the salaries of the teachers employed
under the Scheme Universal free and compulsory education. No
amount was adjusted to the funds of the Municipal Council towards
grant during the year, The sanction of the competet authority for
the continuance of the posts of teachers under the said scheme along
with the resolution of the Council for the continuance were not
made available for audit. They would need to be produced and
action taken to address the District Educational Officer for the adju-
stment of grant.

7. Opening of a new Urdu Elementry School Recognition wan-
ting ;- In pursuance of Resolution No.75 dated 29-6-1968 of
Municipal Council a single teatcher Urdu Elementary School was
opened on 11-7-1968 at Perala Near Mosque transferring one Super-
fluous post in Urdu Elementary School at Veeraraghavapet Chirla.
One Smt. C.Kharinnisa who was working as Assistant in Veerarghava-~
pet was kept incharge of new school. The recognition of the school
applied for was not received. Pending receipt of ordes of recogni-
tion, the pay and allowances of the teacher are inadmissible in
audit. ‘

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Sri Jaipal Reddy (Kalvakurthi) ;- Mr. Sperker Sir, There is an
axiom that Education 1s the correr stone for advancement of any
natio.al development whether it be culivril, economic; techriological
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moral or spiritual. Re=alising the crucial imnortance of education
for the nation building, our national leade~s have been harp-
ing upon the need for revision of our educational svstem. This
need was stressed for two reasons fundamentallv. One is to reform
the system in such a way as to serve the neads of the country and the
people. Another is to see that the students who pass out of the
colleges and schools al<o imbihe the narional spirit. Mr. Speaker,
Sir, Iam of the considered view that the education system in our
countrv has failed in both these respects. We have Feen introducing
manv structural reforms in the education. But I would like to stress
that the stru~tural reforms umaccompanied by anv spiritual or
psvchological change in the curriculum will not produce the desired
effect. .

We have an Education Minister who is not onlv a ereat scholar
in his own way, but one who is deeply conversant with the rrohlems
of education. Since he has taken over the educatinn nnartfalio, he
has been introducing manv refarms in education. This can he said
to be an eventful vear, in the sense, that we have intro luced two
major structural reforms amart from one major administrative reform.
Thev are adootion of Telumi medium in Degree colleges and the
aholition of examinations in high school. The Administrative reform

isto divide the directorate into two wings academic and admini-
strative.
]

As for the first reform, T welcome it without reservations hecause
it is agreed on all hands in the world that mother-tengue is the best
medium for instruction. The need for mother-tongue being the
medium of instruction at afl levels including degree has been stressed
by all educationists and lesders, I welcome this sten alrhrneh it is
lohg over dwe. But I'would like to sav one thing, Any reform un-
accompanied by adequate premaration and follaw.un meisures is
bound to lead toa fiasco. While we have thanoht it Air tn introduce
Telugu medium at the Degree level, we have nnt taken adequate
steps to prepare the material in Telupu. Nor have we nrepared the
administrative machinery for conducting its administration in Telugu

medium. So these steps must be immediately . taken up, now that
the reform hat been introduced.

As per the next step of abolition of examinati~ms. I think it is a
ofty stroke of idealism ; but I must hasten to add rhat it is only a
stroke of idealism because examination, we must understard, is still
a necessary evil in the society. The Government has not been able
to inspect the schools properly. How can we believe that this
Governrr;ent_ can devise a machinery with which it can see that the
student§ can get equipped without examinations as such? I many tell
you, Sir, that we have so many single teacher schools which do not
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function. 'hev are th~ greatest myth in Andhea Pradesh—the myth
tha.t remains unexploited. When we do not have adequate machinery
Lo inspect the schools even to the point of seeing today tharc they run,
how are we to believe that with this machirery we can see that these
stgd(-ms can be educationally equipped and to an adequate degree
withont these examinations? This, I think, is a premature reform.
Structural ref srms, however radical they are by themselves, do not
Produce any radical eflect. Major changes will have to be introduceds
in the curriculum, Today, students can be described as rudderless
boats in shoreless seas on a purposeless mission This education
€an turn ourt naxalites and janasangites or anvy bodv. This system of
t_:‘ducaticm does not impart perspective education. It onlv imparts
information: even that inadequatelv and immnerfectly. Therefore,
Ieall upon the hon. Minister for Education, who is perhaps the
mo-t enlightened Education Minister 1n India, to bestow his attention
on this aspect of the problem.

Another thing is, if vou look at the hudger, it apnears to be
staggering because it constitutes nearlvy one-fifth of the total budoet.
But if we look at the Plan outlav, [am satrv to point out that it
constirutes Jess than 5%, of the budret.  Out of Rs. 3 crores allotted
in the plan provision—out of a budgetarv provision for Education to
the tune of Rs. 61 crores—a major porton of it aeain goes for
salaries. What is the point in increasing the load of the subject
content in the currievlum without increasing the physical facilities.

Sir, in the educations] field we have not only fai'ed to meet our
needs and also to suit our national temrer, but we have also failed
in respect of administration. Education is expanding and is rather
explosive. But the administration has been tardy, notrising to the
occasion.  Why I say is for this reason. Whi’e we have been open-
ing schools and colleges ad infinitim and ad nauseum we have not taken
care to see that they are equipped with all the physical facilities.

Look at the plight of our junior colleges: they are no different
from schools. I therefore urge that budgets hereafter should be so
fashioned as to meet the physicai needs. Apart from this I would
like to make one proposal for the serious consideration of Education
Minister. At the risk of being called a reactionary or an obscurantist
1 would like to plead for a moratorium on further physical expansion
or education. This moratorium is required in my view for two
reasons-one for consolidation of expanslon and another for improving
its educational content. With these few words I would like to take
leave of you. I do not like to dilate upon these aspzcts.  Thank you.
