The period of military duty rendered by
them also counts for purposes of pension in the parent service.

Non-regular/purely temporary military service not rendered in
copjunction Wilh war scrvice 1n the Army,- Navyand Air Force will
‘count in full tcWards civil pension if such service is followed witp
or without interruptions by appointment to and eventual confir~-
mation in @ pensionable post in civil service subject to the follow-
1ag -

(1) The officer concerned should not have earned a pension .-
under the militaiy 1ules in respect of the service in questjon :

Apart from the above concessions, the following further con--
cessions have been extended to persons who have rendered military
sérvice during the period 1962 10 1965 :— .

(i) War Service candidates have been given the first order of
preference in the matter of selectjon through the' Employment Ex-
changes ; '

3 (xi}' R’elaxatiqn of age limit upto 3 years in excess of the pre—
chhed Upper age limit in addition to the period of service rendered-
y them in the Defence Services of the Indial Union so as to make
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them eligible for appointment by direct recrutmesnt. This concession
was limited upto the end of May 1971 in the casc of those who
are discharged Emergency Cominissioned Officers or Shourt Service
Regular Commissioned Officers of Defence Services of the Indian
union and Who have attained the age of 21 years and upto the 2nd
of June 1971 in the case of ex-servicemen. The quastion of furthe,
extending this age concession is under consideration of the Govt.

(iif) Nine percent of the vacancies to be filled by direct recruit-
ment in all the non-techmical gazetted §posts of this State are
reserved for the discharged Emergency Commissioned Officers or
Short Service Regular Commissioned Offieers of the Defence Service
personnel of the Indian Union for a period of 4 years from 30th Mays
1967. Similarly 9% of the vacancies to be filled by direct recryit—
fment to the clerical posts including the posts of typists are teserved

of being filled by Ex-Servicemen for a period from 17-6-1967 to

30-6-1971. Consequent on the issue of orders in regard to reser—
vation of vacancies for Backward classes the percentage of reservation
for Emergency Commissioned Officers and Ex-Servicemen was re-
duced to 2 in G. O. No. 1793; Education (B.C. C.) dated 23-9-79_
This G. O. has since been struck down by the A. P, High Court and
the Government have filed an appeal against the High Court’s
judgement. The continuance of the scheme of reservation of
vacancies in favour of Emergency Commissioned Officers/Bx—
Servicemen beyond May/June 197! is separately under considera_
tion of the Government.

(iv) 50% of the permanent vacancies in the Engineering ang
Medical Services to be filled by.direct recruitment have been
reserved for graduate engineers and doctors who are commissioned
in the Armed Forces and released later, Such graduate engineerg
and 2octors, when recruited to the Engineering and Medical
Services of this Gtate, are given seniority treating them as belonging
to the year in which they would bave been appointed to the posts
at the first possible attempt after the date of their joining the
milirary service.
