Regarding the first one as pointed out by m ^ Sri Ratnambha-
patht has relied upon extracts of the alleged tru^ (copies (f jertatn 
records which he read out in the House and Unally sent them to me 
for m y information. On careful scrutiny of al! the papers k nd^t 
.over to me from which he read out copious extracts, I find tht\ .-re 
all such, the authenticity of which is very much questionable. Mot

verification with reference to originals. In the absence of at y such

5. On the recommendations made by the WanchooCommittee. 
tL; Government took up the question of decentralisation of recruii 
mjxt to Subordinate services v*ith the Andhra Pradesh Regiona* 
Con-mittee, and while Government were considering the suggestions 
m_de by the Ai,dhia Pradesh Regional Committee, the Backward 
Classes Commission m its Report recommended the reservation cf 
certain percentage Ofposts to be Riled by direct lecruitHMat for 
candidates belonging to Backward Classes. Pending a decision oa. 
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Department. 
the recommendations of the Backward Classes Commission, the 
Government issued orders in G. O. Ms. No 682, dated 18-8-1970 
banning direct recruitment.

. Shri O. Raja R a m (Bal Konda) -— On 23rd April one M r 
Ameer Ali, Supervisor of Zilla Parished was brutally murdered in 
MinerpalH Village, Bodhan Taluk, Nizamabad District, during the; 
day time particularly when he ̂ pas on duty. Unfortunately in that 
village people consist of settlers from Ountur and Krishna. There­
fore the Government has assigned lands to the, local Parijans which 
were in the possession of these settlers. So, the Tahsildar and the 
Revenue Divisional Officer, both of them, took this Supervisor to 
that village to mark out the land and give it to the Harijans. Dur­
ing the performance of his duties entrusted by the Government, he 
wasatacked by them and brutally murdered. He was young ma]n 
having 4 to 5 years of service. Hehasgotthe posthumous child. 
W h y the Government has not given ev^n a single pie to the widow 
or to the family and the old mother as an aid. It is only the pri­
vate N. G. Os. who are helping something to feed them. But the 
Government as such has not come out with, any aid or help to that 

, family. So, the family is m very much distress. What the Qovern-
ment is doing, I would like to know. 

Sri J. Vengala Rao ;— , In Mmerpalli village, Bodhan Taluk, 
Nizamabad Distnct some Aadhras who had migrated about 23 years 
back, are reported to have occupied a large extent of Government 
land unauthonsedly On receipt of a petition from Harijans, lam­
badas and others ieque*ting for allotment of ̂ oveinment charai 
laodinSurveyNo. 115/1, the Collector, ^izama&gd^ftej causing 
enquires ordered that the lands under the unauthorised occupa­
tion of one Armalli Veera Raju and two others be allotted to ?he 
applicants for house sites. 

"The Tahsildar, Bodhan, took- the deceased Amef r Ali, Enginee­
ring Supervisor, Zilla Pansaadand Abdul Rhader to Minerpalh and 
gave instructions to demarcate the land assigned to Harijans and 
others and left the place.

others, all of a sudden AramaHi Vcnkat Rao, s/o AramaHi Veera 
Raju, who along with his father and brothers were aggrieved becausd 
of this assignment, whipped out a knife and stabbed the decease 
Ameer Ali. Others who were assisting the deceased began to run 
away. Meanwhile, AramalHVcera Raju, his sons and 30 o:hers 
chased the survey party. AramaHi Venkat Rao again caught hold 
of Ameer AH, who was running away and stabbed him. Dangu 
Balaiab, who tried to prevent was also stabbed. A m m e r A!i succ­
umbed to the injuries on the spot. Dangu Balaiah became uncon­
scious. The latter subsequently recovered. Another person Barmal 
Malliga received a simple injury. 

On receipt of information, the police rushed to the village and 
took up investigation. The police registered a case u/s. 147, 148, 
324. 302 and 149 I. P. C. After investigation, the case was charge-
sheeted on 2&-5-7I. The case is now pending in the District 
Sessions Court. 

A public donation of Rs. 20,000/ was raised and out of which 
Rs. 17,000/- has been kept Under Bxed deposit in the name of 
Hasan Ali, son of the deceased keeping the wido,v as guardian. A n 
amount of Rs. 3,000/- was. set apart for the mother of the deceased. 

The Collector, Nizamabad has submitted proposals for sanction 
of exgratia relief to the family of the deceased and it is under active 
consideration in Panchayati Raj Department. The question of 
sanction of family pension to the family of the deceased is under 
consideration of Chief Engineer, Zilla Parishad. These issues will 
be settled shortly*

G O V E R N M E N T BILL 
THE INDIAN STAMP 'ANDHRA PRADESH A M E N D M E N T ) 

BILL, 1971 

The Minister for Revenue (Sri P. Thimmi Reddy):— 1 mave : 

"That the Indian Stamp (Andhra Pradesh Amendment) Bill 
1971 (as reported by the Select Committee) b^ taks.i ii tj coasijs* 
ration/' 

Mr. Speaker :— Motion moved. 

Sri P. Thimma Reddy :— There is very Uttls to say about the 
Bill which is introduced with the object of ensuring that at the time 
of registration, proner values are mentioned in the deeds. Now land 
prices have gone up and Government requires large funds for 
various purposes-for laying roads, for establishing industries. We 
have come across many cases where the farmers represented to us 
that the value of the land is much more than what is asses ed at 
the time of acquiring. 

At the timj of registration, there are two parties the buyer and 
the seller. Sometimes the buyer mentions reduced valoe in the 
deed so that the registration wal be iess though actually the same 
land is double or treble the value mentioned. K is in the mterests 
to mention the proper value, and where there is a doubt that the 
valuation has not been properiy done the matter is enquired into by 
the Collector and proper valuation done. Some doubts were raised 
by some members at the time of discussion in the Select Cjannitte 
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which were explained by the Chief Minister and the OJicers. Th^s 
is a Bill which can be passed without much discussion. 

Sri A. Madhava Rao — Sir, 1 gave a dissenting note on some 
of the points which were left utianswered or not satisfactorily ans­
wered in the select CoTimtttee. 

The Sale Deed or a gift deed is in pursuance of the provisions of 
-the i raosfer of Property Act which is a Central Act and it is under 
those provisions that a transfer for over and above Rs 100/- is made 
cotnpulsorily registerable. It is for consideration u^der those pro­
visions that the Duty is fixed under the Stamp Act. In the main 
Act (Transfer of Property Act), there is no Bxation of market value 
except the actual consideration mentioned in the transaction. 
„Under the present Stamp Act we are bringing in a notional value i.e. 
market value. W e can under stand tax being levied on the val^e 
of the property or the income of property or on the actual amount 
of consideration passed between the parties, bat it is not correct to 
bring the fixation of notional market value. 

I have got grave doubts about the validity of this amendment 
jtsslf. I have aiso got grave apprehensions about the working And 
enforcement of this amendment. N o doubt, the Governments 
saying it is trying to plug the loopholes. A H the while it is real 
consideration that the Sub Registrars have to Bad out-^hether is 
has been correctly valued or not. Now, it is not the transaction 
with which the Sub-Registrar is concerned' but it is the market 
value he has to take into consideration. To be frank it is the 
market value of that land but market value in that area which may 
vary in accordance with the nature and the lying position of the 
land. This leids to great hardship, and it is highly doubtful whe­
ther the Government derive any additional amount of revenue; it 
only raises the possibility of the Sub-Registrars harassing ^ ^ ' * 
tmg mors from ths poor people that come to the Registrars ORice 

Another point is, it is no doubt t;u& that upward Suctuation ^ 
prices may Bud immediate recognition with the Government sad the 
Stamp Collecting Authority but the fa!l in prices will Revet ^ 
.reflected im-nediately and m a period of rece&sioo the paop^e Wi 
be put to more hardship; they not only ioM t-he value of the pro­
perty but they are asked to pay much More by way of Stamp ^" ^ 
Ttere is on machinery which can easily fefiect and adsust.itsen 
<̂ ith the fluctuating prices^ " " 
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I Wouid likj to ask when are we going to issue the socaikd 
guidelines which, according to Government, sviH not hamss the 
public ? Till such time these are issued, is it not the Sub-Registiar 
that will be the deciding factor? Under the Act it is said that 
rules would be promulgated and ;n pursuance of that rule-making 
power everything wiH be ail tight, i would like to ask one question 
when are you going to formulate ;thoSe rules, and when ate you 
going to issue the guidelines? Until this is done, isnottheSub-
Registtar a dictator to command anything or demand any illegal 
gratification ? Can the Government prevent it ? Untill the gutdeaneg 
are issued, which may take two or thtee years, the Sub-Registrar 
may very well say "here is a document which has been presented 
and I am satisfied that it does not represent the correct market 
value''. H e will not register it and will refer the matter to the 
Colector, Can the Government prevent him from doing it under the 
provisions of the Act. Any pious wishes of the Government ar^ not 
going to detei the Sub-Registrar ftom doing it because he is v\e!l 
versed with all roopholes. 

Until and unjees you give a proper weitige for all theses 
things. I am sure this Bill, as it is introduced, is going to enhance 
the liches of the Sub-Registrar which tms Government will not 
be in a position to stop it. it will be just like the Anti-Corruption 
Department having corruption in itself and then earning. I would 
like to ask the Hon'ble Chief Minister this point to be aaswered 
Unhl you issue guidelines, is not the Sub-Registiar who is there a^ 
such to determine the maiket value ? Can yon prevent him from 
doing M ? It is not a fact that you are creating a vested tight in htm 
to deteimme wtat the market value is? without it, why should thi^ 
Bi)l be pushed up and why you should not discuss ahout 
the pros and cons. 1he Hon'ble Chief Minister ^ of the 
opinion that in as much as other States are introducing, do you 
mean to say that all the State arc conversant with aH this ? L y 
humble submission is we are not (.oncerned with other States. W e 
are concemtd^ith our own wisdom. D o not think that every 
thing is in order* If 1 undeistand the attitude of the Govennaen
