Sri B, V Subba Reddy — So far as the preparation of the
Agenda 1s concerned, 1t 1s prepared by the Leader of the House
i consultation with the Speaker, and so far as the election of
the Speaker 1s concerned 1t has already been fixed by the Gove-
rnor and 1t has to take place
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Sr1 C V. K Rao:— If we proceed with the election, we will
not be paying the due respects to the departed leader 10 whieh-
ever party he may belong If we proceed with the election, we
will aiso be disrespecting the departed colleaguc. In case the
clection takes place, as a protest agamnst the procedure, we will
walk out

Mr. Deputy Speaker —  Under Rule 7 of the Rules of
Procedure and Conduct of the Business in the Andhra Prudesh
Legislative Assembly, I have first to read out to the Assembly the
names of the Members who have been dwy nominated for the
office of the Speaker together with those of their proposeis.

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Under Rule 7 (4) of the Assembly Rules, any member so

nominated may withdraw his candidatnre before the ballot
eommences.
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Mr Deputy Speaker — As more than one mcmber has
been duly no ninated, the Assembly will now proceed under sub-
rule (4) of Rule 7 of Rules of Procedure and Conduct of Business
in the Andhra Piadesh Legislative Assembly, to elect a Speaker
by , ballot 1 have requested the Secretary to call the members
according to the order 1n which their names appear in the alpha-
betical list, and as each Member approaches his seat, he will be

handed over a ballot paper After getting his ballot paper, each
Member is requested to go into one of the officers Box, record his
or her vote by putting a cross mark against the name of the candi-
date of his or her choice and after doing so, deposit his or her
ballot paper in the ballot box kept on the Secretary’s table

Before T call upon the Secretary to call out the names of
Hon. Members, to avoid suspicion that canvassiug ts going on 1n
the House, Hon. Members are requested to remain 1n their places,
go to the Secretary’s seat as they are called, mark their votes
within the officers’s Box, put the ballot papers 1nthe ballot box
kept on the Secretary‘s table and then return to their seats. They
are requested to avoid talking either before or after voting so that
the Secrecy of the ballot may be maintained.
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Now, I call upon the Secretary to call out the names of the
Hon Members

Mr. Deputy Speaker — As voting 1s over, counting of the
ballot papers will now commence.
