24-11-71 seeking to impeach the ̂ Minister for Civil Supp­
lies for non.implementation of the assurance given to the House in 
the last meeting that cheap rice shops would be opend in the State 
aod that rice would be supplied of good coarse variety (Akkuhn at 
Re.l/- per kilo, but the cheap Rice shops are inadequate and.nee sold 
at high price & this the Civil Supplies Minister and theChiefMinister 
have committed breach of privilege of this House in having gone 
back on the assurance. 

2 The matter was taken up in the Assembly on 27th Novem­
ber, 1971 after giving due notice to the Minister for Civil Supplies 
and the chief Minister. 

3. Sri C. V. K. Rao who spoke in favour of the privilege 
motion reiterated what is contained in the notice and stated that the 
Government have violated their promise and as such it should be 
referred to the Committee of Privileges. 

4. Sarvasri G. Latchanna, Vavilala Gopalakrishnayya, D r 
T V SChalapathi Rao, B. Ratnasabhapathi, R. Satynarayana Raju, 
Pragma Kotaiah, A. Madhava Rao, Poola Subbaiah, Smt. J. Eswari 
Bai and Sri P. Sanyasi Rao supported Sri C. V. K. Rao and stated 
that it is a clear violation of the Statement of the Government and 
as such it is a breach of Privilege, 

5. The Minister for Civil Supplies in the course of his reply had 
stated that he had not gone back on his promise. The Chief Minister 
in M s reply has stated that there was absolutely no breach of privi­
lege m the matter. 

6. Sri G. Venkat Reddy and Sri V. Palavelli who have oppo­
sed the privilege motion, obsereved that there was no question of 
privilege as far as this case was concerned and that there was no 
question of violation by the Government. 

7. The question arises as to whether the non-implementation 
ofiassurances givin by theMinister amounts to breach of privilege or 
contempt of the House. Neither a search to rind out any Ruling uf 
a similar nature in any Legislature nor May's Parliamentary Practice 
has revealed a similar instance where it was held that non-implemen­
tation of assurances given by the Ministers amounts to breach of 
privilege or contemt of the House. There is, however, a solitary 
instance as seen from the'Proceedings of the Madras Legisiative 
Assembly in the year 1956 where it was held non-implementation of 
assurance is not in May's list of contemt or privilege.
