India have ealledforcertain clariRcations from the State Govern 
ment. The Government of India will be replied short! y. It is hope4 
that thereafter the Scheme will be approved aad funds will be aaa# 
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available soon by the Government of India, for the execution of the 
Scheme. 

L A N D A C Q U I S T I O N : — A n area of 8,400 acres for-the plant 
site and 840 acres for the siding plant has been provisionally demar­
cated. The exact area required for the plant will de indicated by 
the Consultants in the Feasibility Report. The State Government 
has appointed a special staff consisting of Deputy Collector and 
supporting staff for the acquisition of the land. The Government of 
India have requested the State Government to give special preference 
in the employment in the steel plant and pre-project ^construction 
work who willbe losing their livelihood and the form of economic 
activities to which they have deen accustomed all aiong through 
land acquisition for the steel plant, in addition to whatever monetary 
compensation they may be statutorily eligible for. This has been 
recently decided Sir. W e have addressed the Government of India. 

A study has been made the area suitable for the location of 
township. The various alternatives have been discussed by the 
Government of India and the State Government. Location will be 
Rnalised after the receipt of the Feasibility Report. 

S T E E R I N G C O M M I T T E E :—In order to keep a close watch 
on the progress of work, the Government of India have appointed 
a Steering Committee with the .Secretary, Department of Iron and 
Steel as the Chairman, the Joint Seoxetary of the Same Department 
as Govenor and Chairman of Hindusthan Steel Limited 
Chairman and Managiment Diroctor of Bokhar Steel Limited 
and the Joint Secretary of the Ministry of Finance as its members 
with the power to co-opt repreaentatives of the State Government. 

The Government of India have ̂ appointed a project Engineer 
Sri G. A. Rao with his OfRce located at Visakhapatnam. The exact 
cost of the Plant will be known only on the receipt of the Feasibility 
Report.

At 5 a. m. on 13-9-71 an inquest was held over the body of 
thedeceasedbytheS.

Sri P, V. Narasimha Rao :— The Audhra Pradesh Public 
Service Commission last conducted the GroupIV Service Examination 
in May, 1967. The need to conduct these examinations is to enable 
the employees, viz., the Typists and Steno-typists and Attenders, 
etc., to pass the Examination in order to become eligible for conver.

PadmaBh&slcarReddy:— Preliminary repott from the 
Director of Anti-corruptton Bureau.was received on 12-8^63 by^t^ 
Government in which he recommended regular enquiry in regard to 
the allegations against Kara. 5. Shakuntala the Maeri Directed ot 
Women's welfare. Thereupon, the Director of Aati-€o%fBpta&^ 
Bureau was asked to conduct regular enquiry on 35-3-1964, In his 
letter dated 28-7-1964, the Director, Anti-corruption;pureau submit; 
ted an interim report stating that certain instances oi fraud h^adj 
come to light and promised to send further report after completion 
of the enquiry. Thereupon, orders were issjaeg by f&e <3k?vejfid!B3&Ŝ -
on 7-9-1964 suspending Kumari Srakuutala pending enquiry .into 
the allegations. The Director of Ajnti-corrupftdn B ^ a u su&la&ted 
to government a aa^l report in U s letter dated 30-9-i96^throu^W 
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the Vigilance Commissioner recommending that the ̂ accused officer 
might be called on to enter upon her defence before the Tribunal for 
disciplinary proceedings. The Vigilance Commissioner in his letter 
dated 3-11-1965 addressed to Government agreed with the recom­
mendations of the Anti-corruption Bureau. Accordingly, the Govern­
ment on 8-4-1966 addressed the Chairman, Tribunal for Disciplinary 
Proceedings to enquire into the conduct of the accused offcer and 
send his proceedings. The Chairman. Tribunal for Disciplinary 
Proceeedings in his letter dated 29-10-1969 received in the Secretariat 
on 31-10-1969 forwareed his report of enquiry recommending the 
dismissal of the accused officer. The Government in their letter 
dated 25-11-1969 forwarded the report of the Tribunal for Discipii. 
nary Proceedings and the relevant records to the Vigilance Commit 
soner for advice as required under the Rules. In his letter dated 
24-3-1970, the Vigilance Commissioner has tendered his advice disa­
greeing with the recommendations of the Tribunal for Disciplinary 
Proceedings. As required under the rules, a show cause notice was 
given to the accused officer in Government m e m o dated 16-4- '71 com. 
municating to herthe provisional conclusion arrived at by the Govern 
ment. The accused officer has sent her reply to the -show- cause 
notice on 16-6-1971. The written statement of the accused officer 
received by the Government was refereed to the Vigilanee Commis-
sioner'on 12-7-1971, as required under the Rules for his adyice to 
enable the Government to arrive at a final decision. The Vigilance 
Commissioner tendered his advice in his letter dated 31-8-1971, 
received in the Secretariat on 2-9-1971. The matter is under active 
consideration of the Government. 

I m a y state here that the accused ofRcer during the period of 
her suspension is in receipt of subsistence allowance as per rules. 
I m a y also mention here that there was a lag of about 3 1/2 years 
from the date of referring tjhe matter to^tbe Tribunal forDisciplianary 
Proceedings and its final report.The accused officer non having Riled 
a miscellaneous petition in the High Court requesting for issue of an 
order directing the stay of all further progress en the Rle of the 
Tribunal for Disciplinary Proceedings pending the writ -petition Red 
by her, the High Court, in its order dated 15-3-1967 ordered the 
stay of the proceedings on the Rle of the -Tribunal for Disicptainry 
Proceedings pending further orders Subsequently the Hig Court in 
its or der dated 10-12-1968 passed orders J;o the effect that since the 
Advocate for the petitioner represented that she wanted to withdraw 
the wsM pp$aien, the wMt petition was dismissed. The above order 
of the Bi#i Couxt ^va§ received ̂ y t^e Government on 4-R;1969. it 
Wps only alter the receipt of the above order the Tribunal fo&DiscipM* 
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nary proceedings could go ahead with the enquiry which was held 
uphr on account of the stay orders given by the High Court in June 
1967. There has, no doubt, been some delay to which the accused 
officer also contributed, as explained above.

Sri T. V. S. Chalapathi Rao :—I need hardly mention that 
I continued in this House for the past one decade. Believe me, Sir, 
never before I had an occasion to move a motion or^spcak on any 
subject with such deep sense of sorrowas I have been obliged to do 
today. 

For two reasons, Sir, one, the patient who was allowed to die 
in Guntur General Hospital happened to be m y near relatives young 
man of 29 years, a building inspector of Tenaii Municipality and his 
wife is now a widow at a ̂ ery premature age af 25 years with three 
childrau.If he dieda natural death,nobodyneed have bothered.But,be 
was allowed to die because of the leisurely fasbion,neglected manner, 
the indifferent maunerin which the Rst Surgeon of that Hospital 
and a Senior Medical Officer treated this patient. I a m very sorry 
to make a very grave allegation of corruption and negligence against 
m y colleague Doctor and against a senior Medical OMcer of the State, 
It became necessary to say that such rot cannot be allowed in future 
in the State. If you want to solve the population problem, you 
multiply Medical OfHcers of the type of the Superintendent, Guntur 
General Hospital and the problem will be solved. 

I request the Government to take a very serious view of the 
matter and cause an enquiry in detail, I a m prepared to give evi­
dence how the Doctor has neglectsd the case. M y second charge 
is corruption. H e took Rs. 180/- when is not allowed under rules. 
Only 30 rupees is allowed as consultation fees, The remaining 
Rs. 150/- comes under corruption, These are m y two charges against 
that Medical OrBcer- I may not feci sorry when he is guilty of corru­
ption. He has neglected the case. H e diagnsed the simple ascess of 
rectum as cancer. Even assuming his diagns as correct, he never 
took any steps- Even in cancer one has to cut a small piece of 
suspected growth and send it for biopsy and it must be proved.
