Superintendents of Police and Sri K. S- Rama-
chandra Rao U.D. C.. Office of the Directer of Municipal Adminis~
tration, Hydzrabad, were suspended from service pending enquiry
into the criminal charges and the cases are under trial in the compe-
ent courts,

Allegation No. (1)—Sri A.K.K. Nambiar while func’ioaing as
Inspector-General of Polics, Andhra Pradesh,Hyderabad, had abused
his official position by purchasing House No. 1 10-121, Bzgumpet,
Hyderabad for inadequate consideration of Rs. 35,L00 at Hyderabad
on [4-11-60 tkrough his benamidar Sri B. Copala Krishra,

(b) that in order to achieve the above objective Sri
A.K.K, Nambiar arranged that there should be no seric us coanterbid
between S:i B. Gopalakrishna his benamidar who purch:.sed the above
property on 14 6-60 in public auction for Rs. 60 00 at Hyderabad
and tendered compensation bonds for this amount which was
purchaced for Rs. 35,1 00.

(c) Sri A.K K. Nambiar got repairs carried fo the said house
by using p.lice vehicles and personnel, even before the sale was
formally effected in his favour and alse afterwards and thereby
abused his official position for personal advantage.

Allegation No, 2.-That during the year 1960 Sri A, K.K. Nambiar
while functioning as I. G- of Police, Andhra Pradesh. Iyderabad
being a public servant obtained for himself, his son Sri A- Raghunath,
immoveable property, viz., 2 acres of land adjoining his House No-
1-10-121, Begumpet, Hyderabad for Rs. 2.500 which consideration,
he knew, to be grossly inadequate from Nawab Msansab Jung who
has been concerned regarding the grant of his pass-port to Pakisthan.

Shajkpet Land :—Allegation No 3.—In 1966 Sri A. K K.
Nambiar in conspiracy with his son Sri A. Raghunath, Sri G. Hanu-
mantha Naidu, Sri Narsing Lal, Sri B. Pratapa Reddy, Sri Nageswara
Rao, Sri K- S. Ramachapdra Rao and some unkaown persons by
corrupt and illegal means acquired a plot of non-agricultural land
admeasuring 10 acres situated at Banzara Hills within the area of
village Shaikpet in the name of Sri A. Raghunath.
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Allegation No. 4.-That Sri A K. K Nambiar w{xi]e functioning
as I. G. of Police, Andra Pradesh, H)dcrqb:cl during the years
1965-67 employed corrupt means and ctherwise abused his official
position as a public servant and thercby obtained pecuniary advantage
for himself in the name of his son Sri A Raghunath and one Sri
B. Gopalakrishna or in ri A, Raghunath and Sri B. Gopala Krishna in
the matter of the transaction relating to the purchase and sale of
Palace Talkies with five attached shops situated mm Abid Road,
Hyderabad.

The.efore. it is clear case of
breach of privillege against the Members of the August House.
Hence this Motion is moved,

Sri Syed Hassan :—Sir, As submitted in my letter, it is a clear
case of brcach of privilege as intentionally the A LR. dropped our
names, especially the names of the Itieha-du-Musalmeen memiers
who spoke in this House. It is intentional. Action has to be taken
because it is a clear case of breach of privileges of members and also

of this House- I request you Sir, to consider this and send it directly
to the Privileges Committee.

. Mr. Speaker :—On 25:h March 1972 the dzbate was on the
motion of thanks on Governor’s Address and forty-four members

had taken part in the discussion including Sri Syed Hasan and
Sri Sh afir-ur-Rahman,

The matter was referred to the Station Director, All India

Radio, Hyderabad who in his explanation stated, inter alia, as
follows:

At the moment both t!e Council and the Assembly happen
to be in session simultaneously. Under the circumstances, we give
news coverage to the proceedings in the Assembly as well as the
Council on the basis of the news value of different items. This
naturally involves a process of selection. The omission of reference
to some names of speeches is thus inevitable but not at all intentional.

In a similar case, raised in this House, by Sri B. Ratnasabha-
pathy on 6 §-1971, against the All India Radio, Hyderabad, it was
ruled on 80-8-1971 that if either due to limitation of time or by
mistake, the Member’s speech is not referred to, it cannot be con-
claded th1t it is deliberatcly done with th: intention of suppressing
the Member’s speech, and more so in the case of Swatantra Party as
a whole sirce the all India Radio is a Cen.ral Government institution
to which no motive can be attribited

According to Sri Thomas Erskine “fay ““Suppression of speeches
of rarticular members’” has been treated asa breach of privilege.
But this suppression must be a continuous one.

From the explanation given by the Director, All India Radio,
it cannot be said that the speech of the members was suppressed
wilfully and with a ma’afide intention.

As such. I consider that there is no breach of privillege in
this case,

MATTERS UNDER RULY 341 OF THE ASSEMBLY RULE3

re ; Beatiag two auto rickshwala drivers by Police

Sri Syed Hasan :—Shall I first read out the notice I Liave given
and then speak, Sir?

Mr. Speaker :—You need not rcad out the notice, Endugh, if
you give a brief state.cent of facts.

S1i Syed Hasan :—In the late hours of Maich 31st or early
hours of April 1, near the Hyderacrad Railway Station, Nampaili,
where auto-rickshaws were stationed, sume persons, boarded in a
jeep and claiming as police officials, had beaten mercilcssl/ two auto-
rickshaw drives, who .ere sittin2 ncar their auto ticl'shaws near the
aute rickshaw stand. One of the persons who got a severe bealing was
adm.tted in o the hospital. At the time v.iwn [ submit{ed auy motion,
his condition was stated t¢ be cerious. The followin:; -ay, the auto-
rickshaw drivers had gone on a strike. The policz had goae there with
their force and w.th threats, they compelied them 1o abundon their
strike and start their normal work. Ina hig town or a city, and
especially in a capital of a State such as Hyderabad, the residents of
the city are supposed to enjoy all amenities and faciliiies in life and
th v are always protecied by law. But in the State of Andhra Pra-
desh, and espe ially 'n this city of Hyderabad where protection of
life and properiy 1s suppos d to be there, people are suflering on
account of the atrocities of the police in addition to their own cala-
mities ttat had be fallen them, They are illiterate; thcy bhave no
source of living fur themselves ; they scek employsent but do not
get any; and finally, their condition has become miserable. Due to
lack of power, even those who are already employel, are being threa-
tened with retrenchment now-a-days. The saying is: »Water every-
where, but not a drop to drink”. The condition of the people here
is there is ro water for them to drink. Such are the facilities and
amenities that the people here ar: enjoying in the city, Over and

above all these, there are the pclice atrocities, which deserve to be
condemned.

_ As I said the other day, the Chief Minister was not present
in the House to reply to my specific allegations. I shali give a copy of
my allegations to the Chief Mnister, so that he may reply to my
specific allegations about poiice atracities. The police officials are
corrupt. They spend mostoftheir time protecting those who run brother
houses, those who run gambling dens, those who manufacture illicit
liquor and also gudumba, In Hydarabad city, it isa glaring fact, and
I do not think anyone would have the audacity to deny it, corruption
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among tke police is very ramvant Take for example, the Andl}ra Club.
They are licence holders, and they have to close their busipess by
9 O’clock in the night. Tne A. t. P. makes about Rs. 8,000 a mon.h
from the Andhra Club; the Police Inspectors gets abort a thousand
rupees a mon'h ; the Sub-Inspectors get Rs. 500 a month from these
Clubs and these polize officials shelter those who are in charge of
brothel houses and send girls to higher-ups.. .

Mr. Speaker :—Better you confine yourself to the confenis of
your notice.

Sri Syed “lasan:—What I have been telling now, Sir, really
pertains to the notice given by me. [ am nof telling anything unne-
cessarv. Iam oaly trying to express my view about the atrocities of
the poiice and corrupticn among the police officials. These per:ons
profect gundas. 1 maymention the name of Syeed Bam, who isother-
wise known also as and others, All these gundas are protected by
the police. Several beatings are done. The other day, in the evening
Isaw a rerson. I went to his house. He could not get up due to the
severe beating by the police. For such atrocities commitied by the
police, the punishment they get is transfer from one police station to
anothzr police stacion.  Such atrocities badly affect the neople at
large: Those who are plyir g auto-ricshkaws had to stop plying after
10 O, clock in the night; they are dzrived of their income after
1t O, clock; they are denied the right to play the auto-rickshaws, with
the result that even the public too are suffering. bzcause they are not
getting any conveyance {n the late hours of the night. I submit, the
Chief Minister who is4n charge of the police portfolio and law and
order would be impartial and come oat with honesty and sze that the
doing of the police, of which he does not seem to be aware are put a
stop to. I am sure, if these culprits are found to be really guilty, the
Chief Ministcr would see that they are whipped in the public, so that
the public may know how these persons are d:alt with .

Mr. Speaker :—You have explained. Now, let us hear what
the Chief Minister would say...

Sri P. V. Narasimha Rao:—He is going on something different
from the topic given under Rule 341. How can I reply to all those
things off hand ?

Sri Syed Hasan:—Yon do not reply to this. I may tell you,
you please beir in mind the points made out by me. You are the
Leader of the House, and the Chief Minister of the State and [ consi-
der that you will be impartial in dealing with situations arising out of
police atrocigies. If the e persons (culprits) are found gulty of their
misdeeds, I suggest they should be brought into the public and

whihpped, so that people at large will know how such officers are dealt
with.

Sri P. V. Narasimha Rao :—I am afraid we cannot subject

anybody to whipping. I do not know whether, if the M. I. M, comes
into power, they will do it.

The Chief Minister should know that
to-day he is the Chiel Minister; tomorrow he may go and these police
officials may deal with us in the same manner as they are doing with
these innocent persons of the publicr

Sri P. V. Narasimba Rao :—3ir, it was alleged that some officers
of the Special Team of Division-1I had beaten the tuxi drivers when
the taxi~drivers obstructed the vehicle of the special team from giving
a chase to another vehicle which was carrying illicit liguor in the early
hours of 1-4-72. When the assembled auto-rickshaw and taxi-drivers
at Nampalli stand obstructed the police jeep the special team got out
and chased them awayand it is false to say that the condition of any of
the victims is critical or there is any confusion or panic among the
members of the public: At 9 a. m, on 1-4-72 information was received
by tpe police that the drivers of taxi-cars and auto-rickshaws at Nam-
palli taxi-stand had struck work and were being addressed by the Union
leaders regarding the alleged incideut which happened in the early
hours of the day. The Deputy Commissioner of police, Law and
order immediately proceeded to the spot and made enquiries with the
Um(_m leaders and the other drivers assembled there with regard to
the incident. The Union leaders could not show any person who was
actually beaten by the police.

The li.ing
condi ions of those ' o'kers are mot very lLealthv or wholesome.
'Yirel, dwelnngsare al o in thilches sheds, Butt e public undortak-
ings and in fact it is expected of them, can bejasked to provide housing
and deduct seme part from therr wages on a long-term basis so that
tnis granting of rel'ef on an adhoc basis is avoided ; in tac, we shouid
also consi er such longterm m:asures 1o avoid fire accidents by crea«
ing conditions or by constructing such dwellings which become more
fire resistant I would also suggest to the hon. Chief Mini<ter to take
up this mattcr with the public undertakings to see that the workers
are proviled with light roof material worth Rs.5}or 100. Ve:y
recently, with the good offices of the Lion’s lub; s »me such hutments
have b2zn constructed and the Jifference in cost between the thatched
sheds as we see today in many places and the light roof materia!
range. from Rs. 100 to 200 and not more It chould be easy for the
public under.akirgs to provide his out of their own resources.

Then, Sir, I would touch upon the provision of fire brigades by
Gorernment. in N zamabad there are two fire loriies or vehicles
which are not in wo king condiion ; whenver they are necded, ghey
always give trouble. In industrial arers or in places like Nizam Sugar
Factory where there are large concentrations of workers and where
there is always canger of fire accidents, I would request the Chief
Minister to provide more fire engines. If .he resources of the Govern-
ment do not-permit for immediate sanction, I would plead that the
buge undertakings like the Nizam Sugar Factory can be ask:d to
maintain their own brigades. Ifanyloss occurs, it will happen to

se\[ergl mills ; fire accilents when they occur burn the surrounding
bui.dings also.

The most important thing in these fire accidents is, a large
rumber of huts are burnt and a larger number of people a e invol ved;
fhe fire accident does not restrict itself to six or seven huts, but i¢
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este «w's ard burns 200, 400 or 600 huts. Immediately we engage
ourselves in granting relief and not in fircung o-¢ the originel contri-
butor; cause for such fires; the momeat fire takes place, e erybody
is uft.r relicf; we neve. consider how this fiie came and who s
respon-ibie for it and what are the measures that should be takzn in
tae locality for future safety. so thut sisilar ameliorative measures
can be toke: in other places also. Therefore [ wouid plead w.th the
Chief Minster to ensure that where fire accidents tuke peace it -hould
= incumb:nt or it should also be the duty of that particular officer.
Depuiv Collector or whover iti, to enqui e how tais fire (rizinated
and what we-e the contributory causes to that fire, so that we can
take preventiie measures for future; because this iavoies rchabili-
tation of some people, 1n order to avoid such recurrence of such
accidengs we can take measures based on the report how dre fighting
measures are to be teinforced Such a report is necossary, Tacrefore,
1 would plead that the >ffissr will ipso facto enquire into the cause
ard take such measures as will prevent such fire accidants in future.

Besides the above, [ also plead that we should create some
sort of Revolving Fund for granting relief under any distressing
circumstances ; whether it is on account of fire arcident or f{or «ny
other human distress arising out of natural causss, some amount
shculd-be granied. In addition to that Revolving Fund or Chief
Mirtsier’s Relief Fund, we should 2lso provide son.e amountfion
thz no-mal budget. Apart from other resourcs, I would plead that it
is alwass heipful to have a Revolving Fund carrying forward the
accumulating valances, so that dependicg on the extent of loss and
sufferi g we can give adequate relief. Apart fiom th - limits prescribed
inihe G O, depending onth distress the Collectors may also be
aske? to teke measures u der Rule 127 of Treasury Code. Some
Collecto.s ars resorting to this wiile cther Coilectors are not bold or
imaginative en ugh to resort to this, I can cite ove instance. Abvut
a vear heck in Chittoor where hundreds of huts of a c.-orerative
sugar factory are burnt the Collector there piovided lot of relief,
wherews in similar circumstances in Nizamabad Co oprative sugar
factory the vic.dms could rot receive any relief. Therefore, I would
plead that the Government should see to it that some measure of
permanent nature should also be taken apart from th se ad kac
measurces. Since we have passed the J5th amendment to toe Con ti-
tution orly recently, ttere sinuld not bz auy difficulty in amending
small rules and G.Os. here and there o provide relief to the distressed
people.

The last point which should be examined is thiss With re,-
pect to towns and citizs there are some provisions in the Municipali-
ties and otker Acts for obtaining permission for puiting up thatcld
huts. The question is, whether we cannot have a simular  provision
prohibiting the use of highly inflammable materals like hay, sugar-
cane leaves efc. for dweiling purposes. These are not only a danger
to the huts, but the entire surroundings, Therefore, measures of a
permanent natuere should also be thought of in a debate like, I once
again stress that not only measures for temporary relief but also for
permanent relief sbould be faken to prevent human distress:
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I or.ce again plead wit', the Chief Minister that one moie Hie
brigade should be stationed at Bodhan, which hasa large intustrial
area, either on behalf of Government or on beha'f of th: pablxc sector
umertakmgs The Sugar Factory should be atked to improve the
lot of the hut-dwellers ~ We havs seen how the huw have come up
indiscriminately spo:ling the view of the area. The tnanagemeat of
the Sugar Factory should set an example not only to the public sec-
tor but also to the private sector in 1mprovmg the Livi g conditions of
the hut-cwellers so that they will not have to suffer und so that th.y
can live 1n a healthy atmosphere. '
