ORAL ANSWERS TO QUESTIONS

Sri N. Srinivasulu Reddy (Gudur):-I put the question {No. I)
Sir, but the Chief Minister is rot in the House.

Mr. Speaker :-I am sorry. He has just now sent me a message
that he is slightly indisposed and he will come as soon as possible.
So I will take up this question, if he comes in time, at the end
otherwise, I may have to postpone this question for tomo-row.

Sri C- V. K. Rao (Kakinada):—Tomorrow, some of us will
not be here.

Mr. Speaker :—I hope the Chief Minister will come. I have
said ‘tomortow’ just by way of caution. .

Sri C.V.K. Rao:—He could depute the Deputy Chief Minister:
That also, you can instruct, because tomorrow there will be much
more heavy work.

Mr. Sptoker:—We shall see how we can manage. Sri C.V.K.
Rao will please put the next question.

Sri C.V.K. Rao :—This question alsc concerns the Chief Minis-
ter, Sir.

Mr. Speaker :—Then ve shall go to the next question, ques-
tion No. 3, standing in the name of Sr1 Ch. Parasurama Naidu.

Sri Ch. Parasurama Naidu :—I put the question.
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FIRE STATION AT PARVATHIPURAM
b J—

*1-A.Q.—Sri Ch. Parasurama Naidu: —Will the hon. Minister
for Home be pleased te state:

(a) whether it is a fact that the Jute Merchants Associztion of
Parvathipuram offered through the Lions Club to contribute
Rs. 50,000 for the establishment of a fire-station at Parvathipuram in
Srikakulam District.

(b) whether it is a fact that the Government accipted the
offer and agreed to open a fire-station at Parvathipuram if the Munici-

pality agresd to provide a suitable land with a semi-permanent buil-
ding to house the station;

(c) whether it is also a fact that the Municipality communica-

ted a copy of the resolution agreeing to provide the land and building;
and

(d) if so, whether the Government will be pleased to order
immediately the establishment of the fire station at Parvathipuram?

The Minister for Home (Sri V. Krishnamurthy Naidu) :—(a)
Yes Sir;

{b) It is proposed to open a Fire Station at Parvathipuiam

provided funds are mace ava‘lable.
(©) Yes Sir.

{d) The matter is under consideration of the Government,

Sri Ch, Parasurama Naidu :—Is it within the knowledge of the
Home Minister that there is a communication from the Home Depart-
ment that a fire station wiil be established at Parvathipuram on the

provision of a p:ece of 1and and a semi-permanent building for the
purpose ?
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Sri Ch, Parasurama Naidu :—Will the hou. Minister be pleased
to aee‘that_ there is already a commitment by the Government to open
and es*ablish the station on the provision of land and a building ?

" Sii V. Krishnamurthy Naidu :—If they fulfill the conditions
we will certainly open, if fonds are availablg. ’

S Ch. Parsurama Naidu: - Fire-station, as it was the
commensns of the House in the course of the debate last week, is &
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matter of emergency. The expead ture required is only Rs. 1,50,000
out of which we provided Rs. 50.000 plus a site plus a semi-perma-
nent building. Approximately a lakh of rupees have been provided
by us. In this matter of an essential service, could the Government
pot afford to give an amount of Rs. 50 to 60 thousands ?
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Sri Ch Parasurama Naidu:—When is the consideration likely
to mature ?

Sti V. Krishnamurthy Naidu:—As early as possible.

Sri Ch. Parasurama Naidu:—‘As early as pos:ible’ is too vague
a reply. It is an emergent matter.

+ Mr. Speaker :—Whether it is vague or not, I cannot make the
Minister to commit. T:e question hour is intended to elicit mforma-
tion. For that, what isif that Icando? Iam sure, the Minister,
coming as he does from Srikakulam, will certainly have greater

sympathy and he will see that the fire station is opened there very
soon.

Sri Ch.Parasurama Naidu :—That is a matter ¢f very serious
doubt,

Sri C. V. K. Rao: - My friend is on the Opposition side. That
gentleman is on the treasury benches.

Mr. Speaker :—Therefore, he can get the thing dene soomer
than be ng in the Opposition.

Sri D. Venkatesam (Kuppam) : -The Minister was pleased to
inform the House that due to paucity of funds the work could not be
taken up. At least has the Goverament come to the conc.usion
about the necessity of opening a fire station at Parvathipuram ?

Sri V. Krishnamurthy Naidu :—1 have understood. We are

considering the matter, because there is a necessity for the opening
of a fire station.

Mr. Speaker :— We shall go t> the next question. Have you
got the answer for this Mr. Manik Rao?

The Minister for Municipal AdministrationjSri (M. Manick
Rao) :-~ I request you, Sir, to postpone this question till tomorrow.
I am getting further report in this maiter.

Sri C. V. K. Rao :-~Thisisa question that I have given on
20th of last month. I fail to ucderstand whether the Mimster has
got information from the Municipelity concerned. 1t is a matter
which has been hanging for the last so many years. I would like to
elicit that informa‘ion, whether the Minister has got informa-
tion from the Municipality or not ?

Sri M. Manick Rao:~1 got a report. But knowing Mr,
C. V. K. Rao, as I know, he wants more details. I require some more
information and I am getting a further report. That is why I request
postponement of the question.
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sri C. V K. Rao:--Let hum give tie report that is really
available with him now. For the other things, he can communicate
to me the information that he 1s going to get-

Sri M. Manick Rao :-~ Yssterday evening I discussed with the
Secretary ard asked him to get some more information. At piesent
I do not have all the details and complete information with me. That
is the only reason why I wum requesting tie Chair to postpone this
quesiion,

Sri C. V K. Rao* ~.hatisnol satisfactory to me, because,
here, it is a qu>stion which has been put on *he .0th of last month
and by now information snould have been got very easily. Whatever
information is there at the disposal of the »linister, It him submit
it. For further information, ycu can «sk him, asand when he gets
it, to submit it to this House or to me direct, Sir.
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Sri C. V. K. Rao '~ I submit no informartion has been got and
the Minister and the Depurtment concerned are trying to shield a
rotten, inefficient municipal administr tion. Trut is my submission.

As you know, Sir, I am always ready with full inforwation. This is
the only first instance where I have not received ful information.

Mr, Speaker :-- Wirle I sympataise with your difficulty, Mr,
Manik Rao, the point raised is that this gunestion was given as long
back as 20th March aud pe.haps I must have admitted iton the same
day. Now, today is 7th, 1. e., 17 Jays intervened. What was your
department doirg? You must pull up your Department. Thisis
the most important occasion when members would like to elicit infor-
mation through the question-hou.. As you know, since we are ad-
journing from tomorrow, most of the members have been pressing me
to see that the questions tabied are put and answered. May I take
# that you do not have information on this ?

Sr1 C. V. K. Rao:—8ir, ke said he had some information, that
he had dlscu§sed the matter witi the Secretary cf the Department
and then heis going 1o get more iaformation from Kakinada. Let
him give the information that he has. He seems to be shielding the
Department. Whatever information is available, let him furnish, with-
out holdiig the representatives of the peoyle to ransom. ’

. Mr. Speaker :— After all, if the Deparment or tiie Minister are
trying to do it, at the most they can do it for auwother 24 hours
(taughter). In view of the explanation of the Minister and the difi-

culty he is having. the only point is, would you consider the informa-
tion being obtained tomorrow ?

Sri C. V. K. Rao:—have already explained to youinthe Cham-
ber that I shall not be available tomorrow. No member reed tell the
Speaker about his programme. but Itold you and you were good
enough to post the qaestion for today. The ouly question is whether
in a particular prace elec'ric lights are there or not, whether the peo-
ple living in that area beleng to the backward or exploited sections,
and whether Lights were put in ‘smasanam’. Isthat a very difficult

q' estion to ansacr? Ido not know what is wrong with the entire
Municipal Adminstration.

Sri V. Srikrishra (Mangalagiti).—First of all, let him place the
information that is with him,

Sri E. Ayyapu Reddy (Pa:vam): -8ir, the question hour, as
you know, is to elicit information. Sri . V. K. Rao says he knows
everything. Where is the question of his getting information ?

Mr. Speaker:—No, No. Don’t waste yo'ir time and don’t waste
my time. ...

Mr. Speaker :-—Sri N. Sreepivasulu Reddy in his privilege
motion dated 4-4—1972 stated that Sri Nellore Sriramamoorthy the
Editor of ‘Zamin Ryot’, 2 weekly magazine published from Nellore,
has committed a breach of privilege of the members of the Legislative
Assembly by meanly portraying the members of the Ardhra Pradesh
Legislative \ssembly as corrupt persons in the issue dated 31-3-72,

in ‘Zamin Rvot’,

while reporting aboul the eicction to Rajya Sabha. Sri N. Sreen;-
vasulu Reddy has furtber siated that one Sri C. V. Sesha Reddy,
Sarpanch of Madamancor, has criticzed his speech made in the
House as a Legislator, in his letter to the Editor, published under the
caption of “The cvndidature of Janardhana Reddy to the Rajya
Sabha.

The matter was taken up in the House on 4th April, 1972
when Sri N. Sreenivasulu Reddy merely stated what is contained in
his privilege motion. The matter was again taken up in the House
on 6-4~72. Sri V. Srikrishna, Sri Vanka Satyanarayana Sri C. V. K.
Rao Sri Ch. Parususama Naidu and Sri Kudipudi Prabhakar Rao
supported the privilege motion.

The point for consideration is whether publication in the
“Zamin Ryot’ a Weekly magazine portraying the memters of the
Andhra Piadesh Legislaiive Assembly as corrupt persens in its issue
dated 31-3-72 and the criticism of a member's speech in the House
in the same magazine dated 81-3-72, would amount to breach of
pr.vilege and contempt of the House.

According to Frskine May, ‘‘Analogous 10 molestation of
members on account of their behavioar in Parliament are speeches
and writings reflecting upon their conduct as members. On 26th
February 1701, the House of Common resolved that to print or pub-
lish any libels reflecting wpon any member of the House for or rela-
ting to his service therein, wasa high violation of the rights and
privileges of the House.”

On the 16th April 1947, in the House of Commons, Mr. Hogg
made complaint of an Article written by Mr. Garry Allighan Pabli-
shed in the “World Pre s News ”” on the 3rd April 1947, conlaining
pacsages reflecting on the conduct of members of the House. The
Speaker then ruled that a prima facie case had bien made out and the
matter was referred to the Committee of Privileges.

In another case in India Sri Manmohan Panigrahi, Advocate,
Berhampote got published on 5th April 1958, in the “Samaja”’, his
letter relating to the a quisition of land at Kamapalli where he con-
tradicted what he conside-ed to be thz wrong impression created
regarding the acquisition of those Jands, His criticism of the relevant
proceedings of the Assemtly savoured of indignity to the House and
reflected on the character of the members concerned. The matter
was referred to the Cemmuttee of Privileges. The Committee held
that to constitute a breach of privilege, a libel upon a member
must concern the character or conduct of the member in that capa-
city and the conduct or language on which the libel is based must be
actions performed or words uttered in the actual transaction of the
business of the Howse. The Committee held that the house was
put to irrelvang criticism as also the members and hence a breach of

~privilege hes been committed.

_ In other case, ip an editorial in “Hindustan Times'’ under the
heading “Wrong tactics’” it was stated that the members used unlawfu
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means and wasted the time of the House. The Speakar, Delhi Vidha
Sabha ruled that the Press had exceeded the limits of fair criticism
and that there was a prim facie breach of privilege.

All the same, I have taken considerable care in examming €his
matter with a view to avoied any infringement on t 1e freedom of Press
as I felt that while trying to safeguard the privif ges of the Legistators
individually and the House as a whole, much more regard should be
paid for protection the privileges of othcr citizens who also have the
right of expression through Press and platfor:n. While one should
appreciate with tolerance the criticism in the newspapers, such
criticism should not exceed the bounds of decency and limits of
fairness.

On a perusal of thh passages in question in the weekly magazine
of “Zamin Ryot”, dated 31-3 72, I am of opinion that it is a clear
case where prima facie case 1s made out for referrinzto the Privileges
Committeec as very serious and damaging allegations are made not
only again t the M.L.As but also the House as a whole. Accordingly, I
refer it to theCommittec of Privileges for examination and report to the
Assembly.

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Sri  A. Bhagavantha Rao :-Sir, there were two
rival groups in Balusuthippa village-one led by Voleti
Desalu and the other by T. S. L Naicker ; besides these, 52 persons
who possessed the salt fields were independent of the two groups.
For some reason or the other in August, 1971 one member of the
Desalu group was murdered besides some other injured by Naicker’s
group. In ccunection with the expenses of the murder case Sri
Naicker’s group demanded contribution from 52 independent members
which they refused. On this the Naicker’s group wanted to take over
salt fields by force- As a resulf of this, the 52 salt producers joined
the group of Desalu. group and obtained orders of Sec. 14 from
the Taluk Magistrate Mummidivaram prohibiting Naicker’s
group  from eptering “the Salt fields or from interfering
with the peaceful possession of the salt fields by the 52 persons
il 31-1-72. But Sri Naicker instigated his party men to
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Mumnidivaram taluk.

forcibly occupy the salt fields. Abou. 500-600 fishermen of his group
formed into unlawful assembly and armed with deadly weapons entered
the salt fields on 16-1-72 at about ¢ 3. m. and drstroyed the pump-
sets, etc. installed in the salt fields; there were only 10 out of the
52 salt preducers there and they sought the protection of the mobile
police party sgationed in the village. The I{ead Constable exfended
repeated appeals to the mob not to resort to violence and destructive
acts but to seck redress in a court of law. The mob disregarded his
appeel, surrounded the police party and storted pelfing mud balls
and spza:s on the police party. A few men a {acked the head constable
ard another constable with stones as a result of which they received
injuries  As the mob still pressed on the polize, the head constable
finding no other alternative aiter giving final warning to the mob in
self-defence ordered to open fire towards the mob. Two rounds were
fired by ore constable. As the mob still persisted to safeguare! the
lives not only of the police party but also the lives of the 10 salt
producers and arms and ammunition of the police party t+o more
rounds were fired by ancther constable. Asa result of the firing one.
person died on the spot, where two o/hers received bullet injuries
The mob then dispersed. While dispersing the mob left behind one
of the injured persons and took away the second. All efforts made
by the Police to remove the injured to the hospital proved futile as
none of the fishermen irrespective of the party affiliations refused to
arrange conveyanee as this is an inlan! village, The injured succumbed
to the tnjuries by about 5-40 p m. on the same day. A case in
Cr. No. 5/72 of Katrenikona P- S. was rzgistered. Of the 42 accused,
30 have been arrested so far; 8 accused surrendered on 1-4-72 before
the Additional Judicial Magistrate, Amalapuram. Two of the
accused died in the firing and 3 are still ahsconding. Charge-sheet is
being filed in the court. The Sub-Divisional Megistrate has conducted
a magsterial enquiry and submitted his repoct. The Magistrate’s
report is under examination of the Government. There is no need for
judicial enquiry now.

Since the mixed things are bornd to fa-l, this also failed The water
was first released in 1967 and in 19 6, the Goveinment was pleased
to issue G Q. notwithstanding the approval of the original cropt
pattern and continuation of land into dry irrigated dry and wet. Sir,
I would hke to recollect the mind of Hon’ble Minister that in the
entire area raising of dry crops 1s more beneficiary. i.e. like com-
mercial crops of tobbacco and chillies.

Some land for dry, some land for irrigated dry and
some land for wet: There is percolation of water and even the land
set a part for wet cultivation or irrigated dry have become unsuitable
for dry cultivation. So 1f has become impossible for them, on
account of seepage, percolation of water I will read out the relevant
portion of the G. O issued in 1966.

““The Government after careful consideration preferred the
proposal t> switch over to wet irrigation in Nagarjunasagar project
and for localisation; for dry irrigation temporarily for the period of 5
crop years from the year 1967 to tide over the food sitvation in the
country.”

When the Government jtself came forward and encourages the
ryot notwithstandir g the different crop pattern was approved and
to switch over to wet cultivation in the interests of food production,
I do not know why the ryots should be penalised for that. Actually,
encouraged by that announcement and on account of geographical
impossibility, the ryots considered and the dry cultivation has been
converfed into wet. These are the circumstances under which this wet
cultivation has been resorted to. In 1967 no water cess was collected.
In 1968-69 and 1969-70 not only the water cess was demanded but
also heavy penalties, now running to crores of rupees. I invite the
attention of the Minister to these things and request him to remove
the penalties because I am confident that they will be removed.
The offence should not be continued any further. Once the whole
scheme should be :ationalised. There should be rational localisation,
When once anybody goes into wet caltivation and after 2 or 3 years,
he cannot go back to dry cultivation That is almost impossible.
So, Iplea not only for removal of penaltics because for the last 2
years the penalties were removed by the previous Government and
this present Government also, I pray and hope that they will be
pleased to remove them.

The whole thing should be rationalised. I appeal to the Gov-
ernment to embark a programme for re-local.sation with represen-
tative teams— teams which are well versed and which know the job
but not the teams which will sit unier tree and take some books and
characterise the 1and as irrigated dry, wet and dry etc. With these
few words I request the hon. Minister to make a statement and upon
whicf? gome of my friends who are interested in this question. will be
satisfied.

Sri A, Bhagavantha Rao :(—According to the report of the
Collector, Guntur the total amount of the penalties levied for various
types of unauthorised irrigation under Right Bank Canal of N. S.

In Class I1I, Group I employee get not
less than Rs. 14C0 per month, basic pay, but in Class IV, he gets
only Rs 1,000 Assictant Fdito-s, Editors, etc. The last paid people
in Class 11T get Rs 300 a month, whereas in Class IV, they get
Rs. 250, Thus there is a difference of Rs. 50 a month  Thus injustice
has been done to them for such a long period. Recommendefion 22
of the Wage Board Recommmendations says that reclassification con
be asked fcr from anv vear from 1968, So from 1968 emplovees of
thess newspapers ¢ toklishments have been asking for re-classification.
The matter has beer dragged on. Some action has been taken from
1970 and we were recer tly informed th-t just a week or ten days
back the Management has at last, finding no other alternative,
simply gave a vague undertaking that they are agreeable for classifica-
tion into I I and that they are going to implement it.
