The Minister for Agriculture (Sri K. Venkatesam):—(a) Gove-
roment have taken a decision fo establish a Milk Powder Plant at
Central Dairy, Hyderabad this/ year only and accordingly orders
sanctioning the scheme have been issued in G.O.Ms. No. 10038 Food
& Agriculture dated 6-7-1972.

(b) Capacity-10 tounes of Milk Powder per day. Estimated
cost Rs. 65.50 lakhs including civil and mechanical works.

() Rs. 13.80 lakhs provided under Special Telangana Deve-
lopment Fund and Rs. 6.70 lakhs provided in the normal plan for
1972-73 have been sanctioned. It is expected that the plant will
start production by the'end of the year 197Y8. All possible steps are
being taken to start and complete the works as expeditiously as
possible. The question of failure to commission the plant does nct
arise.

(d) The capacity of the proposed powder plant has been fixed
after consulting the experts of the Government of India according to
the needs of the anticipaied milk production of the Integrated Milk
Project, Hyderabad area. Hence, the question of raising the capa-
city of the Powder Plant does not arise,
