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(¢) & (d) A Special Audit has been got conducted and the
Special Audit Report is under consideration of the Registrar of
Co-operative Societies who is enquiring into the maiter.
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‘the Resolution was unanimously passed. When an Hon’ble
Member has given a question, what is this wrong answer? As a matter
of fact, I vas there.

Srr G. Rajaram:— ¢ On 5.11.1971, whether the General Body
meeting of the Palakol Cooperative Sugar Factory has passed a Reso-
lution regarding the mis-use of funds by the then managing Director
Sri. S.Venkataramaiah, I A.S.” This 1s the question. But the Resolu-
tion referred to the discussion on annualreport of the Society during
the year 1970-71. 1t was also recorded that in view of the loss shown
to the Factory during the year 1970-71, the general body meeting also
resolved to request the Government to arrange for detailed enguiry
of the factory management; but no specific resolution was passed
regarding specific aliegation against the then Managing Director.
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Sri G. Rajaram:-— Taking the resolution into consideration
a Special Audit party has been sent.

Mr. Speaker:— Mis-use of funds was there and the meeting
requested that the matter may be enquired into. What is that now
in the answer as ‘No’.

Sri G. Rajaram:— In regard to question <a’, if isa specific
allegation against the then Managing Director.

The resolutions were in respect of mis-management, misappro”
priation, mis-use of funds. Therefore, the enquiry by special audit
party was conducted and the Party also submited its report ia the
last month, The Registrar of Cooperative Societies is taking action.

Sri 'V, Srikrishna:--I am not getting the correct answer, Sir.
Why there was wrony information given in the answer given by the
Minister? There is much correspondence about it, There are several
representations,
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The ‘following are toe allegations made in the representation
of Sri Balarama Raju:~

The sale of open sugar was not systematic; Purchase of stores
and other materials were effected without prior approval of the Board
and without ootaining tenders; That the factory was incurring expen-
diture towards T.A. for the fravels made; That the irrigularities
noticed during the periods has not been rectified; That the Annual
Reports on the working of the Society has aot beea presented to the
General Body; There has been mis-use of vehiclss ind drivers; There
was no control over the staff; That the Managing Director has created
a post of Assis'an. Manager without the sanction of the Boara.

So, these are the allegations made in the represcntation of
Sri Balarama Raju.

On the basis of the Resolution, a Special Audit Party has been
sent and it has coaducted a detailed enquiry +nd submitted its report
last month. On the basis of the Report, the Registrar of Coopera-
tive Societies will take suitable action.
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Sri A. Sriramulu :—This is a fundamental factor as to how a
Minister should answer a question. Facts that have been later inti-
mated by the Minister is different from the answer given earlier- It
was highly callous and careless. There should not be any evasive or
escapist answers. Some instructions have to be clearly given in this
regard. Otherwise, there is no purpose of asking the questions.

Sri G. Rajaram :—I have not given any evasive answer. I have
informed the House as to what acfion has been taken in this regard.
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_ Sri C.V.K. Rao :—I would like to know from the Hon'ble

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Sri M. Narayana Reddy: -Regarding the question under (C),
I made a particular reference to Nizamabad Co-operative Sugar Fac.
tory which 1s reported to have sustained a loss of about 95 lakhs of
rupees during the last four to five years. In view of the answer that
the Co-operative Sugar Factories have sustained losses for different
reasons like ron availabi'ty of cane ctc, whether *he Government s
taking any special steps for the development of cane so that these fac.
tories may have sufficient cane to attain the crushing capacity that is
allowed to them. In Telangan. there 1s only cne Co-operative Sugar
Factory. The Co-operative Sugar Factory, Nizamabad bad sustained
a crore of rupees loss  Whether the Government would consider the
desirability of giving this factory also te tie Nizam Sugar Factory for
managing and to wipe out the losses.

Sri G, Rajaram —The Nizamaked Sugar Factory had incurred
losses which are mentioned as follows :

1968-69 .. Loss of Rs. 7.19 lakhs
1969-~0 .. Loss of Rs. 4.37 lakhs
1970 71 .. Loss of Rs 3 21 lakhs
1971-72 .. Profit of Rs. 11 29 lakhs
1972-73 .. Toss e Ns 14 51 Iakhs

Except in one year (1971-72), in all othcr years it had incurred
losses. Last year there was no crushing at all The fictory remamed
closed. In respect of Mizania »ad Co-cperctive Jugar Factory, theaea
under cane has gone down because o the failure of Nizamsagar.
Sufficient water was not supnlied. The entire district has been affec-
ted and particularly this area The aiea of operation of the Co-ope-
rative Sugar Factory is at the tail-end of Nizamsagar. So. there is
no sufficient water. Therefore the cane crop had gone down very
much. The ryots bave diverted the ane towards the manufacture
of Khandasar: and gur Therefore, the factory could not crush the
rated capacity. As such there are losses.

(b) The Survey done by the National Institute of Nutrition
revealed, the existance of ‘Flurcsis® in certain villages m  the twn
Districts.

(c) The water samples collected and analysed in the villages
showed high level of flouride confent in the water in the villages.
The people living at least for a period of 30 yers in endemic areas of
flurosis develop this disease,

(d) Protected water supply is the ouly method to arrest this
disease. The Penchayat Samithies concerned will be advised to take
up the protected water supply schemes according to the nature of
urgency, subject to availability of funds

Especially in the summer as a result oteva-
poration and also as a result of this water coming down, the standing
crops in about 50,000 acres are withermmg away. I made a number of
representations to "the local Executive Engineer. But unforturately,
he says that he 1s in a helpless condition and he cannot do anything.
Sir, there are about2 or 3 Executive Engineers from Andhra Pradesh
in the Tungabhadra Board. Even they could not do anything. So
I thought that I should bring this by way of Call Attention to the
notice of the Chief Minister. This is a serious matter. If immediat-
elly action is no: taken by the Chief Minister or our Government at
the highest level with the Karnataka Government, there is every pro-
spect of all the crops drying up resulting loss to the Agriculturists
there.

Sri L. La:gmana Dass:—Sir, On 6-2-1974, the Chief Minister
convened & meeting of the Representatives of Tobacco Growers, work-
men and th eemployers to discuss about the hardships in the industry
and the following conclusions have been arrived at the meeting:

. The management of the Tobacco Companies should adopt a tair
and liberal grading policy, by ensuring stricter supervising over the
buying points and personnel and ensure that tobacco to higher grade
is not down-graded but paid for as per the proper grade.

2. The Compauies should offer a 20% increase in price of last
year for each of the grades.

3. The management do purchase bulk of their requirements
from the farmers directly and reduce purchases from intermediaries to
the minimum-

4. The managements of National Tobacco Co., British India
Tobacco Co; and Golden Tobacco Company, do ensure that the
workers are engaged on work for the maximum number of days and
af the maximum numbers of depots.

5. The Commissioner of Labour should visit Guntur and any
other place and examine with reterence to the facts of each case, how
best closure of Depots may be avoided and the maximum nun.ber of
workers are emplosed for the largest number of day

So far as the payment of enhanced prices over the last years
price to the growers was concerned, the Chiet Minister suggested that
the Companies should offer 209, increase over the last year’s price
for each grade. On 22-3-1974, | made a statement in the Legislative
Council on the alleged non-payment of the price by Tobacco Compa-
nies. I have indicated that Government would convene, if necessary,
a meeting of the managements and pursue with them for the payment
of the price suggested by the Chief Minister.

As decided, the Deputy Commissioner of Labour has been
deputed to investigate into the grievances of the tobacco labour. He
visited Guntur on 12-2-74, to 15-2-1974. The Deputy Commissioner
of Labour has stated in his report that there is no reduction in the
employment potential or curtailment of tobacco season to an appre-
ciable extent in any of the big Factories except the National Tobacco
Company, and the Golden Company.

Even atl the meeting before the Chief Minister, the manage-
ment of the National Tobacco Company, Ltd., has categorically sta-
ted that the purchases by the Company would entirely depend upon
the foreign trade conditions and that this total requirement of the
tobacco has come down year after to about six million KGs. and
that if they employ all the 15 000 employees as hitherto the number
of working days in the seaso. would be lsss.

The report of the Deputy Com.uissioner of Labour also reveals
that the purchases of tobocco from small traders is a necessity to make
up their deficits in particular giades/quality and that the extent of

purchase 1s very small comparcd to the total purchases of the tobacco
companies.

Governm.ent are aware of the presentsituation and are exami
ping how best the impasse could be resoived. In fact the represen
tative of the National Tobacco Company met the Commisstoner of
Labour and promised to examine the operation of the branche. at
Vijayawada and Rajahmundry after consulting their head-office. The
decision of the Comipany is expected in a couple of days. All neces-
sary action will be taken to mitigate the hardships of the employees.

Vyhat I was telling you Sir, is that why the police why the
C.1. D. is sirrounding us in the Lobbies: Whenever w: meet some
person, one Z. 1. D, Inspector, a person in mufti sits in be:ween to
overhear us You are the Head of this august House and I think
we have to bring these facts to your notice.

Police is not meant for us but police should be wutilised by sen-
ding ther tc proper places. I told last time also, but it had no effect.
fam teiling now and I would like to repeat again. Blackmarke-
ters and row 1y elements bave to be looked for by the police and not
the member, of the Assembly. They should not surround the mem-
bers in this House as we are seeing now,

Vigilance and A. C. B are repeatedly requesting the Govern®
ment for more staff. Because of the dearth of staff, they say, they are
not 18 & position to deal with cases which is causing delay in taking
action. The delay in Justice is as good as doing injustice
to both sides—~The Government taking up the case and the
person against whom the case is taken up. So, police has to be sent
to those places and not to surround us here.

About Municipal Corporation, as you all know, that heavy
taxation is being imposed. Those who are in charge of levying taxes
are not at all trained. In Circles 1 and 2 where these are being re-
assessed and levied, they are taking bribe openly. They are saying thag
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these taxes would be reduced to 509 if they give that sxtra money
What action is being taken for this? Is your pol.ce. C. L. D. not
meant to such corrupt.on.

Similarly with greatest cffort, with ny effort. the Goverrmeut
had conceded to form an Advisory Board for t e “1uncipal Corpora-
tion where cone person rule prevailed the prasent Special Officer is not
conceding to anything, he is mnot calling 1th: meeti: gs
of the Advisory Commiitee. The pioviso of this A vising
Committee, the terms ana conditions of h: Adviso.y Cominittes arc
to call a meeling wtleast once in three mon hs but imposit.g 10 Fuaulie
tion in calling it any number of times is being mis interpreted. But
he is sticking to call the minimum The M:.abers wanted to call for
the meetings several times and th: membe-s are feeling that nothisg
is being done,

As I told you earlier, in the Corpo -ation, there ere so many
corruption charges against the previous Special Office.-1 aeed nct
refer to them now. Even now the persons! clerk in the Special Offi-
cer’s room is calling girls and many corrupt practices aic being per-
formed but no action is taken.

What facilities are given to the old city, I v.oule like to ask the
Government. This morning people camsz from different localities
saying that the entire road is blocked because of the drainage being
ckoked and the roads are in a horrible condition; no buses are being
provided, even though persons residing th re represented quite often.

The condition of the R.T.O. is in a horrible stage. Yesterday,
the Prircipal Judge of the Civil Court was telli.ig me that in Dilshuk-
nagar, if one stands and sees, the police and the Inspector of the
R:T.O. collect more than Rs. 300 a day and pocket that money for
their own purposes.

Another fact was brought to the notice of the Government
that mini-buses were provided to some edicated unemployed persons
and pow they are facing innumberable problems: The R [-O- people
are harrassing them time and again. At Mehboobnagar instances
were told. Even Mr. Ibrahim Ali Ansari was aware of that. Even
the Inspectors of the R.T.O. use the vehicles for their own personal
purposes, Thesefacts were brought to the notice of the Government,
but no action was taken.

I would like to ask the Governmenf, as fo what the Govern-
ment is doing for the common man, the down-trodden and the weaker
sections of the Society? The replyies clear that nothing is being done-
We were told by the Government that the Advisory Board has been
formed and it would check the functions of the Muslim Wakf Board.
Very seriously discussions were held in this House, but no action has
been taken so far. Inthe Wakf Board there are persons who should
have been behind the bars by now and their cases should have been
taken by the Police. They are still the same persons who are opera-
ting the Wakf Board. They are running the Wakf Board. Tonnes of
files are with the clerks in their houses and they are selling those
files. No action has been taken. Is this the people’s Government?
Government has given an assurance that the Advisory Body would
be formed by dissolving the present Board. So far, no action has
been taken.
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Now two incidents I would like to quote. There is a lady, a
widow. She was working in the Civil Supplies Department. She
was hiving 23 or 24 years service. She was asked to quit. She went
to the High Court. High Court had decided ina writ petition that
sne rhould be reinstated. She was reinstated. Since last 10 months
she 1, not getting her salary. She came to me. I told the Director
of Civil sSuapplies. He said that they are thinking to go onan
appe i to the higher Court and till such time the salary cannot be
paii If she gives an undertakirg, that if the case 1s lost by that
lady she should pay back the entire amount which 15 bemg to be paid
to ber as selary, What is the justification in such action being taken
agoainst a peity e:nployee of the Government ? Government has to
lock mto these matters.

I have so often drawn the attention of the Chief Minister and
so many others who come and visit the old city that the people are
being harassed by the Taxes Department, the police and the autho-
rittes which claim to be the part of the Government. But no action
has been taken. What is it, I fail to understand.

I know that the present Chief Minister 15 a gcod administrator.
I know that he is a practical person but these things also he should
fook mmto. He may be busy with so many other things. But he
must realise that the down—trodden people are also a part of the
human society. They also bave to be looked into by the Govern-
ment as others- I hope that this fime atleast the Finance Minister
would try Lo answer the points raised by me,
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Smt. Rani Sundarammani (Punganur) :—Speaker Sir, in sup®

porting:\the Bill moved by the Finance Minister I would like to stres«
a few and two points in the mterests of my constituencey.

There is no pereniial source of water in Punganur taluk.
People have to ceseid or tanks ard hift irrrgation. As many of the
tanks are neglected for a loag time, early steps Le taken to set upa
Works Sub-Division of 2. V. D. at Punganur vnder Minor Irrigation.
This would 2o a Iong way n agricultural prcduction and also would
solve unemploymen. to a certamn extent.

The present State Bank of Mysore is not actually helpful ¢o
the small-scale industries, The State Bank of India is requested to
open branch at Punsanur. {he authorities and the Finance Depart.
ment should pleas¢ move the concerned banks. Ingian Bank, Bank of
India, Syndicate Bank anc the Indian Overseas Bank for opening a
branch at Puagaaur.

As the small farmars are put to much inconvenience the Land
Mortgage Bank at Punganur my be directed to sanction the loans
within a period of three months on short duration. The payment of
minimum electricity charge; should be removed 1n the case of atleast
farmers who entirely depend on lift irrigation.

The upgrading of the Judicial Second Class Magistrate Court
at Puaganur is postponed : ear after year. Provision should be made
atleast 1n 1974-75 Budgel tor the upgrading of the Court.
