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(d) No amcunt was spend because it is not possibleto provide
funds for improvement of roads in Khandasari areas as there are no
Statutorily demarcated zones for each Khandasari unit under Andkra
Pradesh Sugarcane (Regulation of Supply and Purchase ) Act, 1961.

(&) As the Khandasari units are geiting cane wherever it is avai-
lable, it is difficult to fix the operational area for these units. Intheab-
sence of a demarcated zone for each khandasari unit it willnot be possi-

ble for the Government to allocate funds for improvement of roads in
these khandsari areas.

(@) whether any repre entations have been received in February
and March, 1974 by the Chiel X inister and the Deputy Chief Minister
from the Sugarcane growers and suppliers to the Challapalh Sugars
Ltd. Laxmiparam, Divi taluk, Krishna district ;

(b) wiat are the contents of the represeatations ; and
(¢) the action taken by lhe Government on the same ?
Sri J. Chokkarao :—(a) Yes, Sir.

(b) and (¢) Answer is placed on the Table of the House.

ANSWER PLACED ON THE TABLE (Vide) CLaUSES (b) aND {¢) oF L.A.Q.
No. 4240-F. (STARRED).

(5) The contents of the representations from the Sugarcane
growers and suppliers to the Challapalli Sugars Ltd., Laxmipuram are—

(1) An amount of Rs. 16 lakhs is due to the cane growers towards
their 409/, of share from the profits earned by the Challapalli Sugars
Ltd. in 1971-72 season.

(2) An amount of Rs. 10 lakhs is due to the cane growers towards
the enhanced rate, at Rs. 10 per tonne, for the cane supplied during
1972-73 season.

(3) An amount of Rs. 10 lakhs is due to the cane growers by way
of long term deposits for which the mill management executed deposit
receipts to the individual suppliers of cane.

(4) An amount of Rs. 1.00 lakh is due to the cane growers which
represents the enhanced price at Rs. 5 per tonne for the supplies made
on the quantities of cane supplied prior to 20-12-1966 ie., the date on
which cane price was enhanced by Gevernment of India.
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(5) The excess amount of the price of fertilisers collected by the
management during [967-68 was not repaid till now.

(6) An amount of Rs. 3.00 lakhs is due to the Sugarcane Deve-
lopment Council by the management.

(7) During 1971-72 an amount of Rs. 60,000 was collected from
the cane growers at 0.60 Ps. per tonne of cane suppled for remitting to
Bangladesh relief fund and this amount was deducied from the cane price

due to the cane growers in 1967-68 but was not yei remiited to the
Government,

(8) The management failed to redeem the dues owed by the cane
growers to the Indian Bank and the Andhra Bank.

(9) During the current season, the canc growers supplied cane
worth Rs. 1.05 crores and iill the date of representation i.¢., on 18-3-1974
an amount of Rs. 63 lakhs was duc to the canc growers.

(10) The management has withdrawn huge amounts by way of
loans obtained by farm supervisors and other agricultural labourers.
These amounls were stated to have been advanced by the banks on the
pledge of some lands to their staff and the loan amounts taken by their
staff was utilised by the factory. Due to non-payment of loans obtained
from the banks by the farm supervisors and other agricultural labourers
the banks are refusing to pay any crop loan o them.

(¢) With reference to the above contents of ihe representations
the action taken by the Government, ilem-wise, is as follows :—

(1) Under the profit sharing formula the Challapalli Sugars Ltd,,
has to pay to the cane growers an additional cane price .t Rs. 14.83 per
tonne and the total amount payable for 1971-72 season is Rs. 15,61,683.
But the factory did not agree to implementi the profit sharing formula
for 1971-72 season but promised to pay some ad-hoc additional price
to the cane growers at a later date. The Government can not compel

the factory under law to pay additional cane price according to the
profit sharing formula.

2. For 1972-73 season the amount due to the cane growers is
Rs. 3.25 lakhs and not Rs. 10.00 lakhs as stated in the representation.
The factory has now started disbursement of this amount, and paid

Rs. 76,753 till 4-6-1974, and promised to complete disbursement of the
entire amount shortly.

3. According to the factory management, the amount lying with
Bank by way of deposits received from the cane growers and non-growers
is Rs. 4,09,308 on 30-5-1974 and not Rs. 10 lakhs as given in the repre-
sentation. I{ was explained by the occupier that acceptance of interest
bearing deposits from the public is a normal feature of companies
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Netiher the Cane Commissioner nor the Goveinment can interfere with
the transactions of this nature undertaken by the company.

4. About the cane price enhanced by the Government of India
by Rs. 5 per tonne from 20-12-1966, the factoroy informed that they
have never agreed to pay the enhanced price of Rs. 5 per tonne to the
cane growers who supplied cane at the old rate prior to 20-12-1966,
as the enhanced price is applicable only for supplies made from 20-12-1966
and therefore no amount is due to the cane growers for cane supplied
to the factory prior to 20-12-1966. The contention in the representa-
tion that the enhanced price of Rs. 5 per tonne is due to the cane growers
for cane supplied prior to 20-12-1966 is not enforceable under law.

5. During 1967-68 it was reported that an amount of
Rs. 62,588.80 was collected by Challapalli Sugars on the pool ferti-
lisers allotted by the State Government to the factory which in twrn
supplied to the farmers, This excess amount was collected by the
factory on account of the upward revision of pool price of fertilisers.
When this matter was brought to the notice of the Director of Agricul-
ture, a direction was issued to the sugar factory to forthwith refund this
amount of Rs. 62,588.80 to the cane growers. So far an amount of
Rs, 19,079.80 was refunded to the cane growers and there is a balance
of Rs. 43,509 to the cane giowers on this account. It was reported by

the factory that it is returning this amount without delay to the ryots
who are coming to their office.

6. According to the information furnished by the Sugarcane Ins-
pector, Vuyyur, the amount due to the Cane Development Council by
way of contributions received from the cane growers from 1965-66 till
end of 1973-74 is Rs. 2,90,556. According to the letter of the occupier of
Challapalli Sugars, there was an agreement between the Cane Develop-
ment Council and the Challapalli Sugars to purchase land covering an
extent of 20 acres at Rs. 10,000 per acre and this value should be adjusted
towards the contribution due to the Cane Development Council. This
land is at present being utilised by the Director of Agriculture as a
Sugarcane demonstration farm. The agreement was reported to have
been entered into between the Cane Development Council and the
factory management in 1971-72 and this was submitted to the Director,
of Agriculture for approving the transaction under rule 8(1) and (2)
of A.P. Sugarcane Rules, 1961. The Director of Agriculture has
referred the matter to the District Collector, Krishna for giving a “Valua-
tion Certificate’ of land. The factory has informed that after adjusting
the value of the land, they will pay the balance amount of about
Rs. 90,000 to the Cane Development Council shortly. However, the
factory has been informed that under the Land Ceiling Act, passed by
the State Legislature no registration of land can be done now amd that
the entire amount is to be paid to the Cane Development Conncil. ‘The
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matter is being pursued with the sugat factory lor arranging payment of
the entire amouni duc to the Canc lievelopment Council.

7. With regard to the collection of Bunaladesh fund it was
informed by the Factory that it was a fact that the factory deducted
0.60 Ps. per tonne from the cane price due to the cane growers during
1971-72 season but as nonc of the larmers had piven their consent i
writing for deduction of this amount {rom the cane price and  payment
of the same to the Government towards Buangladesh relief fund they
could not remit the amount to the Government.  In view of the repre-
sentations received from some of the cune growers they have now remit-
ted this amouni to the credit of the cance growers in Indian Bank and
thus no amount is due to the canc growers now.

8. T was informed by Challapalli Sugars that they owe an
amount of Rs. 25,47,757.31 to the cane growers and to the extent of
this amount the fuctory has given an  undertabing to  the Banks and
also to the cane growers thut they would discharge the loans corres-
ponding to the amount of Rs. 25,47,757-31 duc to be paid by the cane
growers to the Banks. Since this is puwely a loun transaction between
the cane growers and the facltory on onc-huand and the factory and the
Bank on the oiher it is not possible for the Cune Commossiouer or the
Government to interfere in the matter.

9. The factory owed an amount of Rs. 1,05,90,995.50 towards
the cane received from the cane growers. Qut of that, an amount of
Rs. 96,11,169-59 was paid till 6-6-1974 leaving a balance of Rs.
9,79,825.91. It was reported by Challapalli Sugars that due to credit
squeeze imposed by the Reserve Bank of India, they were not able to
pledge the sugar stocks and obtain sugar advances for making timely
disbursements of cane price to the cane growers. It was further repor-
ted by Challapalli Sugars that as carly as in January itself, they have
come to an understanding with the canc growers who have supplied
cape to the factory that as and when sugar is sold as per the releases
made by the Directorate of Sugar and Vanaspati, New Delhi, 1/5th of
the value of the sale proceeds will be utilised by the company for meeting
their day-to-day expenses and the balance will be disbursed to the gro-
wers. According to this arrangement, the factory is regularly paying
to the cane growers who have supplied cane as and when sugar stocks
are disposed of as per the releases made by the Government of India,

The company expects to clear of the current year’s dues by the end of
June, 1974.

10. As this is a matter outside the purview of the Andra
Pradesh Sugarcane (Regulation of Supply and Purchase) Act, 1961
and also Sugarcane (Control) Order, 1966 it will not be possible to insist
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on the fastory to furmsh information not pertaming to the Andhra
Pradcsh Suga.cans Act, 1961 and Sugarcane (Control) Ouder, 1966.
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Sri A. Sriramulu:-—As I see from this answer, this factorv is
refusing to profit sharing formula. As a resul, the growers are put
to a loss of Rs: 15 lakhs. Inregard to the enhanced price of sugar-
cane, this factory seems to defy the order of the Government. Then
why this factory should not be taken over by the Government, when
the maragement is so defiant ?

A total extent of 3457 acres of private land has been acquired
and an extent of 843 acres of State Government land has so far been
set apart for the steel plant. Out of this, 4437 acres have been handed
to the project authorities. Ultimately about 7000 families are likely
to be displaced owing to the acquisition of land. The State Government
have therefore prepared a comprehensive rehabilitation scheme for
the first stage costing about Rs.49 lakhs and covering about 3,500 families
for their house sites. The Government of India have informed that

9-30 a. m.
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their present policy is to give an adhoc contribution not exceeding
Rs. 500 per family towards rehabilitation of the displaced persons in
the case of all the three new steel plants being set up in South India
In this connection, we have written a letter to the Union Minister for
Steel and Mines on 24-7-74 pointing out that an adhoc payment with-
out taking into account the human element involved in the present day
context would not be satisfactory and that the case should be examined
on merits and a realistic and sympathetic view has to be taken. It
has also been pointed out that as a result of legislation enacted by the
State Government pegging down the land values in the area at 1966
level there would be a saving of several lakhs of rupees and this should
be given due weight. The Government of India have also requested
the State Government to advance Rs. 10 lakhs for taking up rehabili-
tation work without any delay pending a final decision by the Govern-
ment of India on rehabilitation as a whole.

The All India Wage Board recom-
mended a grade of Rs. 405-20-605-25-730 to the Wellare Officers which
was implemented for this category of officers from 15-8-1967. As the
pay scales of the Welfare Officers were revised under the All India Wage
Board Award of 1967, their case was not taken up by the Pay Revision
Committee which went into the grades of officers not covered by the
Wage Board Award. The revised pay scales of the officers were imple-
mented from 1-4-1973.

(4) It may be mentioned that in National Coal Development
Corporation, Coal Mines Authority Limmuted and Bharat Coking Coal
Limited the Welfare Officers have different grades at different levels.
The additional Welfare Officers are in the grade of Rs. 405-730, Wage

Board Award Grade and the Welfare Officers are in the grade of
Rs. 350-900.

(5) The Singareni Collieries Company Limited have stated
that the Officers’ Association have submitted a memorandum in respect
of staffing pattern and the grades to be awarded for the different level
of officers in the Personnel Department. The Board of Director have
appointed an Anamoly Committee and also a Pattern Committee to
go into anamolies, if any and also recommend staffing pattern, based
on the staffing pattern obtaining in Coal Mines Authority Limited
and any charge could be made in their organisation. Both the commit-
tees are examining the issues and will submit their recommendations
in due course. The case of the Welfare Officers and other such cases
if any will be examined by both these Committees.

o (6) It may thus be seen that the Singareni Collieries Company
Limited have not discriminated any employees / Officers or any section

Consequently, in the last fortnight a number of unscheduled tipp~
ings had to be made which has no doubt inconvenienced all the con”
wmers particularly agricultural and industrials consumers. The
nresent level of a generation of about 490 MW and 100 iakh
units per day with the present cuts, is not meeting adquately the
agricultural demand and the position is likely to wrosen if necessary
steps are not taken for equitable supply of the present avilabie power
depending upon priorities, and with the worsening position due to gra-
dual fall in reservior leavels it is becoming impossible to maintain even
the present level of generation beyond 1Ist or 2nd August, 1974.

Therefore, it has become inevitable to impose further cuts on vari-
ous categories of consumers and also to impose stricter penalties for
violation of quotas fixed. External illuminations for any purpose are
being strictly prohibited. Separate action is also being contemplated
to get the commercial establishments closed earlier than at present.

¥f necessary power shut downs in towns and cities will be furthe?
increased from the present level of 4 hours per day.

The increase in cuts from 5 to 209, on demand and 5 to 25% of
energy over the present cuts is being ordered immediately on varion’
categories of consumers. No restrictions are being imposed on agri”
culture and domestic services but regulated hours of supply is contem”
plated. The present exemption from power cut to fertilizers, pesti-
cides, oxygen, etc. will continue. The position will be reviewed again
as soon as the monsoon sets in and the power position improves.

contempt or ridicule lowering its authority, may constitute the conte”
mpt.”.

Certainly the authority of the House has been lowered. Day after
tomorrow, every newspaper will give a front line heading. I feel that,
keeping in tune with parliamentary traditions, the Minister in-charge
of the Bill, will have to resign for his inefficiency and incompetence and
disregard to this House.

Sri C.V.K. Rao:—Even though we do not find the Appropriatio
Bill in the first instance, we thought, at the time when it is introduced,
it should be placed. It was very strange that it has not been placed.
I was at the hospital at that time. We were shocked to learn about
this. What is this type of administration ? Who is responsible for
that thing ? That is to be proved. I am not holding the Chief Minister
to be responsible for that. What is the entire system that exists here ?
Why was it not printed ? If it was not printed, why intimation was
not given to him in advance? when actually this has got to be moved.
Why this House has been put to such a very peculiar thing and cir-
cumstances? Where does the fault lie? Now you have adjourned
for nearly an hour. I think the Chief Minister has got information re-
garding this. Has he taken any steps to be hauled up because it is not
a question of X, Y or Z. That is not a point. Therefore there is some-
thing wrong definitely with the entire thing. We cannot be treated so
lightly and this House cannot also be considered as a delicate thing
which can be treated with impunity. I also brought to your notice,
what happened the other day. You have also noticed that in the name
of late Sri B.V. Subba Reddy a notice has been put herc. That gentle-
men does not exist. To-day also with regard to the naxalite question,
I have seen somewhere in the Press Gallery with the approval of Sri
B.V. Subba Reddy that particular answer also being put. At this rate,
where are we? What is happening to the Government? Is the Govern-
ment really the Government? Are the Ministers holding any kind of
power? So I would like that the Chief Minister must make a statement
as to where the fault does lie and what steps he is going to take in view
of this. It is a serious matter. So, let him make a statement o= this.
It is pertinent at the moment. I feel that you would request the Chief

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Sri C.V.K. Rao :—Mr. Speaker Sir, we are at a time when our
minds are very much disturbed . On the very day when the Budget
was presented by the Chief Minister, I was enquiring about the heaith
of the Finance Minister. Government was really complacent. Ne
one can tell what the health of the man would be. At this stage yon
also brought to our notice and the Chief Minister also admitted that
the condition of our colleague and responsible Cabinet Member Mr.
Ramachandra Reddy is critically ill. Under these circumstances I cannot
have much to say but naturally one thing I would like to say.

I would warn the Government that life is not permanent. Life
gives an opportunity to us to serve the people and during this period
we should not be complacent. we should alert our selfes and dischar®
our duty to the best of our ability. That is the lesson which life has got-
to tell us and now Rs. 625 crores Government is getting in his hands
and Rs. 537 crores has been voted for and Rs. 138 crores are being char-
ged on the Consolidated Fund. We know pretty well the entire admiré-
stratior is rotten to the core and it requires a herculian effort fo pa
it in order. I hope that the Government and the men in' power Wit
take this lesson and that they will leave no stone unturned in the s
charge of their duties. People are starving and people are without
food. But rampant corruption is there. The Government Wwill not
act while it lasts and so, let us learn lesson from life and at the same time
while dlosing, T wish that the Finance' Minister would récowe
from his illmess.
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Sri A. Sriramulu :—In a few minutes from now we shall be putting ;5

i =12-00 nesn
a sum of Rs. 675 crores in the hands of the Government. I wish to
make a few suggestions so that this money can be usefully spent and the
results expected or anticipated can be achieved.

Allotments have been made for various departments and the Head
of the Department must be given full powers to spend the money that
has been voted by this House. Unfortunately according to the pro-
cedure that we have now, every case and every detailed item of expen-
diture is to be referred to the Finance Department I suggesi this proce-
dure of again making a reference to the Finance Department for scrutiny
must be dispensed with immediately. Secondly, for the moneys that
have been spent during 1973-74, there must be an evaluation at least
in regard to the Development Departments with reference to the target
that we have set for ourselves and find out the bottlenechs. It is not as
audit ; it is a sort of assessment of the performance that we have been
able to make after spending so much money. Thirdly, the collection on
statistics is highly unsatisfactory in regard to the indicators that have
been supplies to us. To decide the backwardness of areas I find that
the district has been taken as a unit und if that is so most of the coastal
districts will be considered highly forward while the fact of the matter
is otherwise. According to a survey conducted by Econmic Times,
even West Godavari has not been able to record any development over
the past 20 years. It is just 3 marks above the average while it was 4
marks above average in 1957. After 20 years a prosperous district like
West Godavari has not been able to record even one mark of develop-
ment ; it has gone down by one mark. This has been published in the
Economic Times. That is why I suggest that statistical information
must be collected taluk-wise. Ifyou take the entire district as a unit
it is bound to give an incorrect picture.

Now, drought conditions have set in. Monsoon has failed. The
Chief Minister promised to open fair price shops. Till now not many
have been opened. Efforts must be made to open these shops immdiately
and start drought relief works. This time the State Government will
have to effectively prevail upon the Government of Indiato get some
substantial amount for drought relief because the north-east monsoon
is an uncertainty and the south-west monsoon has failed us.

For industrialisation also, I suggest the setting up of a task force.

The regnlar department is not able to cope up with the problem and if
a task force can be appointed it can go to every taluk and find out the
entreprencurs and the possibilities of industrial growth. If that is done
