S T A T E M E N T B Y T H E MINISTER F O R R E V E N U E 
te STRIKE BY VILLAGE OFFICERS 

M r Speaker — Minister for Revenue will make a statement 
regarding the Village OfBcers strike 

*Sn P Narasa Reddy.—As Hon'ble Members are aware a large 
number of Village OSiceres and Village Servants of the Andhra area of 
the State have abstained from 7-1-1975 m response to the call of the 
Andhra Provincial Village OfBcers' Association and the Rayalaseema 
Village OfRcers Association Prior to their going on strike, the two 
Associations had sent a list of demands to the Government Discus­
sions were held with representatives of the Associations by me on 
4-1-1975 Hon'ble Members are aware that Government had granted 
an amount of Rs 5 /- as dearness [allowance to the V Os. along with 
other Government and non-Government staff Despite the Govern­
ment having held out an assurance to them that their further demands 
would be considered sympathetically by the Government, the village 
ofRcers went on strike from 7-1-1975 

The Government have been carefully examining the demands of 
the village ofRcers Repiescntatives of the village ofRcers met the Chief 
Minister and me on 2g-l-75 as also subsequently. I am glad to say 
that the V O s have since called off the strike pending consideration 
of their requests by the Government. 

The Government after eareful consideration of the various 
demands made by the Village OfBcers not only from the Andhra area 
but also from the Telangana area have taken the following decisions.— 

(1) The m a m demand of the Village Officers relates to %te 
question of revision of pay of village ofRcers and village servants 
They have represented that since 1962 when a certain amount of in­
terim relief was announced by the Government to the Village Officers 
of Andhra and Telangana, there has been no increase in the pay of the 
Village OfBcers even though ad-hoc increase of Dearness Allowance 
was made whenever Dearness Allowance of Non-Gazetted Govern­
ment Employees was increased. They have, therefore, requeetad that 
m view of the increase in cost of living etc, an upward revision of the 
pay of Village OScers and Village Servants is called for While tl^ 
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Village OfBcers of Andhra have represented that their scale should be 
brought on par with the scales of pay applicable to Village OfBcers m 
the neighbouring State of Tamil Nadu the Village OfBcers of Telangana 
have asked for an increase m the scale of remuneration payable to 
them The Government have, after careful consideration and taking 
into account the enhancement of Rs 5/- m the Dearness Allowance 
payable to the Village Officers and Village Servants from 1-1-1975, 
decided that m addition to the above the interim relief payable to 
the Village OfBcers and Village Servants m both the areas of the State 
should be increased by Rs 10/- and Rs 8/- respectively 

(2) It was also represented on behalf of Village OfBcers that 
they are not paid any additional lemuneratton commensurate with the 
additional work involved m the collection of special levies like 
drainage cess, betterment codtnbution etc which do not form part of 
their regular land revenue work As Hon'ble Members are aware 
Village Karnams are already being paid a certain sum m connection 
with the preparation of notices etc , under the Drainage Cess Act The 
Government have also decided that m respect of drainage cess, and 
betterment contribution for irrigation works, 1 % of the amount collected 
should be disbursed to the Village establishment m such a manner as 
may be prescribed The amount thus disbursed to the Village estab­
lishment will be treated as having been deducted from the total 
amounts collected under the respective !evies 

(3) Another representation of the Village Officers of the Andhra 
area is that members of the Village establishment who went on strike 
during the agitation for separate Andhra m 1972 should be paid that 
salary m full for the strike period Hon'ble Members are aware that 
they have already been paid 5 0 % of their salanes for the strike period 
Government have now decided that they should be paid 4 0 % more of 
their salary for the period bringing the total amount to 9 0 % of their 
salaries, 

(4) It was also represented on behalf of the Village OfBcers 
thatthe special remuneration payable to the Village Officers m connec­
tion wilh the census of land holding conducted by the Government 
m 1972 has not been paid in Village OfBcers It is Understood that the 
amount had not been paid m some cases owing to want of funds 
Government have decided to authorise the Collectors to arrange for 
immediate disbursement of these amount whenever due. 

(5) Another complaint of the ViHage OfBcers is that members 
of the Village establishment are not paid T A and D A promptly 
and that sizeable arrears have accumulated Government have agreed 
m principle that these arrears should be cleared very urgently and they 
will take steps to make funds available for the clearance of these dues 

The above mentioned decisions cover the m a m demands made 
by theVillage 03Bce,esr I have very hope that the Village OfBcers 
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would-extend thier fuH co-operation to the administration and attend 
to thier duties with redoubled vigour m order to make up for what 
has been lost during the strike period 

Sri C V K Rao —Sir, the arbitrary manner in which the Hon'ble 12-00 Noon 
Minister has made a statement is very peculiar, and no copy of that 
statement had been placed on the Table. Is it not the duty of the 
Minister while expressing his view point 

M r Speaker — W h a t has been settled, has been brought to your 
notice 

Sri C V K Rao — W e still fee! there is something more to be 
done Atleast a copy of that statement should have been p!aced on 
the Table 

M r Speaker -—He has made a statement, and copies will be 
placed subsequently 

Sn C V K Rao — Yout procedure had decided that when a 
Minister wanted to make a statement, a copy of the same should, 
invariably be placed on the Table of the House He reads so many things, 
and refers to so many things and m the absence of a written thing we 
are not able to make out what he is going on saying 

Mr. Speaker — After the statement has been made, the copies 
will be made available 

Sri C V K Rao — What is the value of a matter if we discuss 
after some time What is the value after the whole thing has appeared 
m the Press and people form their opinion Is it not the prerogative of 
the HoL se to have discussion 7 He could have as well made the state­
ment to the Press Certain clarifications are needed. Some of the 
points are disputed It is just to impress that'we' have made statement 

M r Speaker — The copies will be supplied 

Sri C V K. Rao — The V Os are not at all satisfied The 
Government have virtually forced them to accept certain things. 

M r Speaker — H e made the statement just to say how the mat­
ter has been settled. If you h w e something to say you can do so later 

Sri C V K Rao — After everybody knows, do I not even then 
have a right to express m y opinion It is too much I seek certain 
clanRcations You are here to protect our rights 

M r Speaker — H e has j jst now nude a statement, as how the 
matter has been settled Tomorrow the copies will be placed. 

Sn C V<K. R a o * — You have to give directions to the Ministers, 
the Minister is not to give directions to us It was as though he 
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wanted to sprout a surprise by making a sudden statement Can 
the Government, with all the facilities and themachmery at its disposal, 
be able to supply a few copies simultaneously and m ttme Is it so 
difBclt that copies could not be typed and cyclostyledifnot 
printed? The Minister only wanted to spring a surprise and be done 
awa/ wi h it, as though the whole matter has been settled. There 
are several issues to be settled The Government is forcing the Village 
Officers to M l m with its own mode of thinking But strike is 
going on W e hive g^ven notices and asked Questions also Even 
the Ca!l Attention Notices are th^re When this is the position, he 
wanted to introduce the eie nent of surprise m this thing I requested 
that we be allowed to have a di^cu^sion over thu matter 

M r Speaker — W e will consider that afterwards, not now and 
immediately 

S n P NatbA R e d d y — W e have ta^en this decision right now, 
m the m o nmg only W e thought it St first to bring :t to the notice 
of the Hon'ble Members at the earliest opportunity possible, before 
anyone e!s3 knows it I lemember well only sometime back Sri C.V K 
Rao had himself expressed aixiety anl anger when we had suggested 
something m a pabhc meeting, when the House was m session Keep­
ing that m v ew, and seeing that the Assembly is m session, we thou­
ght it Ht to bring it tothenjticeofthe House at the earliest oppor­
tunity possible

Sri C V K Rao — I a m not objecting to the matter being 6rst

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MOTION OF THANKS O N THE ADDRESS BY THE GOVERNOR 

(Discussions-Contd.) 

Sn Ch Parasurama Naidu —His Excellency's speech is very note-12-10 
worthy for its failure to deal with the major problems that are afBic-
tmg the society and the State It is no doubt a rosy picture which is 
sought to be presented m spite of the staring and deeming existence of 
major problems that are afHictmg every home in the State W e all 
know that to-day every one of us is not only hearing but feeling the 
cry of rising prices and inflation The pnces are rising for the last 2 
to 3 years, they are rising m spite of the socalled de-heardmg operations 
and the claimed increase of agricultural production. Money is being 
pumped and this inflationary problem is causing the nse of prices and 
creating difficulties to a)! members of the society, not only in Andhra 
Pradesh but the entire India But we are concerned here with the food 
of the people m Andhra Pradesh Even m Andhra Pradesh which is 
well known to be an agricultural granary we have nse m price of paddy 
itself and rice also and the price is going up every moment It is this 
major problem that is not being tackled at all. This speech is signifi­
cant for the great comission. 

I just invite the attention of the Hon'ble Ministers to para 15, 
page 7 of the Governor's Address - "Government are aware that the 
rising pnces and the inflationary sitaution have created stresses and 
stnans, while this is an all-India phencmenon m y Government have 
been taking such steps as are possible at the State level to curb, hoar­
ding, smuggling, profiteenng and cornenng of other essential commo­
dities." This important matter is dealt with m such a simple way. 
In para 2, the Governor has given the rosiest picture that for the year 
1974 ending with June, there was record production of 80 lakhs tons of 
grams and then m the present year 74-75 we are asked to look forward 
to a very satisfactory agricultural output when 8 more lakhs of acres 
would be brought under cultivation. So, Sir, when there is plenty and 
when there is record production, m this month of January, we see that 
prices are rising, that paddy price is rising, that rice is becoming costly 
W h y ? There is nobody to enlighten us on this problem and to tell us 
measures the Government is taking on this problem That is really 
a regrettable lapse I a m afraid that the thinking of the Covear-
ment is not directed towards this major problem N o doubt m y good 
friends have chronicled a number of errors of the administration and 
I a m sure the Government is taking cognisance of them for the purpose 
of remedying. This is a fundamental problem which calls for the 
greatest discipline and attention and concentration m order that the 
society may be at peace and feel happ) * What are the factors con­
tributing to this problem7 There is imbalance between production and 
demand. It is tins that is vitiating the entire economy I shall just 
refer to one instance which shows that balance of production and

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demand alone can solve this problem M y good friend M r Srikrishaa 
was thinking as though there is suiBcient quantity of production m 
the State and it is only the distribution system that is wanting. I do 
not agree What is wanted is production itself If production and 
demand are equal nobody can withhold anything from the market 
and it wili be stupid thing if he withholds The ryots cannot be cre­
dited with that sort of stupidity. They are certainly more intelligent 
than many of the politicians and theoreticians here. I know expeits 
and economists all over India who have nothing to do with agriculture 
go on explaining theories Although I cannot claim to be an expert I 
still claim to have knowledge enough to understand the value and 
soundness of those economic theories They say that there is deposited 
wealth with the agriculturist and 'n the rural areas and we must devise 
every measure to draw it out and then alone the problem can be solved 
That is the height of folly with people who are at the helm of aSairs 
and who have nothing to do with production. Instead of presenting a 
rosy picture, they must make an attempt at balancing production and 
demand. 

The 6rst problem is to stop production of human beings itself 
The population explosion is going on at the rate of 1^ crores of popu­
lation increasing every year and statisticians and experts afe estimating 
that m the year 2000 A D the population will go to 200 corores 
This production of human beings will have to stop I thank the 
Government for the boldness m initiating a legislative measure to stop 
this criminal practice of multiplying the family , even enlightened friends 
are guilty of this It is really a crime on society and civilisation I 
hope the Government will put the legislation through. If the popu­
lation goes on increasing at this rate how can anybody produce enough 
The Government is not at all giving attention to this basic problem , 
they seem to have withdrawn funds for family planning. Ordinary 
family control measures are not sufficient Population explosion is the 
mother of all the difficulties and problems and this problem can be met 
only by adopting very redical measures The fear of anybody's 
displeasure shall not weight with the administration ; they 
ctaim to be ravolutionaries and this revolutionary measure has to be 
introduced I a m sure the Government will realise the gravity of the 
problem and will certainly take the drastnc action necessary for con-
troUmg the population explosion and then alone any attempt for higher 
production of fbodgrains will have to be made 

W e arc constructing gigantic buiMmgs and skyscrapers when there 
are huts around and when there is poverty everywhere and here what 
should be done Rrst has not been done Srst, i e , agnculturahsed 
industry and devo!opment of agriculture. First of all, if I have food 
then I can have an ornament and decoration and all sorts of things 
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But when I have no food how can I be prosperous This food problem 
has to be solved At the time wh.n we got Independence we had 2500 
crores of rupees at our disposal which the British Goverement left 
with us A H this money was wasted in the import of foodgrams 
This country is incapable of producing foodgrams necessary for us and 
I a m soiry to say th3.t even m respect of a power ttHer we are\yantmg 

w e have the scarcity of it W e have not even a good plough ^.20 
W e have the genius in this country. The intelligence of this country 
is not less than that of anybody I stand a challenge tha? our intel­
lect is no lees—there are persons who have created this CtvJtsation, 
who are responsible for the Snest and the highest culture, who are 
learned—the world is appreciating 

W e have to really achive invention of the instruments necessary 
for the purpose of better agriculture To-day tractors are to be im­
ported yet To-day rigs ate to be imported yet. The other day, two 
years ago, M r M a m k a Rao was trying to demonstrate to us the 
operation of a rig which is an indegenous product as a great dchive-
ment Is that real!y a creditable performance? Should not we, m 
this state of resources, concentrate on particular things mste?d of 
dissipating on various things? Concentrate on one project, on one 
idea, on one thinking and let that be achieved W e know fulty weli 
that this country is an agricultural country and we are a nce-catmg 
people and therefore, every concentration is given to it. Is that done? 
No, it is not done O n the other hand, even the best of seeds inven­
ted by our agricultural scientists have not been fully utilised There 
are so many other ways of solving this food problem. Even the 
Dairy Farm at Visakhapataam which we have visited as members of 
the Public Accounts Committee, even the Poultry Farm and many of 
these can be multiplied What has been done? On the other hand, 
there is a failure Egg is one of the food products What is done, 
about it? It was in the basic, j elementary stage—in the 6ist stage 
itself. W e have failed because we have failed on this food front and 
other problems have come 

Then there is the other fundamental problem of un-employment. 
Un-employment naturally Hows from the population explosion and 
our failure to solve the food problem Not only that Sir, we have 
been all the while on the mdustnal side W e have been attempting 
at metal-based industry But different thinking has come about, con­
ceptions are changing with regard to making agriculture as the base of 
the industry Agiiculture shall be industrialised and industry shall be 
agncultunsed. W e can produce sugar, we can produce tobacco and 
we e n produce any number of varieties of cotton W h y we are ex­
porting manganese, tobacco This sort of thing is going on O n the 
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other handy minor industries—no majoi industry is ncessary, no gigan­
tic industry, ofcouise, with the exception of some defence industries 
which are inevitable because we cannot all^w the security of this 
country to suSei foi any reason, even if we suffei we can put up but 
not the marshall resources of this country which are for the purpose 
of defending this country—and small scale industries will have to be 
encouraged, and also agricultural industry, home industry I suggest 
to this Government to send thousands and thousands of our agricultural 
boys to Punjab where, it appears, that minor mdustty and the cottage 
mdusry have been made so extensive, so useful, to solve the un­
employment pioNem And also some and of these Punjabis who have 
made success m the small seale industries can be brought forward 
Afhr all, we are getting so many people to rehabilitate W e haveg 
seen the Burma repatriates C3ylon repatriates and all those people trying 
to settle m Narsipatnam As members of the Public Accounts Commi-
tee we have seen many crores of Rupees being wasted But for this 
purpose crores can be invested Send those boys there and get them here. 
Let our entire th nkmg and let our resources be concentrated upon small 
Industries our boys can be certainly employed m it Un-employment 
problem can be solved only m that manner by employing them m 
agriculture In fact, I would hke that the students of this country 
should not be given vacation during he tiansplantafion season 
and harvestmg season What is the use of giving them 
holidays m summer ? Let them be engaged in transplantation 
I know transplantation has really been done at a very dis­
advantageous level Whereas our scientists want, our experts want 
that 16 plants to be planted m a square inch, only 2 or 3 plants are 
planted by the cool'es who natu.aHy do not as a national ;obbut as a 
mercenary job Therefore, I say transplantation is one of the greatest 
na*ural operation. N o attention is given to it Unfortunately, under 
the above conditions, our operat:ons have suffered and that produc­
tion has suffered because our transplantation has suRered. 

Our discipline has suffered more than the failure of the intelli­
gent a I say, Sir, you please go to the Secretariat, you will find these 
employees, who are mteHigent men, who are educated men, who are 
placed in the responsible positions, they are not domg their duty and 
they are not attending to their work They are loitering m the varandahs. 

Sri C V.K R a o . — Are our Ministers doing their duty ? 

Sri C h Parasurama Naidu — I a m not levelling any charge 
against anybody I am saymg that let the ministers go round-the 
Ministers have failed m discharging their duties and I think, m y friend 
M r C V.K Rao and myself have failed in our duties; there is no excep­
tion in this country—they wiil Rnd that the disciphne has failed Not 
only that W e have our vote catching device Teachers, who go on 
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mounting their demands are always increasing their facilities and 
amenities Then the organisations aie there The organisations of the 
employee^ are th^re I do not know what they are doing Therefore, 
unless there is production, there is no solution to the problem Thanks 
to the Russian Proletariat, m y friend will appreciate it What m y 
friend says is an example Let it be followed and let there be sacrifices 
on the part of the workers who are responsible for production That 
consciousness of nationalism, dedication to duty is wanting m produc­
tion Unless we increase production, this country is going to dogs 
W e should set an example and lead the people to do what is necessary 
for the mcrease of pioduction That does not mean that the Govern­
ment is absolved of its responsibility The Government should also 
come forward with concentration of funds not m respect of this pro­
ject or that-1 know, I may go to M r Venkatarao and ask him 'gi\c 
m e this ro^d and give m e that road' But they have to select it and 
tbey have tj be very strict and they have todo things 

And then the corroding factor a^d most important factor is 12-30 p m 
corruption If M r Jayaprakash Narayan's movement is to be met 
with, it is not by arresting him, it is not by suppressing him, it is not 
by throwing him dowr But it is by our dedication of duty, by our 
works, by our increasing production and bringing the people all tLe 
facilities I know it s not M r Vengala Rao's guns that had really 
silenced the na\a!ism m Snkakulam district It is the facilities and 
m o ley that has been given to these tnbals that had silenced them and 
brought them to the normal mode of mind It is the mode of the 
m m ! , it is the psychology of the people that can deal w*ththe majoi 
problems of the country and bung the people with prosperity and pe^ce 

And with regard to corruption, I would like to make one sugges 
tiou, Sir Th? first and fundamental thing, the most important thm{ 
is the Rles Our Ministers and Administrators shall read the R!e. I an 
afraid they are not reading the files If they read the files they wou!( 
make the Ales move withm three days of their coming to the table 
They can even move within twenty four hours. Then 3 0 % of the corru 
ption would go Unfortunately the source of corruption is the keepm{ 
back of the Eles If a man know that a 61e is blocked somewhen 
the man comes to his house and every other place and hence corruptioi 
comes m Not only that, if corruption of the ofRc als has to be si'enced 
has to be dealt with, Srst of all corruption of the non-ofEcials shoul< 
go. I really want our non-ofBcials oc:upy ng administrative posts t( 
put their hands on hearts and say how many of us are free A o m corrup 
tion If we arc not free from corruption, if the Ministers, the head c 
the Administration are not free from corruption what will the man h 
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and administrators are corrupt, the legislators are corrupt and if you 
are corrupt, how c§n you dare ask us to be not to be corrupt, So, Sir 
it shall be Srst of all restraint upon ourselves, control upon ourselves 
and an environment upon ourselves. That alone can ltad to our being 
able to control selhshness, corruption and malpractices This sort of 
moral regeneration is necessary. Without these things being done, the 
problem of our country cannot be solved 

Sri Syed Hassan (Charmmar) — You are joining the Congress M d s 
And you can try to remove corruption as much as possible 

Sri Ch Parasurama Naidu — I take the advice of m y good friends 
M r Hassan and I shall never forget him wherever I a m 

Sri C V.K Rao — When is he joining the Congress? 

Sri Ch Parasurama Naidu — M y good friend M r Rao can wait 
for some time I do not know myself 

So, Sir, I feel the moneys of our budget are really utilised for the 
major irrigation projects like Naga^junasagar, Pochampad, Tungabhadra 
etc., and Power generation That is good no doubt. But one thing I 
want to point out
