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Sr1 N Venkataratpnam —Sir, a pomt of order Now, we are
dealing with supplementary demands, and the procedure for supplemen-
tary demands 1s controlled by Rule 170 of the Rules of Procedure and
Conduct of Business in the Andhra Pradesh Legislative Assembly. The
rule says:

“The demands for supplementary or additional grants shall be
dealt with as 1f they were the demands for grant”

Therefore, the same procedure as 1s followed when we discuss
the Budget shall be followed 1 the case of supplementary demands
also.

Rule 162 (2) says.

(2) The Fiance Minister shall have a gencral right of reply at
the end of the discussion

These Demands are for about Rs. 42 crores, which concern
almost all the Ministers. While this 1s being discussed, 1s 1t not the
duty of all the Mmusters to be present, and give a reply to the points
raised by various Members during the Discussion If they are not
present, the whole burden falls on the Finance Minsster, and you will
appreciate the difficulty of the Finance Minister to give a reply for
all the matters with which he is not directly concerned, He may give
a reply where the finance 1s concerned. Just now so many things are
going to be dealt with by the Members which do not concern oply the
Fmance Minister When so much money is going to be sanctioned,
the Chair may give a ruling that all the Ministers whose Demands
are gomg to be sanctioned should be present inthe House so
that they could note down the pomnts rased by the Members and
give replies to all the points.

Mr. Speaker :—What is the basis on which you say that every
Mumnister should be present here,

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Sri N, Venkatratnam :— I rely on Rule 162, which says that the
Finance Minister shall have a general night to reply, that 1s with ref-
rence to the gemeral budget But the procedure here 1s that points
saised on every Demand hasto bz answered by the Minister concerned
for his protfolio

Mr. Speaker —There are two procedures * one 15 with regard
to the general budget and the other s regarding th= supplementary one
This procedure had been different If you are depending on the
Rules, then 1t 1s not valid

Srt N. Venkatratnam —Sir, Chapter XVIII deals with the
procedure in regard to financial matters Rule 162 (2) referes to Finance
Minister who has a right to give a reply, but the procedure adop-
ted all these days has been same as during the General Budget , and
every Minister whose Demands are included 1n the Supplementary
Budget gives a reply

Mr Speaker —As far as procedure 1s concerned, the same pro-
cedure 1s bemng followed But the procedure 15 distinct 1n regard to
General Budget and i regard to additional grants.

Sri N Venkatratnam *—I am referring to Rule 162 (2) where
the Finance Munister has a right to reply only during the “General
Budget”

Mr. Speaker *— You are referring to a procedure which 1s not
prescribad by the Rules. The procedure followed in regard to General
Budget 15 distinet from the one followed mn regard to supplementary
budget. There 1s no violation of Rules 1 am sorry, there 18 no pomt
of order.
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Mr. Spesker.—You must speak on the subject I will not allow
you other things.

1s always with the admnistrative machinery through which we have
to work. The administrative machinery 1s a wooden machmery It
1s not suited to the social needs of the day It 1s not a machmery
capable of ushering in a new society. I am aware that they want a
State Administrative Service There agan also they are commutting
some mistake which was committed when the All India Administra-
trve Service was concerved These TAS officers have been brought m
the place of ICS These people are much more arrogant, intoxicating
and much more alien to the people They think they are born to rule
and they think that they are thedescendants from heaven, high above
the common rung of the people That mentality will have to go.
They have to be dealt with In thename of State Admnistrative
Service what you are domng? You are bringing the same old lot.
What 18 required now 1s fresh men who are qualified, competent and
tramned in social relationship. You have been statmg that there shall
be a commitment to the service of the people Commitment not to
any particular ideology but should be Commitment to the
service of the people Things should be done for the benefit of the
people But they don’t have that mentality Such people should be
recruited and not the old personnel to be conferred again some
degree or some qualification This cannot be a remedy. You have "fo
take this opportumity to dismantle these thmgs. Next, I bringto
you skind notice once agamn about the VB Ramuand M. T. Rau
scheme of admmastration. It 1s most obstrustive, useless and unfar
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one It 1s one taat has been frustrating the int ntions of the adn.mistra-
ten The Collecto 15 made the chief man, chief administration. He
1s the Collestor for Cooperation, Collector for Agriculture, Colle-
ctor for so many things This 1s JAS gentleman having read a few
books with some five years service 18 made the chief administrator
I canrot understand this Note even one department 1s being dealt
with satifactorily by our good friends, the ministers. How can this
gentleman m the dictrict level could render justice to so many things
Srikakulam district consists of 25 lakhs of population  For this, this
man deals withall ti 2 portfolios When the chief Minister was dealing
with 41 portfolios 1n the begmmning, we were complamning near. This
gentleman 1s dealing with hundred portfolios. How can he do justice
to 1t Wil itnot certarnly perpetuate red tapism? The file does not
move To-day weget a signature from our friends, mimnisters  The
signature wul be a dead letter and 1t will be 1n some of the piegeon
holes of the bureaucracy, This scheme will have to be scrapped.
Make the departmental heads responsible There 13 always the
thimking that district shall be smaller and the taluk shall be made
smaller The population has been mereasing  When there 15 so much
of population, so much Of demand and request and the same
adminsstrative area. have been kept up. There are Tahsildars,
Deputy Tahsildars, Collector, District Revenue Officer and then
PA for Cooperation, P A for Agnculture what is all this
and as far as possible, 1t should be within the reach of the people and
you have made more concentration. Therefore, what 15 necessary 1sthe
change of this staff With regard to spending of money, I have to
state that 709 of the budget goes to services You must mmmimise the
expenditure not only on services but also on equipment and more
money has to be allocated to community scrvices A decision was
taken, some time bzck, by the Government not to fill up the existing
vacant postsbecanse there was superfluous staff. There 1s ever so much
staff which 15 beyond control and 1t 13 beyond the requirment. Greater
the number, lesser the efficiency. The excess staff hasto be reshuffied
elsewhere. What 15 the use of solving the employment problem by
creating non produtron jobs? You are creating thousands of peons and
clerks jobs.

all the employees who are efficient and also semtor, their names would
be forwarded by the State Government to the Union Public Seivice
Commussion and the ¥ P S C interviews them and out of the hist sent
by the State Government, persons are selected.

While welcoming the State Admumistrative Service wiuch has been
started in our State now, I am surprised to learn that the method adop-
ted was nerther useful and uniform nor m conformity with the IA S
Rules Here, there are no itillegence tests The State Admnistrative
Service was an open competitive test and all those who are n service
and who are eligible for the test were not wmvited or allowed to sit for
the examumation There are nearly 500 p:rsons who are eligible by way
of good record and also service and fulfilling all the conditions  Only
few were selzcted and called for the interview  This 1s highly objection-
able It shows motives of the Government mn selecting few persons
They should have allowed all the eligible persons

Only 1n the beginnung for the youtn, thus ntelligence test 1s taken,
as I put before you  So, make use of this Emergency and look mto
this next time and I hope that such things will not repeat

While speaking on the General Admnistration I wish to say that
most corrupt cases are pending for a long time  We are just allowmng
them to retire before 60 years and no punmishment 1s given  They are
spending money to getthis facility, because there will be no alternative
butto go tojail  For example, aganst the Chief Inspector of Factories,
prima facie case 1s established ~ Vigilance Commussioner 1s of the opr-
nion that he1s charge-sheeted.

thirds remam one-third of the members reti.e and 1t 1s not dissolved
Why not we, the members of this House and the other House and also
the Members of Parl.ament of Hyvderabad City, be placed similarly
The Corporation can be continued 1n that way nstead of vesting all
the powers 1n one person I can quote many instances where Rs 40,000
or Rs 50,000 were spent without obtaining sanction

I may further say that the Chtef Minister had agreed to go over
to the City It was on the spur of the moment Ifhc had actually
meant, he would have n-atically acted upon For every three months,
he has to inspect If he made an imspectionin January, two mspec-
