re Ramising Point of Order by a Mimster who 1s not a
Member of the House.
Mt Speaker — I am Pronouncing a Ruling

On 31-5-1975 after the SN Q No  6213-5 was answeied by the
Minster for Health and Medical some supplementary questions were
put and answered At one stage when Smt. J Eshwar Bai alleged that
the Minister was not answering specifically and wasting all the time of
the House Sri V Krnshnamurthy Naidu, Mimster for Medium Irn-
gation sought permission to raise a pomt of order and Srt N Sreens-
vasul Reddy raised an objection stating that the Minister was not a
Member of the House and so he could not raise the point of order
Sr1 A Sreeramulu while quoting the rule 339 regaiding the pomt of
order stated that only a Member can raise a point of order and not
other Mr. C VXK Rao, Sr1S. Jaipal Reddy and Sri N Venkatarat-
nam supported Sr1 A Sreeramulu stating that the Mimster who 1s not
a Member of the House cannot raise a point of order Hon Speaker
said that he would give a ruling on this matter

Rule 339 (2) of the Rules of Procedure and Conduct of Business
in the Andhra Pradesh Legslative Assembly points out that only a
Member may be permitted by tke Spzaker to raise a pownt of order
and sub-rule (3) of Rule 339 points out that only 2 Member may for-
mulate a pomnt of order. Thus the rule 1sclear that a Member alone
should raise a pomt of order and the ‘Member’ as defined 1 the rules
means a Member of the Assembly. Thus 1t 1s clear that as per this
Rule a Member of the Assembly alone should raise a point of order
and not others and Srt V Krishnamurthy Naidu, 1s admuttedly not a
Member of the House

Accosdirg to artcle 177 of the Constitution every Minister
has tFe night to speak in and otherwise to take part in the procezd-
img. of ony House of the Legislature of the State even though he
15 not a Member thereof

This Atticle 177 corresponds to Art 88 of the Constitution
wheren idar p.ovision :s made 1m respect of a Mumister of the
Centzal GoverimMent to participate m the proceedings of the Parla-
ment  Ir Faigland a Minister has the night to address a Chamber
o the Hilse 1 which he 1s a Member though he may address the
other Chamber when matters relating to his own department are
on dricssion Otherwise, he has no right to speak in the House
Agamm a Mimnster who 1s not for the time bemng a Member of
Parhament has no nght to speak m either House Every House of
Parhament o1 2 Legslature being an autonomous body would
not allow anv person who 18 not a Member of that House either to
pirticipate . the proceedings or to vote but Art 177 emgrafts an
exception 1o that General Rule. It enables every Mimster to speak i
either Houwe of the Legnlature though they may not be members of
that particular House of any Houseat all Only restriction placed on
such mght 18 that he would have a right to vote only if
fie 1s a2 member of that House It is not necessary to mention the
reasons here, 1t has been found desirable to permut Mimisters who are
not members of a House to porticipate 1 the proceedings of the House
and Art 177 relates to the same This provision 1s an improvement
upon Englich precedent and fol'ows the French and the Irish precedents.

In this connection I would also refer to Rule 2 (1) of the Karnataka
Rule of Progedure and Conduct of Business.

“*Member”’ means a member of the Assembly Provided that a
Minister who 1s not a member and the Advocate-General shall be
decmed to be members for the purpose of speaking in, moving motions
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and otherwise taking part in the piocedings of the Assembly ba* shal
not by virtue of this rule be eatitled to vote on any ques” on C. 0e
deemed to be members for the purpose of forming a guorum

1 therefore, hold that Sri V Krishnamarthy Naidu  Miraster
had every right to raise a point of order and that ths objections rziscd
by the Hon’ble Members relying on Rule 339 of the Rulcs of P:ocscurc
and Conduct of Business 1gnoring Art 177 of the Comoti'u 0z Wwach
1s binding on this House are therefore not tenable

a copy of the order would be placed on the Table I want to know
whether that also would have the same fate of the 1971 order.
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Mr. Speaker —Last time, when this matter came before the
House, number of objections have been raised by the Hon’ble Members
about the long delays i placing the notifications before this House.
Ultimately, I directed that there should not be any delay i placing
such things and all those things that have not been placed before the
House should be placed before the end of & particular month. I think
1t1s by the end of February or March, the time was also given.
Inspite of that, this lapse has come now.

Sumilarly, I wish to take this occasion and nform you that in
regard to questions, there is a direction that the departments should
furnmish answers to the questions within 25 days after they recerve
notice of the questions, They are continuosly dis-regarding this for
months together without explanation and without offering any
remarks, they are absoutely dis-regarding. This 1sa matter in which
I am taking serious notice My office sends notice to all and I also
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addressed but nothing .s forthcoming Let the Mimisters take note of
it and see tnat answers are recevied foi all questions within the time
that 1s fixed by the rules of this House, which I am trymng to enforce

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Srt M., Narayan Reddy (Bodhan) — Sir, on a very simple quest-
ion of extention many controversial and po'itical que.tions are brou-
ghtin  You should not have allowed. My submussions that basic
changes are contemplated under both the Acts the motion that 1sto
be moved and the motion that has already moved and approved There
were a number of reports litke Sr1 Vengal Rao Committee’s report,
Narasimharao Commuittee’s report and so many seminars that were
conducted at various places I have seen lot of matenal written and
the recomendations made on those seminars and conferences. It would
be fair enough if the Select Committee takes cognisance of and consi-
ders all those things and report to the House withm a period of 3 or
4 months time. Youmust also allow the Commttee or the Joint
Select Commuttee to go into all questions, because, certamn  basic cha-
nges are contemplated  Itis felt that the tume 1s the essence of this
Bull. Idon’tthnk1t so. Thismis-use of power by the existing
chairmen etc, 1s a matter which can be dealt with under the present
Act.

tely necessary we can send a Sub Commuittee After sucha revision
if we don’t have the benefit of work of the States where the present
Act s said to be good 1t 1s no good We have borrowed certain things
Therefore that blanket ban should not be smposcd 0p these commytees
One or two Sub Commuttees may be allowed to go

The Select Committee, on the other hand, must have full time
9-40 a.m. to go 1to all the reports, discussions and the resolutions passed by
“vanous Semmars sothat we may present a good report because we
will be coafining ourselves-t e., both Houses confining themselves-to
the report of the Select Committtee Therefore, there 1s no point for
hustling through the report of the Sclect, Committee under any
azgument. As the Leader of the House puts 1t, 1t can be submitted
even before March Now there 1s Bo hurry to place the report on
the Table of the House.

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Srt A Sriramulu—Sir, In view of the explanation given by
my friend Mr. M Narayana Reddy and the earnestness shown by the
Chuef Minister, I withdraw my amendment Let the report be expedited

Srt P Ramachandra Reddy {Sangareddy) —On perusal of the
Agenda to-day, every Com . ittee Chairman wants extension of time
It gtves an mmpression that the Committees are not sittmg regularly
and discharg'ng their dutles speedily, This an Impression that these
Commuttees which are appointed by the House are going to submut
their reports befors the mnext session But some of the
Committees which are very small, they are also requesting
for extension of time Our experience shows, whenever they sit here,
since 1t 1s more a table work they can discharge there duties instead
of going to different places. I have come across some cases, even
House Commuttees also have visited the entire country. I do not seg
the necessity of such a Committee seingall the States. My pomt s,
let us not give an impression to the Public that we are vistung picmic
sports and not discharging our duties. It 1s a very sertous thing, It
1s not one party affar Let us give animpression to the public that
we are very serious about any Committee and any Report. Eveg as
a Legislator, an 1mpression has come to me many a time that we are
going to some places unnecessarily.

Mr. Speaker:—Here 15 a matter where the Speaker has permit-
ted to go outside the State. The House has given power to Speaker
whose decision i1s final The Speaker has given permussion by exerci-
sing his right conferred upon him by the House. It would not be
proper, on behalf of any Member to say anythng of the past. If you
have got anything to suggest, it can be by way of a an amendment,

Sri P. Ramachandra Reddy:—I am not questioning the permis-
sion of the chair. These are the sentiments which we are having.

Mr. Speaker'—Those sentiments have been taken note of. 1
have, 1n this particular case, refused permission. Therefore, 1t 1s
being exercised properly,

Sri P Ramachandra Reddy:—If the Members, who are in the
Commuttee,are not interested, let them resign and those who are im-
terested may participate and complete the report The entire agenda
shows that no Chairman is ready with his report. It should not be
encouraged

Mr, Sp:aker —One pont 1 would like to bring to the notice of
the Members 1n connection with this motion. I believe, when the
Selgct Commutice was appomnted, a statement was made by the Hon.
e Member that elections wuil have to be conducted before a pasticalar
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day and therefore the general impression was that the Select Commuttee
has not much to do n view of the earlier reports of Vengal Rao Com-
mittee and Narasimha Rao Committee Five Regional Conferences
were held m the State 1n order to assess public opinion from various
people participating 1n these mstitutions. I think, an impression was
given like that and on that basis, they have asked for permission In
view of what I have said in th: House m order to see that the elections
are held at an early date, I thought 1t was not necessary to give per-
mission. So I did not go 1nto the question

The other point 1s- Rule 265 says *“Provided that where the
Assembly has not fixed any tums for the presentation of the repor:, the
report shall bz presented bafore ths expiry of three months from the date
on which the Assembly adopted th: motion for the reference of the Bill to
the Select Con mittes.”” Hon'ble Minister who moved the motion, d.d not
ask for any extention of tims That moans, he was prepared to see
that the Select Committes submts 1ts report 1n time 1 ¢, within three
months, Therefore, in view of that, we may now consider whsther it
is desirable to extend time, 1n view of the facts explained by them, so
that they can submit a better report.
