H e was a gentleman, and one of the most influential gentlemen of 
the district H e was also a strong party man, a good host, taking lot 
of interest in gardening and other activities and he was taken for gran­
ted healthy for all practical Purposes. Suddenly he fell ill day-befbrc* 
yesterday and died suddenly yesterday at about 2 or 3 p . m . 
when Doctors had said that he is probably beyond danger, and 
there is chance of recovery. I express m y sincere condolences to the 
members of the bereaved family and request the Hon'ble members to 
stand in their seats for two minutes and observe silence as a 
mark of respect for the departed soul.
