The Government of India have issued instructions to appoint 
without reference to the Employment Exchange a son/daughter/near 
relation of a Government servant, who dies m harness, leaving his/ 
family m immediate need of assistance, there being no other earning 
member m the family to a post which is required to be Riled through 
the Employment Exchange The Board of Revenue have suggested that 
the concessions available to a son/daughter/near relative of a Central 
Government employee who dies m harness of being appointed without 
reference to theEmploymentExchange may be extended toa son/daughter/ 
near relative of the State Government employee who dies m harness 
leaving his family m indigent circumstances 

2. The Government have carefully examined the issue m consulta­
tion with the Director of Employment & Training and direct that a 
child (son or daughter) or spouse of a decesased Government employee 
be appointed without the medium of Employment Exchange subject to 
the following conditions : 

1 The consession is restricted to a child or the spouse of only such 

employee as have died m harness, there being no other earning 

member m the famiiy 

2 A formal notification of the vacancy may be made to the Em­
ployment Exchange 

3. After filling up the vacancy, the appomt'ng authority will furnish 
all relavant particuiais of the candidate to the Employment Ex­
change ; and 

4 Such appointment should be made with the prior approval of the 
Director of Employment & Tramng if it is in the twin cities or 
District Collector if it is in the District, as the case may be

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Sri A Sreeramulu (Eluru) — M r Depety Speaker, Sir, 200 year 
old legacy of imperialist administration has been removed In the 
context of the overall administrative, we are seakmg to introduce new 
changes m the entire administrative setup. 

Sir theie is nothing wrong in regard to our plans, and our 
progress also have been perfectly all right Unfortunately when the 
whole thing came to the point of implementation we have been very 
badly performing This largely due to various procedures that have 
been designed and evolved by an alien administration to cater to their 
own needs Y o u may take every item and examine I will give you an 
instance This decision to abolish the Board of Revenue was taken in 
1975 It has taken two years for our Government to translate this into 
action. This concrete example is snfRcient to bring home to the 
Government the need for a radical and revolutionary change m regard 
to procedure Is it necessary to take two years for the implementa­
tion of a particular decision ? If this is the speed with which you are 
going to introduce reforms, I a m sure this generation v* JI not be able 
to reap the fruits or enjoy the benefits of various sche: :es that are 
intended to be passed on to them. While T appreciate the abolition of 
the Board I a m not able to appreciate the half headed way m which 
the abolition has been done More abolition will not bring any 
spectacular change The Board was acting collectively and behaving 
something like a super Government and trying to supersede even the 
instructions given by the Secretary to Government That position has 
been changed What is the position that has now emerged ? The 
Member who was previously styled as Commissioner for Land Revenue 
Commissioner for Sales Tax, hereafter would be designed as the 
Commissioner for Land Revenue and Commissioner ibr Sales Tax. H e 
functions as head of the department and all proposals that are made 
by this head of the department i e the Commissioner of Land Revene 
and Commissioner for Sales Lax is again scrutinised at the Secretariat 
level W h o exactly does this job at the Secretariat ? This is again 
the clerk. The Commissioner, fairly a senior gentleman a highly 
experienced m a n and a person who acted as a Member of the Board of 
Revenue to advise the Government on various matters connected with 
such a gentle man's p r o p o s a l s are going tobe 
scrutinised at the level of the clerk, the Superintendent and 
the Assistant Secretary. Several Committees and Commissions 
which have gone into this question said that this is a wasteful item. 
This is an unnecessary practice and highly objectionable procedure. 
When a head of the department, a senior ofhcer sends a proposal, it 
is really funny if not curious that it should be examined at the Secre­
tarial level by a clerk, a Superintendent and an Asst* Secretary. That 
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is why late Ramachandra Reddy who headed a Committee in regard 
to Administrative Reforms made a recommendation that this proce­
dure should be dispensed with Ymmediately. It is leading to lot of 
waste oftime, waste of energy and waste of money m duplication 
of work. He suggested thai all heads of departments since 
they are techmeally qualified and they are persons with 
experience, must be made ex-ofhc'O Secretnes to Gove­
rnment There is a feeling m administrative eircles that a head of 
the depertmem is a technical man and he is very much interested m 
his own department and as such it is not reasonable to expect him to 
have a comprehensive view of the entire administration get up of all 
the other departments. That is why a prooosal made by a specialist 
must be scrutinised by a generalise. The Secretary to Government is 
supposed to be a generalise I am prepared to accept this view but it 
is not necessary that m the name of a generalisl scrutinising at the 
Secretariat leavel with a proposal of the Lead of the departmert 
should be subjected to scrutiny at lower, particularly persons who are 
not competent and equipped to understand the proposals that are 
sent by a head of the department. I may quate another examples to 
say as how funny the scrutiny at the Secretariat level is The Direc­
tor of Medical Services sent a proposal for a sanction of two stretcher 
boys and at the Secretariat leyel, the administrative department, a 
clerk took into his head and said that mview of the economy that the 
Government has been observing the Director of Medical Services 
may be advised to manage with one stretcher boy Little did this 
man realised that a stretcher is to be carried by two persons. This is 
most unimaginative way in which the proposals of the heads 
of departments are being scrutinised the Secretariat level. So, 
keeping m mind M r Ramachandra Reddy and the members 
of the Committee came to the firm conclusion that they must j be 
made ex-ofhcio Secretaries Even the Central Administrative 
Reforms Committee, a Study Team expressed the same view that 
one tier must be removed. At the district level is the second tier. 
Third is Government A lot of delay is due to the three tier 
administration and as such one tier will have tobe removed 1 know, 
there is going tobe a big protest, because most of the men who are in 
our administrative hierarchy, they want the status quo to continue 
They don*t know how far the country is moving, how far the hopes 
and aspirations of the people are developing. Unfortunately the 
political set-up is not able to impose its will on this admmistrative 
system A Chief Secretary can simply dictate terms to a Minister 
or a Secretary to Government can say it cannot be d^ne. It is 
peactically ingrained in their blood to resist and oppose any change 
that %s contemplated That is why I want this particular measure to be 
immediately introduced, otherwise the aboh ion of the Board will not 

^pgodwaasiy result. I think the people will get disappointed. What 
, €he B<>ard was collectively doing will be done individually by the 
^ @&BMss$oners. Delay inbound to continue.. That is one gpgges^ion 
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which I request the M m ster Sri Narasa Reddy to assert and resist the 
pressures and protests by these bureaucrats and tiy to overrule them 
and make the Commissioners of the Board of Revenue ex-ofEcio 
Secretaries to Government. There can be a clear demacat!on of, 
functions at the Secretariat level Certain questions can stop with the 
ex-ofncio Secretary, certain policy matters where the Government is the 
appellate authority, those files can go the Secretary to Goi ernment i e. 
Commissioner of Land Revenue or Sales Tax can directly send the hies 
to the Minister. This army of clerks and others can be absorbed m 
that integrated office. There is no need to maintain a separate 
directorate Secondly, there are Board's Standing Orders, The 
problem is not solved with the abolition of the Board The Boards 
Standing orders are m four volumes Month after month amend­
ments are being given. Even the staff of the Revenue Departments 
not up-to date with the various amendments that are being given 
to the Board's Standing Orders These are creating lot of confusion 
at the taluk level unless We take a fresh look into the Board's Stand­
ing Orders and unless we reframe or restructure them or amend them 
to suit the present situation and the present conditions we are not going 
to deliver the goods That is an important aspect I request the 
Minister to immediately take up a review of the Board's Standing 
Orders with a view to compile them a fresh so that they are brought m 
Conformity with our objective of accelerating the transaction of the 
Business m the Revenue Department This clerical oriented administra­
tion is there and I have been complaining during the past two years 
that this clerical oriented administration must give place to new system 
I a m supposed to be the representative and even as a representative 
of this particular category of the employees, I have been suggesting to 
the Government that a clerk should not be saddled with so much of res­
ponsibility and the clerk should not be made the king p m of the admini­
strative set-up.

Objects and Reasons of the Bill *? You will kindly see on pagt 13 of

"'The question of abolishing the Board of Revenue and replacing 
it by another set up more suited to the present times has been engag­
ing the attention of the Government for some time past as one of the 
important measures of admin strat.ve reforms/' 

T w o word3 I emphasise "more suited and present times'. 
"With this end in view, the Government appointed a 'One M a n 
Committee' headed by Sri S R K^iwar, i. C S (Retired), to examine 
the proposal m ail its aspects The Government after careful examina­
tion of the report submitted by the said Committee, have decided to 
abolish the Board of Revenue and to appoint Commissioners in its 
place to function as independent heads of d partment." 

M i Deputy Speaker, Sir, here the Govemmea' appointed a One 
M a n Committee to examine the alternative after the abolition of the 
Board, 1 want to a k whether ttn, rconmendaturis of tbe ELai^ai 
Committee were accepted with regard to replacement of the Boan3. 
As far as I can see from the re c o m m e n d a t i o n s , 
they weie not accepted. W e have abolished the Board m name But, 
unfortunately, a reading of this BiH as well as the notification iss ed 
for the constitution of the Commissioners allotment of subjects, 
exercise of their powers, shows that there is absolutely difference 
between the two. The Board is there for all purposes, except as a 
corporate or collective body meeting now and then 

In the Financial memorandum appended to the Bill you wilt 
notice the following/— 

"With the abolition of the Board of Revenue in its present fonm 
from 1st February, 1977, the existing posts of offers and subordinate 
staff m the office of the Board of Revenue will be allotted amongst the 
four new ofRces ..." 

The entire staff and parafernaha of the 190 years old Board has 
been allotted to the Commissioners.There is absolutely no change I w nt 
the honourable Minister to explain m what manner the appointment 
of the Commissioners in the present form wih be made. I welcome 
the appomtment of the /Commissioners, but the manner m which they 
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are no v asked to function !b not proper accordmg to me. There shoi Id 
have been an improvement andfor that reason I see there is hardly any 
difference between the oid Board and, I should say the new Board m a 
di3erent guise Weil we lost the wisdom of the coiporate and 
collective body, without achieving any thing more, by having independent 
Commissioners, for two reasons If you see the recommendations of 
the various committees appointed by our own State Government, the 
integiated State of Madras and also the All India Administrative 
Reforms Commissions every wh^e it is suggested that after the aboli­
tion of the Revenue Board, there must be independent Commissioners 
at the regional level, at the State level, and each must function with 
diSereit port-fbho or subject and they should become ex-ofRcio 
Secretaries to Government That is very important so that the files 
should not again ongmate m the Secretariat from the L D C or 
U D C and go to the Secretary and Minister The Civil Supplies 
Commissioner or the Member of the Board hitherto was declared ex-
ofRcio Secretary of Agriculture and he used to submit files directly to 
the Minister or the Chief Minister The same pattern was suggested 
by M r K.aiwar, a one man committee I want t^ know what are the 
reasons that weighed with the Government in rejecting the suggestions 
or m a m recommendations of the Kaiv*ar Committee? Here, some 
officials did not like this arrangement If it is so, then, what is the 
improvemLntthatwe have achieved by abolishing the Board and 
appointing the Commissioners ? I want to draw your kind attention 
to the recommendations of Kaiwar Committee You will kindly see, 
M r Kaiwar referred to the proceedings of this House—*—the proceed­
ings of the Budget discussions m March, 1975 In Chapter 15 of 
his report, he says * 

''Having due regard to the circumstances in which this Committee 
was constituted, and having due regard to the Budget discussions 
(March 1975) when a statement was made on the Boor of the House 
by the Chief Mmistei that the Board of Revenue will be abolished, this 
Committeee proceeded on the basis that the Board of Revenue (in its 
present form) will be abolished and the Committee's task was suggest 
the 'How of it' Also, the Committee had to consider and report on 
lega!, administrative and financial implications and any other ancillary 
matters arising therefrom." 

Mr. Kaiwar suggested a particular pattern — four Commissioners 
having separate subjects like, a full time Commissioner for Commercial 
taxes, a Commissioner for Excise, a Commissioner for Survey and 
Settlement and a Commissioner for Civil Supplies. But we are not 
having them as suggested or recommended by M r Kaiwar* W e are 
having a Commissioner for Civil Supplies combined with the subject 
ef Excise

Oa page 95 (Volume I; of his report, M r K<nwar has said. 
**This Committee has examined t! e )ssue of conferrmg exohicio 
Secretariat status on Heads of Departments and recommends that, 
after the abolition of the Board, the Commissioners admimsfarmg 
the subjects, Commercial Taxes, Excise, Survey and Setlements 
be all designated, exofhcio Secretaries to Government and the 
Revenue Secretariat be reorganised on the lines recommended in 
theRamachandraReddy Committee Report (1954-65}-'* 

That is, again, to say that the abolition of Revenue Board 
would make some sense and would give some meaning when the 
independent Commissioners are made ex-ofBcio Secretaries and when 
they submit their files and proposals direct to the Government with, 
out any media of the Secretariat staff and the set up at the S3cre$a-
nat level. I suggest to the hon, Minister that it is no( too late even 
now for doing a good thing. Let the Commissioners not git as sepa­
rate entities m the old structures and buddings of the aoohshed 
Revenue Board Let them sit m the Secretariat as a part of the 
Secretariat Department. You cao have two wings of the Secretariat 
Department—one for the revenue side and the other for the admini­
strative and regulative or policy farmulation side. And on the 
revenue side, they can submit proposals direct to the Government 
Otherwise the purpose oi creating Commissioners and aboiisbmgthe 
Revenue Board in order to avoid delays would nev<c r be achieved 
and the C o m m i s s i o n e r s w o u M virtually act as 
Revenue Board without meeting once m a week or 15 days or a month 
Therefore, my suggestion would be, let them be declared as ex-oSicio 
secretaries just as the Civii Supplies Commissioner has been designed 
as ex-omoio Secretary 

The appelate powers havebeen transferred to the Commissioners 12-00 noon 
Not only that; Government reserve the power to transfer powers of 
other departments or authontes to these Commissioneis — the powers 
which have been exercised hitherto by the Revenue Board. In that 
case, the Commissioner would not only have the appelate powers that 
vested in the Revenue Board, but they may also got some powers. 
3n such a situation, single Commissioner would not be able to 
control the entire Department as Head of Department eSectively 
tf he is given the power of regulation, if he is given quasi judicial 
powers of hearing appeals and revision, as was done by the Revenue 
Board. I would suggest: let the Commissioners function independently 
m their subjects for superintendence and for supervisory jurisdictioxLAs 
far asappeals are concerned, the jursidiction for hearing appeals etc. 
appeals of all the departments, which were previously heard by %he 
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Revenue Board caj be nansferred to an appelate Tribunal just as we 
have an Appelate Tribunal for Commercial Taxes, only At present 
the Appelate Tubunai is presided over by a Distiict Judge for hearing 
of appeals of the Commercal Taxes Department Similar Tribunal 
can be extended Just as we have administrative Tribunal, all the 
appeals arising from revenue from excise matters, commercial taxes 
can all be heard by one single Tribunal thereby diverting the povver 
of hearing of appeals from the Commissioners and entrusting them 
to quasi judicial body, and at the same time reducing the woik-load 
of Commissioners. 

Instead of a Head of the Department for the entire State, v<e 
can have as well regional Commissioners, While evolving a new 
system of administration, we must also consider the size of our State. 
There are 21 districts The distance between Srikakulam and d̂ila-
bad, the population, the work-load we would have should be consi­
dered. If we simply create Comissioners and Heads of Departments, 
it may be difficult for each Commissioner to tour the entire State, 
even once a year Therefore I would suggest that m order to have 
effective control on administration at the district level and taluk 
ievel, it would be better to introduce the regional Commissioners as 
suggested by KaiwarCommi%tee 1am only re mfbrcing m y argument. 
They would also exercise powers on Panchayat Raj Department and 

have control over that department Since we do not have any head 
of the Department t^rthe Panchayat Raj, people are required to 
come to the Secretariat Regional Commissioners for 3 or 4 districts 
having powers over revenus administration, issigation and panchayati 
raj would go a long way in streamhnmg the administration on o? the 
State. Otherwise, the present set up suggested in tne Bi!l m the 
place of the Revenue Board, I am afraid, would not serve the pur* 
po e for which the Revenue Board has been abolished and for which 
we have all agitated and demanded ah,o Therefore, m order to have 
an effective a!ternauvesefup m the place of the Revenue Board, 
what I would suggest is that what is recommended by Kaiwan 
Committee may kindly be implenmented m letter and spirit so tha; 
we may have an t:pto date set up which can meet the present needs 
and demands of the people without any delays and thereby improve 
the image ot the administration even at the lowest level

S n M . NarayanaReddy:—Sir, I welcome this Bill but at the 
same tune there are certain provisions which go beyond the object 
which is sought to be achieved by this Bill. You may kindly see the 
object and reasons. It is a stated that the Government have launched, 
w?th effect from the 1st November, 1969- a special crash programme 
for assignment of Government waste lands to the landless poor persons. 
The enactment should also relate to that date and afterwords. After 
reading the provisions one would get an impression that the penal 
provisions as well as restoration of possession of alienated land, would 
apply to any assignement that must have been made even 20 years ago* 
The provisions don't make it clear any relevant date. T w o provisions 
are there. One is expropriatory i.e. even though the value must have 
been paid and the landless poor persons must have received the value 
of the land and utilised it for his own benefit, the land must be resto­
red to him. The second one is a penal provision. The intention of 
the Legislature must be clear at the time of assignment. I would 
request the hon. Minister to see Clause 3(1) where, before or after 
the commencement of this Act any land has been assigned by the 
Government to a landless poor person for purposes of cultivation .. 
'Before* means on what relevant date? It means J950 or 1947 and it 
can be may date. Whereas in the objects and reasons it is stated from 
1st November, 1969. There is a definite discrepancy according to me. 
In the absence of any definite date it will be a blanket clause and there 
would be absolute misuse by the enforcing authority and it should be 
made clear. Whe intention is very simple Here is landless poor who 
is being treated on per with tribes m agency. That legislation has 
been there for the several decades. When he is being treated on par 
with schedueled tribes in agency areas, than what should happen if 
another landless poor person as denned m this Act has acquired that 
property from another landless person? Whether Ihe enforcing autho­
rity is going to make a distinction between a landless poor person who 
purchased the land from another poor person who is also a landless 
poor,who is more interested in agriculture than the one who was assig­
ned for so many reasons. Whether this law is going to make any dis­
tinction between the (wo. What are the grounds these provisions of 
the Act and under what circumstances a declaration would be made 
was not at all clearly spelt out. You will also see Clause 7 (1) where 
it is stated that 'whoever acquired any assigned lands in contravention 
of the provisions of sub-section (2) of section 3 shall be punished with 
imprisonment which may extent to six months ̂ r with Bnc which'may 
extent to two thousand rupees or with both/ Several penal aim per­
tinent provisions are there.In what manner it wuold be provided ̂ gai" 
nst mis use of these provisions and if the assignment certificate d&es 
not cwtaaa certain conditions as are mentioned m the latest assigM3^ 
certificate and if you treat both the assignment as one and the spia^

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ship and it \*ou!d result in mischief. Therefore I would on!y appeal 
to the Revenue Minister to see hat the provisiors of the Act are not 
misused m such a manner as to defeat the very purpose of it and 
thereby cieafe unnecessary social tensions and situations where there 
is none. Therefore it must be clearty spelt out so that the enforcing 
ofScer wouXd not get any power of abuse under the Act.
