1 The National S^eds Programme The Principal aim of the 
National Seeds Programme is to develop an infrastructure for seed 
Industry that is able to respond rapidly to fast chagmg demands for 
seeds of all kinds with the least possible costs and disturbance. The 
object of the programme is also restructure the Seed Industry and 
improve the quality and quantity of seeds to be produced The World 
Bank has come forward to give assistance through Government af 
India for this Seed Development Programme 

At present, the private seed industry m the country has an 
annual turn-over and seed output greater than that cf National Seeds 
Corporation and the Tarai Development Corporation combined and it 
is the major produce^ of some crops It is proposed under National 
Seeds Programme to encourage the expansion and strengthening of 
the private seed production both as cbmplementary to the State Seed 
Corporations, in that the small private producers can do some times 
better than a large corporation, and also as a source of competition m

selected parts m the districts o f West Godavan Krishna, 
Khammam,Nizam^bad, Kanmnagar, Nelloreand Chittoor. Seed 
production would be m compact areas m the Preject Zones to facili­

Now, Sir, coming to ths South, I submit that theie is no doubt 
that 41 Seats had been secured out of 42 Is it really some thmg of 
Which credit can be taken? I really doubt it, I know how it was done.

In Andhra Pradesh also what had happened during the last 
four days, everybody knows Everybody who had been m the electmn 
knows the ower and resource and corroding innuence that has be&9 
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brought u^on the noddle sector of the electorate I submit with all 
humility tirtthe days Osgood traditions of oemocn cy h a \ e c o m e m 
to sweep ô f those who hrve corroded and really corrupted the atmos­
phere of elections There is aheady a movement st.t afoot and I see 
the picture of many Stfte Governments going off-Ai.dhra wJ! not be 
isolated A n d h r a a n d K a m a f A a wiii certainly be ajBeCLed^ndthc 
battle for fairness wiii be sharpiy fought out between the two opposing 
forces and thit day is not far off M y good friends bitting on the 
othe- s de enjoying ail tho^e wrong pr?ctices-I do not want to use any 
strong lanptiage-enjoymg'hese wrong piaces wiilceitamlyhave to 
transfer themselves to this side, many of them are not Ending a place 
here 

The people of India have asserted themselves having suffered 
tyranny, having svffered untoid miseries, havmg suffeied what aH inge­
nuity couid do by way of coercion It is the glory of the Indian pe­
ople that they have siientiy suRered ali these 20 months and they have 
not resorted to violence they have not become^vioient they^have calmly 
put up and waited for the moment and when this ied to the thinking 
that the whole of opposition had been ciushed and that the whole of 
the people had been suppiessed and that there is nothing tostopSmt 
Indira Gandhi and that she wiH be enthroned en the Bharath throne, 
she miscalculated and tin, people of India gave a fitting lesson, sending 
her to the Bay of Bengal.

Leaving aside the elections, I come to the next point m the 
Governor's Address, viz. the drought condition that had aHected the 
Snkakulam Rayaiaseema, Telanganaand Visakhppatnam districts

which the Government makes Absolutely nothing has been done 
I request the Hon/bie minister for Revenue to fender the necessary 
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help even now The affected people of Rayalaseema, Telangana, Sn-
kakulom and Visakhapr nam are suffering for want of paddy, already 
the prices of paddy and rice are going up, the prices of other commo­
dities and pulses are also getting up Therefore there is a state of sca­
rcity and agitation and there is a state of want and I hope m y good 
friend, the Revenue minister will heed our word of advice and will 
kindly come up to do something to give relief and carry out the prom­
ises even now After all elections are not overard the elections with 
which we aremoie concerned are ahead and evon on that consideration 
let something be done The Electricity Board people have been given a 
concessions just during the course of election This sort of corrupting 
let ofthe electorate is not realiy desirable It is unfortunate that a sum 
of Rs 200 crores has been given by the Government throughout'that is 
a typical example of conuption that has been indulged m by 
the Government dunng the course of elections, massive bribing had ta­
ken place to w m over the electorate This had nothing to do with the 20-
point programme and it did no benefit to the Hanjans, it made them 
depend upon doles and made them unfit to carry out their own 
avacations, A banjar had been given, that land is on the hill 
base and any person who had any knowledge of agriculture 
knows that a banjar, once ploughed will take 10 years to bear fruit 
and a lot of money is required to convert it into cultivable land The 
poor man who was carrying on by labour has been saddled with these 
useless banjar land This is how the 20-pomt programme has been 
working of which m y friends are speaking so much and making an 
exhibition about I shall give one example A poor man is given a 
she-buSalo, its cost is Rs 1500 out of which Rs 500 goes to the 
Veterinary doctor and Rs 500 to the brokers and so the ahe-bufMo that 
has been given costs only Rs 500 And that buffalo does not become 
pregnant for another 6 months This man has to feed it by stealing 
grass from m e or some other neighbour, ultimately when it becomes 
pregnant and delivers it gives only a small quantity of milk which 
does not enable him to discharge even a 100th part of the loan, 
after 3 months it becomes dry, he cannot maintain it nor can he 

1-20 p m leave it, if he leaves it, he is liable to punishment, if he tries to main­
tain it, he dies If really the 20-pomt programme should help the 
poor people, why should you communahse it and sectionalise the finan­
cial assistance given ? A H poor deserving people belonging to all classes 
shall have the benefits and shall have the encouragement

Mr. Chairman, M r Speaker and Hon'ble Members of the 
Legislature 

I am very happy to have this privilege of addressing the joint 
meeting of both the Houses of Ihe Legislature 

Wearemeehnp today almost immediately after the general 
elections to the Lok Sabha It is a matter of gratification that the 
PoH was conducted peacefully m all the parts of our State m the 
highest traditions of democracy which we all cherish Itakethit 
opportunity to congratulate through you the people of Andhra Prâ  
desh on this achievement 

Following a run of relatively good years, seasonal conditions 
m Andhra Pradesh this year wf-re affected by several natural clarities 
The coastal districts were devastated by a series of cyclones which 
besides resulting m heavy loss of hfe, caused tremendous damage to 
both public and private property Large extents to fertile land were 
ravaged by the cyclones and Roods resulting in either total loss of 
crop or severe damage to the harvested gram M y Government under 
took immediate measures for providing relief (o those Affected and for 
mitigating thi hardship caused to the farming community Rs 2 cro-
res were sanctioned by wav of grants to the owners of collapsed acd 
damaged houses and ovf r Rs 3 73 crores for repairs to breached tanks 
and damaged roads Remission ot land revenue was granted on a 
liberalised scale m the badly affected areas and recovery oi loans and 
other dues postponed The levy of paddy from producer* was also 
dispensed wifb 

While some districts were affected bv Roods, large parts of the 
State m Rayalaseema, Telangana and m Srikakulam and Visakha-
patnam districts experienced drought conditions a> a result of (he Li-
lure of the South-West monsoon M y Government took measures 
for accelerating the tempo of developmental works in these areas for 
providing employment to agricultural htboures and marginal farmers 
and for improving the availability of dunking water and fodder wher­
ever necessary 

The adverse seasonal conditions of the current year should no 
however blind us to the sustained improvement that has been charac* 
tcnstic of the economy of our Sate during the last 3 years During 
1973-76, production of foodgrams m Andhra Pradesh touched an all 
time record of over 9A lakh tonnes representing an increase of 40% 
over th$ 1972-73 figure Such a massive increase was rendered possi­
ble by the strengthening of the infrastructure for agricultural growth 
through larger coverage under high-yidding varieties and the adop* 
tion of improved methods of cultivation as well as by the extension of 
irrigation to new areas 

The increased agricultural production m 1975-76 was matched 
by an equally good performance m the procurement ot fbodgraias^ 
the Rgure for that year was 13 61 lakh tonnes representing a five-fold 
ippreate over the achievement m 1971-72. The larger availability a# 
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gram has enabled the State Government to ensure that the prices of 
majorfbodgrams are maintained at reasonable levels At the same 
time, m y Government are aware that there have been increases 
tn the prices of a few o t h e r c o m m o d i t i e s and 
m particular edible oils To meet this situation, measures have been 
initiated for improving the availability edible oils both imported and 
indigenous The State Civil Supplies Corporation hrd also commen­
ced operations for the purchase of and distribution of groundnut oil 
within the State at fair prices 

The general buoyancy of the State's economy during the Fifth 
Plan period has been reflected in a continuous and steep increase m 
the size of Anual Plan outlays The Annual Plan rose from Rs 148 
(rores m 1974-77, the year of the Fifth plan, toRs 201 crores during 
1976-77, current year, there was a further increase of plan to Rs 
2)1 crores, The plan outlay for the c o m m m g year has been Rxed at 
Rs 366 crores which represents an increase of 80 % over period of 
just 2 years 

Hon'ble Membe-s are aware that a large part of the state's 
plan Outlay is necessarily committed to the Irrigation and Power sec­
tors The approved plan for 1977-78 provide* as mrch as Rs. 107 
crores for Irrigation The amount of Rs 37 5 crores earmarked next 
year for Nagirjunasagar alon? will exceed the eitire Irrigation Plan 
of 1974-73 The Outlay on Pochampad Project and other major irri­
gation projects is also being stepped up and 21 nea? medium irrigation 
schemes have been taken on hand for ensuring quick beneRts from 
irrigation m duTereut parts of the State At the same time, the tempo 
of minior irrigation, lift irrigation and ground water scliemes is being 
stepped up Intensive agricultural extensioa [and wate^ management 
work has been taken up m select command areas and ha 5 shown very 
good results, 

Hon'ble Members are aware of the unfortunate breach to fie 
century old Oodavan Anient that occured last August While steps 
were taken to contain the damage and to protect the standing crop m 
the delta to the extent practicable, m y Government's m a m effort has 
been directed towards acceratmg the completion of the Godavan Ba­
rrage so that the danger to the cultivation m Godavan delta could be 
once and for all eliminated Hon'ble Mhmbers will be glad to know 
that as a result of the special measures undertaken in this regard, 
works on the Dowlaiswaram A r m of the Godavan Anicut which suRe-
red the breach are likely to be completed m time for supply of w^ter 
m the next cultivation season 

As m the case of Irrigation, our state continues to register sig-
mncant progress on the Power front also The Power Plan of the State 
has risen from Rs 43 crores m 1973-74 to Rs. 114 crores m 1976-77 
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and it will go up further to Rs 140 cioies m 1977-78 Woik is being 
stepped upon both thermal and hydroelectric piojects Sr^ailam Hy­
dro-Electric Project and th§ Nagarujunasagar Hyd-o-E^ectnc Scheme 
have been posed for external assistance and I a m g!ad to inform the 
Hon'ble Members that our eSbrtsm t-his le^ard are expected to be 
fruitful The installed power generation capacity m the State now 
exceeds 1100 Megawatts as against 663 Megawatts at th& beginning of 
the Fifth Plan period and is expected to ̂ ro.s 2000 Megawatts mark by 
the end of the Plan 

Hon'ble Members aie awate ot the vigorous and successful 
eSbets that have been made m oui State to implement the Prime 
Minister's 20-Pomt Economic Piogrpmme The implementation of 
the Agricultural Land Ceiling Act has made con^dcr^ble progiesst 
and an extent of over 10 lakh acres has so f̂ r been declared as surplus 
About 1 75 lakhs acres have already be^n^ake l over and about 80,000 
distributed to over 30,000 persons including 18,00^ scheduled castes, 
9 030 scheduled tribes and H,000 backward classes. In adition more 
than 90,000 protected tenants have acquued ownership rights over 
4 35 l^kh acres of land transerrtd to them from the land-holders 
under the tenancy law m Telangana area The pro n a m m e for provision 
ofhouse-sitesisalsopioceediLgapdce Since Aprd, 1975 about 8 5 
lakh families have been provided wit ̂  h^use nces so far A n Ordin­
ance has been promulgated for the totdi liquidation of debts owed by 
agricultural labourers, rural artisans ana small farmers At the same 
time, m y Government have taken measures for angn entmg the volume 
of agricultural credit tnrough co-operative irstitutyois Short term 
agricultural lendtng rose Horn ̂ -.. 42 cruras in 1974-75 to nearly Rs, 
6b crores in 197 -76 and has reached the figure of Rs. 87 crores this 
year. The share of the small and marginal farmers m co-operative 
credit has albo increased substantially, 

M y Government have always been concerned with the need to 
bestow special attention on measures tor benefiting the Scheduled 
Castes, Scheduled Tribes Backward Cesses and other Weaker Sections 
of Society, I have already referred ead'er to the allotment of surplus 
land and the provision of house-sites Hon'ble Members are aware 
that three separate Corporations had been set u p - O n e each for Sche­
duled Castes. Backward Classes and W o m e n for financing economic 
support programmes for the BemRt of these sections During the year 
that has passed, a fourth Corporation had been set up exclusively for 
the Scheduled Tribes These Corporations have so far taken up 
schemes costing Rs 27 crores and benefiting over 2 lakh families 
More than about one lakh students belonging to Scheduled Castes. 
Scheculed Tribes and Backward Classes have been provided with hostel 
facilities In the State, nationalised textbooks worth over Rs. 28 
lakhs have been supplied free of cost to students belonging to weaker 
sections, thereby achieving for the first time cent per cent coverage of 
Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribe students 

While Government continue to attach the greatest importance 
to the development of backward areas m the State a new approach 
has been initiated involving mtegtation of sectoral programmes for 
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implementation m identified areas of tribal concentration. Toward* 
this end integrated tribal development agencies have been started in 
six districts of the State and funds drawn from different sources are 
used to achieve optimum results in total development of the tribal 
areas, 

Hon'ble Members will be glad to know that the momentum 
already gained m the industrialisation of the State has h:en sustained. 
The climate for fresh investment has further improved as a result of a 
pacaK^ge of incentives annouccd by m y Government as well as the 
applications of concessional power tarfls to new industrial units A 
significant milestone in the field of industrialisation m the State is the 
decision to set up a fertiliser project at Kakmada m the joint sector 
at an estimated cost ofRs 200 crores T w o Paper Mills-One at 
Bhadrachalam and the other at Kurnooi are also coming up Our 
State is also poised for a massive expansion oi the sugar industry 

M y Government have embarked upon a programme to revita­
lise and improve the Handloom Industry both within and outside the 
co-operative fold A large number ** f dormant societies have beea 
reactivised and a special drive has been launched for production of ex­
portable varieties of handloom fabrics 3,000 looms are now engaged 
on the production of controlled varieties of sarees and dhoties^ Special 
measures have also been taken to ameliorate the conditions of the 
weavers wno have suffered during the recent cyclones. 

In the field of education, Hon'ble Members are aware that du­
ring the year that has passed two Universities were set up—one at 
Warangal and the other at Guntur Autonomous status has also been 
conferred on the Post-Graduate Centre at Anantapur. The Govern^ 
ment have also extended the benefit of U G C Pay scales to University 
and college teachers m the State subject to certain conditions 

O n the medical side, Government have taken over Nizam^aa 
Orthopaedic Hospital and have decided to convert it into an institution 
for super specialities The Kakatiya Medical College at Warangal Hay 
also been taken over by the Government. 

The Urban Development Authority for the Hyderabad area ha* 
undertaken a number of schemes for the construction of civic ceRt%e# 
resmdentiai complexes and a ring road to serve the twin cities bpectal 
schemes have also been undertaken for the benefit of economically-
weaker sections dwelling m slum areas, which will after completion, 
benefit nearly 1 5 lakh slum dweHers in twin cities Similar schemes 
of environmental improvement and house construction are also being, 
undertaken m Vijayawada and Visakhaptnam, 

While Law a td Order m the State continues to be well maintained, 
there have been sporadic cases of vodence by naxahties and other 
anti-social elements. There is need t& exercise continued vigilance 
and m y Government are determined to take all necessary steps for 
ensuring peaceful conditions in and orderly development of the State^
