Sir, at the Regional Centres, 4 of the Members from the Ad-
visory Panel and some of the Members in the Central Panel sit for
censoring purposes. There are two types of censors. Oue is ‘U’ type,

unrestricted for exhibition and another ‘A’ type for exhibition only for
adults.
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There is no State Censor Board as such. We have made a
request some time ago— the last request was in the month of Septem-
ber 1975— to the Government of India that there should be a Censor
Board here in Hyderabad and they have replied me, Sir, stating that
at the moment only very few films are produced in Hyderabad, in
Andhra Pradesh, most of the Telugu films are being produced in
Madras and that the position can be considered only as and when
more films are produced at Hyderabad in Andhra Pradesh.

Sri N. Venketa Ratnam :— I think clause (d) of the main
question is not answered, Sir, regarding the number of films censored.

Mz. Speaker:— To the exteat available, he hag answeged.
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wﬁ BH WD, All the films produced in Telugu are censored. The
number- of films censored during 1975-76 is round about 70 or 80.
But I have got the figures of the total films censored in the ocountry.
I can give the figutes of the All India films censored which I have,
subject to correction. In 1974 it was 252 and in 1975 it was 289. This
includes not merely Telugu films, but all films certified by the Censor
Board in the Country.
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Sri P. Ranga Reddy :—About nporms, Sir, I would like to
stage very briefly a few of the norms, and that, too, agein, wish your
parmission.
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The general principles are ©
1. No picture shall becertifiedd for public exhibition which will
lower the moral standards of thoSe who seeit. Hence sympathi of
the audience shall not be thrown on the side of crime, wrong doing,
evil orsin.

2. Standards of life : Having regard to the standard ofthe
country and the people to which the story relates shall not be so
portrayed as to deprive the morality of the audience.

3. The prevailing law shall not be rediculed as to create sym-
pathy for violation of such laws.

These are some of the things. There are quite a large number
of these things. I shall quote them also.

It is not desirable that a film shall be certifled as suitable for
public exhibition either unrestricted or restricted to adults which
deals with crime in such a manner as extentuates criminal acts, de-
picts the modus operandi of criminals, enlists the sympathy or admi-
ration of the audience for criminal characters, holds up to contempt
those responsible for or engaged in prevention, detection or punishment
of criminals to create the impression that crime pays oris normal
incidence of ordinary live and not to be reprobated. The mere fact
that the picture shows the criminal as being punished for crime shall
not by itself be regarded as good reason for certifying a picture if the
general impression created by the picture is such as to incite people
for crime. -
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with the Censor Board. The Cantral Board either at the Centre or the
Regional Board are under the Government of India and they issue the
forms and they follow these things. Therefore, if already pictures
have come as mentioned by the hon. Member, I am not responsible.
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The Censor Board must have permitted and they are exhibiting them.
But I can only tell this much. An amedmenet to censorship rules has
been issued effective from ;27-2-1976 prohibiting scenes centering 9 50 g, m.
around drinking brawls, advertlsements pertaining to alcoholic drinks
and consumptlon of alcoholic liquor as also consequent effects to liquor,
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Sri P. Ranga Reddy :—I will first answer the supplemenfary
put by Mr. Srikrishna earlier. One of the norms prescribed is that a
film which is liable to arouse disrespect to a foreign country or is ha-
ble to be looked upon by a foreign country as derogatory to itself and
which is liable to embarrass the relations of the Government of India
with a foreign government-such films are all to be prohlbaed Now,

The incentives will be offered to all new industries which go
into regular production on or after 1-1-1976, Those industries which
go in for substantial expansion i.e. add fixed capital cost of a value
not less than 25% of the undepreciated value of the existing units
capital cost are also eligible for incentives.

(1) The investment subsidy is at 10% on the fixed capital cost
subject to a ceiling of Rs. 10 lakhs. However cases where fixed capi-
tal cost exceeds Rs.] crore can also be considered in exceptional cases
on merits based on the criteria of relevance of the industry to the
economy of the area.

(2) New Industrial Units set up by the educated self employed
or technocrats whose fixed capital cost does not exceed Rs. 5 lakhs will
be elgible for interest subsidy upto 3%. This subsidy will be avai-
lable on the interest payable to the financial institutions Banks on the
capital borrowed for captial cost and will be paid only when the
rate of interest is over and above the Reserve Bank of India’s rate of
interest and upto 3%,.

(3) Interest Free-sales tax equal to the tax amount paid under
Andhra Pradesh General Sales Tax Act, if any, on constructional
materials, plant and machinery and equipment during the preproduc-
tion stage and purchase tax/Sales Tax paid by them wunder Andhra
Pradesh General Sales Tax Act and Sales Tax paid by them under
Central Sales Tax Ast during the period of 5 years from the date of
going into production on raw materials ~components and finished
goods, is an incentive made available under the scheme which may be
claimed annually.

Sri A. Sriramulu (Elurg) : —One candidate by name Smt.
K.L. Satyavathi is appointed in 1971. She was far senior to other
candidates.

Sri K. Rajamallu : —It is said here that one Smt.K.L. Satya-
vathi’s’ work was not satisfactory Sir. Smt. K. Sarvodaya was junior
only by 4 days. On character or something like that Sir she was
ousted.

Sri A. Sriramulu :—The Minister is admitting that Smt. Sar-
vodaya is junior by four days. Let it be four days. Even one day is
enough. She is the senior. The Director of Medical and Health
Services gave clear instructions to the D.M.O. that only junior-most
candidates should be ousted. Even in the case of the candidates
ousted, the Director gave instructions that they should be absorbed
as A.N.Ms. These instructions have bezn flouted. Wiil the Minister
atleast now consider recommending Smt. Satvavathi because she is
senior ?

Sri K. Rajamallu : —Almost all the appointments have been
made quite properly. This is the only case. Because they have found
various reasons-her character was not good and so many other reasons
also. Anyhow the total report is awaited. As soom as I get the report
from the D.M.O. 1 am going to take action after studying the entire
case.

Sri A. Sriramulu :—Now the Minister is bringing something
which is not quite relevant. Regarding character, it is a separcte ques-
tion. Itis a relative term. What exactly is a good charceter, it is
very difficult to decide. Now, here are the instructions of the Director
of Medical and Health Services who is the coatrolling authority, a
State Officer. Can a District Officer violate the instiuctions of ithe
Director of Medical and Health Scrvices? That being so, what steps
will the Government take because it is a question of administration?

Sri K. Rajamallu:—7I have understood the spirit of this question

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Dr. Fathemunnisa Begum (Peddakurapadu) :—Mr. Speaker Sir
I feel that educational institutions are character building centres whicl
need greater attention and importance. I will be too happy if th
Hon’ble Minister for Education could spend even more thar
Rs. 140.35 crores for'this good purpose of imparting education tc
children of different age groups who will grow up into well manner-
ed, well disciplined and well educated citizens of this State.

About the percentage of literacy in our State, I would like to
mention here that our literacy rate is 33.89{ of total population males
and 21.5 % for females which is much less; compared to Kerala where
it is 539 of the total population. Femals literacy ratein rural area
is shockingly low namely 13.2% in our State. Therefore I request the
Government to encourage by all means and try to increase the female
literacy rate in rural areas.

Under Primary Education improvement scheme, Government
has takenup Attendance, scholarship, uniforms and boock grants.
Here pon’ble Minister has missed oue point which I would like to
impress upon him. He has not increased any grants for training the
additional secondary grade teachers. He has to take up to increase
the number of teachers for Primary Education. Referring to earol-
ment of boys and girls, in the schools the statistics from 1974-75
show, that there is sudden drop in the number of boys and girls,
specially of girls from Class 1 to 5. whose, it is 16.86 lakhs for girls,
when they come to 6th Class, it is 1.96 lakhs and when they come
8 to 10th classes the figure drops to 1.35lakhs. So both officials
and non-officials should go into these details and find out how and
why there is sudden droppings in the enrolments of girls and boys in
the age group of 11 to 13. According to me at the age of puberty
i.e., from 11th to 13th year, parents are refusing fo send their girls to
the High Schools because there are no lady teachers in the co-educa-
tion schools. Another reason is poor people cannot afford to buy
note books and uniforms for their children. The most important rea-
son for not sending their children to High Schools, is that there is
no incentive for their children even after they pass 10th Class. Re-
cently the State Council for Education of Women and Girls has been
appointed which made some recommendations to the Government,
According to me some of the recommendations made by the Council
are quite reasonable. It bas recommended for appointment of one
Lady Teacher in every mixed high school and all Women Teachers in
Primary, schools because women teachers are better suited for teach-
ing profession. There should be a separate high school for gils in
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every Taluk Headquarters. Men teachers should not be posted ir
Women’s institutions with an excuse that they are trained in that par-
ticular subject. Butspecial incentives should be given to the girls to
take up those particular subjects and get them appointed in women’s
institutions.

Training to women should be given as they are more suitable
for the teaching profession. Under the 20 Point ecomomic Progra-
mme, Book Depots are supplying Text Books to all the schools at
controlled prices but not asingle text book of Urdhu Text Books are
not available in the whole of Circar area, for 1st to 10th Classes.

So, Urdu medium students are at a great dis-advantage, Come«
ing to the urdu learning student population, there are somc speecial
difficulties which I would like to bring to the notiee of the hon, Mini-
ster. Elementry education is available in Urdu medium both at dist-
rict, taluk and village level. When the students finish elementary
education they have no facilities to prosecute their studies in upper
primary schools either at taluk level or village level, Itis very essen-
tial to have upper primary Schools and high schools sections in Urdu
medium from Sth to 10th class and 8th to 9th class, in the high school
existing in villages and also at taluk headquarters. Of course at dist-
rict headquarters, particularly in Guntur, there are two High Schools
one for boys and one for girls, Affer 10th class they are handicapped
as they cannot continue their studies in their mother tongue for
college education. Therefore, I request that Urdu medium sections
be opened in all colleges. I am sorry to say that there is no Provision
to study Urdu in any college, exceptin A.C. College, Guatur, Of
course, Urdu Academy is there and We have yet tosee how it func
tions and with meagre funds at their disposal, how much they can help
the Urdu medium students.

Coming to this Urdu medium schools, I would like to say that
it has been completely neglected because they have opened a composi-
te course where Telugu also is taught as regional language but there
is no Telugu Pandit Grade II, although the postis created and there is
a great disadvantage to teach Telugu. A non-Urdu man is posted as
the head master of Goverrment High School with Urdu medinm.
He is unable to supervise the work of the Urdu knowing teachers.

Regarding the teachers training referred toat prge 15 of the
Note, the candidates who have passed 10th class and 8.8.C. aresitting
at home with great hopes of getting secondary grade training, The
list of all Urdu medium teachers of upper primary classes has been
completely exhausted and there is not a single teacher to fill up vacan-
cies in municipal high schoola and upper primary schools. Therefore,

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1 request the hon, Minister to allow secondary grade training
course at the government high school for Girlsin Guntur. We must
continue to train atleast 200 candidates (100 per year) to enable
them to qualify for these Urdu medium schools. The qualifications
for the present teachers training coufse is also to be completely re-
laxed, Sir. They have prescribed that the teachers must be post gra-
duates with 509/ marks and the trainees must be intermediate stand-
ardin Urdu. This qualification mu-t be relaXed in respect of trainees
and toachers as this goes in favour of the minority community and
particularly to women, in this International Women’s Decade. A
teachers’ training Sections in Urdu medium has been sanctioned for
Eluru This isa most unsuitable place because there is no Urdu
medium schools there. This training school is particularly suited for
Guntur because there are Urdu medium schools upto S8.5.C. And if
you are going to create Urdu medium sections in Junior Colleges,
there are a number of students who will study intermediate in Urdu
medium and this particular teaching course will be wuseful for these
students.

(Sri Gamago in the chair.)

The hon. Minister has been encouraging residential facilities to
poor students, as per his note on the Demand. But He has been very
stiff and unorthodox in removing the only residential hostle for Urdu
medium students in Government High School in Guntur. This hostel
has been taken away in February 1975. This was the only high
school with hostel building which served the students in the whole of
Circar area. This building is now being used by the Deputy JInspec—
tor of Schools. I would request the hon. Minister to immediately
take back this building and restore it to the hostle both for high sc-
hool students and for training students. 1t is unfair on the part of
the Government to take away this facilijy.

Some thing about the Government Women’s College for Girls
at Guntyr. This is the oldest institution in the whole of Guntur.
district. This is occupying a centrally placed portion. There are
various courses like politics, sociology, home secience, etc. There is a
demand for B.Com. course. I would request you. Sir, to sanction
immediately the B.Com. Course in the Government college there. There
must be atleast two lecture Hallsfor this, provided.

The next problem of the Government Women’s College is the
hostel building. In the same building they have opened a hostel for
Scheduled Caste students. It is in the same compound. The position
of hostelites of the Government Women’s College is that they need
atleast nccommodation for 500 to 600 girls. At present there is 4
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acommodation only for 175 girls where more than200girls are dumped.
I would request the hon. Minister for providing accommodation for
the girls who come from various taluks to this institution. Hostel
facilities will have to be extended to the girl students who come from
rural areas, as there is a lot of provision for improving the hostel there,

Coming to Guntur University, you have kindly recommended
for upgradation of the P.G. Centre to Nagarjuna University. The 11-40 a.m.
buildings are coming up rapidly. I suppose they are going to be shif-
ted in May. There is one lacuna. The grants of the U.G.C. are very
meagre. Post-graduate coureis a residential course and the State
Government atleast must give some subsidiary funds to provide hostel
buildings and also quarters for the teaching and non-teaching staff,

About Technical Education, The hon. Minister has not taken
any interest in the girls’ polytechic in Guntur. The same old courses
like D.C.P., Electricals courses etc. are continuing. A number of new
courses have come up recently in other colleges they are not introduced
here. Thereis & great demand for courses in Pharmaey, architecture.
airconditioning, refrigeration etc, as they are in Hyderabad. There gre
G.Os. asking for pharmacists to be appointed in every shop. Itis better
that you train lady candidates in this diploma courses in phaimacy by
introducing pharmacy course, Similarly the course architecture.

_ In the girls polytechnic in Guntur there is very insufficient hostel
accommodation. It is meant for 120 candidates but 250 candidates are
being accommodated there.

The Department of Director of Technical  Education is very
famous for insufficiancy and inefficiency. To substantiate this I would
like to bring to the notice of the hon. Minister that there are several
vacancies which are not filled up. A regular principal is gnot posted
for boys polytechnic. A staff member is in charge of the post. There
are a number of other posts vacant. Two assistant lecturers® posts are
vacant for D.C.P., one lecturer’s post for electric course, one physical
Director’s post are vacant. All these vacancies should be filled up.
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Sri C. Morris (Nominated) :-Mr. Speaker Sir, T would refer our
Hon’ble Members to page 34 of ‘Note on Demand XX Education 1976-
1977 where it reads. “The sporis organised for rural youth are Athe-
letics. Archery, Basketball, Gymnastics, Hockev, Kabaddi, Kho-Kho,
Vollegball, Wrestling and Swimming'” Aad yet boxing is totally
omitted. Bcxing as you know, is an art for itself. It builds up one
character, gives courage, strength, endurance and helps.to think
quickly. If the mind does not think quickly, he probably loose his
fight. Last but not least, it also developes in him keen sense’of disci-
pline. It would have been noticed from the recent National Champion
Boxing held last month in Hyderabad that Services won all the fights
the whole 4 days. All of them Lave fought like heroes. Our boys
lacked in stamina. They were notable to complete the third and last
ronnd. They were not properly nourished and trained. They have
the material but nobody is there to look after poor young lads who
come in the evening after work. I have been boxer for 30 years in my
lifs and I am none the worth to-day. It really helps one
in every walk of life. It is pity that the Minister incharge of
Sports pays so little attention: does mot try to nourish these
poor boxers or help them in any way. They have got the material. Why
don’t you look after them and take advantage of it. We have gotin
this House, Hon'ble Chief Minister having in hima person with very
very helpful band and T am sure he will be coached by someone in the
Assembly. All over the world, there are professionalists in every field
of sports. Why don’t we havein India also in the field of Boxing.

Rs. 140.38 Crores Rs. 134.11 Crores under Non-Plan and Ks. 6.27
Crores under—Plan which.includes provision*for General Education
Technical Education, Art and Culturr, Scirntific Services and Research
etc. The details of the provision made in the Budget both under the
Plan and Non-Plan are given hereunder. The capital expenditure pro-
vided for in the Budget, is Rs. 62.34 lakhs while an amount of Rs. 49.12
lakhs is provided under loans for Education, Art and Culture.

I now proceed to place before the Honourable Members a brief ac-
count of some important activities of the Department during 1975-76
and also indicate broadly the various educational and other programes
included in the current demand for the year 1976-77.

~ IMPLEMENTATION OF THE 20-Point ECONOMIC PROGRAMME

_ Consequent on the proclamation of the National Emergency and the
overwhelming response from the public, several measures are heing taken
by the Central and the State Governments as a part of the 20-Point
programme announced by the Prime Minister.
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The educational institutions and the student community have a
vital role to play in implementing the various aspects of the Prime
Minister’s 20-Point Programme. We have been considering for some
time, as to what definite shape the activities of the student community
and the educational institutions could be given to achieve the ends
in view.

This matter was discussed in a number of Regional District level
seminars organised by our State Council of Educational Research and
Training. Onthebasis of theconsensusthat emergedinthese seminars
we have drawn up a 12-Point Programme for the Educational institutions
which endeavours to instil the virtues of punctuality, hard-work, discipline
and integrity among all those concerned with Education.

Under the 20-Point Economic Programme the progress achieved so
far in this State is as follows :

Suprry oF ESSENTIAL COMMODITIES AT CONTROLLED PRICES TO STUDENTS
N HoSTELS :

Arrangements have been made with the Civil Supplies authorities
to supply essential commodities viz., Rice, Wheat, Wheat products,
edible oils, sugar and kerosene to the Students’ Hostels at fair/controlled
rates. These commodities are being supplied at fair prices every month
to the Students’ Hostels including those run by non-Governmental
Agencies benefiting 1,39,892 students. It is observed that by and large
the mess bill has come down by Rs. 10 to Rs. 20 per boarder as compared -
to July, 1975.

SuPPLY OF BOOKS AND STATIONERY TO STUDENTS AT CONTROLLED PRICES

The Text books for Elementary and Secondary Schools in Andhra
Pradesh have been nationalised. An amount of Rs. 1.46 Crores has
been provided in the Budget for the Text book Press. The Text book
Press executed a printing programme of 100.55 lakhs of text books
during 1975-76. The prices for most of the text books which have been
in use for the past 5 years or more have been maintained without any
appreciable rise, though there has been an increase both in the cost of
production by 40 to 75 percent and control due to the Modernisaton of
the curricnia and advamce in knowledge. It has been possible to main-
tain the prices at the old levels because of the supply of paper by Govern-
ment of Indiz atcomcessional rateand a part ofthecost being absorbed
by the State Governiment to ensure that the prices of Fext books are fiot
raised.
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Regarding Collcges, books in Telugu language are being published
by the Telugu Akademi (A Government orgamisation). Measures hove

been taken to emsure that the private publishers do mot incrcase the
prices.

Government are streamlining 1he sysicm of distribuwiion  of
Nationalised Text Books so that they are made available to sitdents in
time, at fixed prices and to avoid artificial scarcity. There are now
eleven Regional Sales Depots for sale and distribution of text books.
Two more—one at Srikakulam and anoiher at Nizemeabad have since
been sanctioned. Government have also permitted the Hesc¢masicr:
of educational institutions 1o vtilise the special fee fund accumulations
for starting book co-operatives and to receive the trade discount and
utilise it for providing amenities 10 students. To ensure quick and
speedy distribution of text books during peak season, sanction has
been accorded for the opening of scven sales counters from June to
August and they will start functioning from 1976-77.

Books of a total value of Rs. 10 lakhs have been supplied to the
Social Welfare Department and Tribal Welfare Department for free
distribution to Scheduled Caste/Scheduled Tribe Children.,

ExercisE Note Books :

The State Government have adopted the revised rate structure for
the Exercise Note-Books as proposed by the Government of India in
February, 1976. For some of the items, the rates which are in force in,
our State are lower than the revised rates proposed by the Government
of India.

Books and Stationery and articles of daily use are being supplied
to the students by the Heads of Institutions, utilising the special fee funds ;
in such cases, the books are supplied to them at the wholesale prices.
Necessary steps have been taken to encourage setting up of Student Co-
operativesin schools, colleges and universities to ensure the supply of these
articles at reasomable prices.

BooX BANKS :

After the announcement of the 20-Point Economic Programme,
Book Banks have been established in the Colleges and Schools. In
Government Colleges 65 Book Banks have been established till the end
of February, 1976. Regarding the schools, the position was that upto
June, 1975 there were no Book Banks as such. After the announcement
of the 28-Point formula, Book Banks have been started in all the Harijan
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and Girijan Hostels maintained by the Government. During the first
fortnight of November, 1975, over 220 Book Banks were set up at the
rate of 10 per district. Durlng November, 1975, February, 1976, steps
have been taken to organise Book Banks in all the High Schools and
3,100 Book Banks have been established by utilising the proceeds of
Special Fee Funds of the institutions under LiBrary and Reading Room.

IMPLEMENTATION OF APPRENTICESHIP SCHEME :

Various efforts have been made for the implementation of the
Apprentices Scheme to enlrage employment and training opportunities,
especxa.lly for the weaker sections. By the end of February, 1976 as
against 4,312 training places located, 4,487 apprentices were undergomg
training, thus registering an achievement of 104%. The next session
for the taking in apprentices has commenced from March 1976. Every
effort is being made to locate more training places in both the designated
trades and newly designated trades. As against the reserved vacancies
291 Scheduled Castes and 48 Scheduled Tribe candidates and 14 phy-
sically handicapped candidates are und rgoing training. 1,568 Rural
candidates and 1,102 candidates of Backward Classes and Minorities
are among the appreatices recruited.

ADMINISTRATIVE RE-ORGANISTION :

The administrative organisationforhandling the huge responsibilities
in respect of education has always been wOrrying. The total budget of
over Rs. 140 crores had to be administered by the Department of Edu-
cation. This require organisational measures to ensure adequate super-
vision and control. The Government took up his question and felt
that a single Department for shoulde:ing this responsibility will not be
able to deliver the goods. We, therefore, decided to de-centralise the
administrative set up to provide adequate supervision, guidance and
control to the field level officers and also to secure qualitative improve-
ment in the educational administration of the State. We have, therefore
bifurcate the Department of Education and to-day we have a separate
Department for Higher Education dealing both with University Edu-
cation as well as Intermediate Education. We have a separate Directos
in charge of School Education assisted by the Additional Director of
School Education, who is, however, made directly responsible for the
administration of elementary education under the overall superwsmn
of the Director of School Education.

Af: the field level also, we have tried to streamliz-le the educational
administration with a view to secure the major objectives of adequate
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supervision, control and guidance to the educational institutions. At
the District level, formerly all the Gazetted Imspectors were located
at the District level. For better supervision and mobility, we have
now find the headquarters for each if the Gazetted Inspector in charge
of a specified area of administration. They are now dispersed in the
District with independent jurisdiction over a specified area. The terri-
trial jurisdiction of the Gazetted Inspector of Schools is to day co-
toerminus with the Revenue Division. This willensure a large number
of inspections supervision and mobility and enable them to visit schools
by surprise and ensure inspection. At the Block level, the Extension
Officer in charge of Education is now being entrusted with cerfain amount
of academic responsibility also. He will no longer be 2 mere adminis-
trative head, drawing and disbursing salaries to the school teachers, but
also inspect the schools under his jurisdiction in academic matters,
reoieving the pressure of work of the Deputy Inspectors, while these
measures have been taken tentatively in pursuance of the felt needs
dictated by the administrative exigencies, we have entrusted the Adminis-
trative Staff College of Incdia with an assignment to look into our admi-
nistrative structure and make necessary recommendations for the re-
organisation_of the educational admiristration to secure importance
both by way of quality as well as administrative efficiency. We have
received preliminary report from the Administrative Staff College which
is under the consideration of the Government and before long the
Administrative Stail College will present its final report to the Govern-
ment on the basis of which further action, if any, will be taken by the
Government to streamline educational adminisiration of the State.

PRIMARY EDUCATION :

An amount of Rs. 50.25 Crores is provided in the Budget Estimate
for Primary Education Rs. 47.64 Crores under Non-Plan and Rs. 2.61
Crores under plan.

The enrolment by the end of 1974-75 (First Year of the V Plan) in
classes I to V was 40.82 lakhs - 25.255 lakhs boys and 16,565 lakhs
girls which accounted for 81.99, of boys 58.5% of girls in the age
group 6-11. During the year 1975-76 one lakh additional children are
estimated to have been enrolled bringing the percentage to 83.6 in the
case of girls. Itisproposedtnenrol 1.101akh additional children in the
age group 6-11 during the year 1976-77 bringing the percentage tn 85.3
in the case of boys and 62.0 in the case of girls.

The enrolmeat by the end of 1974-75 in classes VI and VII was

6.15 lakhs - 4.1  lakhs boys and 1.98 girls lakh which accounted for
37.8% of boys and 18.5% of girlsin the age group 11.13. During the

21—-11
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year 1975-76 the acdditional number of children enrolled is estimated
a 10,000 bringing the percentage to 38.2 in the case of boys and 19.¢
in he case of girls. It is proposed to enrol 10,000 additioral children
in the age group 11-13 during the year 1976-77 bringing the percentage
to 38.7 in the case of boys and 19.4 in the case of girls.

Government is concerned about the poor progress in the develop-
me tof elementary education in spite of our con mitment to free universal
coraprlssry elementary education. There has not been any improvement
e'ther ip enrolmert or in attendancCe at the primary level. Since this is
the foundation in the educational process of the children, the Government
is keen to implenient appropriate measures to secure great enrolment
as well as great a‘tendance. From now onwards, the accent will be
on the developme-~t of primary education.

The education in any State should conform to the ideals enshrined
in the Constitution. The education we have been imparting so far has
no* been able to succeed in training individuals to be self-reliant and
to serve the major ideal of creating a socialistic society. A number of
Co nirissions have made a number of recommendations in regard to the
improvement and the quality of educatio. Even so, the fact remains
thet we have not succeeded significantly in this direction. The Gov-
errment will, therefore, devote greater attention in the coming days
tos rards re-orienting the educational system in this State with a view to
tr: ining students to subserve the larger ideas enshrined in the Consti-
tu’ion namely creation of a socialistic society. The emphasis will be on
making the student coming within the portals of school and college
self-reliant, so that he will be a useful citizen of the country contributing
to the economic, political and social life.

TEACHERS’ WELFARE

Ho r’ble Members are aware that the question of teachers’ welfare
is beirg constantly both in this House and the Upper House. The
tezcher M.L.Cs have been bringing up to the Government a number of
de.nands from the teachers concerning, no doubt, their welfare. While
the Government have been taking earnest efforts to meet their demands,
as we'l as it conld, there are still 2 number of demands pending mostly
on account of the constraints in finance. In response to the demand
put forward by Teacher M.L.Cs the Chief Minister made a statement
in the Legislative Council on the 2nd April, 1975 on certain wefare
measur:s. These include pensionary benefits to the teachers of privat:
colleges who retired after 1-4-1974, promotional avenues to teacheis
Local Bodies and private management, alsorption of teachers appointed
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under the half-a-million jobs scheme and so on. Even so, lhere still
remain a few demands pending with the Government and they are receiv-
ing the active consideration of the Government. Subject to the availa-
bility of finances, we hope to solve as many of the requests as is feasible.
There is also a proposal to raise minimum o7 the pension payable to
the retired teachers on par with other Government servaat that is Rs. 45
per mensem.This House is aware of the alleged mis-management of the
Educational institutions urder Sri Chintalapati Bapiraju Dh 1:uaSam-
stha. The Government have goie into the matter in greater detail
and have appointed 8 Special OMcer for the management of the edu-
cational ixstitutions under this Samstha for a period of 4 mwonths. The
special Officer will submits report in a month or two. Meanwhile. the
salaries of the teaching and non-teaching staff adnitted to aid are being
paid by the Government dire;tly through the Special Officer.

In regard to the implementation of the University Grants Commis-
sion scales of pay to the college teachers, the Chief Minister ai:nounced
on the 4th Februazy, 1976 on the Floor of the Legislative Coincil, the
appointment of a three-man committee with theVice-Chance!lor,Osmania
University as its Chairman and the Secretaries of the Finarrc wnd Plan-
ning and the Education Depa: tment to go into the question of irplemen-
tation of the U. G. C. scales of pay to th: University and College
Teachers and submit its Report to Goverrment within two months.

Absorption of teachers appointed under Half-a-miliion jebs Scheme :

Hon’ble Members are awarg that in view of the large rumber of
trained manpower unemployed in this country, the Governme:t of India
formulated the Half-a-million jobs scheme. Under this sciieme, 921
S.G.B.T. teachers, who were appoiated during 1973-74 on a s.pend of
Rs. 125 p.m. were all absorbed on regular pay scales. Likewise, 2,854
graduates appointed in 1973-74 on a stipend of Rs. 175 per month have
also been absorbed in regular vacancies. The estimatecd expenditur
on his account during the year 1976-77 is expes ted to be Rs. 1..8 crores
which has been provided in the Budget. In this connectio:, a question
raised regarding promotional opportunities for im-service ca:didates
who have acquired graduate teachers training qualifications is also
receiving the active consideration of the Government.

Ashram Schools :

In the Education Budget an amount of Rs. 3.00 lakhs has been
provided for the maintenance of Ashram Schools by the Tribal WeNase
Departmeat during 1976-77. The Government is also considecing »
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proposal to start 5 Ashram Schools for the benefit of fishermen children

in Srikakulam, Visakhapatnam, East Godavari, Krishna and Nellore
Districts.

Incentives for increase in enrolment :

Tt is found by experience that mere creation of Educational facilities
to the children have not resulted in the expected increase in enrolment
and inproving the retaining capacity of schools especially with regard
to the children coming from the weaker section of the Society and in the-
under-developed areas of the State. There is need to provide incentives
in the shape of books, attendance scholarships and uniforms especially
to the children coming from the weaker sections of the Society and girls

in the rural areas. During the year 1975-76, the following schemes
were, therefore, sanctioned :

Midday Meals Scheme :

One of the effective incentives for enrolling and retaining children
in the schools is the Midday Meals Scheme, which was started in the
State in the year 1962-63. Food articles consisting of Corn Soya
Mixture/Balahar and Salad Oil, are supplied by CARE Organisation
as a free gift Food inthe form of Upma is cooked in the schools and
setved to children as Midday Meals for 180 days in a year. During
1964-65 and 1975-76 6,45,000 Primary School children were benefited
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by the Midday Meals Scheme. But the assistance of the CARE Organi-
sation is proposed to be gradually withdrawn from 1976-77. To keep
up the level of the number of children fixed at the same level as for,
1975-76, Government propaoses, from its own resources, to feed about
82,500 children during 1976-77. Indigenous food to meet the minimum
supplementary nutrition of providing 300 calories and 12 grams of
protein per day per child is proposed to be supplicd. The expenditure
per beneficiary for 180 days in a yearis estimated at Rs. 40. An amount
of Rs. 33 lakhs has been provided for implementing this scheme in the
Plan Budget for 1976-77.

A Ready-to-Eat Food Factory is being counstructed at Nacharam
with the help of CARE and UNICEF Organisations. In this factory
about 40 tonnes of processed food is expected to be produced per day,
for meeting the needs of 4 lakhs Primary School children.

Upgradation of Upper Primary Schools into High Schoos :

Bighty four Zilla Parishad and Upper Primary Schools were up
graded into High Schools without aid during 1975-76. Their distribu
tion between the regions of the State is furnished below :

SECONDARY EDUCATION

An amount of Rs. 35.68 crores has been provided in the budget
for Secondary Education—Rs. 34.15 crores in the Non-Plan and Rs
0.74 crore in the Plan. The provision in the Non-Plan includes an

amount of Rs. 0.79 crores for the Commissioner for Government
Bxaminations.

The Budget provision for Secondary Schools for the year 1976777
is Rs. 55.6 lakhs. The additional enrolment achieved during 1974-75
in Secondary stage of Education is 6,108 and the teatative targst of
additional enrolment for 1976-77 iz 8,000.

S. S. C. Examination *

Private candidates appearing for the S.5.C. Examimation have boen
granted some additional concessions. The requirement of age in their
case is reduced from 16 years (bays) and 15 years (girls) to’14 years
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uniformly as on 31st August of the academic year of examination on
par with the regular candidates.

In the case of boys who are aged 16 years and above as on 3list
August of the academic year of examination and who have passed the
minimum requisite examination in VII class, they are eligible to appear
for the §.S.C. examination without the required gap of 3 years after
passing the VII class common examination.

Similarly women candidates who are aged 15 and above as on 31st
August of the academic year of examination are eligible to appear for
the S.S.C. Examination without passing VII class common examina-
tion and without School study.

Residential Schools :

To give encouragement to talented children from the rural areas
three Residential Schools were established in Nalgonda, Guntur and
Anantapur Districts during 1970-71. One more Residential School
in Khammam District for Tribal boys has been established during
1975-76. Proposals to start one Residential School for girls are under
active consideration. A Residential Junior College has been started
in Nagarjunasagar site affording opportunities for higher education for
Residential School Boys. An amount of Rs. 20.00 lagkhs in the Non-
Plan Budget and an amount of Rs. 5,25,000 under Plan Budget for
1976-77 have been included towards Grants-in-aid to Andhra Pradesh
Residential Educational Institutions Society.

Teacher Training Institutes :

All the Teacher Training Schools in the State were kept in abeyance
from 1971-72 in view of the high incidence of unemployment among
trained teachers. But asthe blacklog of such trained unemployed persons
has been reduced, it was decided to revive some of the training institu-
tions. )

In view of the paucity of funds twelve Teacher Training institutes
were started during 1975-76 in the following places :

In these irstitutes the course cortcr t has been revised and enriched,
the minimum qualificriicn for admission was raised to a pass in the
Intermidiate examina.ion and the quaiification of the teaching staff
was also raised to a post-graduate degree in the subject concerned and
in education with a miniinum of 507 marks in each.

The intake capacity of each Teacher Training Institute is 150 with
two sections of 75 each. These Teacher Training Institutes are residen-~
tial. The medium of instrvction is Telugu. The total amount available
in this year’s budget is only Rs. 19.00 lakhs. It is also proposed to
start 3 sections with Urdu medium in the three University areas at Raya- -
choti (Cuddapah Dist-ict), Eluru, (West Godavari) and Neredmet
(Hyderabad District). The intake in each of these sections will be75.
The trainees will be paid stipends at Rs. 60 per month. Twelve seats
have bren reserved for untrained in-service teachers woirking in Telugu
schools in other States where there are no training facilities for them
with Telugu mediam.

Conduct of Examinations :

Hon’ble Members are aware that the Government has succeeded,
by and large, in conducting examination in a fair manner. The imple-
mentation of flying squads and more vigilant measures during the exami-
nations have secured good results in the past two years. The Govern-
ment propose to intensify the vigilant measures so as to make these
examinations more successful. 1 am glad to announce that for the
first time after a long time, the Public Examinations in the State are
being conducted in March, which would enable the Government to
start the next academic yearin time resulting in the coverage of portions
by the schools and colleges. This year the public examinations will
commence from the 18th March and the resulis will be announced in
time particularly of the Intermediate Classes enabling the students to
seek admission in other educational institutions especially of the Governp-
ment of India to secure admissions in time. We hope to make this
an annual feature and hereafter, examirations will be conducted procise
by in March.
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Though we have accepted the principle of non-detention system,
the Government try to inrroduce atleast a three level examination system
to ensure that the student is proficient erough to pass in the next stage
of higher education. While we have already a Public Examination
at the 10th Class level, and a common examination at the 7th Class,
we propose to consider the desirability of having a common eXamination
at the end of 5th class. In regard to the 7th class, Members, will be
glad to know that we have secured uniformity of s.andards by introdyc.
ing a common examination all over the State resul.irrg in common Gues-

tion paper for all the students appearing for the 7th Class examinatiops
all over the State.

Over 2.65 lakh candidates, both private and regular, appear for the
S.S.C. Public Examination held in 1975-76. With a view to publishing
the results in time, tabulation and composing have been computarised.

Municipal Schools :

Consequent on the decision taken by Government the Municipalities
in Andhra area are being paid cent per cent grant after setling off the
Education Cess collectable by the Municipalities for meeting the ex~
penditure on the educational institutions managed by them.

HIGHER EDUCATION

For the year 1976-77 an amount of Rs- 20.69 crores under Non-Plan
and Rs. 1.97 crores under Plan has been provided in the Budget for
Higher Education including Intermediate Education in the State.

UNIVERSITIES

During the year 1975-76 a sum of Rs. 3.59 crores has been provided
in the Non-Plan budget towards assistance to Universities for Non-
Techincal Education and for the financial year 1976-77 an amount of
Rs. 4.09 crores has been provide d inthe budget. As a special assistanoe
under Six Point Formula, Government have sanctioned Rs. 20.00 lakhs
each for the Post Graduate Centres at Warangal and Guntur and Rs.
10.00 lakhs for the Post -Graduate Centre, Anantapur during the year
1974-75 for the development of these Centres For the finanacial year
1975-76  Rs. 20.00 1lakhs each were sanctiomed for
Warangal and Guntur Centres and the PostGraduate Contre at Ananta-
pur was sanctioned Rs. 5.00 lakhs. All these amounts were released o
the Universities concerned. ' In order to see that the Post-Graduste

entres arrange their academic and other programmes indenendantly
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the Universities Acts have been suitably amended making provision
of conferring autonomous status on the three Post-GraduateCentres.

For some time past the Goverrment has been contemplating to
start Kakatiya and Nagarjuna Universities by upgradirg the existing
Post-Graduate Centres at Warargal and Guntur respectively and the
University Grants Commission has given its concurrence to their esta-
blishment as unitary Universities. Necessary steps are being taken for
the starting of these Universities from 1976-77.

The Block Grants of the Universities are being reviewed once in five
years. The last revision was effective from 1-4-1971. Government
have constituted a2 Two-Man Committee with the Secretarics of the
Finance and Planning and the Education Departments to go into the
financial position of the three Universities and to make recommenda
tions about the quantum of the Block grants for these Unive 'sities for
the 5 year period starting 1-4-1976.

The State Government proposes to constitute a Committee consis-
ting of Vice-Chancellor, Osmania University, Secretary, Employment.
& Social Welfare Department, Secretary, Education Depariment and
Joint Secretary, General Administratior (Political) Department to finalise
a scheme for the seiting up of Pre-examination Training Cenire for All
India Services like L.A.S., I.P.S. etc.

COLLEGIATE EDUCATION :

There is a constant demand for the starting of Degrec Colleges in
various parts of the State. Government have pe:mitted the starting of
21 Degree Colleges under private managenients during 1975-76. Ome
Government College was started at Kadiri during this year. With
these the total number of Degree Colleges (University, Government and
Aided) rose to 235, In addition, there are 52 Oriental Colleges in the
State. For the maintenance of Government Degree Colleges an amount
of Rs. 3.86 crores has been: provided in the Non-Plan Budget for 1976-77.
For the giving assistance to non-Government Degree znd Oriental
Colleges, a provision of Rs. 5.50 crores has been made in the Budget
(Non-Plan). A provisior. of Rs. 32.00 lakhs has been made in the
Plan Budget for maintaining the Governmeut Colleges stated u~der the
Plan and for strengthening the existing Government Colleges. A sum
of Rs. 9.70 lakhs has been provided in the Plan Budget for the financial
year 1976-77, for giving assistance to Private Degree Collepcs which
were admitted to aid during 1974-75 and 1975-76.

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‘WOMEN'S EDUCATION :

All the districts in the State have Degree Colleges for Women,
(Government or Private) except the districts ¢ Nalgonda, Mahboob-
naga-, Medak and Adilabad. Proposal for sta-tirg Degree College
for women during 1976-77 in these districts are under covnsideration
2 d two colleges may be started proviced the local public come forward
to fulfil the condition prescribed, like creatior. of endowment fund,
provi.ion ofland and accommodation. During 1975, the ““ International
nv.ional Women’s Year ”, a special encouragement was given for
V’omen’s Education. Permission was given to open 6 Private Degree
Colleges for Women ard 10 Private Junior Colleges as.d 10 Private
for Women. In addition 3 private degree Colleges and 10  private
junior colleges for women which were in existence for 3 years were
a Imitted to aid waiving the usual condition of 5 years of waiting.

A State Council for Education of Women and Children is function-
ing in the State under the Chiarmanship of Smt. C. Ammanna Raja.
Government have contemplated certain measures for the improvement
of women’s education in the state. Among others, it has been proposed
t3 sta=t a Residential School exclusively for girls in this State. The

proposal to start hostels for girls in all taluk headquarters, has been
cecepted in principle.

COMMITTEE FOR WOMEN’s EDUCATION. :

A Committee for Women’s Education has been set up in May 1975
unde~ the Chairmanship of Dr.S.Sridevi to make recommendations to
the Government to improve the extent and quality of Women’s educa-
vion at all levels in the State. The report of the Committee is awaited.

Many of the Government Colleges started from 1966-67 onwards
do not yet have permanent buildings of their own. At thé time of start-
ing of Colleges, the local Com:nittees deposited with the Government,
public contributions ranging beiween Rs. 1.50 lakhs and Rs. 3.00 lakhs
Government have decided to release these amounts so that constriction
of buildings for these colleges can be started Accordingly Government
have sanctioned Rs. 19.00 lakhs for construction of permanent buil-
din’s for Government Colleges at Nirmal, Mancherial, Proddatur,
Nandyal, Chirala, Kandukur, Razole and Palakole and for extension of
buil: ings at Tanuku and Tadepalligndem. A sum of Rs. 3.00 lakhs
hasbeen provided in the Budget for 1975-76 for the costruction of second,
hostu:l for the Silver Jubilee College, Kurnool. For the year 1976-77
a provision of Rs. 37.00 lakhs has been made in the Plan Budget for
these buildings as a continuing scheme,
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INTERMEDIATE EDUCATION :

From the time the Junior Colleges were tarted dursing 1969-70,
their number has been constart.y increasing year after year. Du irgthe
year 1975-76, permission was given for cpening 15 Government
Junior Colleges and 24 Private Coileges. The total number of Junior
Colleges existing at presemnt is 02 of which 192 are Government Junior
Colleges There are still 14 taluks in which there are no collegcs :mpar-
ting Intermediate Education. It is proposed to start Gover: ment Ju
nior Colleges in some of these taluks during 1976-77. During tl.is year
Government have taken over the Private Junior Colleges at M cdchal
with effect from 1-1-1976. QOrders Lave also been issued to take ¢’er the
Private Junior College at Portmamilla.

JoB-OmENTED COURSES :

The foilowing Junior Colleges have been selected for star ing Job-
Oriented Courses at Intermediate level from the second yeir of the

For the maintenance of Government Junior Colleges a p:ovision of
Rs 6.12 crores has been made in the non-plan Budget for 1975-77.
Under Plan Budget for 1976-77 a sum of Rs. 59.60 lakhs has bcen pro-
vided for maintenance of Junior Colleges started dur‘ng this plau period
and for strengthening the existing Government Junior Collcges. A
provision of Rs.6.00 lakhs has been made for 1976-77 in the plan Budget
to give assistance to non-Government Junior Colleges.

STATE COUNCIL OF EDUCATIONAL RESEARCH & TRAINING

The academic wing of the Governiment in Education has intensified
its efforts in conducting academic programmes throughout the State
during the year 1975-76 for the benefit of teachers of both Primary ard
Secondary Education. These academic programmes are aimed at
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providing suitable expertise for class-room teachers in. the preparation
instructional plans, instructional material and evaluation tools besides
acquainting them with new trends in education. Furt]:_rer,. the pro!alems
Of single-teacher schools, in the wake of the universalisation of Primary
education, have received considerable attention during the discussions.
In effect, these programmes have contributed to Create necessary aware-
ness of the problems involved in improving educational standards.

During 1976-77, it is proposed to conduct regular courses of inser-
vice training to teachers through the establishment of District Insutitutes
of Education for developing teachers competence. To supplement these
courses, it is also planned to bring out publication of useful instructional
material and plans of teaching in different school subjects and supply the
same to schools.

NON-FORMAL EDUCATION :

Realising the inadequacies of formal instruction in schoolsto meet
the challenge of illiteracy in our country, alternative methods of tackling
the problem have been contemplated as a result of which Non-formal
Education Centres have been opened during 1975-76 in the Districts of
Krishna and Khammam. Non-formal Education is intended to "provide
cducational opportunities to those who are at present left out if the
main educational stream. These programmes are intended for those
m the age groups of 6-14 and 15-25 years. The main objective is to
promote the vocational skills besides providing functional
literacy. About 3000 learners in 150 Centres in each of the
two districts of Krishna and Khammam are involved and
in each of the villages selected, two centres are opened, one for
boys men and the other for girls/fwomen. These schemes of Non-
bormal Education in Krishan and Khammam are introduced with the
financial assistance of Centre and State Governments respectively. It
is hoped that further expansion of non-formal education may take place
during 1976-77. A special scheme of non-formal education is being
designed for implementation in a tribal taluq of Adilabad District.

SATELLITE INSTRUCTIONAL TELEVISION EXPERIMENT °*

Participation of Andhra Pradesh in the Satellite Instructional Tele-
vision Experiment has been 2 major landmark during the year 1975-76.
400 T.V. Sets have been installed in four districts of the State i.e. Hydera-
bad, Mahboobnagar, Medak and Kurnool. T.V. Programmes in the-
morning transmission are directed towards primary school children
studying in Classes 1toV. The evening programmes are aimed at
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modernising Indian Agriculture, improving health care,prom.oting family
planning and in general improving the quality of life in rural areas.

The Bducational Technology Cell, set up in the S.C.E.R.T. with the
assistance of Government of India is providing themes for the morning
T.V. Programmes. At present nearly 40,,000 children ard 1200 teachers
in 400 T.V. Centres are viewing T.V. Programmes on all working days
and getting benefit of the T. V. Programmes. In-service courses
in Science teaching were also organised with the help of
T.V. and Radio during October 1975 involving 4000 teachers working
in Primary Schools in the Four SITE Districts.

During the year 1976-77, similar courses would be organised pro-
tiding training to yet another batch of 4000 teachers with the help of
Multi-media package. It is proposed to extend the know-how of site
vo other Districts in the State with the help of mass-media of commun-
cation. Training courses in script-writing for T.V. and Radio are plan-
ned. The teachers working in schools and colleges would be trained in
the production of films, film-strips, models graphics etc.

EbucaTioN BILL :

In my Budget Specch for the year 1975-76, I informed the House
that before long the draft Education Bill would be introduced in this
House. I am happy to inform the House that the Andhra Pradesh
Education Bill1976 will be introduced in this House for consideration in
the present Session.

TECHNICAL EDUCATION
M/"/

The Non-Plan Budget of the Technical Education Department for
1976-77 is Rs. 389.77 lakhs, including an amount of Rs. 15.22 lakhs for
Music Colleges under “278. Art and Culture”. The Plan outlay for
Technical Education Department for 1976-77 is Rs. 38.84 lakhs, out of
which Rs. 10.69 lakhs is for Capital expenditure. In addition to the
above amounts, a sum of Rs. 2.48 lakhs is provided under Centrally
sponsored Schemes for completion of the construction of Hostels for the
Government Polytechnics, Srikakulam, Guntur, Nellore and Nandyal,
the work on which was started during 1973-74. The Hostel for Govt.
Polytechnic, Srikakulam was inaugurated on 27-11-1975 while that for
Govt. Polytechnic, Nellore was opened on 14-2-1976.

The Non-Plan Budget Provision is meant for the maintenance of
the existing Polytechnics including the Government Mining Institnte
Kothagudem, Technical High School, Domestic Science Training Colldge,
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Secunderabad and Govt. Girls’ Vocational Institutes at Hyde
rabad and Warangal besides sanction of grants to aided Institutions
An amount of Rs. 123.41 lakhs is provided towards grant-in-aid to the
J.N. Technological University and Regional Engineering College, Wa-
rangal for 1976-77.

The Plan provision is meant for ultilisation as follows :

"7 (1) Consolidation of existing Polytechnices :

An amount of Rs. 10.69 lakhs has been provided under this item,
It is proposed to utilise this amountfor conmstruction of permanent
buildings for the Govt. Polytechaic for Women, Kakinada and addi-
tional buildings for the Government Polytechnics, Visakhapatnam-
Vijayawada, Gudur, Tirupati and Hyderabad, Engineering College,
Anantapur and for construction of new:buildings for the Government
Music Colleges, Vijayawada and Vizianagaram.

(2) Expansion of Part-time Diploma Courses in Government
Polytechnic, Hyderabad and Andhra Polytechnic, Kakinada.

Government have sanctioned the starting of part-time Diploma
courses in Civil Engineering and Electrical Communication Engineer-
ing at Government Polytechnic, Hyderabad and in Civil Engineering
at the Andhra Polytechnic, Kakinada during the year 1975-76.
The intake is 20 into each course. A provision of Rs. 0.50-lakhs is
made in the Annual Plan

i

(3) Diversification of Diploma Courses in Engineering.

As part of the diversification courses to meet the changing of, Tech-
nology and Industry and improve employment opportunities for Dip-
loma holders,Government have sanctoned the introduction of the
diploma course in Electrical ‘Commeunication Engineering atS.V
Government Polytechnic, Tirupathi and the diploma course in Comm-
ercial Practice at Government Polytechnic, Srikakulam and Nellore
during the Yearl975-76 with an intake to 30 for each course. And
amount of Rs. 5.02 lakhs has been provided in the Annual Plan for
1976-77 towards the above courses already started and more new cour-
ses to be started in 1976-77 . The pace in this direction as well as open-
ing more Polytechnic can be accelerated when more funds become
available. At present the paucity of funds is a constraint on starting
more Polytechnic and courses. The proposal to establish an In-
stitute of Printing Technology at Hyderabad has been approved by
Southern Regional Office and is under consideration of Government
of India.
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Scholarships :

An amount of Rs.3.36lakhsis provided in the Annual Plan for
1976-77 towards, scholarships. Out of thisamount, a sum of Rs.
1.59 lakh is ear-marked for sanction of scholarships to students of the
sandwich diploma courses in Electrical Engineering and Electronics
offered at the Government Polytechnics, Hyderabad and also Chemical
Engineering offered at Governinent Polytechnic, Visakhapatnam. The
existing schemes of scholarships have been extended to the students
of Automobile Enginesring Course at Anantapur and Chemical Engineer-
ing Course at Goverrment Polytechnic, Visakhapatnam. Provision
has been made in the Budget for extending the scheme of Scholar-.
ships to the students of Mining Engipreering Course at Gudur ard also
to the students of newiy sanctioned courses namely L.E.C.E. at S.V.
Government Polytechriz, Tirvpathi and D.C.P. at Government Poly-
technics Srikakulam ard Nellore.

Grants to Jawaharalal Nehru Technological University :

An amount of Rs. 123.41 lakhs has been provided as grant-in-aid
to this University a; d Regional Engineering College. Warangal uander
the Non-Plan budget for 1976-77. Qut of this amount, a sum-
of Rs. 4.4lakhs is ear-marked for creating a fund for payment of pen-
sion and gratuity to the employees of J.N. Technologicial University
as per Section 31 of J.N. TechnologicalUniversity Act and Statute XIV
(25) of the Statutes of the University. An amount of Rs. 0.5 lakhs is
also provided for sanction of advances to the employees of J.N. Tech--
nological University for performance of marriages, purchase of con-
veyances and for construction of houses du:ing the year 1976-77. In
addition an amount of Rs. 8.18 lakhs is provided under the Plan Bud-
get for 1976-77 for meeting the expenditure on construction of build-
ings, the new coursein Electronics and Electrical Comimunication Enginee-
ring at N.S. Engineering College, Hyderabad started in 1974 -75 and

part-time degree courses for diploma holdersin Engineering started
at the Colleges of Engineering, Kakinada and Amnantapur and N S.
Engineering College at Hyderabad.

Grants to other Universities.

An amount of Rs. 4.40 lakhs has been provided for grants to other
Universities. Of this, an amount of Rs. 4.10 lakhs has been provided
towards grant-in-aid to Osmania University for the additional intake
of 60 seats in the Osmania University Engineeirg College. A provi-
sion of Rs. 0.30lakh has been made towards grant-in-aid to S,V. Uni-
versity for continuing the Part time degree courses in Civil, Electrical
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and Mechanical branches atS.V. University College of Engineering,
Tirupathi.

Assistance to non-Government Technical Colleges and Institutions.

An important event that needs special mention is the taking over
of J.N. Polytechnic, Ramanthapur, Hyderabad, a private Polytechnic
by Government on 19-7-1975.

Another milestone in the field of Technical Education for Women
is the establishment of a Women’s Polytechnic at Tirupathi under the
management of T.T. Devasthanams with effect from the year 1975-76
This institution has already started functionirg with the diploma course.
in Commercial Practice and Cateiirg and Food Technology with an
intake of 30iuto each. An amount of Rs. 4.69 lakhs has been pro-
vided in the Annual Planfor 1976-77 towards State Government’s
share of Rs.0.81 lakhs on the cost of the scheme in 1975-76 and Rs.
3.88 lakhs on the cost of the scheme in 1976-77.

Strengthening of Directorate of Technical Education.

An amount of Rs. 0.20lakh has been provided to strengthen the
State Directorate of Technical Education for Planning, execution and

evaluation of various schemes and programmes under thefifth five
Year Plan.

Revision of staff structure in Polytechnics ;

An amount of Rs.0.09 lakhs is provided for the additional staff
for the Mining Engineering Course at Gudur and for conversiop of the
post of Driver-cum-Driving Instructors at the Government Polytechnic,
Hyderabad and Anantapur.

Music Colleges :

An amount of Rs. 15.17 lakhs has been provided under the Non-
Plan Budget for 1976-77 for the eight Government Music Colleges in
the State. In addition to the above amount, a sum of Rs. 0.09 lakhs
has been provided in the Plan Budget for starting new Music Colleges

at Rajahmundry, Khammam and Mahboobnagar dvring the year
1976-77.

STATE ARCHIVES

The State Archives is a repository of the administrative and historical
records of the State. Itsactivities include the publication of rare
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and ancient manusocripts of histrorical value. It helps research scholars
in salvaging the heritage of the pastfrom the old records. It offers
full-time and part-time Research Fellowships every year for research.
On preservation side, itshas a mending and blndlng section, carton box
manufacturing section and photographic wing.

The Budget estimate for State Archives for the year 1976-77 is
Rs. 14,03,300.

Oriential Manuscripts Library and Research instifute

Oriental Manuscripts Library and Research Institute was constitu-
ted into an independent Directorate with effect from 1-1-1975. The
Institute has been collecting rare and valuable Manauscripts in the
entire State and making them available for Research scholars. The
Institute has published 8 manuscripts with critical introductions.

Under the phased programme, microfilm copies of the rare man-
uscripts in Andhra University Library, Waltair etc.,are being taken out.

The Budget estimate for Oriental Manuscripts Library and Research
Institute for the year 1976-77 is Rs. 6,28,200.

Archaeology and Museums.

The Department of Archaeology and Museums mainly deals with
conservation of monuments, excavations, explorations, epigraphy and
publications. The total budget of this Department under“278. Art
and Culture-{c) Archaeology and (d) Archives and Musenms-(i} Muse-
ums” is Rs. 28,91,100 under non-plan during 1976-77 ; besides this
an amount of Rs. 8.00lakhs is provided under Plan Sector.

This Department has so far organised seven District Museums and
the Mussum at Guntur is recently taken over from the District Musem
Committee. Steps are being taken to organise this Museum on scxen-
tific lines during 1976-77.

This Department has initiated a popular lecture series on Art and
Archaeology with particular reference to Andhra Pradesh inviting
leading archaeologists to deliver lectures so asto inculcate art-con-
sciousness among the public and appreclate our glorlous past. ';‘;us
lecture series is gaining momentum and in the coming year it will give
much impetus to one and all.

21—13
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Public Libraries

Government have treated the employees of the Zilla Grandhalaya
Samsthas on par with the Local Body Employees and extended the
benefits enjoyed by the Local Body Employeesi.e., Pension, Family
Pension, Gratuity, General Provident Fund, Free Medical Attendance
for employees drawing pay not exceeding Rs. 400, loans and
Advances and Andhra Pradesh Leave Rules 1933 etc. Government has
also decided to sanction annual grant of Rs. 57.00lakhs to the Zilla
Grandhalaya Samsthas to enable them to meet their expenditure on
the establishment and to ensure regular payment of salaries to the
employees.

The Government have been sanctioning a matching contribution
of Rs.2 lakhs every year from 1972-73 onwards to the Raja Ram-.
Mohan Roy Library Foundation, Calcutta, an autonomous body con-
stituted by the Government of Iridia on 21-5-1972 for the developmens
of Library facilities in the country. A total contribution of Rs.
lakhs has been sanctionted so farby the State Government, Th
“matching contribution of the Foundation will be Rs. 8 lakhs,

According to the scheme of the Foundation, assistance to some
well established Libraries is expected for the binding of books supply of
books, and supply of Rickshaws for the introduction of Mobile Library

Service particularly to serve the needs of Women at home and rural
areas also.

Government have also enhanced therate of Library Cess from
4 paise to 6 paise per Rupee on house/property tax in order to amg-
ment the resources of the Zilla Grandhalaya Samsthas. Due to the
- enhanoement of the rate of Cess, the amount of Cess collection will

be increased by another 507, which can be utilised for providing better
library facilities.

NATIONAL CADET CORPS

The various training programmes of National Cade corps have
been conducted as usual during 1975-76 and 20,882 Senior Division
Cadets and 37,124 Junior Division Cadets have been imparted train-
ing during the year 1975-76. 24,264 Senior Division Cadets and 41,950
Junior Division Cadets are proposed to be trained during 1976-77. As
a part of Pritne Minister’s 20 Point Economic Programme,the National
Cadot-Corps Cadets, for the first time took part in various soeial serviée -
daring the year 197576 by mndertaking construction of
reads, by participating in programme for eradication of malaria, Adslt
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Literacy and improving hygienic condition in the slum areas. Anam-
ount of Rs. 1,15,46,300 is provided for the year 1976-77 for National
Cadet Corps programmes.

JAWAHAR BAL BHAVAN

The Jawahar Bal Bhavan is an education-cum-recreational centre
for the development of the inherent talents of childrenin order to
enable them to build up an all round personality. The Budget estim~
ate for the vear 1976-771is Rs. 4,08,800.

YOUTH SERVICES

During the year 1976-77 and amouht of Rs. 5,00,000 under plan
Rs. 2,39,600 under non-plan, has been provided for Youth Services
for implementation of the various schemes, like revitalisation of Youth
Clubs by granting Grant-in-aid for purchase of material and equip-
ments, for construction of Youth Club Buildings, conduct of Youth
camps and youth rallies, training of youthleaders, establishment of
District Youth Centres-cum- Hostel sand Rural Work Centrel ete.
Youth Week Celebrations have been conducted during 1975-76 all
over the State, from 14-11-1975 to 19-11-1975.

Under the centrally sponsored scheme an Aurobindo Balakendra
has been established in Indiranagar Colony of New Bakaramn, Mushira-
bad, Hyderabad for the benefit of the slum-dwellers. During the year
1975-76 six Nehru Yuvak Kendras have been established by the Govern-
ment of India in addition to the already existing seven Nehru Yuvak
Kendras. Thus there are 13 Nehru Yuvak Kendras functioning at
Srikakulam Visakhapatnam, Kakinada, Vijayawada (Krishna District)
Guntur, Chittoor, Cuddapah, Kurnool, Hyderabad, Nizamabad, Karim-
nagar, Siddipet (Medak District.) and Khammam in the State with
the assistance from the Government of India.

The Govermment have decided to participate in the “My India™
Celebrations at Madras being conducted by the Jawawaharalal Nehru
National Youth Centre, Mardras Branch andto participateinan
exhibition showing the cultural heritage of Andhra Pradesh and the

progress made in all fields of life.
Yosah Hostel at Secunderabad :

The Government of India have constructed the Youth Hostel Build-
ing at Secunderabad at an estimated cost of about Rs. 4 lakhs and tha
building has been taken over by the Youth Services Department for
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lts maintenance. The Hostel will provide in the twin cities cheaper acc-
ommodation with all the required facilities to youth coming from
different parts of the State, outside the Stateand also outside the
country during their tours.

Sports

In order to promote and popularise Sports amogst the masses in
Andhra Pradesh and to teach proper techniques from an early age
to the youth and to train them in a systematic way for achieving high
standards in the field of sports, the Sports Council has organised District
Coaching Centres. At present there are 18 such Centresin which 52
Council paid and 12 N.1.S.paid coaches are working, involving at
least 1500 youth, both student and non-student, of which 1/3 shall be
girls. The Government of India have furnished certain guidelines.
Accordingly the Government have issued orders providing Rs. 25,000
for each District Sports Council instead of Rs. 5,000 and also Rs, 1,000
for each block for allthe 324 blocksin the State. The Budget pro-

vision for 1975-76 which was Rs. 7 lakhs for sports has been increased
to 19.99 lakhs under non-plan.

To mark thecelebrations of the International Women’s Year,
the Andhra Pradesh Sports Council conducted sports for women at
the District and State level and sent the State contingent numbering
75 women for participating in the National Sports Festival for Women
held at Delhi from 19th to 22nd November, 1975.

The sports organised for rural youth are Athletics, Archery, Basket-
ball, Foot-ball, Gymnastics, Hockey, Kabaddi, Kbhokho, Volle-ball,

Wrestling and Swimming. These tournaments have been organised
at the Taluk, District and State level.

NATIONAL SERVICE SCHEME

Under the General Service Scheme, 20,000 volunteers have been
enrolled in all the Universities of the State. Under general Camp-
ing Programme in addition, Special Camping Programmes Services
“Youth against dirt and Disease” and *“Youth for Afforestation and
Tree plantation™ were conducted with the participation of 10,000
students. During the year, 1976-77, it is proposed to enrol 40,000
volunteers of whom 50 % will be engaged in special camping programmes.
Under National Services Scheme, the youth participated in protected
water supply schemes at Vasili, Nellore District, Thirtham and Thota-
varipalli in Chittoor District and Nagarampalem village in Visakha-
patnam District. They have also dug Minor Irrigation Channel near
Kavaliand deepend asourceat Chinnatekuruvillage Kurrool District
and constructed a core wall for Nadimpalli Tank. They have laid a
metal road at Nehru Zoological park at Visakhapatpam and between

Tthepalli and Kotala near Tirupathi and also a road at Amersahebpet
near Anakapalli.

The National Service Scheme volunteers of Veterinary, Agriculture
Home Science, Medical and Engineering Colleges have been imple-
menting programmes fully utilising their professional knowledge. At
Rajendranagar, the National Service Scheme youth of Veterinary Coll-
ege have developed a2 model vegetable .garden. The Andhra Pradesh
Agricultural University has merged the National Service Scheme Pro-
ragmme with its curriculum. The National Service Scheme volun~
teers of St. Francis College of Osmania University have established a
nursery school in their adopted village. The above projects have
been undertaken by the National Service Scheme volunters in addi-
tion to their regular programme dealing with Health, Health Care,
Immunisation,Adult Education,population control, National Sayings and
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detection of Bogus Ration Cards. During 1976-77, it is proposed to cover
15% of the students under the National Service Scheme Programme.

A Co-ordination Committee has been established at State level with
‘the Vice-Chancellors as members, to co-ordinate the National Service
Scheme activities in the State as a whole. The first Co-dordination
Committee meeting was held on 14-7-1975 and it was resolved that at
least 25% of the student youth should be enrolled in the National
Service Scheme Programmes.

State Akademies :

To-day, we have seven State Akademies and they are—Andhra
Pradesh Sahitya Akademi, A.P. Sangeetha Nataka Akademi, A,P,
Lalithakala Akademi, A.P. Science Akademi A.P. Photography Akdemi,
A.P. Balala Akademi and the A.P. Urdu Akademi. Members are aware
that during the current year, the financial assistance to the Akademies
has been enhanced. The budget for the year 1976-77 carries a provi-
sion of about Rs. 12.50 lakhs for financial assistance to all these Aka-
demcis including the two.new Akademies namely the Balala Akademi-
and the Urdu Akademi.

WORLD TELUGU CONFERENCE

In my last Budget Speech, I have made a mention of the proposed
‘World Telugu Conference. Hon’ble Members here are aware how
great a success the World Telugu Conference was, conducted by the
Government. Number of ideas were thrown out at this Conference for
the development of Telugu language. Literature and promotion of the
cuttural life of the Telugus living in this country as well as abroad.
One of the recommendations made at the Conference was the creation
of International Telugu Institute. Members will be glad to know that
the International Telugu Institute has already come into existence. It
has started functioning and before long it will be one of the premier
international institutions catering to the requirements of Telugus and
working for the cause of promotion of Telugu literature and  culture.
The Government have also sanctioned an amount of Rs. 10 lakhs for
the construction of a building for the International Telugu  Institute.
The budget for theyear 1976-77 carries a provision of Rs. 3 lakhs towards
the financial assistance to the International Telugu Institute.

Yet another factor which came to light during the recent World
Telugu Confesence was the felt need for educational opportunities for
Telugus residing outside the State as well as the country. We have,
therefore, taken steps to provide greater financial assistance to the edu~
cational institutions for the Telugu linguistic minorities living in other
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States of the country. We are also exploring possibilities of extending
financial and other types of assistance for the educational facilities of
children living aboard and who seek instruction in Telvgu. Though we
provided only an amount of Rs. 5 lakhs for extending financial assist-
ance to the educational and cultural institutions of the Telugus living
outside the State, we have enhanced this provision to Rs. 10 Iakhs during
this year. In 1976-77 budget, however, a modest provision of Rs. 5.00
Iakhs has been made. The Government will consider whether this
amount would need to be augmented to meet the requirements of
Telugus outside.

The Exibition organised during the World Telugu Conference called
“The Telugus through Ages > has drawn great appreciation from the
people who visited the Exhibition. Tt was, therefore, proposed to esta-
blish a permanent muscum to depict social, literary and cultural life of
the Telugrs. The foundation-ctone for this Mnsevum has also been laid
by the President of India. Amn amount of Rs. 8 lakhs has been provided
during 1976-77 towards the construction of the Museum,

MEN OF LETTERS :

The financial assistance to men of letters who are in indigent circum-
stances was enhanced to Rs. 100 during the year 1975-76. During the
current year also, these Men of Letters will be provided finencial assist-
ance for which an amount of Rs. 3.58 lakhs has been provided.

CULTURAL AFFAIRS :

Besides financial assistance to the Cultural Organisations in the
State, it is proposed to conduct a Telugu Culiural Festival for one week
gommencing from 31st March. Similar festivals will also be conduc-
ted in all the Districts of the State for 3 days.

The importance of Education in National Development has been
emphasised by various Commissions on Education in India. It has
been aptly said that “ The destiny of India is now being shaped in her
classrooms . Educational expenditure is no longer regarded as a
social servige ; it is an investment in human resource development.
Although attempts have been made in the past to transform the edu-
cational system in the country to suit the needs and aspirations of the
people, the outcome of these reforms has not made any significant dent
on the educational structure and content. It is, there fore, necessary to
re-orient the educational syst¢m to subserve the accepted goals of
national development. The entire process of education should be
reorganised keeping in view the objectives of democracy, seculapiam,
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socialism, national integration, productivity, modernisation and cultiva-
tion of social, moral and spiritual valuves. Education should become a

potent means of social, economic and cultural transformation of the
nation.

The national policy on Education has commended the adoption of
the 10-+2X 3 pattern for the whole country. As the Hon’ble Members
are aware, we, in Aadhra Pradesh, were the pioneers in the implimen-
tation of this progressive educational reform. In the context of the
latest thinking on this subject, we intend to revamp our curriculum,
textbooks and examinations in the 10 year school education with a view
to realising the above mentioned objectives.

The President and Prime Minister of India, in their recent addresses
to the national conferences and meetings on Education have highlighted
the crucial rolc of education in nation building and emphasised the need
to transform the education system making it relevant to the needs of
the people. This would involve revising the curriculum, syllabii, teach-
ing techniques and evaluation procedures based =n the current educa-
tional technology. In the ultimate analysis, it is the teacher-stucent

interaction in the class-room which would determine the impact of these
retorms. -

The Governmunt are considering ways and means to evolve a plan
of action to implement the new educational programme. I am sure

the valuable advice and guidance of the Hon’ble Members shall be
available to us in this task.

The educational scene in our State during the current academic
vear has been marked by devoted work by teachers, students and adminis-
trators. It has been a period of undisturbed and concentrated academic
effort after the dislocated academic sessions through which the educati-
onal institutions had passed in the past lew years. For the first time in
the last 6 to 7 years, the academic work has been completed on time
and the public examinations are being conducted as per the schedule.

We intend to consolidate this gain and make it a normal and regular
feature of our educational system.

The twleve-point programme for the Education Department ha$
been received by all functionaries in the field of education with zeal and
enthusiasm. The implementation of this programme in all educational
institutions in the State has created an *‘ academic awakening *> which
augurs Well for the improvement of Educaiion in the coming  years.
With the co-operation and involvement of the teacheis, students and
parents, we hope to strengthen this programme in the next academic

year and make it an integral part of the academic life of the educational
gommunity.
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Welfare - measures for teachers have continued to  receive
the earnest attention of the Government. I have already indicated in
the earlier pages of this note the important steps taken by the Govern-
ment to redress the genuine grievances of teachers. The outstanding
problems of teachers will be looked into by the Standing Committee
for Teacher’s Welfare. I am sure the Hon’ble Members will agree with
me when I say that what we have done for our teachers in the last one
or two Years has been quite substantial. At the same time, I would
appeal to the teachers to reciprocate this gesture of Government by
putting in sincere and dedicated work with devotion to their  duty.
I can assure them that the Government will endeavour to meet their
genuine needs to the maximum possible extent.

There is no short cut to excellence in education. As in other fields
of development, in education also the only sure way to progress is the
four-fold task set by our Prime Minister clear vision, iron will, strictest
discipline and hard work. Let all persons engaged in education imbibe
these values. In promoting them in our educational system I look
forward to the valuable and discerning support of the Hon’ble Members
of this House.
