(b) Whether it is also a fact that the Government accordingly 
had reverted Mr. Naidu and the other two Superintending Engineers 
to the posts of Excutive Engineers. But on purely humanitarian 
grounds had created three supernumerary posts for the said reverted 
of&cers. 

(c) whether it is also a &<R that in another writ Petition by 
Rve others Engineers (Juniors) that the above mentioned supernume­
rary posts be allotted to them as they were also seniors to the respon­
dents Mr. Naidu and two others, the High Court had directed the 
Government in October 1972 to review promotions within six months:

Sri Ch. Subbarayudu;—(a) The High Court of Andhra Pradesh 
in writ Petition Nos. 1800 of 1967 and 2205 of 1967 quashed the 
promotions of Sri P. Ramayya Naidu and two others mainly on the 
ground that they were promoted even before the issue of orders of their 
absorption in 1968. 

(b) Orders of reversion of Sri P. Ramayya Naidu and certain 
other Engineers were issued by the Government on 11-1-1971. It is not 
correct to say that the supernumerary posts were created purely on 
humanitarian grounds. But 3 supernumerary posts of Superintending 
Engineers were created on the recommondation of the Chief Engineer, 
Public Health to accommodate Sarvasri P. Ramayya Naidu, M . Covin 
daiah and V. Premanand with effect from the date of their reversion 
till such time the Supreme Court decided their seniority in ' the Public 
Works Department. 

(c) Yes Sir. 

(d) In O. O. Ms. No. 269, M . A. dated 23-6-1973, the Govern­
ment reviewed the promotions made to the categories of Assistant 
Engineers, Executive Engineers and Superintending Engineers on the 
basis of the common gradation lists of Junior Engineers/Supervisors, 
Assistant Engineers and Executive Engineers as finalised then and 
approved by the Government of India. The review was confined to the 
OfRcers who were then in service. And it was also communicated to 
the concerned persons by the C. B. 

*Sri Syed Hasan :—The last part of the answer is that seniority 
was considered and they were informed about it. There are two 
categories — one is engineers coming from the P.W.&. and the other 
is those whose parent department was since beginning Pubiic Health 
Depattment,Was the seniority for both categories considered separa­
tely or was the integrated seniority taken into consideration ? 

*Sri Ch. Subbarayudu :—The integrated list was perhaps only 
confining to two categories. In fact the Public Health Engineering 
Department was constituted in i960, March. The three units of Gove­
rnment — the Sanitary Engineering ; (Branch III) - P.W.&. ; Local 
Self Government Wing of Hyderabad and 3he Andhra Municipal Engi­
neering Service — were there. But unfortunately this is an integrated 
list of two wings. It did not form earlier to 1960. However, it was 
prepared and based on that report these promotions were given and 
promotions were reviewed. 

Sri Syed Hasan : — T o part (c) of the question, thehon. Minister 
said: *Yes/ i.e. subsequently the other engineers aito had gone into 
wr% and the High Court had ordered R* decide the seniority of pro­
motion within 6 months from October 1972. So the seniority of ghe 
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Reasons who had joined public health service from the P.W.D. has not 
been established yet in their own parent department. 

SriCh. Subbarayudu I—The High Court never conceded the 
request of the petitioners. They only ordered that promotions should 
be reviewed in accordance with the^vernment of India's instructions 
aod seniority list. That was done and it was communicated to those 
people^ 

Sri A. Sreeramulu :—The High Courr, in the year 1969 while 
allowing these writ petitions and striking down the order of promo-
tiaa made gar tain observations. The High Court largely relied upon 
the fact that these gentlemen were not absorbed into the new service, 
Mr. Ramayya Naidu who was from Sanitary Engineering service auto­
matically came into the new service because this was an integral part 
of the new service. Similarly, Mr. Naram was no: a full member of 
this service. I think he came to this service at his own request. The 
High Court relied on the technical ground that these peopie were not 
absorbed an account of administrative delay in issuing orders. I want 
to know what exectly was the observation made by the High Court 
in writ petition Rled by Mr. Mahajan in 1971. 

Sri Ch* Subbarayudu :—As rightly said by ths hon. member, 
the engineers who were working in sanitary wing in P.W*D Branch IH 
were recruted by Branch I to wo;k in Branch ill posts. When the 
coostitntioaof new service came in 1960 that branch had merged with 
new department. AM the posts were taken away and rules and regu­
lations were framed. These people who were working in the department 
and came over to public health gave their consent. In the order of 
the constitution itself they have mentioned that their absorption will 
be taken up later, though consent was taken in 1964 and though 
o&gers were passed in 1964 absorbing all the personnel who were work-
iag in the P:W.t3* For saaae reason or other in 1968 on the technical 
ground that orders were not issued absorbing these personnel, thege 
posts which arose earlier — they are not entitled on that score. Even 
Mr* Naram also has come frog: P. W. D. but not from Sanitary Wing. 
Even in his case also Justice Sharfuddin and Justice Vaidya in their 
judgemeaf also observed that the same thing will apply to Mr* Naram 
ag % applied to Mr* Ramiah Naidu because h*s promotion was given 
earlier to the date of issue of this ̂ sorption order. The learned 
Judge aad the Beach ŝ so observed that from the inception of this 
service, they were working in the Sanitary Wing. When that wing 
was merged in IMG ia Msaicipal Rpgineergag Service, they are deemed 
tabetaegaambsrs of this new department &^m the date of theaw 
joining.

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APPENDIX 

STATEMENT O N D E M A N D No. L.:—1976-77. 

Compensation and Assignments'to Local Bodies and 
Panchayat Raj Institutions. 

(a) Entertainments Tax : 

Entertainments tax is mainly intended to augment the revenues 
of the Local Bodies. In order to see that tax is levied at a uniform rate 
throughout the State, the levy of tax is governed by Andhra Pradesh 
Entertainments Tax Act, 1939 and is being administered by the 
Commercial Taxes Department. Assignment of net proceeds to local 
bodies is made once in a quarter. A n amount of Rs. 10.80 lakhs is 
Provided in the Budget Estimates for 1976-77 fba the above purpose. 

Section 13 of the Andhra Pradesh Entertainments Tax Act, 1939 
provides for the apportionment of entertainment tax collected every 
year in respect of entertainments held within the limits of any local 
authority, as follows : 

(a) three percent of the proceeds of the tax to be credited to 
the State Government: 

(b) ninety percent of the proceeds of the tax to be paid to the 
local authority; and 

(c) Seven percent of the proceeds of the tax to be expended for 
the purpose of promoting the cinematograph films and arts. 

In order to arrest the evasion of tax under the Act, the Depa­
rtment has been strengthened by sanction of speciai staff to attend 
exclusively to this work and special inspection squads for the inspec­
tion of the inspection of theatres etc., for each division have also been 
sanctioned. Seperate vans were also sactioned for the use of special 
squads- The provisions of the Act were also amended to enable the 
Department to make reassessments, best judgement assessments and 
to charge interest on belated payments of tax. * 

b) Taxes on Vehicles: 

The Andhra Pradesh Motor Vehicles Taxation Act, 1983 came 
into force in the State of Andhra Pradesh with effect from i-4̂ 19$g}, 
Prior to the enforcement of ̂ his Act, the Municipalties in the State 
and the Municipal Corporation of" Hyderabad Were exercising the 
pnwsr of levying and collecting tax, iaa * Motor. Vghieteg. MMiile the 
unified Motor Vehicles Taxation Bill was under consideration of the 
Opvejrnment, it was decided to abolish the levy of all taxe^ and fees 
igv̂ ed t?iy the MimidpaHtieS and the* Municfpal Corpoiatioh on the 
Vehicles and to pay compensation in HeR of 1&6 lesŝ  oF ̂ €&Ae &0S& 
the above source, with egect from 1-4*1963* 
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Under the Andhra Pradesh (Telangana Area) District Munici 
palities Act, 1956 and under the Hyderabad Muncipal Corporations 
Act, 1955, Tolls were levied on animals and Municipalties in the 
Telangana Region and also b^ vehicles by the Municipal Corporation 
of Hyderabad. But there was no corresponding levy in Andhra Area. 
The Government have therefore, decided to abolish the levy of tolls in 
the Telangana Area with effect from 1-4-1961 including the Municipal 
Corporation of Hyderabad, so as to obtain uniformity in the entire 
State. They have also decided to pay compensation to the Municipal 
Corporation of Hyderabad to compensate the loss sustained by them. 
It was also decided to revive the system of compensation in lieu of 
the loss of income on tolls to the Municipalities in Andhra Area wh:ch 
was in vogue prior to the Madras Motor Vehicles Taxation (Andhra 
Amendment) Act, 1956, was enforced. Thus compensation is being 
paid to all the Municipalities including the Municipal Corporation of 
Hyderabad in the State year after year, on account of the loss of in­
come on tolls. 

Similarly it was decided to abolish the levy of licence fees on 
Motor Vehicles and pay compensation to the Municipalities to comp­
ensate the loss of income. 

As the amount of compensation payable has been fixed long 
time back, there has been demand from the Municipalities and the 
Chamber of Municipal Chairmen for the enhancement of the amount 
of compensation payable* Taking this into account, the Government 
have decided to double the amount of compensation payable on 
this account. The enhanced compensation has to be spent 
on special slum-clearance schemes, by the Municipalities and exclusi­
vely for the maintenance and upkeep of the public streets, their forma­
tion and dust proofing in the newly developed colonies by the 
Municipal Corporation of Hyderabad. Thus a total amount Of 
Rs. 58,22,200/- has been provided for these purposes during the 
nnancialyear 1976-77. 

(c) Other miscellaneous Compensation and Assignments: 
(i) Octroi compensation to other municipalities and the 

Municipal Corporation of Hyderabad. 

The levy and ooMeetion of Octroi by the Municipal Corporation 
of Hyderabad on the goods brought into the Municipal limits d? 
Hyderabad and ̂ ecunderabad was abolished with effect from 3L-4-1965 
and it was decided by the Government to pay reasonable compensation 
to the Municipal Corporation of Hyderabad in lieu of loss of income 
sustained by it *m account of abolition of Octroi, initially for a period 
often years and in the meantime the Municipal Corporation of Hyde­
rabad was asked to developed its own resources to meet the resultant 
yap due to stopage of payment of compensation t<̂  it. The period 
often years expired on 31-3-75. The Special OfRcertMunicipal Corpo­
ration of Hyderabad has suggested that the Corporation might be 
berntitted to reintroduce the levy and collection of Octroi with eSect

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The proposal of the Special OfRcer, Municipal Coiporation of 
Hyderabad was examined denovo and it has been decided to defer the 
question of re-introduction of Octroi by the Municipal Corporation of 
Hyderabad for the time being and to continue the payment of compen­
sation to the Municipal Corporation of Hyderabad ibr the Financial 
Year 1975-76 also at the same rate as was being paid and that in the 
meanwhile alternative sources for purpose of augmenting the finances 
of t.he Municipal Corporation of H* derabad be evolved* Accordingly 
compensationofRs. 41,92,000/—for the year 1975—76 has already 
been sanctioned by the Government to the Muuicipai Corporation of 
Hyderabad: 

Payment of compensation to the Municipalities consequent on the 
abolition of Octroi; 

The levy and collection of Octroi in the Cities of Hyderabad 
and Secunderabad and in the Municipalities in the Telangana Region 
of the State has been abolished with effect from 1.4,1965, as the levy 
of Octroi was a source of harassment to the people and traders and 
as it was also an out moded levy. 

The proposal to re-impose the levy and collection of octroi 
within the limits of the Municipalities in the Telangana Region and 
to permit other Municipalities in the Andhra Region to impose Octroi 
for the first time with effect from 1.4.1975 by suitably amending the 
Andhra Pradesh Municipalities Act 1965, or in the alternative to 
continue the payment of compensation to the M u nicipalit̂ es in the 
Telangana Region at the same rate, as is now being paid even after 
1.4.1975 was considered by the Government and it was deferred. 

As such, i n C O . Ms. No. 176, Municipal Administration, 
dated 22.4.1975, sanction was accorded to the payment of compen­
sation to the Municipal Councils in the Telangana Region amount in 
to Rs. 9,18/798, as compensation for the year 1975-76. 

(ii) Profession tax compensation to Municipalities:

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STATEMENT O N D E M A N D NO. XL 

C O M M U N I T Y DEVELOPMENT 1976-77. 

Mr. Speaker, Sir, 

I rise to present the Budget Demand No. XL under Community 
Development for the year 1976-77. The total Demand under this 
Head is Rs. 16,38,76,000. The details of the amounts provided under 
the present Demand are shown in Annexure L 

The Community Development Programme is implemented bY 
the Panchayat Samithis and Zilla Parishads mostly from the funds 
released by the State Government. Besides, several normal develop­
mental activities of the Government Departments also have been 
entrusted to these bodies and their finances are augmented by the 
Government by way of releasing grants-in-aid by those departments. 
Thus the present Demand No. XL under Community Development 
covers only a part of extensive programmes taken up through the 
agency of the Panchayat Samithis and Zilla Parishads. In all. a total 
amount of Rs. 9,351-66 lakhs is provided to the Panchayati Raj 
bodies by the Development Departments including Panchayati Raj 
Department as shown in Annexure H. Of this total provision, the 
Panchayati Raj Department are releasing a sum of Rs. 2,831,16 lakhs 
as indicated in Annexure HI. 

There are 21 Zilla Paiishads, 324 Panchayat Samithis and 
15,928 Gram Panchayats in the State. 32,634 Primary Schools, 2,939 
Upper Primary Schools and 2,414 High Schools employing 1,18,721 
teachers, 416 Primary Health Centres and 235 Local Fund Rural 
Dispensaries besides several Ayurvedic, Unani and Homeopathic 
rural dispensaries are maintained by the Panchanyati Raj Institutions, 

Some of the important schemes and programmes implemented 
by these bodies are briefly mentioned below; 

C O M M U N I T Y DEVELOPMENT SCHEMES : 

As the Hon'ble Members are aware, the Panchayat Samithis 
have been classified as Advanced, Ordinary, Backward and Tribal and 
Community Development funds other than establishment charges are 
released to ihem on varying per capita basis in inverse proportion to 
the level of development of each block. The Panchayat Samithis are 
permitted to utilise these funds on various developmental programmes 
according to the felt needs of the areas. A portion of these funds is 
being utilised for giving prize amounts to the best gram 
panchayats, financial assistance to Gram Penchayats for develop­
mental programmes, schemes relating to incentive awards to 
Mahila Mandals, training of Associate Women workers and Sammelans 
fbf noxi-ofRcials. The total provision made during 1976-77 is Rs*60.64 
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MABKLA M A N D A L S : 

Apait from (he incentive grants under community Development 
Programme for which a sum of Rs. 1.60 lakhs have been pro­
vided in the budget for 1975-76 which is distributed to Zilla Parishads 
for giving Grant-in-aid to Manila Mandals the Central Government 
also have provided a sum of Rs. 21,200 for giving awards to the 
best Manila Mandals for the current year. A committee has also been 
constituted fb? selecting the Manila Mandals on the basis of their per­
formance in their fields of activities relating to W o m e n Welfare. For 
1976-77 it is expected that the Government of India will provide an 
equal amount. 

TRAINING P R O G R A M M E S (Non-Plan) : 
Training is imparted to the officials and non officials connected 

with Panchayati Raj in the State Institute of Community Development 
and Panchayati Raj at Rajsndranagar and the 4 Village Development 
Officers Training Centres at Samalkot, Bapatla, Kalahasti and Rajen-
dranagar and the 2 Home Science wings attached to the centres at 
Samalkot and Rajendranagar. 

(i) State Institute of Community Development and Panchayati Raj, 
Rajendranagar : 

The following training courses are being conducted in this 
Institute. 

(1) Development Orientation Courses 

(2) M o d e m Methods of Agriculture 

(3) Accounts and Audit Courses 

(4) Applied Nutrition Programme Training 

(5) Job Course for Block Development Officers. 

During 1^75-76 training has been given to 3 Presidents Pancha-
yat Samithis, 37 District and Divisional ORicers, 77 Block Develop­
ment OfBcers, 173 Extension ORicers, 140 Divisional Accountants of 
Zilla Parishads and Managers-cum-Chief Accountants and Senior 
Accountants of Panchayat Samithis-

During 1976-77 it is proposed to give training to 862 partici­
pants in all the training programmes taken up by this Institute, An 
amount of Rs. 332 lakhs is provided in the Budget for 1976-77. 
(ii) Village Development OfRcers' Training Centres ; 

In these centres the ViHage Development OfBcers (Men) 
ar& given refresher training for a period of 2 months. Select Village 
Development Officers (Men) are given Higher twining 
of one year duration. Refresher training for a peiiodf of 
one month is given to ViHage Development Officers (Women) at the 
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two Home Science wings attached to the centres at Samalkot and 
Rajcndtanagar. 

In addition, the following courses are also being conducted a* 
these centres : 

(1) Youth workers training camps 

(2) Associate Women workers camps 

(3) Applied Nutrition Programme Training 

(4) Balwadi Teachers Training 

(5) Anganwadi workers training camps. 

A sum of Rs. 12.50 lakhs is provided in Budget for 1976-̂ 77. 

APPLIED NUTRITION P R O G R A M M E 

It Is basically an educational programme taken up for the con-
gumption of protective foods with special attention to the needs of the 
vulnerable groups, viz., pre-school children, pregnant and lactating 
mothers. Production in poultry farms, inland fisheries, vegetable 
gardens in schools, village and block poultry and back-yard poultry 
units, coastal and inland fisheries are taken up under this programme. 
This programme is implemented in colloboration with W.H.O., F.A.O., 
and UNICEF. The U N I C B P which is the main participant is assisting 
the programme in the form of transport, equipment like pumpsets, 
sthool garden tools, poultry equipment, nylon twine, marine bukh 
engines and non-ofRcials ancl assistance to mahila mandals and youth 
clubs for taking up economic activities. The C A R E agency is also 
assisting the programme by supplying food like Soya tortined Bulgar, 
Balahar or C S M and Salad oii costing about Rs. 32.00 lakhs for feeding 
the beneficiaries comprising of pre-school children, pregnant and lacta-
tisag mothers. Vegetables grown in school gardens are cooked with 
C A R E food and supplied to the beneficiaries. 

This programme is in operation upto 1974-75 in 70 Panchayat 
Sarnithis covering more than 600 villages in the State. These Blocks 
wH.1 enter post-operational stage from 1—4—76. During 1975-76 
Kambadur Mock of Anantapur District and Chinnur Block of Adila-
ba.d District have been selected and some more blocks are expected to 
be included in the programme. This is Centrally sponsored programme 
and the Government of India are providing a special assistance of 
Rs. 30,000 for each block during the operational period of 5 years and 
Rs. 15,000/- for the blocks entering into sigRh year- A total amount 
of Rs. 20.12 lakhs is provided in l&e State Budget for this programme 
during the year 1976-77 as shown below :

M I N O R IRRIGATION 

Maintenance and repairs to Minor Irrigation Sources: 

There are 72,904 minor irrigation sources with a total ayacut of 
18.05 lakhs acres entrusted to the Panchayati Raj bodies for mainte­
nance* Maintenance of tanks having an ayacut of 200 acres and below 
in Andhra area and 100 acres and below in Telangana area is entrusted 
to the Panchayat Samithis and Zilla Parishads. Every minor irrigation 
source will be repaired once in five years. A n amount of Rs. 10$.30 
lakhs is provided in the Budget (Non Plan) for maintenance of the 
sources at the rate of Rs. 6/- per acre per year* 

Restoration of breached and abandoned minor irrigation sources : 

The Panchayati Raj Department is in charge of the 
restoration of breached and abandoned minor irrigation 
sources with an ayacut of 25 acres and below in both 
Andhra and Telangana area. This programme ensures the stabilisa­
tion of the ayacut under each source. Funds are released to thr 
Panchayati Raj bodies normally at the rate of Rs. 500 per acre. A 
sum of Rs. 15.00 lakhs provided in the budget for 1976-77. 

Develepment of backward areas under irrigation 

and Six Point Formula 

Under this programme the restoration of breached and aban­
doned and or new minor irrigation sources and community irrigation 
well works are takeo uy for execution. A sum of Rs. 108.42 lakhs 
is provided in the budget for 1975-77 (Pian). 

C O M M U N I C A T I O N S 

Government have been sanctioning grants—in—aid to provide 
a good net work of all—weather roads to connect villages having 
1,509 population or above in plain areas and cluster of villages 
having 1,500 population in tribal villages and for connecting growth 
caatreg and marketing centres. During 1975-76 an amount of 
Rs^ 50.08 lakhs has been provided for roads. During 1976*77 also a sum 
of Rs^ 50-00 lakhs is provided in the budget and is proposed to take 
up metalling of roads upto a length of 80 K. M, 
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Maintenance Grant : 

There are roads of 26,886.44 K. M . length under the control of 
Zilla Parishads and roads of 29,069.12 K. M. length under the cont­
rol ofPanchayatSamithis. For 1976-77 a sum of Rs. 300.00 lakh* 
has been provided for maintenance of rural Roads under Zilla Pari­
shads. Funds are also being provided for mamtenanae of the rural 
roads under Zilla Parishads and Panchayat Samithis at the rate of 30 
paise per head of population. A sum of Rs. H 0.546 lakhs is provi­
ded in the budget for 1976-77., This amount is shared by the Pancha­
yat Samithis and Zilla Parishads in the ratio of 2 ; L Nearly 2,000 
K. M . length of important roads have been ordered to be transferred 
with prorata funds to the control of Roads <5 Buildings Department 
& o m 1-4-76. 

Central Road Fund Works ; 

This scheme which is financed front the funds provided by 
Government of India from the tax collected on sale of petrol is 
intended to improve and construct important road works which are 
linked to National and other Highways. The road works under this 
scheme are approved by the Government of India. The amounts 
allocated to the State by the Government of India are distributed 
between the Roads and Buildings Departmeat and Zilla Parishads in 
the ratio of 80:20. There are two spill over works under this 
scheme-

(i) Forming and m?talling the road from Nuzvid to 
Gampalagudsm in Krishna District. 

(ii) Construction of cause—way across river Chitr&vati nea* 
Parn^yalli in A:i .ntapur district. 

Pending sanction of revised estimate amounts by Government 
of India an amount of Rs. 1.92 lakhs has been provided in ihe Bud­
get Estimate for 1976-77. 

Roads in Sugar Cane Areas: 

A portion of fhe tax collected on the purchase of sugar cane by 
the factories is being provided for improvement and construction of 
roads in sugar cane areas. The provision is divided among the 
Panchayafi Raj Department, Roads & Buildings Department and 
Muuiciphties in the ratio of $5 : 35; 10- During 1975-76 a sum of 
Rs. 55.00 lakhs (Rs 27.50 lakhs under Plan and Rs 27*50 lakhs nndey 
non-plan) is provided in the budget, 

Drinking Water Supply Programme 

Government have been giving great importance ̂ o schemes 
intended So provide safe and adequate drinking water $o rural areas 
in (he Stage* 
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Rural Water Supply Programme : 
Out of 63,801 villages, hamlets and Harijan colonies etc., 44,759 

villages etc., were covered till 1974-73. Another 2.700 villages are 
expected to be covered by the end of March, 1376, thus leaving 
16.342 villages, including hamlets, Harijan colonies, etc., which still 
have to be provided with dependable sources of drinking water. * 

During 1976-77, an amount of Rs 180.20 lakhs is set apart &y 
Rural Water Schemes under plan. Out of Rs 180.20 lakhs, R a . % 
lakhs is proposed for bore well*. With this amount 1500 here weHs 
will be dug covering 1000 villages. 

A n amount of Rs 7.00 lakhs is provided for open wells and 
hundred wells will be completed with this amount. The remaining 
amount of Rs 83.20 lakhs is intended for Protected Wage* Supply 
schemes. 

Protected Water Supply Programme : 

W e have taken up 282 schemes under Plan and completed and 
commissioned 151 schemes so far. The other schemes are at dif&* 
rent stages of execution. 

!L.I.€. Loan Assistance Programme: 

Under this programme 174 schemes have been sanctioned and 
118 schemes have been taken up for execution. The remaining 36 
schemes will be put on ground shortly. So far 16 schemes are 
commissioned and 13 are completed and awaiting electrical connec­
tions . 

During 1976-77 an amount of Rs 83.20 lakhs is set aparf &r 
these schemes from State Plan funds and with this amount and the 
2nd instalment of loan of Rs. 100.00 lakhs expected from L.I.C., it is 
hoped to complete 45 more schemes.

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ACTIVITIES OF G R A M PANCHAYATS 

The financial position of most of the Gram Panchayats in the State 
has not been satisfactory. With a view to assist them to maintain 
the tempo of development and fulfil the obligatory functions entru­
sted to them, a provision of Rs. 10 lakhs has been made in the 
Budget for 1976-77 also under the Head ' 314. Community Develop­
ment '., This amount has been apportioned in the following manner:-

(a) Prize awards to best Gram Panchayats 
at the rate of Rs. 500/- and Rs. 2M0/-
at the District and Block levels respec­
tively. 0.76 

(b) Financial assistance to Gram Panchayats 
for Development Programmes such as 
construction of Omce buildings, app­
roach roads, internal roads and 
environmental Hygiene. 

(c) Financial assistance 
to Gram P. uchayats 
towards purchase of 
wheel barrows with a 
view to do away with 
the habit of carrying 
night soil as head 
loads. 

The Government of India are also awarding cash prizes for 
the best Gram Panchayats at the National and State levels. During 
the year 1975-76 a sum of Rs. 3,0007- has been awarded as cash 
prize tt Nallui Gram Panchayat of Bast Godavari District which 
stood as second best gram Panchayat at National level. At State 
level Rudrapaka Gram Panchayat in Krishna District and Goiantla 
Gram Panchayat in Anantapnr District were adjudged as first and 
second best Gram Panchayats and were awarded cash prizes of 
Rs. 1,000/- and Rs. 5000/- respectively. 

Government have also permitted the Gram Panchayats to 
raise loans Rrom the Nationalised/ Scheduled/ Commercial Banks 
for starting production schemes Itke fisheries, Plantations etc., to 
augment their financial resources. 

PANCHAYAT RAJ FINANCE CORPORATION 

The Study team of Panchayati Raj Finances headed by Sri 
KL gaathanam and the High Power Committee under the Chair­
manship of Sri C. Narasimham recommended among others, esta­
blishment of a Panchayati Raj Finance Corporation in the

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State to achieve the avowed object of improving the rural areas, 
particularly the conditions of weaker secetions. Similar Corporation* 
have already been set up in the States of Uttar Pradesh and Bihar. 

The Government are examininig the proposal to estabish a 
State Panchayati Raj Finance Corporation in this State also in 
order to augment the resources of Panchayati Raj bodies. 

BENEFITS T O P A N C H A Y A T I RAJ E M P L O Y E E S 

As the Honourable Members are aware' the question of 
constituting a separate cadre of Panchayati Raj Services has been 
under consideration of Government for some time. Though a 
separate service known as Panchayati Raj service (executive Branch) 
was constituted a few years back, the rural provided for drawing 
a good part of th+ personual for manning the service from the 
Revenue Department. It has been now decided to withdraw th$ 
Revenue Personnel (Tahsildars) working as Block Development 
Officers in a phased manner. 

In September, 1975, the Government have issued order* 
treating the Village Develoment OfHcers as Government servants-
^The fixed travelling allowance which was being paid to them at the 
rate of Rs. 10/- per month has also been recently raised to Rs. 36-65 p. 
per month. This will benefit about 5000 Village Development Officers. 

Orders have also been issued in August, 75 treating the services 
pf work-charged employees in the Panchayati Raj Engineering Depart­
ment who have put in 10 years or more of service as regular and bring­
ing t^cm on to standard scales of pay. 

Government have also issued orders recently gazetting the posts 
of Junior Engineers in the panchayati Raj Engineering Department on 
par with the Junior Engineers in the sister Engineering Departments. 

SILVER JUBILEE CELEBRATIONS O F P A N C H A Y A T S 

In commemoration of the successful completion of 25 years af 
Panchayati Administration, the State Government celebrated the Silver 
Jubileeyear of Panchayats from *-l 1-1975 to 19-11-75. The Panchayati 
Raj Institutions took up during this period several schemes benefitting 
the people in rural communities and bulk of the schemes fall under 
communications, Rural Water Supply, Minor Irrigation, Health and 
Sanitation Electrification of Harijanwadas and construction of school 
buildpngs and Panchayat Ghars. About 12,500 schemes costing 
Rs. %6# crores were taken np during this period. About 600 Srama-
dan Works costing Rs. 4,g0 lakhs were also taken up and completed 
by involving the village youth fully and purposively. The Panchayati 
Raj bodies coordinated the developmental activities and extended thê y 
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cooperation in the implementation of 2o point economic programme. 

These bodies reviewed the programmes undertaken and the progress 

made in implementing the 20 Point Programme in their General Body 

meetings, specially convened for the purpose. The Gram Panchayats 

held Gram Sabha meetings also to enlighten the members about the 

various programmes and activities undertaken in this regard. I am 

happy to say that the Panchayati Raj Institutions participated in a big 

way and gave their unstinted cooperation to the omciais of Develop­

ment Departments in implementation of the 20 Point economic pro­

gramme and in making it a grand success.

As the Honourable Members are already aware, the State 

Government have been contemplating for some time past to bring 

about structural and administrative changes in the Panchayati Raj 

Institutions keeping in view the recommendations made by the Vengala 

Rao Committee and the High Power Committee headed by Si* 

C. Harasimham. Towards this end, two Bills, namely the Andhra 

Pradesh Panchayat Samithis and ZiHa Parishads (Amendment Bill) 1973 

and the Andhra Pradesh Gram Panchayats (Amendment Rill) 1975 have 

been introduced in the Legislative Assembly and they are now before 

the Joint Select Committees. 

* The term <&f ofRce of Members of Gram Panchayats and 

omce of Members, Sarpaachas i n the State had been 

extended upto 3&-6-1976. As the e x t e n d e d term o& 

Presidents and Vice Presidents of Panchayat Samithis and of mem­

bers.
