With all that has been said,
with all that have been concerved, there 1s an amount of dissatisfaction
as to the deeds that have been perpetrated by bureaucracy in the name
of the Government. The Gavernment intentions may be very pious or
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really pious, three 1s no controversy on that, but unfortunately the
bureaucracy which 15 the mstrument of implementation of this policy
has been certainly betraying thosc intentions I feel no hesttation i
stating that. One of the best examples of this sort of failure 15 the
wability of this Government, not only this Government but the previous
Governments as well, to 1ssue a pass book to the ryots. This promuse
was made even when Mr Kala Veankatarao, was the Reveune Mimster
m the composite State of Madras The pass book (record of right,)
would “show}ithe extent of ,lus lands This was not done, even ths
Government had’promised 1t Why they are not able to do 1t That
1s where I will say there 1s bureaucratic obstruction, which this
Government 1s not able to overcome.

The young I.A.S. Officers who just come from Colleges think
that they have come from heaven I have an example here. There 13
one Sub-Collector 1n Srikakulam District He 1s an extraordinary
gentleman., Though there are number of complaints agaimst him,
nothing happened so far. Somehow, complaints sgamst 1A.S. Off-
cers will not be looked into by Government. An IAS Officer is not
amenable to desipline. Therefore, something has to be done to

10 30 a.m. We' have been promised that the Board of Revenue would be
abolished. It 1s more than 9 months, nothing has happened. This
18 & long standing demand This was promised by Late Sr1 Prakasam
Pantulu when he was the Revenue Minister. The Revenue Depart-
ment is the mother of all Departments They have a tradition of
not domng any service to the reople but to be a master of the pepole
Hon. Ministers Sri P. Narasa Rhddy and Sri L. Lakshmana Das have
promised that the Revenue Department would be merged with the
Panchayati Raj Department but that promise was not implemented.
The Chief Minister has fo see all these problems Untill the Taluk
Office is merged with the Panchayat Samitht Office, there will not be
good administration, there will not be responsible administration and
the people will not be satisfied however much you want to do. The
IAS Officers are not able to satisfy the people. The Collector, at the
district level, 1s made, the Head of all Departments, He 1s manning
all the Departments in the District. Collector, Srikakulam does not
acknowledge any representation we make ; he does not reply, and
says that he did not receive any representation  Therefore, what we
require is a revolutionary administrative set up. In view of the Hon,
Speaker’s direction, I resume my seat, though I have to speak more.

We
with regret that the misuse of Emergency is no where found 1
Ewamﬂm%umy aswe find in our State. To start
wonld like to give certoan statistics as to how they brutally
magacnred the employees of the State in the pame of ‘weedmg out
progsamme’, 1 wosld give the statistics and would like fo “impress
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upon you and the House that the minority community specially
the Muslims were the target and it seems that the Police
Action was repeated again after 25 years. Statistics
show that 1n the Forest Department 296 persons were
weeded out, out of whom 225 persons were Mushims — 1t comes fo
73% In the 3ocial Welfare Department 4 gazetted officers were re-
moved and all the 4 were Muslims-1e-, 1009 1s the weeding out of
the Mushim community. In the Registrafion and Stamps Department,
9 persons were removed and all the 9 were Muslims~1e., 100%, In
the Labour Department 12 were removed out of whom 10 were Mus-~
hims-thisfjcomes to 84%,  In the Hyderabad Small Causes Court 6
were removed and out of 6, 4 were Muslims. In the City Civil Courts
out of 39 removed, 29 were Mushims. In the Land Records Depart-
ment, out of 14 removed 10 were Mushims In the Commercial Taxes
Department, out of 17 removed, 13 were Muslims. In the State
Library, out of 9 removed, 8 were Muslims and in the Police Depart-
ment 1848 persons wete removed out or whom 1450 were Mushims —
the percentage 1n Police Department comes to 70%. This is enough
proof to show in what way the thinking of the Government 1s going
and on what lines it1s done and hew the approach 1s communal,.
Mrs. Indira Gandhi our Prime Mmister had imposed Emergency to
weed out corruption and communalism but we find that these Emer-
gency powers were very badly misused by our Governmeng and the
target was the Muslim community only I would further like to say
that 1n Nalgonda district in the Revenue Department out of 37 per-
sons weeded out, 29 were Muslims - Deputy Tahsildars, U D.Cs and
L.D.C s and so on.

Now I divert the atfention ofthe House to Osmania University.
The Osmania University 1s an autonomous body and 1t has its own
charter, Act rules and regulations and everything there is mndependent
of the Government. We would see that in respect of Readers, Lectu-
rers and teach«rs, there can be no conception of their inefficiency or
corruption Buat they were disgracefully retired 1 give some data,
Mr, Mahmood Hosain, Reader in English who had one year service
left, was retired. Dr. B K. Bhoj Raj, Reader in Botany who had 10
years service left, was forcibly retired Mr M Mujeebuddin who had
7 years left was retired. Mohsin Ahmed Siddiqui, Reader in Commerce
who had 12 years left was forcibly retired. Mr. Mohd Abdul Qayyum
who had still 9 years to go was forcibly retired M-, Hassan Niza-
muddin, Reader m Technology who had 7 years left was retired. In
all, there are 26 persons who were retired out of whom 16 are Mushms.
I wonld particularly refer to the case of one Mr. Alam Khundmiri
who applied in September that the would hke to retire and that he
might be permitted to voluntarily retire. Buf his application was kept
asrde and 1n the name of weeding out, he was removed. All this shows
a biassed mind and with a communal approach the Government made
a target of the Muslims and a massacre was made on & large Scale.
This cannot be tolerated; probably the Government is thinking that
the Assembly has become meffective and that the Centre could not
know because weé cannot issue a statements news papers are censared
probably they think that the Assembly proceedings 1lso could not be
published in the papers, but I tell you. people like me Iam also
hiving persnal contact with Mrs, Indira Gandhi and whenever 1 feel
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like, I would apprise her of these facts as fo how this Police action
was made once aga.

Now I would like to draw the attention of the House to what
the Chief Minister had said 1a the beginning when he took over; he
promised a clean and honest admistration. But the people who are
honest and very efficient were removed Before proceeding further to
speak about the Chief Minister’s clean administration I would like to
say that a novel method was adopted for this weeding out, For
example, a Joint Director within one year of his getfing promo.ion as
Jomt Director was weeded out. His case along with the cases of
other officers was put before the Screening Committee, They discus,
sed about the hearsay news that he drinks and whether he should
be weeded out on that ground The Committee was of the opinion

therefore drinking could not be the criterian for removal’’ So they
decided that he, being an efficient, hopnest and good
officer, should be retained But within 15 days of this
decision, another committee agam considered this case and they
removed this efficient and honest officer One thing to be noted
hereis 1t in surprising that most of the screening committee
members had corruption charges aganst them and withina few days
they were retired, but before they were retired and removed from
service, they sat ;n judgment over others and they removed such
efficient persons  'What 15 the answer of the Chief Minister. Neither
the Mimster, nor the Chief Minister nor anybody sitting here can
answer—J] undetstand their capability also; they avoid answermmg. I
was speaking about the Chuef Mumsster’s assurance that! he would give
a clean admmistraton T would 1ke to give a few instances Last
year the Chief Minister said 1in the House and also to me and the
other members that the Register of Co-operative Societles 1s the most
corrupt officer and therefore he would be the first to be weeded ont.
The Chief Mimister told me *Please wait f1ll 31st March’ not 1976, it
was 1975 Where 1s that corrupt officer now? He 1s promoted and
clevated He s now 1n the super time-scale He says “I got my pro-
motion by spending money nobody’s grand-father could remove me.”
He 1s a debauches and womaniser he 1s inefflenent and a corrupt
person; no single person could deny this fact, But he s in the good
looks of the Chief Minister now and he is promote and elevated.
Then about Mr. Ramagopal he was the Secretary he had to retire with-
in a fow months and my syestion was avoided by the Chief Minister
and the Government and 1t was not brought into the Assembly all
the time: he 1s a womamiser and he 1s made the Viee -Chancellor of
the \Tﬁchnclogicai Unaversity.

Now I would like to invite 'your attention to an article in the
‘Current’ weekly dated 13th December. The heading 1s * Do Special
Officers have special privileges to grab land”. Now I reada couple
of lines for your information — *“It 18 clear that the Special Officer
was 1n a hurry to go to the rescue of the claimants, rather than safe-
guardmg the mterests of the Corporation who 1s his master”. The
Corporation had to pay to persons who did not deserve to be paid;
the Additional Commussioner and other officers opposed such pay-
ment but the Special Officer took good care that those orders were
carried out, This Special Officer was previously Director of Indus-
tries, Now I would read a few lines from another 1ssue of *Current’
dated 31-1-76 under the heading ““Bogus Industrial Units in Andhra’.
‘The Deputy Director (Raw Material) who 1nspect the spot found
that there was not even a trace of the foundationof the heavy duty
double action power press of 100 tonnes capacity and other machi-
nery without which the product cannot be manufactured in this
factory’’. But the same Director whois now Special Officer of the
Municipal Corporation and who 1s in the good looks of the Govern-
ment, when the Department contemplated a thorough mvesfigation
into the fraud. promptly ordered on 21-10-72 that the second 1nspec-
tion should not be taken up, without specific orders from hum. Itis a
fraud of a srores of rupees and the vigilance of the Income-tax Depart-
ment 18 going on with the probe This sort of persons are encouraged
by the Government and honest persons who are hamahes, police cons-
tables, peons and clerks, etc. whocan do nothing harmful to the
Government or to the corporation - all these persons have been weeded
out.
