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Mr. Speaker —Motion moved 

Sri M Narayana Reddy —Sir, it is customary to review the per­
formance of the Government during the discussions on the motion of 
thanks to the Governor In that context, I w^uld like to high-hght 
some of the achievements that were made during the last 2 years m 
particular Before that, I would hke to refer to the most spectacular 
achievement of the Government with regard to th^ conclusion of Agree­
ment on Godavary water dispute As you know, that the Krishna 
Godavary water dispute Tribunal took up the hearing many years 
ago and finally it gave an awaid in Decemder, 1973 ? € more than 2 
years ago and after the passing of the Award some more objections 
by way of clarifications were raised by Karnataka and other States 
With that, though the Award is passed, the implementation of the 
Award is held up for two years If that is the state of affairs on the 
fact of the Award which was already given, we can easily imagine the 
conclusion of continuance of this dispute befoie the Tribunal for a fery 
long time Now, the settiement of the water dispute outside the Tri­
bunal is a great achievement The beneSts arising out of this Award 
is much for Telangana Under Pochampad Project, there will be an 
allocation of 60 T M C of water. 5 7 lakh acies were locahsed under 
the pochampad project m three districts : a Nizamabad, Kanmnagar 
and part of Warangal previously and now we are going to have 15 
lakh acres m 6 districts of Telangana, z e nearly 9 lakh more acres of 
ayacut under cultivation In Telangana region alone, the major bene-
Bciary would be Adilabad district, K h a m m a m and Nalgonda district 

It addition to this, under Nizamsagar project, 2 75 lakh acres 
were localised some 40 years ago but it never received adequate water 
due to which the total area was never irrigated As a lesdlt of this 
agreement now the Government is able to construct a Reservoir by 
name " S I N G O O R " at Medak District The foundation stone would 
be laid on 14th of February, 1976 by the Hou'ble Chief Minister of 
Karnataka while our Chief Minister wonld lay a foundation stone 
for a similar project at Bidar district on 15th February, 1976, With 
the result, there would be 30 T M C water and the twin Cities would 
receive drinking water of 4 T M C on a regular basic every year, which 
would be sutBcient for the Twin Cities for the next 25 to 30 years, In 
addition to this, Nizamsagar would receive adequate water and SINGO­
O R P R O J E C T water would be utilised as a feeding reservair water for 
Nizamsagar mthe offseason. 

You may kindly notice in the White Paper that is laid down on 

the Table of the House that there are 32 medium and minor projects 
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under Pochampad But for the recent Agreement, these 32 
projects i ould not have been ta^en. Otherwise, there 
was no scope of tak'ngup of the>e projects N o w after 
the comlusion of the Agreement, thise 32 pi ejects are cleared 
and they can be tj.kcn up one after anothei on a phased piogramme, 
whenever the Rinds are aiiocated and the beneBcial cftcct of these 32 
projects below Pochampad is having a total area of 15 !akh acres in-
Telangana as wc!las m Andhra region, So, 9 lakh acres under expan 
sion programme under pochampad project m Telangana and the imple 
mentation of i< ̂ h acres of additional ayacut of 24 lakh acres an acco 
unt of this Agieement :n the recent past What I w o u M submit, theie 
fore, is that ths agreement is not only a historic agreem nt but wou!d 
also bring gieatc^ prosperity very soon if we are m a position to allocate 
funds on these projects, In addition to that, as I submitted, that the 
Nizamasagar s it will also be stabilised Apart from that, the ayacut 
position, :e the cultivable land avalablem the command of various 
projects is aho listed m the W H I T E PAPER. 

N o w , these 24 lakhs acres would be co/ered vnderU-2Qa.m. 
irrigation The qnestion wouli be how soon they wJ! be executing 
the projects and how much more funds could be allocated 11 the 
near futuie to complete these projects 

Therefoie, I extend m y hearty congratulations to the Chief 
Mn.stcr and his colleagues for accomplish'Rg this iieid anc thacby 
giving a lead to the entire country m the matter of settlement of ̂ ater 
disputes outside the Tribunal, by way of bilateral talks This hes 
been acclaimed all over thecountry and therefore? it 13 only b^ t nc^r^I 
that we should aiso appreciate the Government on this 

With regard to other achievements, I will bi e3y toLcn upo^. 
One of the greatest achievements is the political stability cone <:r/3 
for rapid economic development unit the yeai 1968, the ̂  had 
been peaceful conditions and political stabhty. Aftei 1968 t*H 
the end of 1973, the peaceful conditions and political stablhtty ha\e 
become Hlusive factor as far as our State is concerned The type of 
stability and peaceful condit ons that was prevalent during the last one 
oear is very inspiring and accelaratory to achieve rapid development. 
One of the greast achievement to the credit of the Government was 
of the administration, Even though the emergency was proclaimed all 
hver the country, as far as our State is concerned, there has not been any 
serious abuse of powers under the emergency W e have noticed m the 
newspapers and also learnt that m some other States, there was abuse 
of powers and even some of the Members of the Ruling party were 
put behind bars? etc As far as our State is concerned, no such unto­
ward incident was there. Very liberal view was taken m controlling 
the station. 
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So much so, recently m Krishna District, one ordinary farmer was 
charged under MISA when he was simple carying 100 bags of paddy. 
When the matter was brought to the notice of the Chief Minister, he 
ordered for the release of the farmer and directed th^t the ofRicer 
concerned should be prosecuted for the abu^e of the powers. If 
there were any other such incidents, they may as weH be brought 
to the notice of the Government and the abuse oi powers under 
Emergency can be reduced by the Government and it can implement 
various developmental Schemes. For a rapid development, we need 
political stability, good leadership and the sound finances, which we 
are now having 

About sound Rnances. I may inform you, this State never 
enjoyed as sound finances as we have now. I may briefly refer to 
this aspect to high-light how much we have achieved in this regard 
m the mobilisation of our own resources 

There was an overdraft of Rs. 70 crores to the Reserve Bank of 
India in the past. N o w there is no such overdraft. 
With a resolution, we saved more than Rs.l crore as interest charges 
every year. The second thing is* on ways and means advance, more 
than Rs,50 crores we used to draw from month to month from Reseve 
Bank of India. That is also stopped now. W e are maintaining our 
own Rnances. 

About the mobilisation of internal resources, you will see that 
the Sales tax or the Commercial tax has become our major 
esources. It was Rs 54 crores in the year 1972-73 and it has now 
gone up to Rs.120 crords. During the year, there is an increase of 
120%- If we take the State excise, it was Rs.34 crores m the year 
1972-73 and it has gone to Rs,8l crores till the end of October, 1975. 
The income was 140%. Land revenue was Rs 11 crores m the year 
1972-73 and it has gone up to Rs.32 crores an increase there by 300%. 
in the revenue resources* H^re, I would only caution the Govern­
ment that we have running on the sat tory point, As far as Land 
Revenue and excise is concerned' it is not good to anticipate some 
more revenue on these two items. Any further increase on these 
2 items would directly affect the poorer sections not only the Agri­
culturists under the land revenue but the excise also concerned with 
the poorer section on the people who are more addicted to drinks than 
(he higher section. But there is no scope for further enhancement on 
commercial tax also. By streamlining the Commercial tax collections* 
as regards machinery and administration much has been done in the 
recentpast. I compliment the Finance Minister for constituting the 
State Advisory Council and he is going into (he details even 
up to the district level. Many improvements have beem 
madt and several steps were taken to that eUcct* 
Regarding Plan. It was about Rs 96 crores when we met for the 
&rst time in the Assembly The present plan has gone up to Rs, 200 
crores and the next year's Plan is promissmg to go up to Rs. 250 
cr§yes* It is a very spectacular achievement. When we see the 
increase m per capita income, it was only Rs. 628 in 72-73. N o w it 
has gone up to Rs. 877, an increase of Rs. 249 on current prices. It 
is a very signiRcant achievement compared to the national per capita 
$ncome, It is a spectacular increase,

gation only in the past With the pood oiRces of our State Govern­
ment some good work was done and the world Bank have also agreed 
to Rnance Pochampad. They have also agreed and given 30 crores 
for Nagaqunasagar. W e will be shortly receiving a sizable amount 
for Snsailam a!so+ The Godavari Barrage has already been staited 
with the World Bank's assistance. This is another significant impro­
vement m our resources for the purpose of completion of big projects 
so that there could be a very quick and rapid progress during the 
next two to three years, under the World Bank project we have 
received another sizable assistance by way of tractors to the extent of 
1267 and another 500 more are coming through the finances of the 
Reserve Bank which would ameliorate the machanisation of farming 
m our State with the result there would be more production, while 
highlighting these achievement and complimenting the Govemmenton 
this, I may also submit that the expenditure on the administration is 
also rising from year to year. There is an urgent and a serious need 
to control the expenditure on the administration. It is an anamolous 
situation. CoHectmg departments tike the Excise, Sales f<tx are not 
spending much on the administrative cost, while the speidmg depart­
ments like the P.W,D are spending much. This has to be tackled 
by the Government. There is no use of increasing the expenditure* 
There is need for reducing the staff. This is a senous observation 
There is also a need for reorganisation of the departments. The pre­
sent organisation is a leg *cy of the past and the present system of the 
departments must keep up wuh the tempo of the development There­
fore there is an urgent need for the charge of the same, otherwise 
there wiH be a big fap between the policy tormulation, financial allo­
cation by way of actual implementation As idf as the people are 
concerned it is the actual implement tion and not the content of the 
policy or the allocation ard not the content of the policy or the allo­
cation of funds 

W h e n we come to the Co-operative Credit being given to the 
agriculturists and the weaker stctions under the co-operative sector, 
it is very specactular If you se<* the long term.mfdium term loans 
given by the Land morf^yc Bcnks it was only 7 J/3 croiea, m 72-70, it 
has now gone up to Rs 24 crores Besses this, eredit facilities and 
loans have been an angrd forDttry Farming, Sheep Breediag, Fish 
culture, Sen Culture In these Gelds ours is the first to take up tRese 
things to provide assistance on long and mid term basis and we can 
easily imagine the potential effects of these loans on the waakar ape* 
tipns and the rural population, 
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S ^h ?y, m the mattei <̂ f Short-term credit gnen by the Central 
Co- p ^ d-.e Ba^ik and ^he other credit societies, it was on!y Rs 25 
cio.Cb ^'ow, it has gone up to Rs. 85 crores m 75-76, an increase 
of neatly 300% or more , but at the same time our credit require­
ments ere more than 300 crores W e have only touched hardly about 
a titij Yiore than 2 5 % Certain Oidmances were recently promul­
gates witnregaid to the reorganisation of the societies, viable and 
iA&t so viable m the rural are?s and thereby providing paid staff to 
manage the affairs of the societies property coupled with the auto­
matic admission of members wouid certainly go a iongwaym mobili­
sing the resources for which ihe institutions should disburse all the 
credit to a very large extent I therefore hope that with these measures 
we will be able to disburse 100 crores m the next year 76-77 

With regard to the irrigated areas, it was only 100 lakh acres 
m 72-73, now it has increased to 105 lakh acres, an increase of more 
than 5 lakh acres m a period of three years It is a great achieve­
ment The only thing is that there must be a proper productive Plans 
m such vast areas, so that we may get the benefit Whether it is 
under TungabAadra project, or K C Canal or Nagarjunasagar, 
Pochampad— these are known as command areas. The total ayacut 
of 29 lakh areas is supposed to come under in igation, out of which 
the irrigation potential and the water is available for all these 3 or 4 
projects Even now the ayacut developed is not keeping pace with 
the potential already created W e should develop only 10 lakh acres 
m these projects Here we have to increase the tempo I would sug­
gest that the Chief Minister may kmdiy consider whether it is not 
high time to form a separate ministry for this purpose so that they 
can a?so organise better watei management In the food front during 
72-73 we have touched an all time record of 91 lakh tonnes 
If we come to the commercial crops, particulaily o 1 seeds, the produ­
ction was only 10 lakhs It has now exceeded more than 16 lakhs m 
74-75, an increase of more than 50%. For cotton it was only one lakh 
bales m 72-73 and now it had increased to 5 % I appreciate the good 
work done by the Agncul+ure department. Kindly bear with m e 
since I am touching an !mportant aspect Our State is piedommantly 
an agriculture State, However much we may industrialise this State, 
it is go ng to be a predominancy agncuhure State m the next 35 or 30 
years Let us not forget about it Ours m an agricultural State, 
indutsry bemg a secondary thing You kindly notice about the cost of 
the irputs that h;s gone up The cost of pioductton has gone up but 
the-returnb to the farmers by way of pnecs of the produce is not 
encouraging, You wiii apprecia e that 1 43 lakh tonnes of Nitrogenous 
fertiinc s we:e consumed m 71-73 In terms of vaiue it is about 
Rs 3" nron's worth of fertilisers were consumed m 72-73 This year we 
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have consumed 4.33 lakh tonnes or una and other fertilisers costing 
161 crores The farmers have paid for the mcreased production m the 
form of h'gh cost of inputs Let us not forget it. while there may be 
a tremendous four fold increase m the consumption of the fertiliser in 
our State, at the same time there is a corresponding decrease What­
ever Potash we used m 72-73 we are not using even half of that m 
1974-75 and 73-76 with the result that we will be loung the long 
term benefits The departments has to take a serious note m regard 
to tbe fertilisers. That is a point which I would like to emphasise, 
with regard to other inputs, you will be interested to know that we 
consume l/4th of the national consumption of pesticides Can you 
believe that this State had consumed l/4th of the pesticides The 
cost of consumption is Rs. 12 per hectare at the national level, whereas 
it isRs.10 per hectare m our State Therefore what is the increase m 
the cost of the pesticides? There is a hundred percent increase. Not 
only the fertilners but also the pesticides has increased more than 100% 
Similarly the land revenue and electricity charges. The cost of seeds* 
the cost of inputs m the agricultural sector has increased and so the 
farmers are resistant to use the inputs The present position 
is 50 crores worth of fertilisers have not been sold by the department? 
They are resistant to use those high priced fertilisers You might 1140 a. m* 
have seen in the headlines a week ago about the reduction of paddy 
area by the fatners of Guntur and Krishna Enhghtencd farmers 
are switching over to other crops Before it becomes too iate the 
State Government must take up with the Centra! Government. The 
entire conntrv, being the highest and largest procedure of rice and 
being the biggest contributor to the Centra! pool, will suffer. There is 
a very strong case for us to take up the matter with the Central Gove­
rnment About the crop insurance, sufficient commercial crops, 
there is a very strong case in our State for the introduction of crops 
on a voluntary basis. This was already done m Gujerat and Punjab. 
You will be interested to know that this crop insurance scheme was 
to be introduced in ̂ 4-65, when late Sd Nukala Ramachandra Roddy 
was the Agriculture Minister. H e had appointed a committee and 
the Chairman of that Committee was Mr. M , T Raju. W e were the 
first State R? appoiat a Committee apad later no follow up action was 
done. TJberafbre there is a need and out Minister for Agriculture 
M r Chokka Rho had already promised ia&t year 15tb of February

Community wells were excavated m all the districts by the Co-opera­
tive Department What is to be done is, more facilities have to be 
provided There was a difficulty m giving the assigned land to the in­
dividual pattedars As ninny as 40 Surveyors were provided under 
Settlement Department they have taken up ihe assignment of survey. 
I would, therefore, urge upon the Revenue Minister to tighten the 
district administrative machinery and utilise the services of 40 surveyors 
and see that survey is done m each district within the stipulated 
period. 

Land ceihngs.— O n this point, you Will bear with me Sir and I 
also beg the Members to bear with m e W e have given too much em­
phasis on "surplus land" So far. 1,73,000 acres of land have been 
found surplus but only 75,000 acres of land have been declared sur­
plus m Adilabad, Nalgonda and Guntur Districts. Instead of empha-
stsmg too much or concentrattng too much on land ceiling, you pay 
more attention to Tenancy Act In Telangana we have been imple­
menting the Tenancy Act. 4 lakhs of acres were assigned on perma­
nent basis. I lakh of families were benefited m Telangana by getting 
4 acres each They have become the pattedars, whereas m Andhra 
more than 15 lakh acres are available under tenancy. But where are 
therecords7Mysuggestion is that there must be immediate survey 
and assignment of lands, under Tenancy Act, Therefore, I beg the 
Government to extend the Tenancy Act to Andhra Area also and thus 
confer permanent pattas on the tenant-ryots wlueh is the m a m idea of 
the Land ceiling Act. 

Temple Lands — There are 4 lakhs of acres m the State under 
temple administration, out of which, 80,000 acres are very valuable 
irrigated land What is the present system? Giving 20 acres to A,100 
acres to B and so on. What is the lease they are paying? Only 1 or 
2 bags per acre, Therefore, here is a strong case for socialisation of 
all the temple lands by paying compeasation to the temples. Or you 
introduce a legislation whereby you can lease out land to more people 
with an extent of 2 or 2^ acres of land. It becomes a great depen­
dable sources of income to the temples and not to the pocjanes on 
Mahants This has to be considered by Government very seriously 
Unless the laws are integrated, real integration will take many more 
years 

Survey Settlement — You will be surprised to note that m the 
eaiire country, Andhra Pradesh is the only State where 15o years to 
200 years^of old methods are being adopted for making out plans 
Geologic J survey of India and some other Departments have mtro 
duced many scieaMc methods in preparing the plans, A a o!d pystsm 
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of 2oo years is still followed m the state and Finance Department m 
the secretariate do not see what is happening m other states. I beg 
the Hon'ble Revenue Minister to see that a machinery is estabhshed 
for taking up the m a p work and also see that they are available in the 
villages also because proper maps are not available there 

Coming to the recent "compulsory retirement of oRcers,, realy 
it is a very big move But this was not applied m the Secretariat where 
it is necessary. There is already delay m implementing this in the 
secretariat I beg the Chief Minister and the Revenue Minister to take 
up this issue immediately If necessary wemust change the rules where 
they are impracticable for implementing 

Administrative Reforms:— I suggest that some of the reforms 
must be implemented this year only, particularly during the present 
session. If it is necessary, you appoint a committee, Village survey 
should also be extended to Telangana Area There is a supreme 
court decision. The rule pertaining to Village Officers both m Telan­
gana and Andhra areas should be the same Village ofBcers are the 
backbone to the state Therefore, there is a need to implement the 
decisionofthe supreme court by bnngtng a legislation to that eSect. 
The existing rules m Andhra region should also be applied in Telan­
gana region also Every body knew that there was tremendous progress 
m our state during the President's Rule 

W e are relying so much on the administrative machinery at the 
district level After the abolition of the panchayati Raj Department, 
the entire power has gone again to the district level, You create a 
system ofassociatmg the local representatives m the administration of 
the district, Therefore we have to consider very seriously how the dis­
trict administration should be improved in the absence of panchayati 
raj Department. 

Suger Industry-— This is a major industry m our state. It is 
now languishing and it is m erisis, They levy price has Bxed at Rs, 
170/ weich is more than that of any other state m the country, so 
there is need to take up this matter with the central Government. I 
suggest to constitute a sugar Board at the state Level to examine the 
dijRculties of various problems facing the sugar industry. Sugar indus­
try which is the main industry m our country, should be developed. 

6 point Formula,— we have received Rs. 100 crores from the n*50 a.ta 
centre under this plan Io crores for the city and the balance of Rs. 90 
drores for the'3 regions, There is some lagging m spending the 
amount and this has to be tackled so that the developmental Wort 
can be taken up „ ^ 
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Regionahsation of Seiv:ces:—Though the deSmtion of local 
candidate' is given, it is not being scrupulousiy followed It should 
be done m al! the Departments It is too late Our term is ending 
by February, 1977 Therefore, we have to implement all these things, 
during this year only. Government should take all steps foi the imple­
mentation of this. 

27 Ordinances were issued, from June till yesterday, and they 
were laid on the Table of the House. Among them, a few are very 
very important I specially welcome the Ordinance with regard to 
Regulation of Sugar Cane Purchase and Supply Such a Bill was pre­
sented by Late Sri Kakam Venkataratnam 3 years back, I welcome 
the Ordinance and also congratulate the Minister and hope that every 
provision of the Bill would be implemented by the administrative 
machmary at the district leveL 

I must comp!ement the good work done by the Textile and 
Handloom Department because I am closely studying the activities of 
this Department ard I hope the Hon'ble Members would also appre­
ciate the working of the Depaitment. 

This is a very important Session and also a longest one. It is 
not only a Budget Session but also a very important session before the 
expiry of our term. The prevailing conditions are very good in our 
State, Ifwe all cooperate m a constructive mannei, whatever we 
have promised m the earlier part of our term i.e , 1973 to 1974 can 
be achieved withm this year and we can do a lot of good work to the 
people before we face them next year

While I shall deal latq 
with some of the specific measures that have been taken, I would Ma 
to mention here that significant progress has been achieved m severa 
directions m the implementation of the programme as a whob 
While the State-level and District-level Implementation Committees ha<w 
assisted m monitoring and guiding the execution of the programs 
and the official machinery has geared itself to the new tasks set befor 
it, our success m implementation has been largely due to the activ 
participation of the people of Andhra Pradesh m this all-embraeta 
effort. The enthusiastic public response to the Andhra Prades 
Festival from the 1st to 19th of November 1975 and to the 20-Pon 
Economic Programme Day on the 24th of January 1976 is evidence t 
the great support that this programme has evoked from alt sections i 
the people. 

3. The year that has passed was one of sustained econoai 
growth for Andhra Pradesh Seasonal conditions, mspite of lee 
aberrations, were generally satisfactory and the up-thrust m agncultur 
production which had started during the previous year was well mai 
tamed. Production of fbodgraiBs duinng the agricultural year ea&a 
June 1975 reached an all time record of about 90 lakh tonnes, Tl 
was rejected m a corresponding stepping up of procurement operatioi 
the Rata! quantity of nee procured during the year ended 31-10-19 
reaching the impressive figure of 8.75 lakh tonnes. This enabled t 
State to make available 5.2 lakh tonnes of fbodgrams to the Cent 
Pool to meet the needs of the de&cit State besides meeting our oi 
needs The vigorous implementation of various control orders m t 
context of Emergency and the streamlining of the public distrit 
tion system have helped m maintaining a reasonable price level 
res#@9t of essential commodities and prises of foodgrsans a*e n< 
ruling considerably below thase pi^v^dmg at the corresponding pen 
ip ithe previous year. Hon'ble Members will be glad to know that t 
ggprept year also promises to be one of satisfactory agricultural outp 

4, The improvement m the State's general economic g&uati 
toge&er wRh our vigorous eRbft at moMhsatioB of ad<#6ional regoa* 
and collection of arrears has enabled our State to sabstaatiaHy ^ 
3%gy &ts Blam-outlays Hoa'ble Members are gwase that thp Plan out 
^ for t974-75 which "was the first year of the Fi&h Plan was Rs 3 
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crores In 1975-76' the current year, the size of the Plan has gone up 
toRs 200 crores The magnnude of the increase mPlan outlays 
durmg the Fifth Plan period will become apparent when it is reahsed 
that the Plan for 1975-76 is more than doubel the size of the Plan for 
1973-74 which was the last year of the Fourth Plan The Govern­
ment hope to be able to step up the Plan outlay further durmg the 
coming year 

5. As Hon'ble Members ar aware, our Plan lays great emphasis 
on the completion of Major Irrigation and Power Projects. TThe 
Government have consistently taken the stand that the Central Govern­
ment should assist Rnancially m the execution of Major Irrigation aad 
power Projects which are of National importance Hon'b'e M e m & e m 
wiM be glad to know that during the current year the Central Govern­
ment have agreed to provide additional Rnancial assistance fa* 
Nagarjunasagar and Pochampad Projects and it is expected that Central 
aid will be continued and expanded durmg the coming year. Hon'ble 
Members are also aware that the Godavan Barrage has already been 
taken up with assistance from the World Bank, m addition, our State 
Government have posed the Nagagunasagar irrigation and Hydro-
Electric Projects as also the Srisailam Hydro Eiecnc Prcgecgs 
for external assistance As a result of these promising developments 
and the general increase m the State Plan outlay the Government hope 
to accerate the excution and completion of the Major irrigation and 
Power Projects m the State including Nagarjunsagar, Pochampad, 
Srisailam* Tungabhadra High Level Canal, Vamsadhara and Godavari 
Barrage Projects Simultaneously steps are being taken for timely 
development of the command areas so that the beneRts of irrigation 
are realised as early as possible. 

6 The preparation and implementation of a comprehensive Plan 
for utilisation of water resources was impeded by disputes regarding 
the allocation of water of inter State rivers. In July last year at the 
instance of the Central Government steps were initiated for trying to 
secure agreements amongst the interested States m the use of water 
of Godavari river. In pursuance of this, our Government entered 
into tilateral agreements with the State of Kamataka, Maharashtra 
and Madhya Pradesh. This has been followed by muiti-lateral agree­
ment with the above States and Onssa. As a result of th!s historic 

'* achievement it will now be possible for the participating States to go 
ahead with the execution of various projects m their respective terri­
tories for utilisation of waters of Godavari river for irrigation and 
power generation m the interests of the States themselves as also of 
the Nation as a whole, So far as our State is concerned this agree­
ment will enable us to develop the M l potential of Pochampad fbf 
the beaeRt of the backward areas of Telangana, augment <&na&Mi% 
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water supply to the twin cities, stabilise the lingation under Nizamsagar 
and take up a large number of new projects both on our own and m 
collaboration with other States m the reach below Pochampad. The 
Government have already initiated action towards achieving these 
objectives 

7. While t h e expansion irrigat!on is a n important 
means raising agricultural productivity it is essential to 
ensure that positive steps are taken for a more equitable 
sharing of rural incomes It is for this reason that the Prime 
Minister's 20-Pomt Economic Programme stresses the importance of 
the implementation of the land ceiling laws. Hon'ble Members are 
aware that the new Land Ceiling Act m our State came into force on 
the 1st of January 1975.About 4 1/2 lakh declarations were Sled under 
the law and elaborate administrative machmery has been set up for 
processing and disposal of cases. A n extent of 21,448 hectares (about 
53,000 acres) has been declared as surplus so far, and the work is 
expected to gain momentum in the coming months. Simultaneously 
the assignment of Government waste lands to landless poor persons 
is being accelerated and about 3 lakh acres have been assigned. In 
addition, nearly 4 lakh acres have been transferred from owners to 
protected tenants under the Hyderabad Tenancy and Agricultural 
Land Act. 

8 A n important aspect of the 20-Pomt Economic Programme is 
the expans!on of the schemes for provision of house-sites in rural areas. 
The Government have undertaken a massive ejgbrt m this direction. 
The budgetory provision for acqu!sition of lands for grant of house-
sites to Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and other weaker sections 
was enhanced and the land acquisition law amended enabling payment 
of compensation in instalments and exercise of delegated powers by the 
District Collectors As a result of these measures during the current 
financial year the Government hope to be able to acquire and allot 
house-sites valued at about Rs 30 crores. As against a target of 
3 lakh house-site pattas for the current year, the number of house-
site pattas distributed so far has already reached 2 70 lakhs. Beside the 
implementation of thisscheme an Ordinance has been promulgated con­
ferring ownershipnghts on landless agriculturists, agricultural labourers 
and artisans in respect of private sites on which they had constructed 

dwelling houses. Other steps taken for the benefit of the rural poof 

include an upward revision m the minimum agricultural wages and 

the abolition of bonded labour system Another Ordinance has been 

promulgated declaring a moratorium on the recovery of private debts 

owed by small farmers, landless labourers and rural artisans pending 

consideration of more permanent measures of debt relief. Since the$P 
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measures might have an inhibiting effect on private credit, the Govern 

ment have been taking steps to strengthen and improve the co-opera 

tive credit system. A n Ordinance has been recently promulgated to 

strengthen co-operative credit societies and to broad-base their member­

ship The Sow of co-operative credit has also been expanded and it 

is gratifying that during the current year we expect to reach a level of 

not less than Rs 80 crores towards short-term loans, the bulk of 

which will goto small and marginal farmers ARuia! Bank is also 

being established m our State, under the new scheme being sponsored 

by the Government of India 

9. The S F.D A. programme m the State has been expanded 

Apart from the six new districts included m the programme since the 

commencement of the Fifth Plan, four more are expected to be covered 

before the end of the year. The work m the programme areas has 

also gathered momentum During the year 1974-75 the Row of credi 

to small and marginal farmers for various productive purposes m thes 

areas amounted to over Rs 383 lakhs. 

10. The Government^ are committed to the development of back 

ward regions m the State as well as the eco nomic uplift of the weaker 

sections Hon'ble Members are aware that schemes are being undertake** 

m the backward areas m the three regions as part of the Six-po!nt 

Formula with special assistance from the Central Government outside 

the State plan A tribal sub-plan already been drawn up for the tribâ  

areas m the State and Tribal development projects are being imple­

mented with additional Central assistance A separate department has 

been created for looking after the interests of the socially and educa­

tionally backward classes. The corporations which have been set up for 

undertaking economic support programmes for the scheduled castes an d 

Backward classes have been able to expand their operations and have 

so far been able to put on ground schemes costing nearly Rs 4 croreS* 

11. In the Reld of Urban development Hon'ble Members are 

already aware of the setting up of the Hyderabad Urban Develop­

ment Authority. The authority has already initiated action for imple­

mentation of schemes withm the twin cities with assistance from the 

Government of Iadia. With a view to ensuring that more mageai 
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facih ties for medicine and surgery are made available within the State, 

it is proposed to establish units m diSerent specialities m the twin cities. 

12. Hoa'ble Members will be glad to know that the pace of the 

industrialisation of the State is gaming momentum. A number of 

projects m the public, private and joint sector such as Sponge Iron and 

Billets Project, with a total outlay of Rs. 17 crores, Rayon grade Pulp 

Factory costing Rs. 20 crores , Rayalaseema Paper Mills Rs. 40 crorei, 

Cement Unit, Anantapur Rs 18 crores- Tyres and Tubes Project Rs. 34 

crores, Refract ones and Caustic Soda Unit Rs. 25 crores, are coming up 

m the State It is also a matter for gratiRcation that industrial labour 

retations are by and large satisfactory Action has been initiated as 

part of the20-Pomt Economic Programme to set up joint councils at 

plant and shop-floor levels The apprenticeship scheme m the State ^ 

is also being successfully implemented, the achievement exceeding 

100 per cent of the target. 

13 Handloom weavers constitute the second largest occupation! 

group m the State and the Government have taken various steps to 

strengthen and develop handloom industry. Besides providing addi­

tional funds to the apex co-operative institutions, Government have 

set up a Textile Development Corporation for the promotion of 

various activities connected with the development of the Handloom 

Industry 

14. In the Reld of education, Hon'ble Members will be glad to 

know that the University Grants Commission has approved establish­

ment of two new Universities—one at Warangal and the other at Guntur 

Steps arebemg taken to upgrade the existing Post-Giaduate Centres 

at these two places into full-fledged Universities and the Government 

will be introducing the necessary legislation for this purpose at an early 

date 

15 As elsewhere i n India and all over the world 1975 was celebrated 

as International Women's Year m Andhra Pradesh also. Various 

activities have been organised for the Welfare of women hi 

order to acce*srat3 the development programmes for the 
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economic uplift of women, a Women's Co-operative Finance Corpora­

tion was set up during the year Government have also sanctioned 

establishment of an Academy for Children 

16 The Government have been keen to develop the Film industry 

m the State Towards this end a number of measures including the 

grant of loans for setting up Rim studios as well as cinema theatres have 

been approved A Film Development Corporation has been set up to 

function as a principal agency for implementing the Government's policy 

m th:s regard This Corporation will also assist m the putting up of 

auditoria in diflerent districts as a measure for promoting the 

theatie arts. 

17 The Go\etnment are keen m taking steps for the promotion 

ofTelugu and other languages spoken m the State Following the 

successful organisation of the World Telugu Conference last year an 

International Telugu institute has been set up m the State Further 

measures are being taken to facilitate the use of Telugu as the Official 

language m different ofEces m the State Government have also sanc­

tioned the establishment of an Urdu Academy 

18 Hon'ble Members maybe interested to know of the several 

recent developments that have taken place m regard to the organisation 

of public services m the State In pursuance of the Six-Point Formula a 

Presidential Order was issued m October 1975 providing for the organi­

sation of local cadres and for the regulation of direct recruitment This 

order is intended to ensure the equitable sharing of employment and 

promotion opportunity amongst persons belonging to diSerent parts 

of the State The Government have already taken action for the imple­

mentation of the provisions of this order The long standing ban on 

regular direct recruitment has also been lifted m respect of all categories 

of posts under the State Government The Andhra Pradesh Public 

Service Commission has resumed regular direct recruitment to various 

categories of posts 

19. The Government have been giving special attention to securing 

improvement in the representation of Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes 

and Backward Classes m the public services and a number of measures 

121—14 
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have been recently tahen to achieve this objective. The scheme of reservd 
t ion of posts m favour of the above communities has been extended ti 
cover almost all posts under the State Government to be BHed by direc 
recruitment The statutory rules have also been amended and ai 
Inspectorate established to ensure strict compliance with the scheme o 
reservation. A State Employment Exchange has been established t( 
facilitate optimal placement of Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribe*: 
candidates throughout the State 

20. The Government have always been concerned with making 
adequate provision for the welfare of services O n the basis of th< 
recommendation made by the Pay Revision Commissioner revised pa3 
scales were sanctioned eSective from the 1st of January 1974 A furthej 
increase m the Deamess Allowance was g!ven with effect from the lsto! 
January 1976. 

21 A State Administrative Service has been created to provide a 
core of competent middle level administrators to handle a variety oj 
assignments in the context of Government's expanding role. A numbci 
of special working groups have been set up to recommend measures foi 
simplification and streamlining of administrative procedures Action hag 
been taken to retne from service those m respect of w h o m such retire 
men twas considered desirable m the public interest m accordance with 
the service rules. These measures are expected to help in toning up 
the administration 

22. While the Law and Order situation m the State has been weH 
maintained it is necessary to exercise continued vigilance to prevent and 
check the activities of anti-social forces. The Government are deter­
mined to take a]l necessary steps for ensuring peaceful conditions and 
orderly development of the State.
