District.

(c) Government has extended financial relief to Small Farmers /Mar-
ginal Farmers & Agricultural Labourers under cyclone relief. 15 poul-
try farmers out of all the farmers that lost stock are covered under
Small Farmers Development Agency pattern of assistancé by providing
one unit of 100 chicks at subsidised rates. So far 65 units in the
Krishpa and 11 units in ‘Guntur District were distributed. Poultry
units are supplied to the Small Farmers/Marginal Farmers & Agricul-
tural Labourers who lost poultry farms and well also to the Small
Farmers Marginal Farmers & Agricultiral Labourers ‘under Small
Farmers Development Agency. It is proposed to supply 500 units in
the cyclone affected areas in Krishna District. In Guntur District
under Small Farmers Development Agency pattern so far 11  poultry
units have been supplied to 11 persons under Small Parmers/Marginal
Farmers and Agricultural Labourers schemes. It is proposed to supply
350 units in the District.
