not have been possible but for the fact that the police on the spot showed
commendable patience and sobriety inspite of termfic provocation at
that time I am very happy to say that the police men were very effi-

respectfully urge that the staff that has been granied atleast will be filled

up so that they will be 1n a position to deal with the crime which 1s on
the 1ncrease

Next, I would hike to urge that it 1s very good that you have made
a provision to build houses for the constabulary and other staf But
1t mentions only 1n regard to staff, all those people, who live in  Cities
It seems the deplorable conditions of Housing for the plice staff in the
villages have not been taken mto consideration Some of the villages
where the police stations are there, they do not have their own buildings
Simuilarly, the staff are also not having the houses I hope the Home
Minister will look 1nto the matter and try to set right things 1 the villa-
ges too

Then, I would like to urge the Minister i regard to Jails. Several
times, from this forum, I have urged for improvement of Jails No
doubt some changes are there 1n the Central Jail and also 1n the District
Jails. But unfortunately, the conditions of the Sub-Jails 1n the Moffu-
sils are as bad as they are in the year 1942 when I had the mis-fortune of
bemng there 1 one of the Cells there. The conditions are the sarme 1
the Sub-Jails You do not provide any Toilet During the whole—
might, you will have to answer your calls of nature m a pot and 1t has to
be thrown out-stde  Even m the year 1979 if you do not provide a small
facility like toilet in Sub-Jails, what 1s that we can do? Last time also
T urged over thus matter. I hope the Minsster concerned if he want to
get 1 touch with this matter, mnstead of sitting there, he can atleast visit
some of the Sub-Jails to know the conditions and set night the things.
There are some Canteens 1n the Central Jail and why not you extend the
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same facilities of Canteens to Sub-Jails > After 2% 2!' the 1tems of
food aie smuggied nto the Jails clandestinely pasing Iot of monies to
these Jail Guards No doubt you will give an applcat.cn that the Supe-
rintendent of the Sub-Jail for getting the focds from ocutside My ex-
perience .5 you will have to pay about Rs 200 to 300 per month for cetting
the food Why all these things ? You can make & de-facto thmg into
a de-jure thing By that, they can get their own food This would not
only remove corruption 1n the Jails but also provide whole-sale requisite
food for those people

Then, in regard to Fire Services, Sir  The Director of Fire Services
know that Adoni is very important commercial centie and there 1s big
cotton market where we get lot of cotton and groundnut stocks and—
they are subjected to lot of fire accidents in those cotton markets I
very respectfully urge that a Fire Station be established in the cotton
market where the goods worth crores of rupees are there I once agamn
urge the Home Mimister to make note of it and provide some sort of
Fire Station in the Market Yard at Adom

With regard to Justice, Sir We are talking of decentralisation
In Kurnool 1tself, as you all know, vou have got three District Judges
Courts Instead of 3 District Judges Courts at one place, if you are able
to transfer one to Adoni, which 1s a very big sub-divisional Centre, it
will not only decentralise the dispensation of justice but also 1t will give
lot of help to the hitigant public  As it 15, 8 man has to come from a far
off place Iike Xosigt from 100 miles to Kurnool If the Court is at—
Adoni, the distance would be about 30 miles or so  Adoni1 1s a centrally
situated place and it would serve the people of Pattikonda, Adom and
Alur also Ifit 15 established at Adoni, you can give speedy justice
to the people You all know that ustice delayed 1s justice denied

Another point 1s that in some places, the Judicial Officers do pot
have any quarters In Mofussils, unfortunately, the Law Officials,

aline as to how to face the traffic menace, and there are other forms also,
where we have been discussing We had a meeting of the Consultative

Commuttee also where their suggestions would also be taken wnto consi~
deration.

So, the police department 1s well planning and 1 need the co-
operation of the Members mn that affair, because now and then, foot-
path man may suffer. Your own brother who 1s having a shop may
suffer. If we look to that suffering we will be able to solve the traffic
problem ? 8o, I need the co-operation of Members  If all of you and
every public representative feel that 1s good, 1t 1s gomng to give the good
results. But there 1s a time Factor and various other factors have been

considered and new methods have been evolved and now it 1s giving
very good results.

If more co-operation i1s there, we will be defimtely get success.
Now and then, if you bring more things either to my notice or of the
notice of the Government, they will be rcetified. About the slow moving
traffic some of the members have elsewhere suggested in their talks.
The problem of the traffic m one side and in another side, it is the human
problem. So we have to look for both the things and work out a plan.

All are aware I hope, that long back, Rikshas have got fixed some
scootor type of motor but unfortunately that type didnot worked well,
So, some more hew plans are being worked out. If the plans are
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worked out successfully, then only the question of slow moving traffic

will be solved  Other wise 1t 1s unimagmative and nobody can remove
that slow moving traffic

Modermsation of police force is seen by all the Members. We
have brought two new ranges at Karimnagar and Anantapur), develop-
ment of Computor system, two posts of Deputy Commussioners and
Armed Reserve Platoons, new cricles at Managalagiri, Ponnur and
Koretla, and new Police Station each one at Chilakaluripeta and Ratila
of Khammam District The Intelligence wing at the State headf
quarters has been recorganised The District city special branch was also
strengthened On the basis of these recommendations, the moderani-
sation of police force have been taken at this level In the scientific
computor system, in the Phase-II, the cost amounted to Rs 4 50 lakhs;
while the cost of wire-less equipment, tramning and purchase of vehicles,
altogether the expenditure has come upto Rs 40 5 lakhs. Apart from
this, we are developing our Forensic Laboratory and it is giving very
very good results in detceting crimes

In the statement, placed on the Table of the House, various refor-
matory measures to improve the hiving sonditions of the inmates have
been dealt with. Jail traning-school has been started recently to train
the staff of the jail in modern concept of correctional services as well as
physical traimming, as my friend suggested. On an experimental basis
a wage system was mtroduced i the Central Jail at Hyderabad in July,

This has benefitted 371 prisoners who  earned a total amount of
Rs 13,000 approximately This scheme will be revived and this system

will also be extended to other jails, depending upon the availabihity of
funds.

Durmg this year, two Fire Stations were opened one at Chandulal
Baradart and the other at Moulal and an amount of Rs. 33.38 lakhs
1s proposed to be provided for replacing the old vehicles. New fire
stations are being sanctioned to extend feasibillity to signal units. The
cost involved for fire stations is Rs. 5.2 lakhs. Out of 209 talukas in
the State, fire stations are only at 66 taluk headguarters. To provide
fire stations at the remaimmng talukas, we have been trying o gef assis-
tance from the Government of India. We will do our best to meet the
demands of the Members, as they wanted fire stations at every taluka.
