The leval opinion is that the High
Court has no jurisdiction to entertain the wyit-petition in matters like
this, after the AP, Administrative Tribunal coming into  exisiance.

Dr. M. Channa Reddy:—

Skylabis the largest and the most sophisticated artificial earth
satellite launched by the U.S.A.in the year, 1973. Since 1974 itis
abandoned in space with its systems completely turned off. The space
craft now sails on 203 nautical miles (perigee) and 208 nautical
miles (cabogee,) in slightly elliptical orbit, parallel to grourd flying nose
forward.

Tenuous gases reaching skylab orbital altitude slowly reduced its
flightenergy and caused it to desend. Now the space craft has started
wobbling and has been losing altitude more rapidly than expected.

Normally small satellites when they enter earth’s atmosphere,
burn up completely due to friction. In the case of comparatively
heavy ones like the Skylab, a part may plunge down to earth at a great
impack velocity. This poses a dangerbecause while the time of its fall
can be calculated within a month or s0, the place cannot be predicted,
thus precluding the possibililty of forewarning the people to be affected
by the fall.

The path of the Skylab cover large part on the earth from 50
dogrees north to 50 degrees South. The fragments of the satellite may
fall anywhere inthis belt. It is fairly certain that the bulk ofthe space
craft will burn upin the atmosphere. Neverthless, nearly one-third of
the station may rain down in a shower of some 500 fragments along a
