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STATEMENT BY THE CHIEF MINISTER.

re: Service conditions and allowances of Police Officers
and Police-men in the State.

Dr. M. Channa Reddy :—Hon’ble Members are aware that the
service conditions of Policemen have recently been the subject matter
of considerable discussion and public concern. We have been attend-
ing to these matters to the best of our ability from time to time. The
question of the pay scales of Police Officers and Policemen is one of
the issues which has been looked into by the Pay Revision Commis-
sioner as part of the general pay structure of the State Government
employees. Iam confident that as a result of the recommendations of
the Pay Revision Commissioner, the pay scales, as well as the total
emoluments of Policemen and Police Officers will be improved
compared to the existing levels. A decision in this regard will be taken
along with the decisions on the recommendations of the Pay Revision

Commissioner, which, as Hon‘ble Members are aware, is under active
consideration of the Government.

One of the important policy issues is with regard to the right
of association of Policemen and the manner in Which this can be brought
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about consistent with, on the onc hand, the need to provide a forum
for discussing the general sarvice condi ions and other grievanzes of the
Policemen and, on the other, with the special nataure of .he police
force as auniformed force responsible for the maint nance of law
gud order.

Government have alieady accepied in principle the right f
association of Police Officers. Government or wware of thz adver:2
consequences of having a multiplicity of associaiioas in an organ sation
like the police force. There could therefore be three associations one
for the Indian Police Service, onc for the Andhra Pradcsh Police
Gazetted Officers and one for the remaining officers- In this connestion
Government note that an Andhrz Pradesh Police Officers Association
has been formed.

Government are of the view that such Associations should
cover all the members of the sesvices concerned so thit a member of
the service is ipso facto a member of the relevant association.
Government can then automatica.ly deduct the sibscription and remit
it to the Association concerned.

Government are in agreem.nt with the recomme wdaions of the
National Police Commission that the following guide lines shouid be
kept in view while granting recogi.ition to the Policemen’s Associations:

(i) Membership shall be restricted to serving policemen only.

No outsiders, wh ther a Government servant or not, shali
be entitled to membership or function as an office bearer of
the Assceiation or be connected with itin any advisory or
other capacity.

(i) Members shall not have the right to strike work or with
hold their services o: otherwise delay the performance of
their duties in any manner.

(iif) The Association shall not resort to any cocrcive method or
agitation for obtaining redressal of grievances.

(iv) The Association shall not do anything which may affect
the efficiency of the force or undermine its discipline.

{v) The Association shall be absolutely non-political in charac-
ter and shall not be connected direcily or indirectly with
political activity of any kind.

I have discussed this matter with representatives of the Police-

man and they have agread that the rules of the Association that could
be formed would follow these guidelines. The rules of the existing
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assceiations also should where necessary be amended to be in keeping
with these gaide lines.

There are a number of issues relating to the various allowances
t vii hpolicemen are eligible and there have been requests that
these roquire to be suitably revised. The Chief among these relate to
tle fac that Policzmen work on holidays and that even on norma]
worki~2 days they have to work for much longer hours than other

Coverr.ment empioyees. Their duties also are sush that they are very
often exposed 1o risk and subjected to strain. Some recompensation
has therefosc to bz considered taking these factors into account.

Compensation for Working Overtime & on  Gazetted Holidays:
Policerrer have to be on duty on gazetted holidays and even on
S miws. Thssituction can be changed and policemen zllowed to
c.alio et'e.st a weekly holiday just as other Government employees
o.ly waen the for.e is sutably sirengthened in numboars. Since these
would a'e wometim:, Government have decided that polisemen of
the v« k of Inspector and below should be comoensated for working
o ol honidays by 15 days additional earned .eave being credited
10 thei acsemt and by their being permitizd to encas.s this additinoal
areed leave m the sams manner as Governmeit empioyees are now
perri.ted o encah 15 Jays of normal earncd ieave per year, in case
the pol ee.ie1 are denied availment of (his leave in the public interest.

Bes des wo <ing on public holidays the policzmen ¢Iso wok
b.yond nur:al houss. There are prastical difficulties in evo ving any
sait blt syst m1 0 paynent of overtime allowan: es for such sdditional
wor.. Governmert have, therefore, decided that asa compensation
forvrking nvertone, policemen of and below the rank of laspectors
woe Jdlelte afi ther additional earned leave of 15 days ser year,
which they will be allowed to encash to the same manner as other
Government 2mployees are permitted 10 encash normal earnad leave.
This additional carned leave of 15 daysand its encashment isin
addiiion to the 15 days sanctioned as a compensation for working
on public holidays.

The total additional earned leave that policemen of and below
tae rank of Inspestor would be entitled 10 on the basis of the above

decisions would, therefore, be 30 daysin a year. This will be credited
to the account of the employees concerned inthe same manner as
normal earned leave is credited, viz., 15 days belng credited to the
account on the Ist of Japuary and another 15days on the Ist of

In the cur.ent year all Naiks posts will be upgraded to those of Head
Constcbles. The additicnal expenditire on this will be Rs. 14 lakhs
this year and a further 14 Iakhs next year when Lance Naiks posts
will elso be upgraded to that of Head Constables.

Ccempensation for  Injury, Btc:—According to the order

cortai-ed in G. O. Ms, No. dated 30-4-71 families of the members of
1l e Police Force are entitled to a comrpensation of Rs. 10,000 when
t e rumber is kil'ed in the course of the performance of his duty and
t e membes is entitled to a certain compersation when he suffers
viriovs types of disabilities. The compensation in the caseof per-
manen! disablement which is at present Rs, 3,500/~ will be raised to
Rs 5,000/-. The Police Officers will be eligible to the various com-
pensations mentioned in the G. O. ciled abovein addition to the
benefits that thay are entitled to under the Family Benefit Scheme.

Orderly System:—The Government have decided to abolish the

PTesent sys'em of Orderlies and replace it by an alternative system of
Ssistence tothe officeres in performrance of certain duties, details of

which are being worked out separately. Where orderlies are abolished

an allowaace of Rs. 125/~ p. m. per orderly subject to amaximum of
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Aoccommodation:—Apart from the above, the Governmert are

Paving increasing attention to provision of full family accommodation
to Police Officers who are entitled to rent free quarters. The Andhra
pradesh Police Housing Corporationis already engeged in the
construction of quarters for policemen in order to reach the target of

75°, family accommodation. The Government will fully utilise the
amount of Rs 12, 25 crores alloted by the Seventh Finace Commis-
sion for this purpose during the next five years. A proposal to use
this amount as margin money and obtain additional funds from
Financing Institutions is also under consideration.

The total cost of the measures that I have announced above
comes to Rs. 5 crores. This is besides the cost of revision of pay
scales of the Police Services which will be taken up as part of the
general decisions on the recommendations of Pay Revision Com-
missioner.

At the time I had announced interim reljef to the Government
employees in March, 1979 | had mentioned that the various measures
1 had then announced would cost a considerable finansial burden on
the Government. The amount of Rs. 5 crores which the present
measures would cost will be over and above the earlier commitments.
Qur financial position is such that this will naturally impose a consi-
derable further strain on it. Yes Government have decided to
undertake these measures because of their anxiety to provide for the
welfare of the State Police Force. The State Police have been a
disciplined force which has done its duty in regard to the maintenance
of lawand order with commendable devotion. The Government hove
been aware and appr.ciative of this Iam fully confident that the
Police force will continue to uphold the traditions in all circumstances.
The ‘Police Force has always been a symbol of descipline and of the
prestige of the State. 1 may assure them that Government will always
jake whatever measures are necessary to ensurg their welfare.
