Sri H. Satyangrayana;—This mat.er is very urgent in the sense
that ground-nut crop in 60,000 acres-which isa comme-cial crop is
likely to be affected. The rcason is that we are not getting  sufficient
water from Tungabhadra dam. The Hon‘ble Minister may say  that
the water released from Tungabhadra dem is about 1880 cusecs, Tho-
ugh they havereleased 1880 cusecs at the dam site, Dy the time it
comes to our area, we are only getting 630 cusecs. As a matter of fact
we are entitled on the Andhia side for 730 cusees of water. Unfor-
tunately during the last 15 to 20 days wz did not get mors than 681

cusecs on any day. Ihave got statistics to show that starting with 681
to came to 612 on 7-3-81.

As per the approved working table of the Tungabhadra Board for
the water year 1980-81 the quantity:of the water for Khariff season that
could be drawn from the Tungabhad:a Project Low Level Canal from

1-6-1980 to 18-12-1980 is 14.52 TMC, For Rabiseason from 19-12-80
to 20-4-81 the quantity is 9.523 TMC of water.

2. Due to prevailing drought conditions the Karnataka Govern-
ment was requested at the highest level to releases extra water to
save the Khariff crop to an extent of 43 579 acres As against 14.52
TMC enti-lement the total drawal during the Khaniff season was 15.63
TMC ie. 1.11 TMC extra.

3, The month-wise discharger =s per working table finalised,
the rcleases from the Tungabhdra Reservoir into the Low Level Canal
at the Andhra Pradesh border to ensure irrigation for an  extent of
1.7 lakh acres for Rabi season are as follows: =

January 1981 575 ¢fs.
February 1981 705 ¢fs.
March 1981 699 c/s.
upto April 20ih 81 600 ofs.

Therefore, the question of Andhra Pradesh getting a normal
discharge of 735 ¢/g, water does not arise as the maximum  discharge
required during 2/81 is only 705 ¢/s.

4. In view of the prevailing drought conditions the need for
the drawal of extra water was again discussed at the highest level on
19-2-1981. as a result of which 5.503 TMC cculd be drawn into the
Low Level Canal as against the eligibility of 4404 TMC for the
period, 19-12-1980 to 18-2--80.

5. Tungabhadra Board has been requested to ensure 735 ¢fs of
discharge at A.P. Border in the Low Level Canal. Though a  dis-
charge of 1800 c/s into the Low Level Canalis being released at Tunga-
bhadra Dam to ensure the equired discharge at the border, the  dis-
oharges realised are less than 680 cfs. It is reported that this short-

fall in the discharge is que to unauthorised irrigation and  overdra-
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wals in the Upper reaches in Karnataka area. The  Superintending
Engineer, Tungabhadra Board has reported thatwith a view to ensure
the requived discharge of water at the border, he checked all the
places where upauthorised tapping 1s reported. The Executive Engi-
neer, Low Level Caial Ballary, has aiso made night petrolling arrange
ments with the fieldjstaff to prevent unautherised drawals by  the
ryots during the night :ime The Superintendent of Police Baljary and
the Deputy Commissioper, Ballary have been approachel by the
Superintending En necr, Tungabhadra Board to provide protection to
the fild staff eng ged mn the night aad to the Board pioperty with a
view to emsure that the required discharges are maintained at the
bosder.

Sri K. Prabhakar Reddy :—On the intervening night of

1/2-3-1981, five upknown culprits armed with axes, sticks ang a gun
went to Kothapalem, hfo, Remidicherla village in Madhira Police
Station limits, woke up a ryot sleepingin his fields ard forcible took
him to the village. Taey asked him to tell names of rich ryots in the
village and when he told the names, one of them asked himin broken
Telugu to show the house of Sri Narasayya, one of the rich ryots:
The person who spoke to the villagers in broken Telugu was ater-
preting his answers to others in some languags which is not knowg to
the villagers. The culprits entered the compound of Sri Nar.g yya
and tied him to a pole of the pendal and indiscriminately beyt him
and stabbed the inmates who were sleeping under pencals. While ope
was keeping watch over persons whom they beat, three persors
entered into the rooms of the thatched Fkonse, the doors of  which
wete not locked. Meanwhile on hearing noisz two neighbourers Na.xely
Sri Ramayya from the next door and Sri Rama Rao from opposite
house came out from their houses. One of the culprits Wwho yas
armed with a gun and keeping watch ouiside the house opened fre
twice in two directions in which they came. The firing 1esulted in
the death of Sri Rama Rao and injuries to  Sri Ramayya on hig
thigh and forehand. They carried away two suit cases conlaining
clothes valuables and ransacked them in fields. They have taken only
gold ornaments worth of Rs. 15,000 and cash Rs. 1,000 and
abandoned the suit cases and clothes. Inall, 5 inmates and one farm
servant of the complainant received stab or axe injuries
and two neighbourers received pelted injuries of which one
died on the spot. Of the reMaining 7 injured, four  were

admitted in Government Hospital, Madhira and 3 at Headquarters
Hospital Khammam. All the injured are out of danger and they are
progressing. The culprits appear to be non-locals who do not know
local language. The Superintendent of Police, Khammam and Deputy
Inspector-General of Police, Warangal Range visited the scene on
2-3-1981. Special Police parties were formed to work out clues in
this case and sent them to neighbouring villages and police stations
of Krishna District. Patrolling is being made in the village and in
the neighbouring villages to boost up the morale of the public,

has made satisfactory progress in the collection of valugble evidence
in tracing the dead body of Shaik Hussain which was abondoned in
Yellandu Forest of Khammam District, All possible stcps are being
taken to finalise the investigation quickly.

Regarding the murder of Sri Yadagiri it is reported that on
5-2.1981 at 1809 hours, 3 dead body was found by a cattle grazr
nam>d Kusa Veakatziah aged about 8 years in the outskirts of Oati-
mgmidipalli hamlet of Inavole village within the Police Siation limits
of Wardhnnapet atout 20 K.Ms. away from Wasangal. The police
patel received the information at 1300 hours on 6-2-1981. And after
verifying +he presenc: of the dead body he reported the matter to
Wardhannapet Police Staiion at 1700 hours on 6-2-1981. The Sub-
Inspector of Police; Wardhannapet ‘registered this case in crime
No. 21/81 u/s 174 Cr, P.C. and proceeded to the scene of offence.
He held inquest over the dead body on 7-2-4981. During the course
of inquest the identity of the deceased was established as Nagapuri
Pedda Yadagiri, son of Mallaiah aged about 50 years, Kalal, R/O Fort
Warangal. The deceased was known to be indulging in illicit distil
lation. Since the deceased was in the habit of selling arsack illicitly
the blood relations and panchayatdars at inquest suspected that the
deceased might have been killed by the arrack contractor’s men and

so the section of law altered to 302 I P.C. on the same day and in-
vestigation was taken up by the Circle Inspector of Police, Mamnoor
under the supervision of S,D.P.O. Warangal Rural Dr. P. Sunder,
Tuter For ensic Medicine, Kakatiya Medical College, Warangal, con-
ducted the post—mortem on 8-2-1981.
