Mr.Chairman, Mr. Speaker and Hon’ble Members Of TheLegis-

- lature It js with great pleasure thet I welcome you to this joint session
of both Houses of Legislature which is special in more than one way.
This year hzppens to be the Silver Jubilee Year of the formation of
Andhra Pradesh. While we cannot fail to recall the services of great
men like Sarvashri Potti Sriramulu, Swami Ramanznda Txrtha and

Tanguturi Prakasam Pantulu, through whose singleness of purpote and
dedication the Stare has come to occupy the pride of place today
among the States of the Indiag Union; it is also an occasion to renew
our pledge to the people to strive harder for their economic and socizl
betterment. I am glad that the Silver Jubilee Celebrations have
. been planned in such a way as tofocus attention on st least one

important item of social or economic development every month so
that during that month there is an intensive drive towards fulfilment
-of the targeted objective. Besides this the celebrations would alse
hlghlight the integrity and cultural unity of over 5-crore Telugus. It
is also a matter of jubilation that the 2nd World Telugu Conference
is proposed to be held at Kuala Lumpur from 15th April 1981, with

We appear to be thespecial target of natures fury every year in
recent times. While in  September the unprecedented floods in

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It i.s gratifying to note that the economy of the State has been
able to withstand the strain caused by these natural calemities and is
well set on road to progress and prosperity.

The Law and Order situation has been satisfactory. However
the year did not pass off without its share of extremists trouble,
students’ agitationand communal tensions. Thankg so the timely and
effective measures taken by Government, peace and public tranquillity -
have been generally maintained.

Against’ this backdrop, it has beer possible to formulate the
State’s Sixth Five Year Plan at an impressive outlay of Rs. 3,100
crore§ and obtain Planning Commission. approval.

" proposed to maintain this tempo next year also. The Andbra Pradesh
Residential Educational Institutions Society has expanded its activities by
opening its 7th school in Keesaragutta in Rengsreddy District from
the carrent academic year. A masterplan for the development of
sports has been formulated and will be implemented under the super-
vision of the Andhra Pradesh Sports Council. The Andhra Pradesh
Government,s scheme of awards which are being given to college
. teachers has been extended to Oriental Colleges as well as Jawaharlal
 Nehru Technological University teaching staff. During the current
year, 14 degree colleges have been permitted to be opened, 8 by Gov-
ernment and 6 by private management.
