Guntur, Hestated in his statement that at the time of admission of
prisoners into Government General Hospital, Guntur he was working
as Civil Assistant Surgeon and Biood Bank Medical Officer, Govern-—
ment Hospital, Gun:ur and during that period he was also incharge
Superintendent, Sub-Jail, Guntur. He stated in his statement that
as incharge Superintendent of the Sub-Jail he had no authority to
admit any patient in the Government Hospital.

Surpanch, did
not come to the enquiry and helped to prove that these doctors had
given false certificates. I am of the opinion that the entire action in
the matter can be dropped.

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DISCUSSION ON ADDRESS BY THE GOVERNOR. (contd) .

$ri Ashok Gajapathi Raju (Vijayanagaram):—Mr. Speker Sir,
Regarding ths Governot’s Address, a lot of hope has been given to -
the people through his réported Sixth Five Year Plan. It is well known
that since 1960-61, the growth average in Andhra Pradesh has been
lower than the conntry’s average. In the Sixth Plan the couatry is
_projecting a growth rate of 5% and if Andhra Pradesh, over a few~
successive plans, have to go on par with the sountry, it will have to
have a minimum growth of 5.57%. For such a growth rate, the plan
outlay should have been to the tune of Rs 8,837 crores. It is not
known why the State Government. has submitted to the Planning
Commission an outlay of Rs. 4,100 crores and an approved ' outlay
of Rs. 3,100 crores leaving a big deficit of Rs. 5,737 crores. I think
it is foolishness to expect-or to think that this enormous gap will be

‘bridged by private investment. . :

-+ Needless to mention that a lot of stress. has been taken on
infrastiucture. An essential ingredient for infrastructure is emergy. -
“This energy policy in our State has been very very badly -managed.
“When our jnstalled capacity was about 850 M. Ws, ‘our -generation. .
was 650 M.Ws. - Now with an installed capacity of 2,300 M.Ws
we are generating 818 M. Ws. Efficiency has come down but.we
ipsist on our ineffisiency being chasged on to the consumers, Tamil -
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Nadu buying electrlclty from Andhra Pradesh is capable of supplying
to its agriculturists at 12 paise, per unit. While we are supplying to our
Agricultuerists at 16 paise, per unit.

Our Local Bodies, be they Panchayats or M.nicipalities are in
a hallow of financial means and they have to pay a very high price
for public utility such as supply of drinking water and strect ligh.ing.
Stress has been made ofi drinking water. The Municipalities in
" Andhra Pradesh are paying 20 paise or above per unit. An average
Municipality with a population of one lakh is spending Rs. 4 lakhs a
year on electricity. While the Tamil Nadu is paying 16 paise per unit
for some reason we do not understand, certain’ profit making mdustry
is given even upto 8 pais: per unit. I cannot understand why this 8 paise -
peér unit should not be charged on the public ytilities, supplytng drink-
ing water to the péople which is an essential thing which you have
agreed-in the Minimum Needs programme.

_ Education is one aspect. There are about 71 Junior and degree
Colleges, private or Government in our state, forget higher education.
Even coming down to the elementary education leve!, in my constitu-
ency, for instance, there have been 650 rejects last year for §th class
“which is against the Directive Principles of our Constitution. Article
45 which states: *“The state shall endeavour to provide w'thin a period
of 10 years from the commencement of this Constitution for free and
compulsory.for all children until they have completed the age of 14
years. This has’ been very clearly ‘mentioned in our Constitution. But
unfortunately in Panchayat Raj there is a Government O.der that even

- if anyone wants a b-anch or school he has to offer Rs.52,000 to the

" Government besides private land, building, equipment etc. The Gover-
ment is incapable of providing this even aftcr many decades of sxisten-
ce of this Constitution.

Another aspect I would like to tell you or would like to bring

. toyour notice is that Governor’s* address has mentioned that the law

and order in our state is very satisfactory. In reality it should have been

far from satisfactory.Over a six month’s period, if you take into account

from 1.6.1980 to 31.12.1980, the number of murders registered is 763

and 6 murders had been commited by the law and order Department,

 viz., Police; rape-124, 2 by the Department; kidnapping etc.96; thefts.
10,727; robbery-228 cheatmg—385 and rioting-1665; decoity-191; Police

It would be more rreaningful and
more sensible to confine our Ministry to probably 18 ministers and it
will be a lesser burden on the exchequer ard probably more useful
work will be done. ’

In the past Governor‘s Address we have seen that there had been
a mention of the.Local Body elections. Of course, pcople like me have
been even in those days did not believe that was going to take place
and time has proved that we are nght Now the present Address has
not mentioned anythmg about these elections at all.

Sti P. Janardhan Reddy ; Dictatorship.

Sri Ashok Gajapathi Raju;-Of course, this is the way and astep
in that direction. But I hope and I appeal to the common-scnse of the
Governmeat to kindly put this into practice ard get these elections
going, instead of being long pexding. I do mot thiuk, you will be
able to get it done by June this year, because of Census. .

There has beena Jot of ‘talk about the public dxstnbntlon :
system of essen ial commodities. The very idea of having this system
is to reach this commodity to the people at reasoaable rates and also
easure regular supply of all these commodities. Unfortunately this is.
not being done, Bssides these, there are lois of people, where
wi-offici lly public donatiors are being collcced on these essential
commodides. This requircs aftention and I hope you will be . able
to do.it.

_ Another.simple thing was that we have about 27,221 vxllagu in
our Statc out of which, accordingto the Governor’s  Address, 17,200
villages have been electrified. That leaves 10,021 villages still to be
electrified. ‘At this rate, probably it will take another 20 years, I request
the Governmegt to kindly take up the scheme on a war footing
because this is necessary infrastructure and very esseptial for any
developing State and to cieate infra-structure in all ou: villages is

" essential. Ihope thatthe Government. wxll takeit up serxously, ,

. thank you- for giving me this opportusity. .
