In Central Govt., the relief admissible is 62 1/2%
of pension subject to minimum of Rs. 62.50 anda maximuma of
Rs.312.50 p.m. In the case of those who retired on or after 31-9-77
and opted for the benefit of merger of D.A in pay and for those who
retired after 30th April, 1979, the relief admissible is 42 1/2% of pension
Snbject to a minimum of Rs 42,50 and a maximum of Rs.212.50
p-m.

In our State, the minimum pensionis Rs, 100/- p.m. The
relief admissible on pensions under the State Govt,, is 25% of pension
to those who draw pension upto Rs. 500/-p.m. and 209/ of pension for
those whose pension eXceeds Rs. 500/-p.m. For this purpose, the
pension includes original pension plus relief given from time to time

Accordingly negotiatioas with the Unions Were held separately
with the individual Unions. While these negotiations were in progress
APSRTC, Employees Union, Staff and workers Federation, A.P.
§T.R.C, Karmik Sangh and A.P.SR.1°C;, Supervisors’ . Association
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has informed that they have formed Joint Actions Commit.ee to nego-
tiate on the revisoin of scales of pay and allowances. The Anchra
Pradesh State and Transport Corporation National Mazdoor Union did
not join the abovVe action Committee.

 On being asked by the Corporation, the Joint Action Committee
submitted a revised charter ot demands on 16-9-81 which enviszged an

additional burden of about Rs.27.51 crores per annum including che cost
of interim settlement and the Natioral Mazdoor Union has also sub-
mitted a revised Memorandum on 28-9-81 which ¢Osts about Rs. 22.47
Crores per annum,

In the meetings hcld with Joint Action Committee and th®
A.P.SR.T.C.. National Mazioo- Union during the montbs of Septem-
ber, and Octobar. 1981, the reasonableness of the offer of Rs. 6.00
Crores per annum Was expl dined in detail vis-a-vis the financial position
oftbe Corporation. It was pointed out that the offer of Rs 6.00 Crores
represented an increase of 14% over the wage bill of Rs. 42.00 crores
as on 31st December, 1979, i.e, the date of expiry of ¢ arlier wage agree
ment, while in the earlier wage revision 1 1970 and 197A. the wage
increases were b_low 10%, though ihe corporation was doing well
financially in those periods. Further. the attention of the Unions was
also drawn to the fact that since Ist January, 1980, i.c. the date om
which the revision of wage became due, performance incentive schemes

involving additional payments to employees of over Rs. 2,00 crores per
annum were introduced without linking them to the wage negotiations.

It was explained to the Unions that the examples of Maharastra
State Road Transport Corporation, and Andhra Pradesh Electricity
Board, were not strictly valid. The M harastre State Road Transport
Corporation. had achieved much bet.er earn‘ngs than the Andhra Pra-
desh State Road Transport Corporation. besides not having any inccr-
tive scheme. In thecase of Andhra Pradesh State El.ctricity Boards
the last wage revision was done with effect from 1st, April, 1974, where
as during the same period between Ist April, 1974 and Ist April, 1981,
the employees of Andhra Pradesh State Road Transport Corporation
would have the benefit of two wage revisions with effect from 1st January
1976 and 1st January, 1980, respectively, and in addition would also be
entitled to one more mcrcment of pay in the revis.d scales with effect
from 1st January, 1981. Further, Andhra Predech  Stcte
Electricity Board, has been able to achieve over 300%
improvement. in its producti vity and earnings from
1974 to 1981 with only slight increase in strength of its employees.
(The Increase in the strength of its employees over this period was
less than 109%,). On the other hand, in the case, Andhra Pradesh
State Road Transport Corporation, there has been an increzse in the
number of employees from ebout 29,000 in 1974 to above 64,000 in
