Water Supplying and Sanitary works alone was entrusted to M/s. Civil 

Enterprises, Engineers and contractors, the amount of contract being 

Rs. 33,96,05,500. Agreement was concluded with the contractors on 

1& 8.19%. N o advance payment has been made to the contractors. 

2. The site was handed over the agency on 1S.9.1978 and the 
work was to be completed within 9 months Le by 14.6.1979. The 
contiactorexecutedtheworkamountmgtoRs. 13,54,203.00 during th* 
agreement period. Extension of time was granted to the contractor for 
the completion of the work upto 31.3.1981. The contractor executed the 
'Work amounting to Rs. 14,02,489.00 during the extended period. Thus 
the total value of the work done by the contractor comes to Rs. 
27,56,694/—. During the course of execution, the contractor was levied 
penalties totalling to Rs.16,000/—. As the progress of the work wat
