Sri. It is a fact that Circle Inspector, Bhadrachalam V. Pra-
bhakar Rao visited Pedamattapally, Chinamattapally, Sunnamvari-
gudem, Advi Venkannagudem on 21st and 22nd August, 1982 in
connection with arrest of 6 absconding accused belonging to C.P.M.
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in a murder case in Cr. No. 11/82 u/s 148, 452, 427, 302, 324 rjw
120 (3) IPC of Chinthoor Police Station and could succeed in arres-
ting only one accused Kunja Bujji at Repaka village on 22.8.82.'Soon
after his arrest Kunja Buijji was produced in the Court and remanded
to judicial custody. There was no harassment to the local koyas
of the villages and the police surprised these villages on a definite
information and for a definite purpose i.e., 10 effect the arrest of the
absconding accused concerned in a serious rioting and murder whi-
ch occurred on 21.3 82. at Kotthur village.  The facts of this murder
case ate that accused A-1 Puli Ramayya, Surpanch of Kothur village
(CPM) and 30 other accused who include important local CPM lean-
ders and also of Bhadrachalam conspired and armed themselves
with sticks, knives and axis and raided the houses of Jari Muthayya
and 5 othsr koyas and beat the inmates indescriminately and caused
instantaneous death of Jari Rathayya besides inflicting simple and
grevious injuries to 10 other inmates. The deceased and all the inj-
ured belong to Congress (1) party. The motive for this heinous mur-
der is dispute over 4 acres of wet land called as  Velagallakunta situ-
ated at Kotthur village. This land which belongs to the deceased
and his father is reported to have heen forcibly taken over by Puli
Ramayya and Jari Bomma Subbayya. Out of the 31 accused 25
were already arrested and 6 were absconding and one of them was
artested on 22 8.82. 5 more are still at large. Efforts are conti-
nued to arrest the 5 absconding accused. The deceasad and 10
others who are victims in this case are also koyas and it is the duty
of the police to arrest all the accused concerned in the heinous mur-
der case and put them up for trial.

which alone would save the candidates from undergoing certain
ordeals. After recruitment also they are undergoing certain diffi-
culties with regard to their postings. They are often disturbed
even without the completion of one ysar or one 'and a half years.

With regard to
their service conditions and certain other facilities | may say that
at present their service conditions are not as good as they are desi-
red.

Then
with regard to the opening of new Police Stations, there should be
a norm. There should be some reasonableness in opening of police
stations. Normally for every 30 000 population there should b a
police station. Where some urban areais included in places like
Jagtyal there should be a Station Officer. He must be for the rural
areas attached to that station. He should be attached to the urban
area. When he is attached to both the areas he s, as a result,
neither concentrating on rural areas nor the urban areas. Isheina
position to justify in both these areas? Then with regard to housing
problem, | suggest that police personnel must be provided with
houses. It is also equally necessary for providing houses in taluk
headquarters for Munsif Magistrates. After transfers, as | am wat-
ching, they go from house to house, from on landlord to another.
He will b2 under tha obligation of thair subordinates and the owners
of the housss.

With regard to the mobility, as has been suggested by the
previous speakers, the police personnel who are in charge of law
and order must be provided with vehicles. These are modern days,
when the accused has the vehicle and the culprit has his own tran-
sport methods. To catch them and when they are requited to main-
tain law and order and when these personnel are not provided with
vehicles, | dont know how best we can maintain faw and order.
It has been correctly pointed out by the previous speakers that there
isno democracy, there is no law and order. there is no peace and
there is no proper functioning of this House even, So it is necess-
ary that vehicles must be provided in areas specially like Mahadev~
pur where the Sub-Inspector is having as many as 96 villages, faf
off and widely scattered and they are in jungle also  But no vehicle
is provided. The information itself he gets after three days. By the
time he reaches there it will be again three more days Therefore
he will not be in a position to properly function. My suggastion is
that where you are not in a position to provide jeep: minimum is the
motor cycle. If you say that you cannot spare, | disagree, because
the present day conditions aresuch. Once upon a time, one Cone-
table was going and asking the people to come to the Polica Station
and they were heeding and obeying him. But to~day thete is an
apprehension of their being manhandled. Therefore, such centres
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which are now the breeding centres for unsocial elements must be
provided with vehicles, Let us not think that they are nécessary
only in urban areas. Then we should also have traffic officers.
in places like Peddapalli, atthe entrance of Karimnagar, we are
seeing large number of vehicles parking and even an ordinary citizen
will not be allowed to pass through. In these circumstances, |
would suggest that there should be some parking plots allotted and
some regularisation or some discipline is inculcated in the parking
of these lorries; otherwise we often face the law and order
situation. Even the R.T.C. buses are not allowed to ply as the
lorries park on the road.

With regard to the maintenance of faw and order itis
absolutely necessary for the police to keep an eye on most of those
ndividuals who call themselves as progressives. There are ins
tances wherein even the teaching staff had indulged in some sort
of instigation and spoiled the students. Itis therefore necessary
that the police should be very vigilant and they need not be cowed
down and have any apprehension about some self-styled organisa-
tions which they claim that they are the only custodians of the
rights of the citizens.

1 am now specifically bringing to the Govsrmment’s notice
the conditions prevailing in Karimnagar District. Often it is said
that something is not good or the position has improved in Nal.
gonda or Adilabad or some other district. But | may say that
conditions are not good as they are depicted. No citizen, or no
peace-loving citizen can even to-day have a peaceful night sleep
in the villages. There is always apprehension in the name of
naxalites or in the name of extremists. There are unsocial elements
which are exploitiong the situation and which are using the rural
people. As a result of it. it is not only the lawlessness prevailing
there but there is also destruction to the public properties. They pose
themselves as a sort of party people and they instigate the villagers
and also indulge in the total destruction of the forests.
