Mr. Speaker:—I am to announce to the House that I have
received a Privilege Motion given by Sri P. Siva Reddy against the
Deputy Superintent of Police, Jammalamadugu alleging that the
Deputy Superintendent of Police had indulged in abusive and dero«
gatory language against Legislators and Assembly when Sri Siva
Reddy enquired about the reasons for registering the case against him.
I have admitted the same and referred the matter to the Committee of
Privileges for examination and report.

Sri S. Jaipal Reddy:—Sir, it may not be very proper for us to go
into the merits of admissibility of the Privilege Motion. You have not
read out the notice tabled by the Member because it is necessary for
us to know as to what exactly were his contentions and allegations,
You should read out the motion.

Mr. Speaker:—I will read out.

“From P. Siva Reddy, ML.A., Jammalamadugu to the Hon.

Speaker, Andhra Pradesh Legislative Assembly, Hyderabad.
Sir,

I herewith give Notice of Motion of Privilege against Sri Raja-
ratnam Naidu, Deputy Superintendent of Police, Jummalamadugu for
attempting to defame and intimidate me as a Legislator by registering
a case as Crime No. 26/83, sections 395, 353, 225, LP.C. of Jammala-
madugu Police Station and aiicating nie una {or inuulging in oerogatory
language agaisst Assembly and Legislators.

On 1st March 1983, Sri R. Rajagopala Reddy, Sri B. Veera Reddy
and myself met the Supenintendent of Police, Cuddapah as Legislators
and discussed in general, the crime situation in the district and the
deterioration particularly in Jammalamadugu areas and the indifference
of the Police towards growing menace ol Maka und gambling and
requested the Superintendent of Police to activise the Police Depart-
ment and launch a drive against these evils.

Probably keeping in view the gencral complaint, we made parti-
cularly with regard to the situation at Jammalamadugu, the Deputy
Superintendent of Police, Jammalamadugu developed animus against
me and wanted to harass my friends and associates instead of attempt-
ing to control the evils we mentioned.

On 6th March 1983, the D.SP., Jammalamadugn at about 1-30
p.m., actually raided a house belonging to one L. Venkataramana Rao
in Nagalakatta street where generally some people used to congregate
for general discussion. He took away 14 people and handed over
them to the police station along with the money they had with them
at that stage.

I bappened to pass through Jammalamadugu from Nelaturu to
Nossam where I was to attend a function. On sceipg my passiog
through, some people brought to my notice about the incident and the
high-handedness of the Police Officer in harassing the innocent people
while keeging quitc about Matka and big gambling houses in the town.
As d'Legislator, I responded to the general public opinion of the
people;"wént"to the police station and having convinced myself about
the irinoblence of the people, brought to the police station and asked
the Head Constable who was present at that time in the police station
to let them off and went awuy in my van way 1o adund the {unction.
I feel that this is quite a simple common affair in day to day life.

Next day, i.c., on 7th March 1983 morning. 1 came to know to
my great surprise that a case was registered against me and Crime
No. 26/83 under sections 395, 353, 225, IP.C. of Jammalamadugu
Polide ‘Station. As a discipline citizen, I went to Jammalamadugg
Police Station from my village and offered myself to be arrested and
enquired about the reasons for registering the case against me. In
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ments to the Bills.

reply the D.S.P. indulged in abusive and derogatory language against
Legislators and Asscmbly by saying that “I déy not carg for the
Legisiators and 1 don’t care for the Assembly, do whatever you can,

hang yoursclf and your Legislature, Y won’t bother and 1 need not
reply and give the reasons.”

I was airested and presented {o the Court. The Hon. Magistrate
release me on bail on medical grounds. e

_All these circumstances clearly indicate the hostility deveoploped
against mc and high-hundednss and unscemly haste with which he
acted and utter .ont..opt pured on the Legislators and the Legislative
Asscmbly—the August Body in the State.

Thus he not only indulged in clear abuse of power but also tiied
to preveni me from uiscnaiging my cuties as Legislator in attending
the Assembly Scssions starting on 9th March 1983. It is a clear case
of breach or privilege of a2 member and contempt of the Legislature of
which 1 am a Member.

Y request appropriate action in the matter may be taken.”

Sri 8. Jaipal Reddy:—I am unable to see to any cause for the
contempt o1 the Hotse seaght tur in the letter except in the remarks
alleged to have been made on Legislators in general and the Assembly
in general. But if such notices are entertained by the Hon. Speaker,
this will prevent the Police Department from registering any case
against wny Legistalor even if he is guilty of crime. This will
really wealen the mo anty ol the Police Department, in pursuing justice.

Sri Y. Ramakrishnudu:—The normal water supply for the twin

cities is 78 Million Gallons per day out of which 16 m.g.d. is earmarked
for industries.

Osman Sagar—28 m.g.d.

Himayat Sagar—22 m.g.d.

Manjira Water Supply I—16 m.g.d.
Manjira Water Supply Phase II—12 m.g.d.
Total—78 m.g.d.

Deducting 16 m.g.d. for industrial supply, there is 62 m.g.d. for
domestic consumption. However, due to failure of monsoon during
1982, the inflow into Osmansagar and Himayatsagar has not been
satisfactory. By the end of the monsoon period both the reservoirs
have not reached the full reservoir levels. On account of low inflow
there is scarcity in some localities. The areas of Malakpet, Gaddi
Annaram and Dilsukhnagar, etc., referred to by the hon. Members are
under the Himayatsagar system and are at the tail end. To maintain
adequate supply for these areas the water level should be 1,758 ft. but
it has reached a level of only 1,534 ft. necessitating a reduction of
drawals from the system. Conscquently scarcity is being felt. Due to
rapid fall in the water level of the resewvoir it has  also become diffi-
cult to draw the required quantity by gravity. Steps are being taken
by the Hyderabad Mz=tropolitan Water and Sewerage Board to arrange
for pumping of water from the reservoir into conduit i order to draw
at least 15 to 18 m.g.d. from this source for the ensuing months The
Metropolitan Board has also imposed a cut of 15 per cent on supply
to industries from January, 1983. Steps have been taken by the Board
to drill bores wherever feasible and also to repair the existing ones.
An amount of Rs. 35 lakhs has been released wunder drought funds
recently to take up schemes for augmenting the water sunplv in twin
cities. Every effort is made to maintain adequate supply. However
there is bound to be some scarcity in view of the very fact that the
monsoon has failed.
