I myself addressed.some letters to the Education 
department and also to the Minister stating that there are many schools 
where on account of dearth of teachers, they are not admitting 
students fbr VI, VII, VIII, IX and X Ciasses and even in the first 
year of the Intermediate. Recently in m y constituency fbr two High 
Schools and one Junior College I have approached the competent 
authorities to have permission fbr running additional classes withput 
sanctioning additional staff. Simi!arly in all cases, in all the schools 
the same thing is happening. Knowing RiHwe!!, b6w can the Minister 
deny the &ct, I am not able to understand. It is a fact that even 
to-day thousands of students were denied admission. T&ey are in their 
hou§es,< What arrangement this Government is go?ng to make and 
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whether the Government is prepared to sanction additional staff 
wherever additional classes are being run? 

Sri P. Ananda Gajapathi Raju:—For 1,86,534 students there is 
capacity in the State to absorb altogether and those who pass is 
1,92,241. But let m e mention that there is always clamour for seats in 
certain institutions and therefore, it looks as if the capacity is very low-
It is not so. It is because of the clamour in good schools. W e have 
also upgraded number of Upper Primarv Schools, this year. I would 
like to mention that even though there seems to be shortage, it is not 
so because of the constraints.
