1) MEMBERSHIP :

Every employee in the toddy business and the members of
Tappers Cooperative Societies and individual tappers under Tree
For Tapper Scheme are eligible to become members.

2) Constitution of Welfare Fund :

The proposal envisages for constitution of Tappers Welfare
Fund to take up the following welfare measures :
1) Group Insurance Scheme.

2) Loans for running the leases of toddy contracts.
3} Medical facilities.
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4) Educational concessions.

5) Supply of implements required for tapping.
6) Loans for promoting the tapping mdustry.

Mr. Speaker: Mr. A. Madan Mohan will continue his
speech.

Sri A. Madan Mohan (Siddipet): Mr. Speaker, Sir, Mr.
N. Venkataratnam and Mr. M. Kishen Rao were trying to throw
biame on the Central Government during their speeches made. They
never talked about the incompetency or inefficiency of the present
Government. They were only trying to take refuge under the lan.e
excuse that the Central Government has not been helping them and
assisting them. I would like to give certain statistical figures in
respect of Central Government coming the rescue of the State
Government. It is only because of inefficiency and incompetency,
the Government bas not been able to complete the targets. For
example, iz LR.D.P. out of 11.32 lakh beneficiaries, it is only that
the State Government could reach 1.98 lakh people. This is a vezy
disappointing figures. Inspite of the Government of India providing
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the funds to the State Government. It is by way of lack of imagina-
tion. sincerity. the Government has not been able to cover all the
11.32 lakhs of people and reach the target. On the contrary, they
could read only 1.98 lakh people. This Government talks of efforts
made towards the welfare of S.Cs and S.Ts. Whenever you go
through the figures, this Government does not have the sense of
commitment towards the weaker sections. As a matter of fact they
should have covered about 1 lakh population of S.Cs. by the end of
this year. But the State Government could cover only 48,000 5.Cs.
I can quote 100 and odd figures where the Government of India
inspite of giving money to the State Government, they could not
spend it. You know whether it is LR.D.P., N.R.D.P., Gramodaya
and other various schemes under minimum needs programme, it is
the Government of India which gives money. For P.H.Cs. also,
funds are given by the Government of India. 70 per cent of the
Schemes are covered by the Govermment of India, whether it is
leprosy scheme, T.B. Control programme or running of P.}1.Cs. or
any thing. 1 would like to krow from the Government as to what
is the contribution of this State Goverpment in all these matters and
how they would justify in blaming the Central Government over
their failure. 1 would like 10 put a question to the State Government
on this-

It is very unfortunate to say that before you came to power
you made sevaral promises and after coming to power, you could not
fulfil your promises.

Conference or Celebsations of the Andbra Pradesh Government.
The Government of Andhea Pradesh has came 1 the year 1956,
It is owly the Telngu Desara’s ammual Confesenee and not the annual
f’:onfcm of the A.P. Goveament, It i realiy wrongto say that
it i the frst anawal cesloreme sx anomsd celebyations off Gevern-
memt of Apkiwa Pradesh.
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They spent huge amounts with the life size photoes of the
Chief Minister. What is that they can boast for.

You said about the construction of houses for weaker sections,
I would like to ask as to how many houses yoa have been able to
construct in favour of harijans, girijans, bachward classes and other
economically weaker sections. You have no figures. You are boast.
ing about annual conference. You said you have built so many
houses. You quote one district in which you were able to complete it.
Yov have prcmised to do by June last. You spoke high about your
drinking water facility being provided. Last year people have suffered
but they have put up with it. They also wanted to give an oppor.
tunity to the State Government since it has come recently. Even in
the twin cities the people have suffered. WNow the newspapers are
reporting that there is acute drinking water scarcity. What have you
" done in that direction ? Did you really plan for that ? There were
calamities like cycloneetc. This Government has miserably failed
to go to the succour of the people and provide the necessary relief
measures to the people. We thovght it is only cyclone and a natural
calamity, but unfortunately it was a political calamity. The Chief
Minister went w Kashmir forgetting the sufferings of the peopie
here. He has left the people of the State in such a helpless situation
and was indulging in luxury of Kashmir conclave. So, it was not
only a natural calamity but it was a political calamity to the State.

Now you are speaking about Rs. 2 per K.G. rice. What is
happening now 7 Before elections you promised that you will provide
riee to every person living in Andhra Piadesh. When you came to
power you said all the people are not ehgible and fixed certzin
income limit. I don't know what are the green cards. yellow cards.
The reports that we get from the villages is that the entive programme
is very tardy and slow. In some cases it is not being supplied® On
an average a person who do manual labour require 15 K.Gs of rice
in a month. What the State Government is giving is too smali,
The rest of the rice required he has to purchase from the open
market. Do you know the price prevailing in the opem market ?
They have to pnrchase at Rs. 4.30 per k.z. During our Government’s
time the difference in the open market price was 20 paise to 30 paise,
In your Government there is almost hundred per cent increase. Why
it isso ? Itis only because of the fact that this Government wanted
to benefit the millers and the middlemen. If anybody is benefitted,
it is only the millers and middlemen. They are benefitted by the poli-
cies of the State Govermest and not the others. The record is before
us, Never in the annals of Andhra Pradesh history the mitllers and
middiemon were benefitted so much as during the one vear. Itis
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because of the wrong and inefficient policies of the State Govern-
ment. I would like to offer constructive suggestion to the Govern-
ment provided it has the will to accept. Why not the Government
take the entire distribution system of foodgrains so that it could
avoid millers and middlemen. That 15 2 good suggestion. fThis year
the achievement in toodgrains 1s 150 lakh tonmes. Ifthat is the
case the Government should be in a position to really take the entire
admunistration of price control and try to see that the public distri-
bution system is completely taken over by the Government. By that
way you will be able to avoid the middlemen. That is good sugges-
tion. I don’t know whether the Government is sincere enough to
accept my suggesion.

Regarding Rayalaseema aspect, I have said even before the
Assembly had commenced. I said that the Government would be
failing in 1ts duty if it does not take the alarming situation into’
notice and try to solve the problem. This was said by me even day
before yesterday. but unfortunately it has already gone to the exient
of firing. I don’t know how the situation is going to erupt.

Regarding untouchability and the cases I want to say this
Government is not sincere. 1t is not sincere in respect of the sche-
duled castes. When you look into the figures. it is all time low.
Whether all cases are prosecuted and convicted. I would not iike to
go further mnto details.

About the irrigation potential, I want to know to what extent
you are able to create the potential. You have promised to com-
plete Nagarjunasagar in 83-84. Were you able to do that ? What
about your Telugu Ganga project. Whether it really made any
advancement 7 You are frying to blame the Government of India
that it has not given clearance, I would like to ask the State Gover-
nuent whether you have convened the conference of the forest
officers, because it basg to clear 10.000 to 15,000 hectares of land of
the forest depariment. Did vou send recommendation of the central
Water and Power Commission. . Your primary job is to blame the
Government of India. It speaks of your inefficiency. If you think

that you can live under this for a peetty long time you are sadly
mistaken,

About the law and order I would like to say one thing. They
arc boasting about law and order situation. Mr. Deputy Speaker
Sir during the past six months not a single day went off without
more than one dacoity and rape cases. Iam only quoting the figures
of police and officials. The Government should be ashamed. They
have been able to catch Rs, 20 lakhs of bank cash. My information

is, one private individual who went and told the police that a parti-
cular person was sitting in the bar and spending thousands of
rupees and his activities were suspected. The police then took two
days to catch the culprits and for that the Chief Minister patted at
the back of the police and the police is trying to grow in its wings.
In fact I have nothing against the police officers or D.G.P. or the
Special 1.G.P. I know them. They are good officers. What Iam
trying to see is, because of the wrong policies of the State Gowver-
nment the entire morale of the police has gone down. This Gover-
nment has really killed their morale. That is why it has proved to
be the most inefficient in the State. There are frequent transfers
of the D.G.Ps and high police officers. Officers with integrity, effici-
ency are not taken into consideration. Some juniors have been given
importance. The Chief Minister being the head of the State, being the
Home Minister should take the responsibility rather than pass it on
to the collective responsibility of the Cabinet.

Lastly I would like to say about the non-implementation of
the Twenty Point Programme. Recently Rs. 76 crores were san-
ctioned by the Government of India, under Rural Employment
Scheme.

(5) The prices for all essential commodities are hiking up;
{6) No steps for effective implementation of land reforms;
(7) Corruption at lower level is rampant;
(8) Acute scarcity of power is causing irreparable loss to agri
culture and industry:
(%) And consequent to all the said factors. a great discon:
tentment is prevailing among all sections of people.
(Pause)
The amendments were negatived.
Mr. Speaker : Now I will put the motion to vote.
The Question is:
“That the members of the Andhra Pradesh Legislative
Assembly assembled in this session are deeply grateful to the
Governor for the address which he has been pleased to deliver
to both the Houses of Legislatures on 9-2-1984.”
(Pause)
