It is stated that agrieved with the steep increase in the re-
vised rates fixed by Govt. in G. O. Ms.NO, 538, Forests & Rural
Development (For. 11} Department dated 4.11.1881, the paper
and Pulp Industries had filed W, Psinthe A.P, High Court. The
High Court dismissed the W.Ps of th3 five industries and allo-
wed the W. P. of A.P,Rayocnson 7.4.1884 The five mil's have
since filed W.Asand Govt. preferred W.A in the case of A.P.
Rayons, The Division Bench of the High Court, while admitting
all the five W.As, have given interim direction the millsto pay
at Rs. 194/- per tenne for bamboo and Rs. 80/- pertonne or hard
wood. The Court also directed the mills to furnish Bank Guarantee
for half the ameunt of arrears due from tham before eight weeks
from the date of the orderi.e. 17.4.1984. The Division Bench
further extendedthe time for furnishing bank guarantees upto
16.7.84 in its order dated 15 6 84.

Government, The mills are supposed to supp!y. The mills don’t
supply that levy paper. Thatis why we have to go in the oren
market and putchase the paper for a total sum of Er. 1 crore 68
lakhs According to the programme of manufact ro, the total
demand is 156 lakh note books are required out of which 69 lakh
note books have boen supplied. 40 lakh nete books are in the
stock in the district level  Therefore the total coes upto 109 lakh
note becks, There is a shortfall of 41 lakh note books. Because
of the problem of levy paper being not supplied, we are paying the
money Itis only after the payment of the money they are relearing
the paper. They are not keeping to the schedule, After the paper
comes they have to bs given to the binders. | agree there’s a shortfalj
but it is due to reasons beyond our control. Coming to text books, .
the total projected demand is 2.3 lakhs out of which total books
supplied to-day is 2.16 lakhs  There is a shortfall of some 20 or
so and this also will be printed—709% before the end of this month,
30% by 10th ot July. Those ate the details 1. do agree there is
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ashortfall. Out of 179 titles to be printed in the text bocks 170
titles have been printed. For the tenth class three titles in resrect
of Physical Sciences, Mathematics and Social Studies. ! do agree
there has been a shortfall, but 1 enly say the shortfall is bevond our
control and we are taking zil steps to see the that this shartfall is
met and the textbooks and note books are suppiied.

The
text books supplied by the social welfare department are not being
supplied to the students, on the other hand they are sold in the
black markat,

SRl P. ANANDA GAJAPATH! RAJU — Reaarding the
first point as to why have not taken action before hand ss that the
paper cen be bought before hard and the exercise books esn bs
printed. Ofcourse this is a relevent point. !t invnlvas commitment
of around Rs 2 Crores for note books ard textbooks. This cannct
be made uniess all actions are explored to see that levy paver is
bouaht in. Unless we know that levy paper will not come then
only we will buy paper in the open markst, otherwise we will-be
squandering the funds of the Government. Therefore, after
exploting all the possibilities, after convening mestings and aftef
digsrussing that it was nct possible to get the pzper, then on'y wa
to- k the decision to purchase the pafer in the open market.

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the shortfall is there. It is around 20 lakhs to 25 lakhs. Except
309, all the books wi!l be supplied beforethe end of this month.
The balance of 30% will be supplied before 10th or 15th
of July. Thatis one thing. That is the deadline which | am men-
tioning about textbocks, About note books as | mentioned earlier,
the tota! projected demand was 150 lakhs of which §9 lakhs were
supplied, 40 lakhs stocks are there at district leval, That takes
uoto 109 lakhs of note books, out of which there is a short fall of
41 lakhs of note books, This | cannot assure the Hon’ble Member
as to when it will be completed, because one thing is there - i, e.
the mills are taking their own time to supply paper, Even though
we are paying them the cash for this thing, they are telling ~'we zre
having this Iabour trouble, this and that™*, Theat is the problem they
are putting forward, So | cannot give a definite date about the {ull
supply of note books but about the text books | have given the
details.

SRl S. JAIPAL REDDY :— Sir, like calamities such as
floods and cvclones, the text bcoks and note books problem has
hecoamea a recurring annrua! chronic feature of our State., This
prohlam has been known to the Government and in regard to the
problem of this kind and this magnitude, perspective planning is
required. Thea Minister's reply does not give us an indication of the
perspective planning that they have gone into the whnle question.
Secondly, the details furnished by the Minister are so c umbersoms -
they cannot be mastered off hand on the floor of the ilouse. They
must necessarily form part of the comprehensive notc which could
‘be made available to-morrow for the consumption of the Members
In Telugu and English.

Thirdly, the Minister's Statement is really ambivalent apart
frem being ambiguous. It is at one stage a counsel for patience
and voice of despair. He wants us to wait, He wants us to exer-
cise the patience but he is not in a position to tell us as to when the
short fall would be made good, Heis not even in a position to
indicate the dead line, The Telugu Desam Government aprears to

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SRi P. ANANDAGAJAPATHI RAJU — Sir, it is not correct
to say that we are passing on the bug.

Regarding the note books, | said that the Mills are vetto
supply us the paper—but | would like to bring to the notice of the
Hon'ble Members that definit: |y we are not evading our responsi-
bility. Wae have to go through a!l the procedures and see that tevy
paper comes in first  If wa purchsse in the open market without
exploring the possibilitias of getting levy paper—then it would not
be cotrect: Therefore after explering all posibilities of getting levy
paper and to what extent we ¢an get it—than only we can 710 to the
open market and purchase paper. This necessarily takes scmetime
and there are certain prccodures to be adopted, definitely 80 to 85%
of tha text books and note books are already distributed. There
are certzin pit-falls  There are no pit-falls but these thinos are
beyond our control, We are not able to do any perspective planning,
as far as the printing of note books and text books ar2 concerned—
Slnce the levy paper is not forth coming. Even if the levy paper
was forthcoming a few months before i.e. 5 or 6 months, for
printing of text beoks snd note books, we could have printed them
all in time and supplied them all in time. Neverthelecs, because
the levy paver has ot been faorthcoming, these difficulties ate
arising the State Government hss beaen genarous encugh to alircate
Rs. 1 80 crores and around that figure to sec that paper is purchesed
from the open market and the students are not put to any difficulty.
B0 to 85% of the note books and text books have already been
supplied. There is a smali short fall and definitely ws will =ee
that this short fall is met with,

SRI S. JAIPAL REDDY : Sir, with regard to that saying
“small short fali’”’—! may first say that it is not a “"sma!l short fall”".
Secondly, the moment there is an admitted short fall, 8 psychosisis
creatad which only accentuates the problem further, which is
leading to black-markeing of these books and other malpractices.
Secondly, with regard ta the short supply of paper by Paper Mills in
tha State, 1 think we have lot ¢f levears to operate on them. For
example, bamboo and other various products are supplied to these
paper mills in the State at congessional rates, as was have seen
during the questien hour. Therefora we should be able to operate
such levers to see that they make timely and adequate supply of
paper.
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SRI P, ANANDAGAJAPATHI RAJU :— Sir, definitely, we
discussed this problem comprehensively and we in fact went to the
extent of even threatening the Mills that they should supply papet
ta us - but the licencing is not with the State Government. The
licencing is with the Central Government and therefore the control
of the State Government on the Paper Mills is very minimal and to
that extent we find it difficult to apply more pressura beyond
certain point, Definitely we want to do some perspective planning
as far as text books and note books are concerned. What is there
in starting a few months earlier rather than starting a few months
later 7 We will definitely be able to supply everything in time and
see that everybody receives it. But itis only not possible because
we have to wait for the lavy paper. Was have to see that the option
of not geiting levy paper is over and then only we can go to the
open market. Because if we go'into the open market a faw months
earlier and purchase the papers - everybady will blame us for not
having gone through the option of getting levy paper. They would
charge this Government for squandering funds, for buying in the
open market, when you can get the paper way ot levy. That is why,
we cannot take this decision beyond this point. We have to take
them in a certain level of time and therefore there hae been a short
falt and definitely we wili see that the short fall is rectified.

Sir, the S. S. C. Public Examinations Were held from
20-3-1984 to 31-3-1984, spot valuation was held fram 12-4-1984
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to 21-4-1984 and in some cases it was extended to 25.4-1848. It
was programmed to release the result on 6-6-1984 in acccrdance
with the schedule.

M/s. Compact Consultancy (Pvt ) Limited, Secunderabad was
entrusted with the work of proressing of resuits of S. S. . Public
Examination, March, 1984. As per the schedule finalised after a
meeting with the computor officials, current marks were fed from
17-4-1984 10 1-5-1984. The computor ought to have supplisd the
check lists for the above marks in batches from 20-4-1984 but
started supplying from 2-5-1884 and the last batch was received
by the Commissioner for Government Examinatiors on 18-5-1984.
Thus there was a delay at this stage. Check lists for correction ted
to the computor were not suppiied. This supply was essential to
ensure that the corrections fed were properly carried ever by the
Computor firm. On insistence, the corrections were received by
the Commissioner for Government Examinations on 24-5-1984
which was further corrected and handedover to the Computer Firm
on 26.5-1984.

As there was delay in processing, a meeting with the com-
puter officials was held on 10-5.1984 with the Commissioner for
Government Examinations and they agreed for proessing the resuilts
by 4-6-1984. But they could not give marks-wanting statements
as promissed.

At the Firm was delaying the out-puts a notice was issued to
them informing them the delay and also imposing a penalty of
Rs. 5,000/~ for each day of delay. The Principal Secretary, Educa-
ticn Department also addressed a D. O. letter to the Chairman of
the Firm on 2-6-1984 requesting to expedite supply of lists and
stick to the schedule. The firm promised before tha Principal
Secretary (Eﬁucation) to give tha outputs by 8-6-1984 but did
not do it.

Meetings were held on 11.6-1984, 12-6-1984 and 15.6-1984
with the Principal Secretary (Education), Commissicner for Govern-
ment Examinations and Computer Officjals. In the meeting held on
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15-6.1984 areviced schadule was drawn up according to which
the final check list was receivad by the Cemmissiener for Govern-
men* Examinations 16-6-1984 and after scrutiny, corrections were
fed to the computor on 18-6.1884. Thus there was a delay in the
first stage of giving current marks check lists and again in the
sacond stage of giving marks wanting cases, The computor offici-
als informed that the delay was main'y due to the frequent power
breskdown and non-zttendance of staff for sbout a week due to
imposition of the curfew. This de'ay may alco be due to.-handling
of other jobs committed by the firm during the period, _

Tha results were released to the Press on 24-6.1984 for
publication on 26-6.1384, Al possible steps were taken to publish
the results by 6-6-1984 but due to unaveidable factors, thesre was
a delay of eighteen days.

Coming to the other aspects raised by cther Members, defi-
nitely it is not correct to have delaved the results by 18 cays,
Varous doubts have been raised by Members, We will definitely
