“There has been an agitation to see
that the code is modified, even earlier also. I hope this would
be looked into and this government would be ableto modify
the code to suite the needs and relevancy of the situation. The
vagaries of seasonal conditions that were witnessed because of
the atmosgheric change in the entire cosmos have got to be
taken in to consideration.
