One
Project is already there viz., Nizamsagar which has got silted. There
are other two Projects which are coming up at Sangareddy and Singur
which are also getting silted. The point is the State Government
should take up drainage schemes in all the areas wherever the rivers
flow. This sort of piece-meal legisiation is not desirable. This is
one submission which I want to make before the House.

The other one is that it is the duty of the State Govwwament to
implement such schemes. Certainly, the ryots who do not get much
benefit they do culfivation but nobody knows that these days cultiva-
tion is not profitable. 1f more cess is levied and more taxes are
imposed, certainly it will be against the interests of theryots. It is
the duty of the State Government to provide the requisite monies for
the implementation of the schemes. therefore, my submission is that
this Bill should be withdrawn and no taxesshould be levied on the
ryots who are already not woiking in profitable conditions. It is
in the interest of agriculture tha* this Bill be withdrawn.,
