Owing to the inte-
grated efforts taken in soil 2and moisture conservation, in
expending irrigation facilities and impvoving water-ure effi-
ciency and in directing innovative programmes for farmers'
welfare, the State is witnessing a guantum leap in agricul-
tural proouction and prosperity, after a spell of decreasing
trend.

Although, heavy rains and cyclones had ravaged the
State, the government took immediate precautionary and relief
measures. The feat of evacuating more than one lakh people in
less than ten hours during Rrishna floods, is unprecedented.
More than Rs. 300 crores have been released to various depart
ments for relief and restoration works. Reeping the interest
of the risk-prone common man's interest in mind, a novel
scheme of assurance, AAPATHBANDHU, was introduced, whereby
ex-gratia amount of rupees one lakh is paiad to the bereaved
fanilies for each death.

The State’s fight against poverty, hunger and deprivation
has been intensified through aa series of anti-poverty
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programmes. Pubiic utility works under variocus programmes
costing more than Rs. 400 crores are under inplementation.
Self-employment prograrnes, Ligke IRDP, TRYSFM, are being
implemented to assist about 1.66 lakhk rural people below
poverty line. Rs.292 crores for Rural Water Supply, Rs. 613
crores for prejects to taéile problems 1like fiuoride

and brackishness, Rs. 126 crores for constuction of 6.4 lakh
individual rural sanicvary units and Rs. 476 crores to improve
rural connectivity and maintain existing roads, are the
outlays for these programmes undertaken in the sector of
rural development.

The livestock production is an important occupation for
additional source of income in the rural areas. 4%4 New
Veterinary Institotions have been sanctioned in the State in
the present year. This is the highest number of -new insti-
tutions sanctioned in a vear during the last 20 years. During
6th to 8th phase of Janmabhoomi, over 1.38 lakh Veterinary
camps were conducted and 602.55 lakh cases were attended to.

In so far as urban are concerned, our thrust has been on
development of infrastructure and provision of bhasic minimum
amenities. By March, it is proposed to construct 1.62 lakh
individual sanitary units and by December 4.09 lakh wunits.
The improvement of water supply and sewerage schemes has been
taken up in all municipalities. 59 schemes with an outlay of
Rs. 508 crores are under implementation. The area surrounding
Bussain Sagar lake is being developed as a recrsation centre

of international standard.

High budgetary allocation in the Social Welfare Depart-
ment reflects the Government's resolve to improve the quali-
ty of life of people belonging to scheduled castes. The Back
to School programme for Dalit children met with good response
with 52,215 children admitted in hostels and 91,384 in
schools. Over the 1last three years, SSC results in Social
Welfare Hostels have improved from 37% to 49.5%. 13 candidates
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wesze selected foo Cavil Services out of 24 appear:ng from the
A.P. Study Circle, a record perhaps unmatched by any similar
instituzion in the vountry. In the current year, 38 new

zhools and 5 Bachelot of Computer Application colleges hav-
been sanctioned. With 5 lakh house sices to be prowided Lo
Weaker Sections this year, intensive compucer training pro-
gramme covering 2,350 unemployed SC graduates with an outlay
of Rs. 6.32 crores, Silver Jubilee Scholarships for 2500
students attending professionala courses and an Action Plan
of A.P.SCCPC Limited to cover about 1.99 lakh beneficiaries
with an investment of Rs. 168 crores, the State's achieve-
ment in the Social Weifare sector has been preiseworthy.

Similarly, to impzove the conditions of the tribals,
many new initiatives have been taken up, including opening of
5 more Residential Schools and one Residential College, esta-
blishment of separate A.P. Tribal Welfare Residential Educa~
rion Institution Society, sanction of 2175 posts of coamunity
health workers, etc.

Deeply concerned with the welfare of Backward Classes,
my Government has sanctioned 7874 additional seats for B.C.
Hostels under back to school programme and other. It has also
sanctioned one Study Circle at Karimnagar for the Backward
Class students to have coaching facilities for appearing at
competitive examinations. To mitigate the hardships being
faced by the fishermen, the Government has sanctioned 25,000
houses to fishermen and proposes to sanction additional
10,000 houses aiso during che year.

Massive assistance is being exterded for the welfare of
weavers and development of Handloom Sector. Rs. 15 crores
towards share capital and Rsy 10 crores for discount sales
were released to APCO. Market development assistance, health
insurance and housing schemes are under implementation for
weavears,
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Welfare of women, children znd the disanled has been a
primary objective of my Government. 42 new ICDS prcjects are
being implemented this year. Rs. 134 croies have been provided
for construction of Anganwadi Centres and CDPO Office-cum-
Godowns. Girl Child protection scheme to promote adoption of
Small Family norms and also td benefit the girl children in
poor families is being successfully implemented.

For the first time in the country, the Welfare Programme
for disabled persons, 'Cheyutha’ has been introduced on mass
scale, as a part of Janmabhoomi and assets worth Rs. 13.73
crores were distributed towards supply of aids and
Appliances, Scholarships, Economic Rehabilitation Schene,
besides conducting gurgical operations. More than one lakh
bus passes, free and concessional, have been given to
physically handicapped persons, costing more than Rs. 21
erores.

Similarly, the State is determined to give exclusive
attention to solving the problems of minorities and has
accordingly been implementing various schemes. A Committee on
Welfare of Mincrities has been constituted to oversee the
implementation of the State-initiated programmes and acti~
vities. Sufficient provisions have been made for protection,
repair, maintenance and construction of Wakf properties. At
district headquarters and mandal levels, Urdu Bhavans and
Community Centres (Shadi Khanas) are being constructed for
providing benefit to minorities. Government's encouragement
for promotion and development of Urdu and according special
status to A.P. Minorities Commission are amongst various
other affirmative actions undertaken.

The State's crusade against child labour has also been
intensified. It nhas launched an Integrated Girl Child Labour
Rehabilitation Project for bringing attitudinal change in the
Society towards education of girl cnild in all the districts,

To protect the irterests or the incustrzal and non-indu-
strial workers and to ensur+ industrial peasce and harmonv in
the State, varicus labour enactnents are opeing enforced with
vigour. The activities of the Labour Wellare Board that
include granting of scholarships to eliginle children of
workers, providing medical aid and economic assistance to the
legal heirs of the deceased workemen have Jseen accelerted.
Mirimum Wages Act is being enforced vigorrusly. To ensure
proper working atrmosphere in government ofilices, welfare of
the government cmplioyees has also been given fue importance.

Distrimution of house sites and construction of houses
for the poor have been a key cowponent of the State's welfare
activities. Five laklh house sites would be assigned to the
Weaker Sections by this March. In the current yeac, three
lakh rural houses and one lakh urbzan houses, with a total
project cost of Rs. 797 c.ores, have beer sanctioned. In
addition, about 60,000 houses have been sanctioned, with an
outlay of Rs. 109 crorss under Indira Aawa~ Yojana. Various
socral security measures Like Maternity Benefit Scheme,
Family Benefit Scheme and 0ld Age Pensioas, as safety-net
schemes covering the vulnerable sections in rural areas, are
being implemented vigorcusly. As & special dispensation
towarés the o0ld and the disabled, my government has sancticned
two lakh additional 5li age pensions this' yeex.

The development and welfare measures outlined so far
would significantly improve the standard of living of the
poor and vulnerable groups. However, for their susta.ned
progress, the govermment has to plava a crucial role to
provide universaal access to basic aeducation and health
services. As Prof.Amertya Sen apnd other eminent thinkers have
been pleading over the last fey decades, while the process o*
enlargement of peoples' choices has to continue, such choice
depend critically on the facilities of primary education,
basic health care, etc. Prof.Sen has Peen arcuing to include
Right to Education as a Fundamental Righ*=; he has bozer
emphasising that in 2 rapidly integrating world, wuniversal
education assumes a great deal 3f argency.
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It is unfortunate that the State ranks amongst the tail-
enders in the country in terms of literacy. Any strategy to
take the State to a level of universal literacy within the
next few ycars would have to focus on dramatically inproving
literacy levels, especially amoung disadvantaged grours and in
backward regions. Reccgrising the need for drastic imterven-—
tion, my government has shown a firm commiment to universaii-
sation of elementary education and improving the quality of
education by participatory managemsnt. 97 perceat of the
rural habitations have bheen provided with primary schools
within a walking distance of c¢ne kilometre and 58 percent of
the children in "the age group of 6-11 years have been
enrcelled, Construction- of classrooms on an onprecedented
scale, massive recruitment of teachers to £1i1l wp over 40,000
vacancies in schools, and assistance to School Committees to
engage 52,000 vidya volunteers have been undertaken to alter
the scenario drastically. The whole approach to education has
been reformed. More than Rs. 1500 creres arxre being spent in
this sector to bring the State €n the forefront of =zhe
nation. Recognising the role of education in empowering the
individual and its criticality in building a modern, market-
based economy, my government is to further accelerate the
pace of development of this sector. Here also, the special
focus would be on providing education to SCs, STs, 3ackward
Classes, Minorities, girls and children with special educa-
tional needs. Special amenities would be provided teo ninority
educational institutions for which definitive steps have
already been taken.

Simultaneously, with 2 wview to creating an expanding
pool of highly qualified and skilled personnel, technical
education facilities have to be subetantially augmented. iIn
this area, government is encouraging private sector partici-
pation, while safeguarding at the same time the interests of
the meritorious and poor students. The grawth of technical
education facilities have been remarkable. Thirty two engi-

neering colleges, thirty one private MBA/HCA colleges,
J. 404-19
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one MBA college exclusively for hospital management, and
three ploytechnics have been established this year in the
private sector. Today we have engineering colleges covering
all revenuwe divisions. Besides, three government polytechnics
for minorities have been set up this year, incluvding one
exclusively for girls. Efforts are afoct to restructure
curricula in higher educatiomal imstitutions to cater to the
diverse social and global needs of the new century.

Recognising human capital as a key component of a’
nation's wealth, health care system in the State is being
drastically reformed. In the primary health sector, Rs.322
crores are being invested to ensure universaal access to
improved primary health care, with the construction of 626
new PHCs. In the secondary health sector, our State has been
the first tc ‘-%e vp a majoxr project for upgradation of
hospitals wit’ project outlay of Rs. 608 crores, under
which 200 hosp.*:ls are being upgraded and 5,000 additional
beds to be added by the end of this year. Adeguate
allocation has been made under tertiary health sector and the
medicine budget has been doubled from Rs. 30 crores to Rs.68
creores. To expand facilities for medical and para-medical
education in the State, 120 additional seats have been
created in the medical colleges. Five new medical colleges
and five dental colleges have been proposed in the private
sector. We intend to have one medical/dental college in each
district of the State. For the first time in the history of
the State, a Population Policy has been formulated and is
being implemented. With 6.3 lakh sterilisations last year,
our achievement was the highest in the country. During the
current year, the figure is expected to touch a new high of
7.5 lakhs. Our goal is to reach a total fertility rate of
2.1 by the next year and 1.5 by 2020. AIDS awareness, preven-
tion and control programme has been intensified and telephonic
covnselling centres have been established. Public health
campaigns have also been mounted thrcugh Janmabhoomi movement
Onxr drive against Polio has also met with great success.
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Access to food at affordable price is critical to

pecple’'s well-being. Our Public Distribution System, besides
providing food security to the poorer sections of the Society
is also acting as an anti-inflationary and price stabilisa-
tion instrument. Every month 1.32 lakh metric tonnes of food
grains, over 28,000 metric tonnes of sugar, 7,000 metric
tonnes of paalmoline o0il and more than 72 KiLs of kerosene are
distributed through PDS for over 164 lakh card-holders While
our PDS is arguably the best in the country, the State's role
in establishment of price control mechanism with the creation
of Price Monitoring Cell has been widely appreciated. For
rice, redgram dal, chillies, tamarind, edible oils znd onions
the government undertook marker intervention. In respect of
onions and chillies, the govermnment paid a subsidy of about
Rs. 2 crores this year. All these interventions ensured
stabilicy of price of essential items, when in many other
parts of the country prices of certain commodities went
totally beyond control.

The actions outlines so far indicate the State's concern
for the genuinely needy and where public investments are
critical. However, for high growth %o be achieved and
sustained, the State has to play an egqually proactive role in
facilitating the development and expansion of physical
infrastructure. Lack of infrastructure has often been a major
growth—-inhibiting factor. The State has to create an atmos-—
phere that is conducive to the creation of infrastructure and
development of industry and services sector.

This year witnessed significant reforms in the power
sector. The A.P. Electricity Reforms BAct, 1998, has becone
operaticnal. With the appointment of Electricity Regulatory
Commission together with unbundling and corporatisation of
the utility, it is expected that adequate funds would flow to
meet the growing needs of the power sector. While mega
projects like NTPC Simhadri Power Project with 1000 MW
capacity is expected to be opsrational by 2002 AD, about 8000
MW capacity is planned to be added in the next five years.

Our most remarkable achievements have been to ensure 9-hour
power supply to farmers and elimination of power cuats in the
State. It is expected that the power situvation would continue
to improvs and that the satisfactory levels of supply to both
industries and agriculture would be continued during the next
vear also. The power supply position is being monitored at.
the highest level and the improvement, both in qualitative
and guantitative terms, has rightly deserved wide spread
appreciation.

The establishment of A.P. Road Development Corporation
which raised more than Rs. 408 crores from the capital market
for improving 5,406 kilometres in indicative of the State's
commitment to this basic infrastructure. With the assistance
of World Bank and NABARD, many new projects for improvement
of roads, bridges, etc. have been taken up and investments to
a tune of Rs. 4000 crores are proposed to be made in impro-
ving the road network in the near future. Widening of roads
to facilitate flow of traffic was also takep up with enthu-
siasm. In order to make the State as a hub for tourism,
commeyrce and industry, it has been decided to - set up an Inter-
national Airport near Hyderabad and one for Visakhapatnam is
also contemplated. It has been decided to develop Krishna-
patnam, RKakinada Deep Water Port, Vadarevu, Gangavaram and
Machilipatnam Ports through private participation. Privatisa-
tion will not only attract investment, but it would also lead
to development of shipping, cargo~handling and overall deve-
lopment of the area.

2As the State moves to higher lewels of growth and di's-
tributive Jjustice, increasingly greater share of its Gross
State Domestic Product has to come from industries and
services section. As such, industrial promot'ion has been
accorded highest priority, keeping in mind the challenges on
account of liberalisati¢n and globalisation. A policy has
been"’g;nveiled exclusivély for the Small Enterprises with the
objective to achieve 15% annual growth rate, increase employ-
nent gemeration and promote an appropriate mechanism to
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revive sick industries. In addition to setting up the
Business School for producing industrial and business execu-
tive of the highest standard, it is propcsed to establish a
Knowledge Park fully funded by thes ICICI in Ranga Reddy Dis-~
trict for research and development facilities of international
standards in the spheres of bigtechnology, medical and health
care, waste management, etc. The success in attracting
private investment in Industries sector is known to all of
-you. The State now stands fourth in the country in attracting
investments; thanks to the industry-friendly climate created.

Our state has also launched significant initiatives in
the services sector. The achievements made in the field of
Information Technology and in making Andhra Pradesh a prefex-
red tourism destination deserve special mention.

Government ;:eéognises that in today's world and more so
in the world‘of'the future, Information Technology helds the
key to creating an affluent society, an efficient govern-
ment and a globally competitive economy. It alse recognises
the manifold benefits that the IT and IT services industry
can bring to the state in terms of employment both direct and
indirect, generation of strong growth impulses in diverse
areas such as banking, financial ‘services, leisure industry,
valve-added mannfacturing, etc. The role of Information Tech-
nology in spaawning pro-environment and job-led growth is
very much recognised. Universal access to IT will also reduce
the disparity between information haves and have-nots.

My Government has, therefore, pursued a multi-pronged
and comprehensive strategy to promote the growth of the IT
industry, IT capabilities and IT usage in the State'. Firstly,
integrated infrastructure of international standards has been
created at HITEC City and this has been key factor in
attracting global giants like Microsoft and Oracle to Hydera-
bad in addition to existing companies like Baan and Inter-
graph. The first phase of HITEC city, completed imr record
time, was inaugurated by the Hon'ble Prime Minister in Novem-
ber and the foundation stone for the second phase laid. The
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industry response tc HITEC City has been extremely encouraging
with over 70 percent of the space having been committed.
During the last year, the IIT commenced its azcademic programme
by launching the undergraduate diploma course. Significant
strides have also been made in the use of Information Tech-
nology in Government to maximise efficiency, transparency,
convenience and accessibility of Government services to citi-
zens. The CARD project was lnaugurated in all the land regis-
tration offices in the State, ushering a new era of public
satisfaction. The Multi~purpose Household Survey. Project
was implemented in 77 mandals in the State during the year
and plans are afoot to extend it over all mandals in the
State. Arvangements have been concluded for the establishment
of a Wide Area Network in the State cennecting initially all
the District Headquarters and Tirupati and Vajayawada. A
fentre for Electronic Goverpment is planned at Hyderabad. All
these efforts have brought the State to the forefront in the
field of IT in the country. Today, there are over 150 IT
companies opevating in Hyderabad and the State is regarded as
pioneer and leader in the use of IT in government.

In view of the enormous potential of the Tourism sector,
Tourism Aannual Plan allocation was enhanced from Rs. 1.20
crores to Rs. 45.00 crores for the current yvear. Master Plan
to develop key areas for tourism, by internationaliy-renowned
experts, would be implemented. District Tourism Development
Promotion Committees have been constituted and the District
Tourism plans prepared.

To realise our Vision, the instrument of governance
requires to be constantly sharpened. Various institutional
and administrative reforms are needed to made the Government
SMART. Administrative Reforms, meaniny reforms at every level
of governance including si.mpli}.ication and demystification of
procedures, organisational restructuring, reducing the lewels
of decision making, guick monitoring and disposal of files,
pose a major challenge. Besides innovation and procedoral
changes, major changes in attitudes and mindset of those who
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rvn the administration are called for. A Cabinet Sub-Committee
and three other committees have been set up to recommend
reforms at the District/HoD/Secretariat level and they h;ve
been seized with these complex issues on which many major
recommendations have been made. Reforms in the tender proce-
dure, formulation of draft Cit#zen's .Charter in select depart-
ments and organisations, updating of departmental codes,
manvnals, ete., setting up of department, specific sub-commit-
tees to suggest innovative measures, increasing use of IT in
governance, closer interaction of the government machinery
with stake holders, eliminating the role of middlemen in
various programmes of the government, removal of discretion
for cutting-edge level officials, formulation of department-
specific transfer policy and counselling mechanism, ete. are
indicative of the seriousness with which my government is
facing this challenge.

»

The State's endeavour to eliminate corruption at variocus
levels has been stepped up vigorous efforts_ have been
mounted by various State agencies like Vigilance and Enforce-
ment Department, Anti Corruption Bureau, etc. While action in
this regard will be further intensified, public awareness of
this problem is also egually important. Corruption can be
controlled by reducing the opportunities for such
unscrupulous persons as alsc by developing a transparent
mechanism in the delivery of public services. The series of
measures taken to reform administration and the increasing
use of Information Technology would hopefully succeed in
rooting out corruption. I am sure my Government will get all
the support mnecessary from the people in its war against
corruption so that the benefits of development could reach
the common man.

Peace and communal harmony are pre-requisites for the

State to flourish in the way we all envision it to ke. The
L

success achieved in this regard has been remarkable. We must

continne onr efforts to promote religious tolerance and
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distu.bing tread of bigotism and religious intolerance,

reflecced in the recent incidents against Minorities and
weaker sections in certain parts of the country. Aa fractured
social structure will not be able to provide the strong
bedrock for economic development to gather momentum. The real
challenge for all of us is to counter these disruptive forces
with strength and determination.

The activities of the extremists groups were tackled
effectively. The extremist violence in the State has come
down on account of stepped up and efficacious anti-extremist
oparations. There has been decrease in crime in cases of
dacolties, robberies, culpable homicide, kidnapping and
abductions, counter-feitings, etec., It is heartening to note
that offences against women  declined significantly,
especially offences like rapes and dowry deaths. I would
appeal to all the elected representatives and political
parties to condemn factionalism and extremism and to take
action to make those invelved join the mainstream, so that a
climaze conducive to taking the State to new heights of
prosperity is created.

The highlights to my Government's performance, as I had
just narrated, should instill enough hope for the future. I
hope that our action would be gquided by a vision that is pro-
gressive, inclusive and non-insular. With Vision 2020 as the
instrument, Janmabhoumi as the spirit, our goal is to achieve
Swarna Andhra Pradesh. ’
