Greetings and my hearty felicitations on your election
to the Tenth Legislative Assembly! In many ways the recent

glections constitute a land mark event in the history of our
tate.

The people of Andhra Pradesh have spoken. They have
spoken loud and clear. This verdiet is at once a resounding
expression of faith in the policies pursued by the Government
between 1983 and 1989, and an outright rejection of the way
things are.

The reform process now underway in the country is
incomcomplete and in some respects faulty. The economic reform
has completely bypassed agricultural sector and excluded the
unorganised workers, farmers and rural poor who constitute an
overvhelming majority in the country. In the name of reform,
speculation was encouraged. Greedy people made huge profits
without generating wealth or improving supply or quality of
goods and services. My Government believes that such a
tentative and partisan approach to economic reforms is
dangerous for the future of our country. In a democracy,
economic reforms must include the whole population. The poor
and the unorganised cannot be excluded from this process.

My Government will pursue true and wholesome economic
reform. Our objective is to release the productive potential
of the whole population - not merely a few rich persons in
the organised sector. We will pursue policies to put an end
to licence Raj, bureaucratic obscurantism and crippling
controls that fetter individual initiative and inhibit
motivation to achieve. My Government will free the system and
the people for promoting the very best in them, to make our
citizens prosper, our industries to flourish and to render
our goods globally competitive. We will encourage competence
and competitiveness. All decisions will be taken in an open

" environment free from prejudice. In order to achieve the goal
of economic efficiency, my Government is committed to trans-
parency, fairness, continuity, efficiency and competitiveness.
We welcome private investment in industry and infrastructure
in the State. We will do everything possible to support the
entrepreneurs who come forward to invest. Our dealings with
entrepreneurs and industrialists will be fair, open,
consistent and totally in public interest. The State's vital
Jinterests and the future of our children will be promoted and

protected at all times and the consumers will get the best
value for their money.

¥

Let us not forget that liberalisation and the reforms
are in public interest and therefore their fruits should
reach and benefit all sections of our society, especially the
deprived and the downtrodden. In other words, the reforms
should not begin and end for the benefit of a few. They
should not perpetuate the existing hegemonies; rather they
should touch the lives of common folks, the depressed and the
downtrodden, and make a positive difference to them. They
should serve as instruments for freeing people from the
shackles of poverty, disease and deprivation. *
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The people of Andhra Pradesh celebrate the 125th birth
anniversary of the Father ¢f our Nation by totally orohibicing
the consumption of alcchol in the State.

"Drinking" is a social evil. Compulsive consumption of
alcohol is a desease. All of us are aware that aicohol addic-
tion brings about lasting misery and suffering not only to
the "drunk" but to the entire family as well. The Government
is determined to eradicate this disease and keep its poll
promise of comprenensive prohibition. Witkir minutes of
swearing in, the Chief Minister has initiated tLhe necessary
steps to introduce total prohibition in cthe State.

With the implementation of its prohibition policy, the
Government stands to lose a significant amourt of revenue
estimated to be around 1,200 crore rupees per year. The
Government is of the view that revenue consideratiuns are
irrelevant to such matters as prohibition where the health
and well being of the people are at stake. The Government
will spare no effort and brook no delay in successfully
implementing its prohibition policy.

The Government recognizes that the decision to ban
alcoholic drinks is just a beginning and that its responsibility
does not cease with the passing of the new laws. Appropriate
administrative machinery and enforcement staff are being put
in place. The prohibition laws will have severe penal
provisions to punish those engaged in illicit liquor trade.
Consumption of alcohol would be regarded as more than a lwa
and order problem, and special programmes to rehabilitate
addicts will be enrouraged.

My Government is aware that the task of implementing
prhibition successfully is daunting, and the hurdles are
many. While my Government has the will to do and the soul to
dare, the sheer magnitude of the problem requires the helping
hand of every citizen of the 3tate. The moverent against
liquor was a prople's movement. The Govermment recognizes
that its prohibition pelicy will succeed only if it has the
involvement and support of the people. We salute ail those
especially the courageous women, who stood in the forefront
of the prohibition movement and invite them to invelve them-
selves again in making the prohibition policy a success. The
Government plans +to establish citizen's committees with
adequate representation women at various levels to monitor
the working of the prohibition scheme and to guide, and help
the Government in effectively implementing it.

The two rupee a Kg. rice scheme of the Andhra Pradesh
Government is not a populist scheme as it is sometimes
branded in some guarters. Rather, it is an integral part of
the fundamental philosophy of the Government with its twin
objectives of improving the human condition and promoting
social justice. Development has two aspects - development of

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material and economic resources and the development of human
resources. Healthy development is possible only when these
two aspects go hand in hand. Nearly half a century after
independence, hundreds of millions of people in our country
are still living under the severe grip of poverty and depriva-
tion. Successive Governments put their trust in the theory
that economic growth would take care of people's needs, but
this has not happened. The poor continue to be poor. There
does not appear to be an end in sight for their misery.
Therefore, it is clear to us that we cannot and should not
wait for another hald a century of economic growth to satisfy
people's basic needs, ignoring in the meanwhile the cost of
human life and people's suffering. Human life is too precious
to sacrifice, waiting for hoped-for economic growth.

It is for this reason the State Government has launched
the scheme to provide basic necessities such as rice at a
fiighly subsidised price to the poor people fortwith without
indefinitely waiting for economic growth to take place. This
is an expensive scheme but a very necessary one. No Government
with any sense of concein and commitment to its people can
turn a blind eye to the continuing misery of a large portion
of the population. The Government is determined to provide
the necessary sustenance to ‘the truly needy and poor,
whatever be the cost.

The two-rupee-a-Kg. rice scheme is an essential ingredient
in the recipe for improving human capabilities and lengthening
1life expectancy of our people. A hungry and starving human
being can hardly be expected to be capable of contributing to
national development. It is neither morally sound, nor
socially feasible to perpetuate hunger in the name of larger
social goals or long term development.

The objective of my Government is +to promote wvital
social goals of universal literacy, elimination of child
labour, Universal Immunisation, and small family norm through
establishing a viable linkage between these goals and support
to the poor. Poverty and hunger must noe be perpetuated, and
we must create: conditions for the poor and oppressed to over-
come the formidable obstacles in their path to a life of
dignity and freedom from basic wants.

More than 47 years after independence, millions of our
fellow citizens still live in primitive conditions of neglect
and want. My Government is deeply committed to providing
affordable access to basic amenities to the poor and the
deprived in society, especially the Schedule Castes, the
Scheduled Tribes, Backward Classes, Artisans, Minorities and
Women. My Government has an enviable record of housing for
the poor oh an unprecedented scale. We will implement
housing, subsidized cloth distribution and other welfare

programmes aimed at promoting human dignity and elinmination
cf drudgery.
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The Government is fully aware that education and healzh
are necessary preconditions for development. Therefore, the
Government places a major emphasis on strengthening and
spreading education and promoting health care at all levels
with a special focus on the deprived and oppressed sections
of our society.

In the field of education, because of the £inancial
constraints on the Government, the primary thrust at this
time will be on school education with <the objective of
achieving universal primary eduncation to all those between
the ages of 6 to 14 vears. The Government will prov.de added
incentives to students from the disadvantaged sections to
reduce if not eliminate the alarming rate of dropou.s in our
schools. New residential schools for the deprived sections
will be established ana the existing ones strengthened. The
Government will extend health care programmes to schools.
Instruction in schools would be made more effective with the
aid of audio-sisuals any by offering compulsory refresherx
courses to teachers. Non-formal education including open
school education will be strengthened and further extended.
Efforts will be made to encourage teaching of yogic exercises
in schools along with physical training.

The Government proposes to encourage community efforts
for imparting education at tertiary level, i.e., the inter-
mediate level. It is the students and their parents who have
the greatest stake in these institutions. Therefore, it i1s
felt that they should have a say in their governance.

A special emphasis will be given to vocationalisation of
education at the secondary and intermediate levels. In the
place of the outmoded routine courses, socirally relevant and
employment oriented vocational courses will be enrouraged.
Steps will be baken to establish in greater numbers vocataional
centre. and industrial and technical schools in ¢inse acsocia-~
tion with neaghbourhood industries,

The Government will endeavour to promote quality teacling
and recearch in our colleges and universities with emphasis
on excellence and relevance, Value based education that
reflects oar ethos and nutional i1dentity will be stressed. 1In
view of the compelling need to marshall a major share of
State's resources to strengthen primary educatien, the
Governmunt propuses to increasingly encourage and involve
privrte initiative and support for promoting and susiaining
higher education beyond the 10th standard. Therefore, the
Government would gradually withdraw froum being a major player
in haigher eduvation. Toward this end the Government is taking
steps to establish an Instibute for Professional Studies at
Hyderabad which would serve as a model for e¢stablishing other
such self~-financing institutions of higher learning with
minimal State support.
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in the area of health, a great deal remains to be done.

our morbidity and mortality rates, infant mortality, birth
rate and disease prevalence are all unacceptably high. Untold
number of children and adults are entering untimely graves on
account of preventable communicable diseases. The primary
health care system in rural areas must be strengthened vastly.
Oour preventive health capabilities must be improved by revi-
talisiny village health workers system.

After every election, the people expectantly hope for a
change in the gquality of administration and improvement in
the services. They want the administration to respond to
their urges with humiliy, integrity and alacrity. They want
their children to have access to decent schooling which helps
liberate their innate potential enabling them to grow into
worthy citizens. They long for praimary health care services
that will minimise their suffering, prevent disease and
reduce pain. The administration's failure to match these
expectations leads to frustration and anger, and will
eventually endanger our democratic process.

Every year, hundreds of crores of rupees are spent by
the State in providing these services., However, for a variety
of reasons, the reach of these services is limited and the
people do not get good value for the tax payers' money. My
Government believes that the primary cause for this failure
is our inability to build a delivery system that is at once
accouatable to the people and self-correcting. What is needed
is not merely more investment. Even more important is making
the present levels of investment productive and useful. The
quality and coverage of Government services can be improved
significantly through essentially non-cash inputs by
redefining its role and improving institutions.

Today, the parents in the community, who have a vital
stake in the guality of school educaticn, have little say in
running the local school. In a centralised structure, all
administrative decisions are reduced to transfer of teachers,
payment of salaries and granting increments. The wellbeing of
the child or the stakes of the local community are totally
ignored. Similarly, in running a Primary Health Centres the
local community has little say. My Government believes that
by institutionalising a system of accountability, the quality
of services can be improved vastly without any substantial
financial inputs. We have to trust the local community, and
oryganise the stakeholders to run their institutions on a day-
to-day basis. Once people have a decisive voice, they will
surely innovate and brang about corrections when needed. My
Government is determined to redesign state institutions and

delivery of serxvices and make them open, accountable and
self-correcting.
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The State has lost precious time in tapping the vast
irrigation potential available in our river systems over
which we have a legal right for exploitation for the benefit
of our people. My Government is keen that before the turn of
‘the century, the surplus waters are productively utilised. We
are conscious that mobilisation of resources for a programme
of this magnitude is not easy. We have to devise novel
methods of raising extra-budgetary resources to complete
these projects to improve the economy of the State and the
living standards of our rural people. It shall be my
Government's endeavour to explore all avenues of achieving
this daunting but vital task.

Sustainable agricultural development, including soil
conservation, farm forestry, exploitation of minor irrigation
potential and improved farm practices are all critical for
liberating millions of rural poor from the clutches of
poverty and drudgery. My Government is deeply committed to
improve the agricultural productivity, adding value to the
produce through promotion of post harvest technology and
facilities including marketing, and generating productive
employment in villages. As part of our package to boost
agricultural production, my Government will provide assured
supply of power to the farm sector at a subsidised cost of
only Rs. 50 per Horse Power capacity.

The key infrastructural sectors of Electricity, Road
Transportation, and Water Navigation will be matters of high
priority 4in my Government. In all these sectors private
perticipation will be encouraged so that maximum development
1s possible in the shortest possible period.

Our democracy will be real and full only when people
participate in their governance at the grass-roots level.
Self-governance can be realised only in a system in which
there is a clear nexus between a citizen's vote and his welfare.
Governance, to be effective, must be self-correcting and
accountable. Leadership, which 1s a wvital ingredient of
democratic governance, can only be created, nurtured and
developed in small communities through decentralised democratic
institutions. My Government is therefore, uneguivocally commit-
ted to local self-governance and empowerment of people.’

My Government has already initiated action to conduct
elections to Panchayats at village, Mandal and District levels
and to Municipalities and Municipal Corporations. My Government
successfully implemented reservations to various disadvantaged
sections in local body polls in 1987 for the first time. This
policy of affirmative political action is given further
impetus now. We intend to empower these institutions and make
them into effective instruments of self-Government. My Govern-
ment has also initiated action to conduct elections to
cooperatives. We wish to dispense with the nomination culture,
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ard convert them into vibrant, self-reliant, free.institutlons.
We intend to liberate these people's institutions from the
clutches of centralised control and create an enabling environ=
ment in which they will flourish as schools for democracy and
self-governance and instruments of economic prosperity and
human development.

Peace and harmony, and public order and rule of law are
essential pre-conditions for good governance. Prosperity and
happiness can only be built on the secure foundations of a
peaceful, orderly society. We are a nation of diverse cultures
and identities co-existing peacefully for centuries and millenni:
Theseidentitiesare bonded in common history and shared hopes
and aspirations. Sadly, in recent years communal and group
identitiesare finding exclusive, and sometimes violent,
expression in many pockets of the country. My Government has
a glorious record of maintaining communal harmony over the 7
years period between 1983 and 1989. Rule of law, equality
before law and equal treatment of all groups have been the
corner stones of our policy. We will continue to build on our

past record and ensure communal harmony and equality of all
citizens.

Factiocnal violence in parts of the State, particularly
Rayalaseema, has been a problem plaguing us for decades. In
recent years, it acquired dangerous dimensions. The complex
interplay of several factors including caste, faction, crime,
political patronage and concentration of economic power through
means fair or foul, often abusing State power, played havoc
with this region. My Government is determined to put an end
to this reign of terror. We have already initiated steps to
bring peace, order and rule of law to the Rayalaseema districts.
We will not tolerate politicisation of crime and criminalisa-
tion o©of politics. Administration will take the sternest
possible action against violence and crime. This factious
violence and acquisition cof political power through Fforce
will have to be ruthlessly checked. Otherwise there is every
danger that it will engulf the rest of the State. My Government
has tne mandate and the political will to accomplish this

difficult task of bringing peace, order and stability of this
strife-torn region.

Resolution of the problem of Left Wing extremism prevailing
in certain pockets of the State is a matter of high priority
for my Government. My Government wishes to resolve this issue
through a four-pronged strategy. Ownership of land, which has
been the root cause of conflict in many areas, will be fairly,
firmly and expeditiously dealt with under the various laws of
the lnd. The extremists who renounce violence and rejoin the
mainstream of society will be treated with sympathy and
understanding and provided all means of support and rehabili-
tation enabling them to live with dignity, free from fear and
oppression, My Government will do everything to protect the
inalienable human rights, and ensure humane treatment of
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prisoners and undertrials. While eenforcing the rule of law
regardless of privileges of birth or position, all citizens
will be treated fairly and equitably within the framework of
our Constitution and laws. My Government is confident that
this fair and humane policy will yield dividends and all of
us, irrespective of political affiliation or ideoligical
persuasion, will strive together for building a peaceful,
just and harmonious society.

The programmes launched by my Government to redeem its
pledges to the people cost money. Regrettably the State's
finances are in a perilous state. The present Government has
inherited a heavy burden of negative balances in our
exchequer. There is, however, no need for despair. With the
people's support and the determination and dedication of the
Hon'ble Members, we can and we will lead the state forward
and bring economic prosperity and well-being of all our
citizens, especially the poor and the underprivileged.

With your involvement and the cooperation of the people,
the Government will endeavour to mobilise vast resources to
implement its policies and fulfil its commitments to the poor.
However, these resources will be mobilised in a painless
manner without imposing any additional burden on the poor.
The principal policy 1s to plug all loopholes and streamline
tax collection so that revenues are mobilised without any
additional burden., We will consult with representatives of
trade and industry as well as consumer groups. Our tax policy
will be simple, uncompiicated and straightforward without any
schope for corruption, loopholes, leakages and harassment. My
Government will not tolerate corruption of any kind, any where
and by any one. Stringent action will be taken to prevent
corruption and to punish those guilty of corruption.

My Government is deeply conscious of the plurality of
Indian siociety and the place of Andhra Pradesh in our larger
Union. We will stand second to none in protecting our rights
as people of Andhra Pradesh. But while doing so, it shall be
our ceaseless endeavour to uphold the unity and integrity of
our great union. We are Indians first and foremost. 5,000
years of long and unbroken history and civilisation welded us
into a unified nation and culture. We will do everything to
strengthen the bonds of unity, even as we strive to presexrve
our unigue identity.

Mahatma Gandhi, the greatest Indian of modern history
and one of the yreat heroes of all mankind, gave us the
philosophy of pragmatic humanism and built a nation out of
many disparate individuals and groups. My Government humbly
dedicates itself to his ideals which inspired a whole genera-
tion of Indians and have timeless relevance for all Mankind.

My Government appeals to all sections of people irrespective
of their social origins, political proclivities, economic
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status and i1deological persiasions to join hands in building
a peaceful, prosperous, humane India 1in which freedom and
human dignity will f£lourash.

Hon'ble Members,

During this Session, you will be considering urgent
busaness of my Government ancluding several proposals for
legislation which may be brought before you ain furtherance of
the policies and objectives I outlined. You have a sacred and
challenging task ahead of you. I wish you good-speed, a very
happy new year full of significant achievements 1in the
service of the people of Andhra Pradesh.
