I represented about that to the D.C.P. of that 
ab* } area and to the Inspector of the Police of the area 
but no action was taken on that. Then, on 17th of August there 
^as arson in the Mosque in Kali Kaman where the prayer mats 
were-burnt. As it has been narrated by my predecessor about 
the whole incident I do not want to go into the full details 
of the incident. I represented to the A.C.P. also and I 
pointed out who were the people responsible for the henious 
crime but no action was taken. We peacefully protested. We 
were arrested along with the Hon'ble Members of Chandrayana-
gutta and Yat.ntpura including the leader of Muslim Shabban 
for peacefully staging dharna. You will be surprised and the 
august Hous'i will be amazed to know that for peacefully 
staging dharna Section 121 (a) of the Indian Penal Code was 
invoked wn3ch means waging war against India. So, I need not 
say more acout the Police mis-behaviour. They are so immature 
and their minds are full of corrupt ideas that people who 
peacefully protested are portrayed as waging war against 
India. They include three M.L.As who have taken Oath under 
the Constitution of India to uphold it. By their behaviour we 
can categorically say that if Hon'ble Members of this House 
are booked under Section 121 (1) of I.P.C., it is no wonder 
that hundreds of innocent minority people are booked under 
TADA. They are lying in Musheerabad and Chanchaiguda Central 
Jails for no reason whatsover. Of course, we got the bail. 

In the meanwhile, another Mosque was demolished in 
Champapet. There was arson and the details of it were given 
by my learned colleague, Mr. P. Nageswara Rao. Another Mosque 
was tried to be destroyed in Ibrahimpatnam. There was another 
incident in Begum Bazar. For peacefully protesting 75 to 100 
people were arrested but in the case of people involved in 
arson and desecration of the Mosques none was arrested. No 
case was registered against them* 

Now, whatever the statement that has been given by the 
Government says that the City Police vehemently objected to 
the immersion on Friday. Did not the Police have enough powers 
to stop that immersion on Friday? They could have invoked the 
provisions of law. There is a provision for it. The Police 
should have said that they wanted the immersion done on 
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Saturday ancitipating breach of peace. Why did not the Police 
relent? This question needs to be answered. 

Another thing is, as it has been reported in the News­
papers and as has been said by my learned friend the M.L.&. 
from Kara van, when I reside in Himayathnagar why should I 
have to go to Charminar. Sir, may be he does nob move in his 
area. But, I have love ancL. sympathy for the people in my 
Constituency. From morning 6 Clock I keep moving around in 
my Constituency. Not only on that day but before that also. I 
have been trying to ward off the doubts and apprehensions 
which the people in my Constituency entertained. I was standing 
quite far away from the Ganesh procession. Some people from 
the procession came and congratulated me for being there. I 
also extended my thanks to them and I requested them that let 
the procession pass on peacefully. It was already 12.35 P-m-
and the Friday prayer sermon started. I requested the Inspec­
tor of Police present there. This can be verified. Mr. Yada-
giri Reddy, the A.C.P. of the Task Force and Mr. William 
Karry, the Inspector of Police were there. In the meanwhileF 
some miscreants threw colour on me but I was not provoked. I 
had not even turned my face around because I knew that if I 
had turned my face there could have been some kind of resipro-
catory act. Mr. Yadagiri Reddy and Mr. William Karry requested 
me and I acceeded to their request. I just said that I did 
not want any trouble and I just wanted that the procession 
passed off peacefully. But, in the meanwhile there was 
exchange of stone pelting. My Jeep Car was damaged and the 
witness of the whole incident was Mr. Basith, the Addl. 
Commissioner of Police. That procession had to pass through 
CHowk Mosque and Lai Bazar where the properties of minority 
people are situated. Some people said that if the procession 
whould go from there then there was bound to be some trouble. 
We requested when they were throwing stones from the other 
side. They had lathis in their lorries and the lorry which 
was responsible for creating the trouble at Chowk - I give 
the registered number of the lorry right now. I have given 
the number to the Commissioner of Police. The number of the 
lorry is AAT 2451. That lorry was hired by Gowliguda Golden 
Press. It is for the Police to verify that. They need not 
believe my version alone. But, hats off to the Circle Inspector 
of Police, Hussaini Alam Police Station, who had the fore­
sight to tell that the procession should take diversion. I 
very much agree with his deiigent act. There are no two 
questions about that. 

Regarding the version of my Hon'ble learned friend and 
college from Karavan that why should I go to Afzalgunj I 
would like to say that I am M.L.A* representing the people of 
one constituency. The same thing can be said about him. What 
was he doing there? When the problem arose I went to Afzalgunj 
J. 195-15 
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and at that time there the shops were half-burning and under­
neath Nayapui there was a Darga. The Hon'ble Commisioner of 
Police said the Police force posted for the procession was 
never posted earlier m such large number in the history of 
n̂dhra Pradesn. 

Big granite stones were thrown on the Darga underneath 
Nayapui and the dome of the Darga was damaged. Some miscreants 
threw burning cloth on the Darga which, in turn, lighted the 
holy cloth on the Darga. When the people living underneath 
the Darga went to extinguish that fire the C.R.P.F. and the 
so called Rapid Action Force threw three tear-gas shells. 
They did not want the people to extinguish the fire. Ironi­
cally, the Afzalgunj Police Station was not far off from tne 
place and the distance was not even eight to ten feet away 
and that Police Station personnel were standing there as 
innocent bystanders. Unfortunately, as I have been arrested I 
could not bring the empty tear-gas shells. The trade-mark on 
the empty near-gas shells clearly say that they belong to 
Border Security Force. *** A Fire Engine was kept there but 
&\ose people also could not extinguish the fire because the 
Officer from the Fire Services told me that they were ordered 
not to extinguish that fire. Sir, what is this? Is it not a 
clear-cut case of instigation of communal violence? It has 
been perpetrated by those people who are responsible for the 
demolition of the Babri Masjid. Sir, who are responsible for 
the demolition of the Babri Masjid? 

Manlaman and Manlahastath supported Sri Chandrababu Naidu 
because it wants to save this State from the communal frenzy. 
Our country was established on the basis of Secularism. We do 
not want Fascist or Nazi regime should come over here. * 

Sir, I would like to say again as to who was responsible? 
*** I was arrested on that day. 

Sri P. Ramaswamy:- Sir, he is mentioning names. Whatever 
facts are mentioned.... 

Mr. Speaker:- Ramaswamy garu, please take your seat. 

Sri Asaduddin Owaisi:- Sir, I have not named anybody. In 
keeping with the rules of the House I have not named anybody. 
Atleast, I have the courtesy.

Sri Basheeruddin Babukhan (Bodhan):- Speaker Sir, the 

events of the last one or two weeks have indeed brought a lot 

of pain and created a lot of fear. They have also pained some 

of the Members of this House, what they perceived to be 

injustice at the hands of the police as also at the hands of 

the State. I would briefly recaptulate the event of the so-

called demolition of a mosque at Kaga^guda which is an old 

Qutub Shahi Mosque. In fact the damage to the mosque and the 

boundary wall was caused not deliberately by anybody, but by 

the fall of branch of the tree that stood there. There were 

rumours at that time because of some dynamite which was used 

in the vicinity that a bomb had been planted and burst. There­

fore, that also created a lot of tension. At that time, as 

Minister for Minorities and Wakf, I have ordered that the 

boundary wall of the mosque at Kagajguda be constructed and 

the same is now being undertaken* so that protection of the 

mosque and the Quabaristan around it would be done 

immediately* Then the event of 17th August, of burning of 

jainamaz on the upper floor of the mosque at Kalikamaan took 

place after mid-night. The leaders of the Majlis and MJB.T. 

and others came on the scene. They had seen what exactly 

happened. The police explained that this might have been 

caused accidentally. I was told that they were satisfied and 

went home. But a third group came along in the afrernoon, 
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known as Muslim Shabban and they also wanted to demonstrate. 

When the other two Majlis parties came to know of this, they 

also arrived in the afternoon and all the three groups started 

Dharna and demonstration. This caused lot of tension in the 

area. I was informed of this and I went there because the Home 

Minister was not present and the Chief Minister was not in 

the town. They had gone on Sadassu in Coastal area. So I 

rushed to Kalikamaan and visited the area. The upper floor on 

which the jainamaaz was ̂ placed had been burnt. The local 

M.L.As. accused certain persons there and they requested that 

they should be taken into custody and that they would disperse 

from there. I have also requested the local leaders to accept 

the police suggestion that they would arrest the accused. I 

have given instructions that whoever is accused should be 

arrested whether on charges or in preventive custody, so that 

the situation would be brought under control. Thereafter I 

went away as I had to go to Anantapur by 4.00 p.m. tram. I 

believe, after I had gene, there was a lathi charge - whether 

it was justified or not I do not knew, but after that lathi 

charge the local people there destroyed some buses. They have 

damaged a Mandir also, for which I think even the M.L,As., 

and persons belonging bo my community and all Muslims and all 

others would feel terribly ashamed that this had never 

happened in Hyderabad and that this had to happen on this 

occasion. 

Speaker Sir, when I learnt of the destruction and the 

damage caused to the Mandir when a message was conveyed to me 

on the tram, I came back half way through to Hyderabad and 

proceeded to see the Mandir and to pacify the people there. 

They were very much agitated naturally as something very 

disgraceful had taken place in the damage to the Mandir at 

that, place. The Home Minister also arrived there the same 

morning. He also visisted the area and I accompained him. He 
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also visited the Kalikamaan Masjid and tried to pacify the 

M.L.As. and M.Ps* present there and the gathering. I think at 

that point of time everything had got almost to normality 

because what he explained was accapted. Speaker Sir? all 

these events, though small in nature, only point to one thing, 

that there are forces m our State and there are forces in 

Hyderabad City which are now bent upon creating an impression 

or doing something that would damage the prestige of the 

Government. There is definitely a well-designed conspiracy to 

damage the prestige of this Government. Sir, in the previous 

Congress rule for 4 to 5 years continuously there were riots 

m the City. There was curfew imposed in the twin cities very 

often and Hyderabad acquired a name of Curfew-City in those 

days. But when Telugu Desam arrived and N.T.R. regime started, 

this was totally stopped and we acquired a reputation and 

Telugu Desam also acquired a reputation.... 

(Interruptions) 

Sir, during the seven years regime of Telugu Desam, not even 

once any communal riot accurred in the twin cities or in the 

State. We can proudly say that it was because of the policy 

of the Telugu Desam Party, it did not happen. Whenever these 

things happen, it is the Government that gets bad name. 

Therefore, it was a party policy also and we discussed it in 

our party force and even in Gandipet where we had our Party 

Headquartes whenever party Sadassu and party annual functions 

are held. We have pronounced that these will never be allowed 

to happen and even if that happens it shall be curbed in the 

shortest possible time. So, that was a Party policy and it 

was implemented by the Government very very effectively. 

Then came 1990 and the Hyderabad City which had for 4Q0 

years never seen anything like it r massive and most horrible 

riots took place m the Twin Cities in the regime of the 

j . 195-16 
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Congress Party. About 300 people are kno^n to have lost their 

lives/ killed by one another* How can a City, where millions 

have livc-3 for decades and centuries in such peaceful manner, 

ae reduced to a situation wnere people about 300 were killed? 

I do not tnmk any other City before that has ever experienced 

a situation like this. I thimc the Government of the time has 

answered for it. Came 1994 and the people have seen tnat the 

Congress Party was thrown out. Sir, with the restoration of 

Telugu D^sar rtle in Andhra Pradesh again, peace would have 

restored and i^ would be a proof that no communal incident or 

no incident cf any such nature has taken place, but as I have 

said first, it is now a conspiracy and a well-planned one that 

is being tried no be executed to see that a bad name is 

brought to the Telugu Desam Government. Sir, in 1990 and 

thereafter whenever there was some bomb blast m the City, 

indeed the role of the police at that time and also after the 

blast has been very very harsh and sometimes very partisan. 

In 3 990 riots there were some F.I.Rs. issued, some of which I 

have seen myself, where it was said 'Ramulu and five others* 

involved m so-and-so incident, and elsewhere 'Rahim and 50 

others and 500 others' involved in so-and-so-incident. What 

is the result of this? When there are no names of these 50 or 

5 others mentioned, an allegation was made very very often 

directly - and many of them are sitting here - that the police 

officers, police constables and police personnel in the Old 

City nave gone about in search for these un-namect people and 

it is alleged that they have collected money from these 

people and they have threatened them to arrest if they do not 

pay the money- This is how the deterioration in the police 

has come about. The then Government have allowed these F.I.Rs. 

to be filed, instead of having clqsed these cases. No Govern­

ment would allow the people who are really involved, to go 

scot-free and no party would let them free. But, however, ̂  

these F.I.Rs. continued to be in existence. Sir, I would 
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appeal to the Government a'so now that these F.I.Rs. which 

have come in the 1990 Congress regime snould be withdrawn m 

the case of innocent persons -

Sir, under the 15 Point Programme of the rrimt. Minister, 

what has been clearly mentioned is that to maintain pe-̂ ce in 

cities and towns ic is necessary that the police should be a 

balancing force and that there would be communal equilibrium 

in such force. I would urge the Government to see that there 

is balance in the police force* The incidents described by 

the members here at Hussaamaalam and Afzalgunj might not 

have happened if there was a balancing police force, also 

commanded by people who had respect for both religions. There­

fore, bringing a balance m the police force is necessary. 

Sir, there are thousands and thousands of people killed 

during the past few decades - Hindus, Muslims or others - m 

communal riots. Yet, I do not think anybody has been sent to 

gallows. This is one of the reasons that the communal riots 

still continue to take place in this country- It will happen 

as long as we do not punish the guilty and they are allowed 

to go scot-free. Everybody should be set free just because a 

case is booked in the name of Galata? No, we must see that 

those who are really guilty are tried and punished in a most 

severe manner. 

Sir, again under 15 - Point Programme of the Prime 

Minister, it has been promised to set up special Courts to 

try the communal offenders. But this has never happened* 

Where are these Special Courts? I would urge the Government 

of India and my own Government also to see that the Special 

Courts are constituted so that communal offenders are tried 

and punished so that there is a deterrent for those who 

indulge in communal riots and kill the innocent people. 
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Sir; one more factor nas to be brought to the notice of 

tne House. It is needed diplorable to see the pathetic living 

conditions of the Old City. I would urge my fellow members 

wno had never been to Old Ciby to go to Old City and see how 

things are brooding there and in what conditions people are 

living there. While in the opposition, I said that the Muslims 

are living in the mohullas. Like flies and the little warms 

that crawl in the drains, around these drains are living the 

Muslims in the ^ld City. Majority of the people living there 

are Muslims. I do not say that other poor people are not 

living in those areas. Therefore, it is the need of the hour 

that the Government pays attention for the development of the 

Old City m such a manner that the human resources and the 

entire community that lives there also develops and they are 

provided with proper education, health care and all infras­

tructure and all means of livelihood, so that we do not 

criminal people that would take part in the communal riots, 

disturb peace and kill each other m the bargain* 

Sir, I would like to point out that our Hon'ble Chief 

Minister, Sri Chandrababu Naidu Garu has promised both in 

this House and outside on every platform so far since the 

incidents started that this Government will take most severe 

action against those indulging in communal violence, killing each 

other and destroying innocent people's property. I am sure 

that Sri Chandrababu Naidu, our Chief Minister and the Leader 

of the House means every word what he says* I feel that the 

House should be reassured and the people should be reassured 

thaet the Government will take every care to see that the 

guilty is punished, this type of incidents will not recut and 

there will be an enquiry to see how and who is trying to 

disgrace this Government and bring disrepute to the Telugu 

Desam Party. 
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Finally Sir, there have been some arrests made of some 

members of this August House, applying criminal law Sections 

against them, when they should have been merely taken into 

custody on the basis of preventive detention, as is normally 

done. Perhaps, that has been a mistake. Through you I would 

request the Government that this mistake should be corrected* 

i-30 Sir, I on my own behalf and being Leader of the Minori-

Sb- ties in the Telugu Desam Party and also in the State, 

appeal to every section of the community, including various 

political groups, that they should restore peace. We shall 

bring peace, because we cannot afford to quarrel among our­

selves. Sir, I cannot imagine a situation wherein we will get 

up m the morning and go to the nearest tea shop and talk to 

each other or else get up in the morning which manjan powder 

in our mouth and have a chat with each other and start killing 

each other in the next morning. Sir, I firmly oelieve that it 

is not possible that people of their own will do it. It is 

only possible when somebody else makes them and forces them 

to do it. That is how things will take place. 

Sir, a mention was made regarding Siva Sena. It is true 

that Siva Sena has arriued. Sir, we know very well what Siva 

Sena has done in Bombay city. They arrived with a bang and 

ransacked the office of Al Kabir Abattoir. It was wrongly 

preceived that Al Kabir bearing a Muslim name perhaps is a 

Muslim property. In fact, it has nothing to do with the 

Muslim Comminity. The factory is run by a Punjabi Hindu 

Mr. Sabarwala and others* However, an agitation was launched 

against Al Kabir and Siva Sena which want to establish itself, 

sided with such parties and groups which were agitating 

against the establishment of Al Kabir and raided the factory. 

I hope that they may severely be punished. * 
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Sir, I again appeal to all sections of the Society, 

throughout the State to maintain peace and amity. We have 

successfully restored peace in our State and I am sure that 

peace will be restored m the twin cities of Hyderabad and 

Secunderabad.
