It has been decided that every Administrative Department 
should try to regulate its own expenditure on the basis of 
the overall resource availability and the respective Depart­
ment's priorities. Accordingly an analysis of budgeted 
expenditure as well as likely flow of revenue has been made. 
On the basis of this analysis, the following internal guide­
lines and controls are suggested for self-regulation of 
expenditure in every Department: 

1. All expenditure on the following items will be as per 
the actual need without any restriction: 

(i) Salaries 
(ii) Dearness Allowance 
(iii) Grants-in-aid towards salaries 
(iv) Pensions 
(v) Interest Payments 

(vi) Contra-interest (Irrigation) 
(vii) Compensation and Assignment to Local Bodies 
(viii) Other items of Centrally Sponsored Schemes 

(except salaries) 
(ix) Matching share of Centrally Sponsored Schemes. 
(x) Basic minimum services 
(xi) 10th Finance Commission Provisions, 
(xii) NABARD assisted works, 
(xiii) Externally Aided Projects. 
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2* On all other items of expenditure, every department 
should effect 20% savings on the budgetary provision. 
Accordingly, approximately 20% of the budgetary provision can 
be authorised for expenditure by the Department every 
quarter. However, the Department can indicate drawing more 
than the quarterly provision if the seasonality of the 
expenditure so demands without need to adhere to a uniform 
distribution across all the quarters. Under no circumstances 
should be overall ceiling of 80% of budget provision be 
exceeded by year end. 

3. The savings of 20% should be effected as far as 
possible on non-plan revenue expenditure while fully protect­
ing the normal maintenance works as well as provisions for 
capital works fully. If 20% savings without a cut on the 
maintenance provision or capital works component is not 
feasible. The Departments should obtain the orders in 
circulation to the Chief Minister through Finance Secretary, 
Chief Secretary and Finance Minister before implementing the 
cuts.

Sri Asaduddin Owaisi:- Sir, this Budget indicates the 

policy of the Government. It indicates positively that the 

revised estimates of 1998-99 will close with minus balance 

including Rs. 46.37 crores of 1997-98 and the new financial 

year is expected to end with the negative balance of Rs.238.45 

crores, thus indicating the fact that the State Governmnt has 

failed to present realistic and balance budget this year 

also. 

Always we have been hearing since the last two years and 

observing that the Chief Minister is a Hi-tech Chief Minister 

and that this Hi-tech would boost our economy. We were forced 

to sit to hear 74 pages Budget Speech of the Hon'ble Finance

Sri Asaduddin Owaisi:- Let the people at large know what 

is happening in the country and let the true colours come out 

When you talk about transparency, let it be there. We are for 

it. As regards power situation, the Hon'ble Pinance Minister 

has mentioned in his budget speech that 19% of the total 

budget has been allotted. I would like to know whether the 

Government of Andhra Pradesh is being dictated by the World 

Bank for reforms in the power sector. One day or the other, 

reforms have to be brought in. The Government has not 

mentioned about the*Nitenbaiah reports as regards trifircation 

of A.P.S.E.B. The N.T.P.c. has decided to establish a power 

station at Shankerpally near Hyderabad, but in the budget 

notes submitted to us, it was not mentioned about it. As 

every state capital is having a separate power station in 

India, the Capital City of Andhra Pradesh, must also have a 

separate power station to meet the growing power demands. 

With regard to drinking water supply in twin-cities, an 

amount of Rs. 10.80 crores have been sanctioned to the nine 

surrounding municipalities including that of Rajendranagar 

municipality which falls under my constituency. But, so far 

not even a single paisa has been spent towards that end. A 

majority of that amount is released to the Hon'ble Minister 

for Revenue's constituency. Inspite fo my numerous representa­

tions made to the Managing Director. Water Works Department 

and other authorities, to find a solution to the drinking 

water problem, the Government did not pay attention. Regarding 

supply of Krishna Water to Hyderabad Twin-cities, in the 

budget speech, the Government has allotted an amount of 

Rs.2,000 crores and it is stated that an agreement in this 

connection will be reached with the World Bnak. We have been 

hearing about this for. the last so many years, but it did 
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not materialise. The Ex-Minister is there, he had stated at 

that time that if you do not get water, you catch my ear. For 

want of drinking water, the residents of Twin-Cities are 

facing lot of troubles, especially the poor people who work, 

hard from dawn to dusk. When they come back to their homes in 

evening they have to stand in the queues till midnight 2.00 

and 3.00 a.m. to fetch drinking water. Only for two or three 

pots of water they are forced to wait for hours together 

thereby they are not able to sleep even for two hours. A 

computer may work for 24 hours but not a human being. This is 

how the people of Hyderabad Twin-Cities are facing the acute 

drinking water problem. My Hon'ble Friend from Sanathnagar 

constituency, Sri M. Sashidhar Reddy rightly said that nearly 

1000 t.m.c. water is going waste into sea from Godavari river 

and unless that project is taken-up, as he has foreseen, the 

drinking water problem cannot be solved. Hence, I request the 

Government, through you Sir, to kindly look into the problem 

and make sure that the people of the State are bailed out 

from this sorrow state-of-affairs. 

Regarding problems of minorities, I would like to put 

before this august House, that since Independence there were 

two problems i.e. riots after independence and riots after 

demolition of Babri Masjid. I am for reservations to the 

dalit brothers and at the same time, I request that this 

Government should stand first in the entire country by giving 

10% reservations to the minority community. The Government 

might have sanctioned Rs* 10.00 crores towards Minority 

Finance Corporation, Urdu Academy, etc. but more than that if 

you implement this 10% reservations to the minorities, as 

they are the most^worst sufferers inthe country, it will be 

helpful to them to come up from the present downtrodden 

stage. As regards employment opportunities to the minorities, 

I would like to question the Government: what is the percentage 

of employment provided to us after independence? As per the 
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survey conducted by the Economic Institute of India in 1952, 

4% of the people in Government service belonged to minority 

community and that figure has now come down to less than 2%. 

The G.O.Ms.No 1 issued by the then Congress Government for 

providing primary education to the minority community, which 

it had stated was a gift to the minorities/is not helpful. 

The Government has made Urdu as a Second Language m 

eight districts of Andhra Pradesh, but, it has failed to 

allocate any funds to create Urdu Teacher Posts and there was 

none to receive applications in Urdu in the Hon'ble Chief 

Minister's Office and in Collectors' office. Unless and until 

the Government creates Urdu Teacher posts for strict 

implementation of Urdu as the Second Language, the dream of 

minorities cannot materialise. I request the Government to 

initiate steps towards this end. * The Official Language 

Commission has also not been established and subsequently the 

Government stated in the Bill, which was passed by this 

august House, that one Urdu knowing Vice-chairman would be 

appointed, but, even today that post is still vacant. The 

Government is stating that they want to bring Minotity 

Finance Commission Bill, can you tell me where its office is 

situated? Nothing is there. Though there is Minority Finance 

Corporation, it hap failed ro cater to the requirements of 

the minorities as there are lots of problems in availing 

loans. Despite several representations to the Government to 

provide direct loans to the beneficiaries through the 

Corporation, there was no response from the Government. Many 

banks are reluctant to release the money. 

Though there are hundreds of Urdu Teacher pdsts in Urdu 

medium schools, the Government, is not t̂aking any action to 

fill them up. I request the Government to fill the vacant 

posts. If the Government work towards welfare and development 

of the State, we are ready to give constructive advice and at 

the same time we will also criticise its wrong doings. 
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I request the Government to think over again and again 

before they take a final decision, because still two hours 

time for vote of Confidence for the B.J,P. is left. You 

cannot deceive us. Don't support the B.J.P. Government at the 

Centre. Dr. Farooq Abdulla is confined only to the Kashmir 

Valley. We don't recognise him. My Hon'ble Friend. Sri Baddam 

Bal Reddy, is here. If 1 ask him about his opinion on Article 

370, and on construction of Ram Temple at Ayodhya, he cannot 

say anything. 

Before concluding. I would like to state that this budget 

is not pro poor and it is not for have-nots. I think you very 

much for giving me this opportunity.

JMs. Delia Godfrey (Nominated):- Mr. Speaker Sir, thank 

you very much for giving me an opportunity to speak on behalf 

of the minority community. While going through the budget 

notes circulated to us. I have noticed that the Government 

has sanctioned funds towards various ' programmes for the 

benefit of the minorities in the State. But. I would like to 

recall that during the last year s budget, the Government had 

sanctioned Rs. 25.00 crores for the welfare of minorities, 

but so far only Rs. 1.25 crores have been released and many 

problems pertaining to minorities remain unsolved for want of 

sanction of balance amount. In this connection. I would like 

to bring to your kind notice that there are myriad problems 

in availing loans from the A.P. Minority Finance Corporation. 

Therefore. I request that direct loaning facility may please 

be provided to the minorities on par with the S.C., S.T* and 

B.C. Finance Corporations. I also„ request the Government to 
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earmark some funds especially to the Christian minor community, 

because many people are approaching and asking me regarding 

the percentage of allocation of funds. If the amount is 

specified, the people of my community can avail the benefits. 

Again, the Government: Aided Schools which are being run 

in the State, are facing lot of problems as majority of the 

schools are not receiving the aid from tin? Government. So 

many schools are being run for the welfare of the poor 

children and economically backward class children and if 

these educational institutions are not sanctioned tbe grant-

in-aid, which they are supposed to gat, they ^.Ul not be able 

to sustain.

In this connection, I request 

the Government to waive this tax. for the vehicles being used 

for the transportation of poor people to the Home for Aged 

institutions and also transportation of children to various 

educational institutions throughout the length and breadth of 

the State, especially those who are depending upon the 

charitable institutions and the money thus saved towards tax 

could be utilised for the better maintenance of such institu­

tions.
