Similaxrly, we have drought in a
number of districts and in number of parts in the State,
which has to be discussed. Similarly, minorities issue was to
be discussed. That could not be discussed because of the
Statement that is continuing in the State of Andhra Pradesh.
Moreover, we have brought to the notice of the Government
about the law and order situation number of times. Hon'ble
Minister for Municipal Administration's brother was brutally
shot down. The House of the another Minister was blown up.

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Sri D.K. Samarasimha Reddy:~ I have answered it in
detail already. Sir, a very pertinent point has been raised
by Mr. Vidyasagar Rao that as he believed that the view of
the Supreme Court is not right and it required reconsidera-
tion, as people sitting in the Government why did we not
entertain such an idea. We did have such a thought that the
judgement requires reconsideration.
