the memcry of some of the Hon. Members about the procedure
that prevails with regard to the writs. Writs are of a highly
prerogyative nature. The writs are of five types - writ of
mandamus, writ of certiorari, writ of prohibition and writ of
habeas corpus. The writ of mandamus is to direct the Govern-
ment to do a particular thing. Writ of certiorari is for
guashing the proceedings or quashing the illegal enactment.
On the issue of capitation fees, there is a judgment of the
Supreme Court. That judgment is pertaining to a matter between
the Karnataka Government and a candidate. It is from some
other State. Whatever it is, Judgments are also of two types
Judgment in rem and Judgment in personam.
