1. All visitors who intend to call on the Members of the
Legislative Assembly residing at the M.L.A.s Quarters are
required to sign in the Register kept at the entrance and
thereafter the security staff on duty ascertaining from the
Member cnocerned on whom the visitor wishes to call on will,
allow the visitor into the premises of M.L.A.s Quarters.

2. All vehicles entering into the M.L.A.s Quarters shall
be subjected to security check except the veh:.cles in which
the Members are travelling.

3. The entry into the canteens and other places and the
entry of domestic servants working in the residences of
Members shall be gegulated by issue of passes.

4. Hereafterq accommodation in the rooms at New M.L.A.s
Quarters shall bei given to the sitting Members who have not
been provided quarters, Ex~Legislators, M.P.s and Ex. M.P.s
for their personal use only. Letters issued by the Members
seeking accommodation for other shall not be honoured.

5. All persons who are staying at.present in the rooms
at New M.L.A.s Quarters on the strength of the letters issued
by the Members shall be evicted soon after the completion of
five days period stipulated in the Rules, if necessary, the
Warden, M.L.A.s Quarters can seek the help of the Police in
this regard.

6. Security staff provided by the District Superintendent of
Police accompanying the Members shall obtain a permanent pass '
from the competent authority and if any security personnel
does not possess such pass he must obtain a temporary pass
from the Police Stationinwhose Jurisdiction the M.L.A.s.
" Quarters falls showing his identity etc.. till he gets a

pemanent pass.

7. All security staff provided to the Members shall be -
_made known to the Member concerned :.n advance in respect of
h:.s ident:.ty etc.’
